The lila1ter library designation l-ri11 honor the memory of Frank K. Walter,

University librarian from 1921 until his retirement in 1943. During Walter's

administration, the present library building was occupied -- in 1924. In 1928, he

organized the library school and served as its director until his retirement. He

died in 1945.

Robert G. Vosper, University of Kansas director of libraries, will be guest

speaker at the dinner, which is sponsored b,y the library and the University Library

School Alumni association. His talk, "Building a Scholarly Libraryll, will be one in

the Frank K. Walter Lecture series.

In the opinion of Edward B. Stanford, present library director, Walter's wide

reputation as a book man, teacher and writer contributed substantially to the

Minnesota library's stature as one of the nation's great research libraries. "He had

a true nose for the rare and valuable item," Stanford said, adding that he made

personal trips to Europe searching for books, documents and periodicals for the>

library.

Speaking of the former librarian, Stanford said, "Mr. Walter was an interesting

combination of thrift and caution on one hand and intellectual daring on the other.

He T,ras a natural teacher but not an orthodox pedagog. His method was to challenge, to

stimulate, to make the student think. His memory was prodigious. Underneath all

this was a sound approach to his profession, a disciplined resolute mind, ana~ical

judgment and, over and under everything, uncompromising honesty.1I

Addressing the college section of the Missouri Library association at

Hannibal, Mo., Saturday (May 2), Professor Berninghausen told 65 college and

university librarians that until coordination is achieved, recruiting for

librarianship will be handicapped.

He reported that every library school graduate can choose from among 10 to 20

positions, in any part of the world, with starting salaries ranging from $4,500 to

$6,000 annually. Last year, he said, Minnesota librar,y school graduates, without

experience, took jobs with salaries averaging $4,750.

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MOST SNAKES FOUND IN MINNESOTA HARMLESS,
BUT SOME RATTLERS ROAM ROCKS IN SE CORNER

~FOR RELEASE THURSDAY 2 JUNE 11, 1959)

Minneapolis --- Most snakes found in Minnesota are harmless!

In fact, of the 17 varieties of snakes in the state, only two -- the timber

rattlesnake and the swamp rattlesnake __ are poisonous. And to narrow it down

even further, Minnesota's poisonous snakes are found only in the southeastern

corner of the state, in an area bounded roughly by a line through Stillwater,

Owatonna and Austin. No rattlers have been reported beyond this limit.

Several harmless snakes have been mistaken for the dangerous variety,

however, according to Walter W. Breckenridge, director of the Minnesota Museum

of Natural History at the University of Minnesota. Common confusion arises with

the aggressive and belligerent water snake, found in the lakes and rivers in

southern Minnesota; the tiny red-bellied snake found in all part of Minnesota,

named for its bright orange belly, often confused with the poisonous copperhead

snake; and the stubby, heavy-bodied hog-nosed snake, feared because of its

hissing. None of these snakes is poisonous or dangerous, assures Professor

Breckenridge.

Should you encounter a snake, chances are he'll go away from you as
quickly as he can. But, one quick look at a Minnesota snake's tail will tell
you whether or not you've anything to fear. If the end of his tail is sharply
pointed, it is definitely not a rattlesnake; but, if the tail is blunt and has
rattles, beware -- this is a poisonous snake.

You would be wise to carry a snake bite first aid kit if roaming the open
country in southeastern Minnesota. Only four items are necessary __ antiseptic,
knife, tourniquet and suction cups. Similar kits are carried by all field
personnel of the Northwestern Bell Telephone company in that section of the state.

To treat snake bite, Professor Breckenridge advises, keep the victim quiet
and avoid stimulation; apply a tourniquet between the bite and his heart; make
small cuts across fang punctures and apply suction to remove the poison; take
the victim to a doctor or hospital as soon as possible.

Where there is any question whether or not the snake bite was poisonous,
chances are a doctor will administer anti-venom serum promptly. In
southeastern Minnesota, this serum can be obtained by calling the chief telephone
operator in Winona, Wabasha, Caledonia, Red Wing, St. Charles, Preston, Chatfield
or Rochester. In the last two years three lives reportedly were saved as a
result of a speedy call for serum.

Mirmeapolis --- A total of $52,000 has been raised or donated for

charitable and public service projects by University of Mirmesota students during

the last academic school year, according to Dean of Students Edmund G. Williamson.

Six hundred and seventy-five service projects of all kinds -- work,

entertainment and donations of books, clothing, food and money -- were carried on by

the 148 student organizations advised by the student activities bureau of the

dean's office.

All-campus events accounted for more than half of the $52,000 total:

Campus Carnival grossed $16,500 for the University scholarship funds; Greek

Week collected $10,000 for educational television; the annual Christmas Seal

campaign raised $),200 and the Red Cross drive, $776.

Individual campus organizations and groups contributing to the total included

Interfraternity and Panhellenic Councils, $800 to the Community Chest and other

groups who purchased books and equipment for Tri-Chandra college, Nepal, India,

the Israel Dental school, and a home for mentally retarded children in St. Cloud.

Many of the 675 projects did not involve monetary donations but were

contributions of students' services. Hundreds of students gave up a holiday to

assist with the moving of equipment and patients to new buildings at St. Barnabas

hospital (Minneapolis) and the Anoka State hospital. Others read books and

magazines onto recording tapes for the blind in Mirmesota. One of the University

residence halls conducted a hall-wide blood-typing and donation program and has been

called upon for emergency blood transfusions at University Hospitals. Several

groups have done cleaning and painting at settlement houses, churches and old

people's homes; others spend three or four hours every week working in recreation

programs and assisting occupational therapists at the Gillette State Orthopedic

hospital, the Shriners' hospital for crippled children and the State Home for the

Blind.

Minneapolis --- Students in at least one University of Minnesota course

have their choice of writing their examinations in French, Spanish, Portuguese or

English.

And itts .lliU: a class in languages, but a special 10-week course on "ground

water for public water supplies" being presented this summer by the school of public

health.

Twenty-two countries are represented by the 45 sanitary engineers attending

the session, which was organized at the request of the International Cooperation

Administration and the World Health Organization.

All lectures are given in English, but it is not unusual to hear four

different tongues during the daily afternoon discussion periods. Of the eight

faculty members, one is fluent in French and two in Spanish and Portuguese, so there

is no translation problem.

Nine sanitary engineers are attending from various parts of the United States,

and six are here from Brazil. Three, including one woman, are from Venezuela and

three from Spain. Other countries represented are Honduras, Uruguay, Jamaica,

Guatemala, Peru, Costa Rica, Ecuador, the Philippines, Colombia, Haiti, Paraguay,

Formosa, Tunisia, Korea, Ceylon, Pakistan, India and Thailand.

The problem of developing piped water supplies as the best way of controlling

diarrheal and gastro-intestinal diseases is expected to be the next cooperative

global project of the ICA and \ffiO, according to Herbert M. Bosch, professor of

environmental sanitation in the school of public health and a course faculty member.

The first global attack, the control of malaria, is now well organized, Bosch

pointed out, and at its meeting last year in Minneapolis and again at its session

in Geneva last spring, vlHO gave high priority to the piped water supplies project.

The emphasis is on community water supplies, rather than individual supplies, he

added.

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The summer course at the University is concerned not only with the technical

aspects of such supplies, but is also interested in showing governments that it is

financially feasible to provide piped water supplies.

After completing the first University summer session next week, the engineers

will remain in Minneapolis one more week, spending part of that time at the

University's Rosemount Research Center. The last week in July, they will go to

Cloquet where, at the Forest Research Center, they will participate in practical

field work for four weeks. There they will set up a problem for a mythical town

of 4,000 to 5,000 residents, conducting a preliminary survey of conditions and

developing an actual water supply program.

Field trips to Winona, St. Cloud and T~lors Falls also are included in the

lO-week course.

The University of Minnesota was selected for the pilot course because it

boasts one of the countryOs 10 schools of public health and because a local water

development firm, Edward E. Johnson company, has men of special competence in this

field who are helping to conduct the course.

Bosch himself has had much experience in this work, having served as an rCA

consultant in South America four times and having been, for two years, chief of the

WHO division of environmental sanitation.

This pilot course is a ilrehearsal for doing the same thing out in the field",

according to Edmund G. Wagner, rCA sanitary engineer and a lecturer in the

University school of public health, also on the course faculty. rt is possible

that the people attending this yearOs session will form the nucleus for similar

courses in their home areas, he said.

Already, consideration is being given to conducting a similar program at

Minnesota next year.

Other members of the course faculty are G. L. Briggs, Joseph Mogg and
Raymond Schreurs, of the Edward E. Johnson company; and, from the University,
Professor Richard G. Bond, public health engineer in the health service; Assistant
Professor Lee D. Stauffer, senior sanitarian; and Dr. Gaylord W. Anderson, director
of the school of public health. They are assisted by special lecturers from the
University faculty plus guests from the United States Geological Survey, rCA and
a pump company.

GEOGRAPHY FIELD
STATION PROGRAM

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A study of proposed cooperative action among the geography departments of its

11 participating universities in setting up geography field stations for students has

been approved by the Committee on Institutional Cooperation of the Council of Ten

and the University of Chicago.

The University of Minnesota's representative on the committee, Stanley J.

Wenberg, assistant to President J. L. Morrill, reported today that the connnittee will

provide financial support for a conference on the proposal at Allerton Park, ill.,

October 23 and 24.

Representatives of each geography department in the II-school group will meet

to discuss the possibility of a cooperative field station program. Universities

represented on the Committee on Institutional Research include, in addition to

Minnesota: Chicago, Illinois, Indiana, Iowa, Michigan State, Michigan, Northwestern,

Ohio State, Purdue and Wisconsin.

To be considered at the conference will be costs, enrollment, staff, transfer

of credits and other problems involved in multiple sponsorship of educational

programs. Excessive cost has been a deterrent to the establishment of permanent

field stations by individual institutions and has forced some universities to

abandon summer field stations, according to Wenberg.

"The development of cooperative field stations appears to offer the most
logical. solution to the problem of providing basic field training for students in
geography," Professor Joseph A. Russell, head of the University of Illinois
geography department, explained.

The proposal for the cooperative venture was made by the Illinois geography
department after consultation with other Midwest university geography departments.
The Illinois school's geography department will be host for the conference and its
members will coordinate the program.

A major objective of the Connnittee on Institutional Cooperation, according to
Wenberg, is to collect and analyze information concerning cooperative efforts of the
11 universities and to indicate areas in which further cooperation can increase the
effectiveness of the institutions. Studies of the committee are being financed by
the Carnegie Corporation of New York.

FOR EARTH STUDIES

Two University of Minnesota geologists will conduct investigations of

the earth's make-up during the next two years under grants totalling $39,500

made to the University by the National Science Foundation.

Information as to the composition of the presently inaccessible interior

of the earth will be sought by Paul W. Gast, assistant professor of geochemistry.

He will study the world-wide continental distribution of the lead and strontium

isotopes resulting from the radioactive decay of the elements uranium and

rubidium. The latter, a rather rare element, is a decay product of strontium.

Professor Gast's grant for this project is $29,000.

Professor Frederick M. Swain of the geology department will investigate

the carbon cycle of the Jurassic period of 130 to 150 million years ago in an

attempt to solve the problem of organic productivity in that important oil and

coal-bearing era of the earth's development.

He will try to determine at what rate organic matter was produced in that

period and whether there were differences in the atmosphere and intensity of

sunlight from the atmosphere and sunlight of today. His studies, financed

by a $10,500 grant, will extend into western and southern United States and

Mexico.

FUEL PROBLEMS AT ROSEMOUNT LABORATORIES

(FOR RELEASE WEDNESDAY, AUGUST 19. 1959)

Rosemount, Minn. -- Fuel energy management -- detennination and control

of the various factors necessary to obtain ma:x::i.mum energy from available fuels

under var,ying conditions to complete a mission -- has been a problem of

considerable importance since the advent of mechanically powered transportation.

Now, as we approach the era of space travel and as the required propulsion

systems become more and more complex, fuel energy management is a highly critical

problem in the development and operation of vehicles such as super-performance

atmospheric interceptors and bombers, orbital glider and interceptors, and trans-

orbital, lunar and interplanetary vehicles.

University of Minnesota scientists at the Rosemount Aeronautical Laboratories

are now engaged in the first phase of a major fuel energy management study under a

~ $198,500 contract with the United States Air Force. Direct sponsor of the project

is the Propulsion Instruments Section of the Flight Control Laboratory at the

Wright Air Development Center of the USAF Air Research and Development Command.

The project is a team effort with the University as prime contractor and

the Astronautics Corporation of America, Milwaukee, as sub-contractor. Industrial

researchers and several experts from the faculties of the Universities of Minnesota

and Wisconsin are serving as consultants. Team manager is E. G. Domich of the

Rosemount Aeronautical Laboratories. Professor John D. Akennan is director of the

laboratories.

Purpose of the study, according to Domich, is to determine the variation in

propellant characteristics during an entire flight, from take-off to landing; to

evaluate these propellant characteristics in tenns of available energy; to determine

means of measuring and controlling the critical characteristics; and to integrate

this knowledge into a system which will pennit the best possible use of propellant

energy.

Most tipper atmosphere and space nights of the recent past have had pre­

programmed fuel energy management schemes, Domich pointed out, but the flights of

the future involving manned vehicles will require IlD.lch more than a pre-planned

fuel energy management.

t~ecause of necessary changes in mission characteristics caused by

unforeseen events and problems arising during the course of a mission," the research

team manager explained, "a great deal of judgment will be left to the vehicle

manager as to the course of action. It is in circumstances such as these that

clear and precise information as to the existing propellant energy status with

respect to the energy requirements for any course of action contemplated to meet

the changed mission characteristics IlD.lst be available to the vehicle manager."

Citing an example of this situation, Domich added:

"Consider the case of a manned vahicle orbiting the earth on some strategic

or tactical mission. Suppose the vehicle manager is asked to perform some inter­

orbital mission that had. not been considered in his initial flight plan. Any

departure from his present orbit requires an expenditure of energy.

"Consider the momentous decision the vehicle manager must make regarding

the capability of his vehicle to make the orbit change and still return to the

earth's atmosphere and land. Consider, also, the worth of a propellant guage

to assist the vehicle manager in making such a decision.

"The information the manager needs is the answer to his query: 'Can the

mission I have selected be accomplished and permit my safe return to base?' This

question can be answered if the present situation of the vehicle and the

anticipated mission are known."

The fuel energy management study, according to Domich, can be broken down

into three phases. Phase I is a theoretical study based upon idealized

propulsion systems. Phase II is the engineering development and application of

techniques revealed in Phase I to real systems. Phase III is the development of

"hardware" required to put fuel energy management into practice in upper

atmosphere and space flights.

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Areas of research work to be undertaken during the one-year study were

outlined by Domich today as follows:

1. Analysis of all possible present and predicted fuels or propellants

including exploration of the futuristic areas of ion, plasma and photon propulsion.

2. Determination of all foreseeable environments to be encountered by the

vehicle and hence the propulsion system during entire flights from take-offs to

landings. Some of the environmental characteristics to be considered are

temperature variations (due to aerodynamic heating and solar radiation), pressure,

acceleration and cosmic radiations.

3. Determination of the effects of these environments upon the characteristics

of propellants and their related propulsion systems.

4. Determination of the effects of the resultant characteristics of

propellants and their related propulsion systems on the energy available for

conversion to useful thrust for various modes of operation•

.5. Determination of methods and techniques for measurement of the numerous

factors affecting fuel energy management.

6. Determination of methods for integration and control of the factors

affecting fuel energy management to permit the best possible use of the energy

available. Results of the previous study (.5) will be analyzed to determine means

of integrating the measurements obtained. It is anticipated that the investigation

of possible measurement tec~iques will rely on completely new approaches to the

problem rather than previously developed methods.

7. Examination of the interrelationship between the atmospheric and

atmosphere-free reactions of the body of the vehicle and the various fuel energy

situations which are anticipated throughout the flight. As the fuel or propellant

is consumed in night, the vehicle's "center of mass" will vary. The study will

determine if center of mass monitoring and control are essential for adequate control

of the vehicle for the missions planned for it. This determination is especially

necessary, Domich stated, in view of advanced flight control concepts which are

self-adaptive in nature thus lessening the effects of center of mass movement on
the overall stability of the vehicle.

TESTING PROGRAM FOR HS SENIORS

(FOR RELEASE 9 A. M. TUESDAY. SEPTEMBER 8)

Minneapolis --- Thirteen Minnesota colleges and universities will

participate in a new testing program for college-bound high school seniors,

inaugurated today in 14 states.

Minnesota's participation in the new American College Testing (ACT) program

was announced today (Tuesday, September 8) by Wilbur L. Layton, University of

Minnesota psychology professor and assistant director of the student counseling

bureau, who will serve as state coordinator for the program.

Minnesota schools participating are the University of Minnesota -- Twin Cities

campuses and Duluth; Bemidji State college; Mankato State college; Moorhead State

college; St. Cloud State college; Winona State college; Rochester Junior college;

St. Mary's college, Winona; St. John's university, Collegeville; Augsburg college,

Minneapolis; and Hamline university, Macalester college and Concordia college,

St. Paul.

In addition to these schools, which will require the ACT program for their

freshmen, Corcordia college in Moorhead and the College of st. Benedict in

St. Joseph will urge their applicants to take the tests.

ACT will operate in some 200 to 300 public and private colleges and

universities this fall in Alabama, Arkansas, Colorado, Idaho, Illinois, Iowa,

Kansas, Kentucky, Minnesota, Missouri, Montana, Oklahoma, Tennessee and Wisconsin.

California will join in the program early in 1960.

In Minnesota, testing centers will be set up at each college, Layton said,

and high schools also are being approached in the Twin Cities area in an effort

to accommodate the estimated 10,000 Minnesota students who are expected to take

part in the program this fall.

COUEGE TESTING PROGRAM - 2 -

The ACT program will measure general intellectual ability through testing

competence in English, mathematics, social studies and natural sciences. The neW

series of tests will au'gment the present Minnesota state-wide testing program

which, since 1924, has provided testing data to its member colleges and

universities on 99 per cent of Minnesota high school students.

While the present state-wide program is basically an aptitude test, testing

only English achievement, Layton explained, the ACT program consists of

achievement tests. "This will broaden our achievement testing in Minnesota",

he said.

The first tests will be given Saturd~, November 7, in all of ACT's 14

member states. Applications will be available in Minnesota high schools about

September 15, according to Layton, and October 15 is the deadline for submitting

applications to take the November tests.

High school students will pay a $3 fee for the test, L~on said.

Students who do not participate in the fall testing program will have a

second chance to take the tests sometime next winter. Students who subsequently

enroll from states not participating in ACT m~ take the tests when they arrive

at the individual colleges. Each time the half-day program is given, new test

forms will be used to insure security of test infomation.

The program was started, Layton expla.ined, to provide comparable intellectual

data on all high school seniors seeking entrance to colleges in the member states,

regardless of where they may live or attend school.

Test results will be used by Minnesota colleges for admission and placement

purposes; for granting scholarships, loans and other awards; and for counseling

purposes. They will be used by the high school senior and his adviser as a guide

in vocational and college selection.

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Principal advantage of the joint testing program, Layton believes, is that

it will enable schools to have their out-of-state students tested. Security of

test forms and the achievement nature of the tests are additional merits of the

program, he said.

In addition to receiving reports on the ACT scores, participating high

schools also will get reports on their graduates' freshman grades in college.

Scoring and reporting services required by the cooperative ACT program will

be provided by the Measurement Research Center, Inc., a non-profit corporation

directed by State University of Iowa officials and devoted to research in

automatic test processing for promoting better testing practices in United States

schools.

Dr. Starke R. Hathaway, University of Minnesota psychology professor

and director of the division of clinical psychology in the University's medical

school, has been honored at the American Psychological association's annual

convention now being held in Cincinnati, O.

Professor Hathaway received the Distinguished Scientific Contribution Award

in the association's division of clinical psychology. At the presentation of the

award, the Minnesota scientist was cited as a pioneer in the clinical experimental

study of abnormal behavior in human beings, for his application of experimental

methods of studying human behavior to the early identification of those with

criminal and delinquency tendencies and to the solution of crime and for his

success in combining psychology with the field of clinical medicine for the better

treatment of patients.

Also recognized in the award presentation was Professor Hathaway's

contribution as co-developer of the Minnesota Multiphasic Personality Inventory

(MMPI) which applies measurement and statistical techniques developed in

psychological research laboratories to the understanding of abnomal behavior in

human beings.

Professor Paul E. Meehl of the University's psychology department and also

Minneapolis --- E. W. Ziebarth, dean of the University of Minnesota

summer sessions and consultant to the Mid-West Radio and Television corporation,

this morning (Wednesday, Sept. 9) presented a vigorous case for more active

cooperation between state institutions in the field of educational radio and

television broadcasting.

Speaking in Washington, D. C., at a conference of the National Association

of Educational Broadcasters, sponsored by the United States department of health,

education and welfare, Ziebarth pointed to such network developments as a highly

desirable movement and presented an argument based upon reduced cost of operation

and increased distinction of educational offerings. He drew upon his special

research in Russian communications for many of his illustrations.

He said, "Educational television has demonstrated the availability and the

producibility of valid, sound and genuinely important materials, from which now,

not next year or five years from now as some delegates to this conference suggest,

but!lID.i, selections can be made which would justify such network transmission!"

Ziebarth was critical of some of the "unimaginativet'l educational programming,

and warned against the use of the media to "narcotize" viewers in the field of

public affairs. He pointed to examples of the confusion on the part of highly

intelligent viewers between knowing about the hard boiled problems of a free society

and doing something about them.

"It has been argued", he said, "that such networks will contribute to an

audience of homogenized tastes in an essentially passive and leveled society. But

if the mass media are indeed the Great Extension of almost everything, then let us

examine more closely what it is that is being extended and not limit our view to the
instrument of extension. I am not in the least appalled at the thought of several
millions of pipelines running to a relatively small number of sources, provided the
sources are responsive as well as responsible!"

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A sequence of courses on transistor principles and circuits will be offered

this year at the University of Ilfinnesota, Dean Athelstan Spilhaus of the

institute of technology announced today.

To be presented by the department of electrical engineering, the courses are

aimed at providing an opportunity for graduate electrical, engineers to expand their

knowledge of the newer developments in the fast-moving field of transistor circuits,

Dean Spilhaus said.

Professor LeRoy T. Anderson, associate professor of electrical engineering,

will teach the fall quarter course from 7 to 7:50 a.m. Tuesdays and Thursdays start-

ing Sept. 29. The early hour is scheduled because the institute recognizes that

the majority of students who will enroll are full-time employees of local industries.

In explaining the new course, Dean Spilhaus said:

"The transistor, which was invented some 10 years ago, has resulted in

revolutionary changes in circuit design. These developments have come so

rapidly that many electronic engineers have not had an opportunity to keep abreast

of them. Because electronic industries have been expanding so rapidly in the

Twin Cities area, the need for instruction of this type has become acute."

This summer, the department of electrical engineering offered a special

course, and the response exceeded all expectations, as 60 engineers enrolled.

A desire by the students for further studies prompted the new transistor program.

Believing that the institute of technology has a duty to help practicing

engineers keep up with the fast-moving technology of today, Spilhaus commented --

"Any time there is sufficient demand for specialized instruction of this type

to meet local needs, the institute will offer it providing we have the faculty

specialist.

Selection of Professor Neal R. Amundson, University of Minnesota chemical

engineering department head, as winner of the 1960 American Chemical Society Award in

Industrial and Engineering Chemistry, was announced Monday evening (Sept. 14).

The announcement was made at the general session of the society's 136th

national meeting being held in Atlantic City, N. J.

Consisting of a $1,000 prize, a gold medal and a citation, the award will be

presented to Professor Amundson at the society's 1960 spring meeting, April 5-14, in

Cleveland, O. At that time, he will deliver an address on his scientific work.

The award, first given in 1955, was created to stimulate fundamental research in

industrial and engineering chemistry and to foster the development and application of

chemical engineering principles to industrial processes.

Learning of Professor Amundson's selection for the award, a colleague,

Professor Richard H. Wilhelm, head of the chemical engineering department at

Princeton university, commented:

"Professor Amundson is regarded by many as the most outstanding mathematical

chemical engineer in the country with a long-sustained record of personal contribution

to engineering science, to tec;hnology and to teaching. He has been in the forefront

of the application of the tools of mathematics, whether analytical or numerical, to

the rational design of chemical reactors.

"He ha.s pioneered in the stUdy of the stability and controllability of chemical
reactors, particularly of continuous stirred reactors, and these studies have become
classic both for their elegance and utility. In his university work and through his
consulting connections with Remington-Rand and other corporations, he has brought
originality, clarity of presentation and, above all, a perspective on limits as the
use of mathematics is brought to bear on the complex, multivariable
industrial problems of design and development in the chemical industry.

163-page book which will be published Friday (Sept. 25) by the University of

Minnesota Press.

Cook county consists of nearly 1,700 square miles in the extreme

northeastern part of Minnesota between Lake Superior and the Canadian border.

Entitled I7The Geology of Cook County, l1innesota", the volume is Bulletin

No. 39 of the Minnesota Geological. Survey. It was written by the late Frank F.

Grout, professor emeritus of geology at the University of Minnesota; Robert P.

Sharp, geology professor and chairman of the geological sciences division of the

California Institute of Technology; and George M. Schwartz, University of Minnesota

geology professor and director of the Minnesota Geological. Survey.

Sixteen large geologic maps are included in a special book pocket, and the

book itself contains 67 maps and illustrations. It is the first geological

description of the Cook county area published since 1899, when Winchell's

"Geology of Minnesota" contained a chapter on it by Ulysses S. Grant.

Professor Grout, who died in 1958, began his geological work in Cook

county in 1913 and devoted a large part of his lifetime to the project.

Included in the book are a description of the general features of Cook

county -- its physiographic divisions, bodies of water, climate and culture; a

detailed account of the geology of the county, the various formations of rock

and the lava flows; the glacial geology of the region; the geological history

of the county; the economic geology, mineral deposits, resources of soil, water

and forests; and geological descriptions of the townships.

Psychology department personnel believe that the promotion of mental

health is the country's primary pUblic health problem and that research in

personality is the only hope for solution to the complex problems of mental health.

ON PLANE NOISE
FATIG~ OPENS

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A three-day international scientific conference on acoustical fatigue in

aircraft, sponsored. by the University of Minnesota's aeronautical engineering

department and the U.S. Air Force Wright Air Development Genter (WADG), D~n, 0.,

opened. today (Wed., Sept. 30) at Beecher's resort, Annandale, Minn.

Assembled for the conference are approximately 130 engineers and scientists

including four experts from England, two from France, one from Sweden and one from

Germany.

Destructive noises generated by aircraft and missiles in flight will be

discussed. at the conference, the first of its kind to be held. Eighteen major

technical papers will be presented, and additional technical discussions are scheduled

The meeting will direct attention to work done over the last two years by WADG,

Air Force contractors and others in the United States and abroad.

Acoustical fatigue problems have increased in recent years largely due to the

more powerful propulsion systems necessary for aircraft and missiles and because of

higher flight speeds. The associated noise has reached a level sufficient to cause

serious damage to aircraft and missile structures and parts.

The conference will bring together scientists working in acoustics, materials

fatigue and structural design. It is anticipated, according to Professor Benjamin J.

Lazan, head of the University's aeronautical engineering department, that a meeting

of those working in these three fields will bring increased understanding of the

interrelated problems posed by acoustical vibrations and resultant structural and

material damage.

Walter J. Trapp and Donald M. Forney of the WADG materials laboratory and
Professor Robert F. Lambert of the University will direct the meetings. Among those
participating in the conference will be Golonel John Paul Stapp, chief of the aero
medical laboratory at WADG.

Proceedings of the conference will be published and will be available through
the Armed Forces Technical Information Agency.
