Campus Phones

Phones for Campus-Only Calls—Phones for free campus-only calls
are located around the Twin Cities campus. A few of the most frequently
called University telephone numbers are listed at each phone. Dialing
procedures, information, and emergency numbers are the same as for
other campus phones. Numbers outside the University system cannot
be reached from these phones, but there are pay phones in almost
every University building. .

Long Distance and Telegrams

Personal Long Distance Calls—Personal long distance calls may not

be charged to University telephones. Such calls constitute avoidance

of state and federal taxes. Further, personal calis, when charged to

the University, are clearly contrary to the proper usage of these facilities

for University business only. Such calls must be charged to one’s

residence telephone or personal credit card or made from a pay sta-
«tien: telephone.

Long Distance Calis—From University telephones, place all long
distance calls directly—do not place long distance calls with the Univer-
sity operator. Remember that direct dialing is both quicker and less
expensive than operator-assisted calling. To place long distance calls
directly, dial 8 + 1 <+ area.code + number. To place long distance
calls using M-NET, dial 2 + 6-digit authorization code + 1 + area
code + number.

Automatic.Long Distance Billing—Direct-dialed calls from University
telephones are automatically charged against the department account

for the telephone number from which the call was placed. M-NET calls

are automatically charged against the department account for the M-
NET authorization code. Each department receives a monthly state-
ment showing the calls billed against each of its telephone numbers.
Departments are responsible for controlling and recording all long
distance calls made from their telephones. Individuals who are not
authorized by their departments to make long distance calls must use
pay -phones.

For instructions on making lohg distance calls, call Univérsity Informa-
tion (0) or see the Minneapolis or St. Paul telephone directory.

Telegrams-~Place telegréms directly with Wester Union, not through
the University operator. Telegrams placed from a University telephone
will be charged against the budget of the department contromng that
number.

To send a telegram from a 624-, 625-, 626-, or 627~ number, dial
8 + 1 + 800 + 325-6000. When the Western Union operator asks *
for your telephone number, give your cotnplete seven-digit telephone
number.
