He is the author of 
over eighty articles dealing with the U.S. financial system and 
capital markets, and is the author of Financial Institutions, 
Markets, and Money (The Dryden Press, Fourth Edition, 1990), 
the leading college level textbook on the U.S. financial system. 
Dean Kidwell has participated in a number of research grants 
funded by the National Science Foundation to study the 
efficiency of the U.S. capital markets, and to study the impact of 
government regulations upon the delivery of consumer financial 
services. Recently, one of his· papers was the winner of the 
1991 Financial Management Association's Competitive Paper 
Award in the area of fixed income research. Finally, he has 
conducted seminars around the country and overseas on the 
U.S. financial system, commercial banking, and money and 
capital markets. His consulting clients include several major 
New York City banks, Wall Street firms, and major universities.
