" T h e D e a r D e p a r t e d , " a one-act p l a y 
b y the E n g l i s h p l a y w r i g h t S t a n l e y 
H a u g h t o n , was presented i n the college 
chapel, M o n d a y Oct . 7. T h e play , based 
on a story by G u y de M a u p a s s a n t , brings 
to the surface some of the meaner t r a i t s 
of h u m a n nature. A v a r i c e and deceit are 
not u s u a l l y pleasant qualit ies to contem-
plate, but as presented in " T h e D e a r 
D e p a r t e d " they are more amusing than 
odious. 

T h e death of a re lat ive leav ing prop-
e r t y to be d iv ided among a number of 
re lat ives , especial ly where there is no 
w i l l , is a common cause for dissension. 
T h i s is the centra l s i tuat ion here, but the 
at tempted f raud is made r idiculous when 
the dead m a n comes to life. 

T h e players were K a t h l e e n C a r n e y , 
F l o r a M a e C h i p m a n , M a r g a r e t B r o w n , 
W i l l i a m R y a n , J o h n G r i v i c h , and K e n -
neth B a r t l e t t .

One or two i m p o r t a n t phrases of 
repartee were unintel l igible, though, of 
course, the wr i ter ' s hearing m a y have 
been at faul t . 

L a s t year Clarence Nesgoda presented 
" T h e B o o r " at chapel in a s imi lar m a n -
ner. T h e usefulness of this sort of 
apprentice w o r k i n dramat ics for s tud-
ents p lanning to teach in the smaller 
towns is unquestionable, besides w h i c h 
these student efforts give to the college 
as a whole pleasant entertainment.

Bulldogs Beat St. Cloud 
T h e D u l u t h Bulldogs opened their 

conference schedule Oct . 5 w i t h a b r i l l i -
ant 13-0 v i c t o r y over the S t . C loud 
F e d s at St . C l o u d . W i t h a heady, wel l -
polished backfield r u n n i n g behind a 
powerful l ine, the D u l u t h i a n s far out-
classed their opponents. N o r m J o h n s o n , 
P e n n y Peterson, A . T r a m o n t i n and E . 
T o i v o n e n were the Bul ldog m a i n s t a y s .
