Regent raises space-age steaks

A solar-activated barn that borrows tomorrow’s sun-
shine by storing ice tonight is just one more way to
beat Minnesota’s winter weather, according to Univer-
sity of Minnesota Regent George W. Rauenhorst.

Rauenhorst, who maintains over 1.000 beef cattle on
a 1,000-acre farm near Olivia, Minnesota, gives his
cattle ‘space- lfft" care. Housed in a barn built to
capture the sun's rays, the animals give off moisture
which freezes onto a special heat exchange surface in
the building when the air on the other side of this
same surface is extremely cold.

“The next day, when the sun comes out, the rays
coming through the glass heat the incoming air enough

to d1-,\|p.1h- the ice, formed the night before.” Rauen-
horst said. “About a thousand BTU's from cooling and
condensation, plus about 144 BTU's from freezing
each pound of water, are collected and used to heat
the building.”

Rauenhorst’s new project, an experimental “first,”

a uniquely built barn with a thermal heat exchanger—
24 feet hich and 160 feet long — running .1Im|tr the
south wall of the building. The barn thus uses a heat
exchange-heat transfer system which is solar activated
and has a jet pressure d air distribution system. The
sun’s rays, entering through outside glass panes, are
collected on black insulation material. Over a million
cubic feet of air circulates through the building each
hour in cold weather and up to 6 million in the
SUMMmer.

Hot foul air from the cattle is driven to the heat
exchange wall with high w-lnclty fans, Here. the heat
from this air is transferred to an aluminum sheet
which in turn transfers the heat to the incoming fresh
air. As a result, warm fresh air continually enters the
barn replacing the cold foul air. Winter heating costs
are reduced by as much as S0 percent.

Air circulation, another important feature, dries the
barn floor, eliminating the need for frequent manure
removal or the addition of straw bedding. In the sum-
mer the same air flow system keeps the cattle cool
and comfortable by L'\'d]'}ﬂ]"ltl\l' cooling.

Rauenhorst’s cattle never go outside. In not having
to face extreme te mperature change nor unnecessary
exercise, they fatten more readily, become more tender
and are ready for market SIHIII{“I‘ than recular ranch-
stvle stock. !
