Ontt dyain, the women's golf team is an experienced yroup, with their top 
five players in either their junior or senior years. The most notable rookie 
on the team wi11 be the codch, t:ancy Harris, who replaces out~oing cocich Anne 
Zdhn. Harris played under Zahn, and she is fairly familiar with the current 
crop of pldyers, so the transition should be c.l smooth one. 

Harris is not bashful about setting high yoals for this group. ..Everyone 
on the team is excited bccuuse they've lJt:en playiny really well, .. Harris says. 
"I think we can win the first four tournaments we play in· this fall.'' Harris 
is shooting foro teum stroke overc.ge of 305 (la.st seu$on•s was 313). 

Still, the Gophers must find a way to replace three seniors who competed 
dt the Big Ten Championships last sprin~. Toward that end, Harris is counting 
on some players who have not hdd much of a chance to compete in the past 
stepping in and playing consistently good golf. 

TEAM LEADERS.· The 1987-88 edition of the Gophers will be led by all-Big Ten 
performers Mar~ Kuhlmann, a senior from J.lontevide0 9 f.lnd junior Kate Hughes 
of ~~oodbury. ughes placed fifth at the Big Ten Championships last season, and 
became only the second Gopher to compete at the NCAA Championships. For the 
set~son, llu~hes averayed 77.44 strokes per round, 77.48 in the spring. 

Kuhlmann was the Gophers' lone medalist last year, winning the spring Iowa 
Invitiltional. In uddition, she pldced second at the Lady Buckeye Invitational, 
firing a 221 to tie the Gopher 54-hole record score. She also placed 13th at 
the nig Ten Championships. For the season, Kuhlmdnn averdged 78.19 strokes per 
round, 77.74 in the spring. Hughes and Kuhlmann were the top two Gopher 
finishers in every spring tournament last season. 

Seniors L,ynda Otness and Karen Weiss, and fourth-year junior Jodi Krafka 
round out the top five. Harris 1s count1ng on these experienced players to 
post consistently good scores. 11 There's d saying th\it you're only as good as 
your fourth player," Harris suys. "And that means we will need consistently 
good pltly from our third through fifth pldyers if w~ ore to win somt! 
tournaments ...

HARRIS RETURNS TO 'U' IN NEW ROLE 

Nancy Harris, who played in three straight n<.~tional tournaments for the · 
University of Minnesota golf team in the early 1980s, returns in a new role in 
1987: head women's golf coclch. Harris replaces Anne Zahn, who in 1982 
inherited a last place team and turned them into a consisten~ Big Ten 
contender. It ~ill be Harris's mission to continue th~ fine tradition 
established by the popular .Zahn. "I've got some big shoes to fill,'' Harris 
says. uAnne is an excellent coach. I hope to continu~ the program's 
development as a Big Ten threat a·nd nationally-ranked team." . 

Surprisingly, this isn't the first time that Harris has replaced l<1hn as 
coach, although this is the first time it has been official. In the spring of 
1985, she filled in while Zahn was on mat(!rnity leave, holdin9 practices and 
accompanying the team on four spring tournament trips. 

WINNING GOLF IS IN HER BLOOD 

If H~rris tdn impart what she knows cibout pldying winning golf to her 
players, the program has a bright future. llarris has won nearly every major 
amateur title ther~ is to win in t-linnesota, dnd she comes from· a family that 
is very well-known in state golfing circles. Her oldest brother John was a 
former first-team All-~ncrican Q.nd 13ig Ten champion at Hinnesota in the early 
1970s and he is still winning state amateur tournaments with regularity. 

Among her post.;.colle~iate ~olfing accomplishments, Harris lists seven 
f1innesota amateur championships: State Amateur, 1983..;84-85; State.Match Play, 
1984-85; State Four-Ball, 1984-85. She has also remained close to the 
Hinnesota golf program, serving as Golf Representative to the Minnesota Alumni 
Association Gold Club and as treasurer of th~ Goph~r Gallery, the friends 
group of the golf program. 

EXCELLENT SCHOLAR AS WELL AS ATHLETE 

Harris was born dOd raised in the northern Minnesota town of Roseati, near 
the Canadian border. She was medalist in four straight region golf 
tournaments, leading Roseau High School to the chdmpionship each time. Still, 
golf was not foremost in the mind of Harris, who was the valedictorian of her 
high school class, when it Cdme time to choose a college. "I came to 
Minnesota to get an education," she says. "Golf was going to be a secondary 
type of thing." 

Nevertheless, she compiled some i:lmazing .Jtcomplishments during her four 
years with the golf team. A two .. time NVP and captain, she holds school 
records for best fall average (75.8 in 1982) and best spring average {77.2 in 
1983}. In addition, she was a medalist at nine tournaments. 

Despite all this athletic success, Harris never lost sight of her pursuit 
of excellence in academics. She was accepted into the highly-competitive 
physical therapy program at Minn~sota, and she received the school's Big Ten 
Conference Hedal of Honor in 1984 -- an award presented to the senior with thl! 
best academic, athletic and leadership qualities. 

After her graduation from the two-year, post-baccalaureate physical 
therapy program in 1986t Harris was employed by the Institute for Athletic 
~1edicine in Edina, Minn. before accepting the Gopher coaching post.
