With toda^^ contest several of 
Minnesota’s stir players will end 
their football careers. The lliini will 
be the last opponents which these 
Gophers will line up against. Sh&ugh- 
nessy, Aldworth, kcAlmon, Fournier, 
Robertson, Sawyer, and Al. Bierman 
are the men who will wear their mole­
skins today for the last time in a 
Minnesota contest.

Send-off Tame.
In view of this fact several of the 

otherwise jolly members of the Goph­
er squad left the city Thursday even­
ing in a depressed mood. The depres­
sion was no doubt somewhat due to 
the meagre support shown by the stu­
dents at the send-off. But fifty sup­
porters appeared at the train to give 
the team its usual spirited leave-tak­
ing. These few created a lot of noise, 
but their numbers did not permit the 
volume that was attendant upon form­
er departures. The team no doubt 
felt that they were not being backed; 
and their usual vivacity simmered 
down to a grim determination to fight 
the fight alone.

Players Talk.
When called upon Bill McAlmqn,

Gophers Will Be Handicapped 
by Injuries.

Although the Gophers have not par-
* i ticular grudge against the lliini it
* is certain that the latter will suffer 

the consequences of last Saturday’s 
defeat somewhat.

Doc. Williams would give no state­
ment in regard to the outcome of the 
game, with his usual reserve he re­
fused to state his views on the chanc­
es for victory or defeat. Minnesota 
rooters as a whole are confident of 
victory. They believe that the Goph­
ers will pile up a goodly score on 
Zuppke’s men. The lliini, on the oth­
er hand, are expecting to prevent 
Minnesota from scoring and probably 
to score upon the Gophers themselves. 
Coach Zuppke himself is not over-con­
fident, but is hopeful that his men will 
play on a par with Dr. Williams. Min­
nesota, so far as conference afetn^ing 
is concerned has the better (record. 
She has defeated Wisconsin. Tile 
Badgers held Purdue to a tie, and the 
lliini held Purdue to a tie. Illinois, 
however, prevented Chicago from 
crossing her goal-line, allowing the 
Maroons only two drop-kicks. Chica­
go scored two touch-downs on the 
Gophers. Ip spite of Minnesota’s 
lead over Wisconsin it looks as if the 
lliini are very nearly on an equal foot­
ing with Williams’ proteges.

Injured List Large.
Both teams will go into the contest

This afternoon the Minnesota cross 
country team will meet the represen­
tatives of twelve other colleges in the 
conference race. The race will be 
held at Ohio State Field, before the 
game between Ohio State and North­
western. The course is five miles.

According to past performances, It 
would seem that Wisconsin, North­
western and Ames have the best 
chances to win the big event. Wis­
consin defeated Minnesota before the 
game between these two colleges, but 
with added experience and training, 
the team hopes to retrieve its defeat 
by making a good showing in this 
race. Watson is known to be a very 
strong runner over a five mile course, 
and no one would be surprised here 
to see him come in at the head of the 
field. However, Wisconsin, with its 
veteran team seems to hate the edge.

Northwestern has defeated Chica­
go, while Ames won the Missouri val­
ley cross country from Nebraska and 
Kansas—so this gives these teams a 
good recommendation. Snider of 
Ames is a particularly good man, 
there being very few in the country 
who are his equal.

Ohio State, with the advantage of a 
known course, and Purdue are also in 
the running; with Kansas, Iowa, Ne­
braska and Dennison to make the 
leaders go.

tain In today’s game, said, “Boys, 
we’re going to do onr best. That’s all 
I can say.” The cry “We want 
Shaughnessy,” was responded to by a 
few faint remarks by Minnesota’s stel­
lar full-back, which indicated that 
something is up. Rosenthal appeared 
to be the most happy of all. In re­
sponse to the repeated calling of his 
name, he said, “Boys, my leg is al­
right.

Reports 
from Chicago, where the team stayed 
yesterday, say that the squad as a 
whole is quiet and serious. They seem 
to be sober and thoughtful over the 
battle today.

It is generally believed that the 
Gophers are laying aside all frivolity 
until after the final schedule is played, 
and that the lliini will today bear the 
brunt of the team’s grim determina­
tion to get even with somebody. That 
Minnesota means business in today’s 
contest is evidenced by the spirit of 
the men, to fight to the last ditch, to 
show their supporters that they can 
start things when they really have a 
mind to.

Aldworth May Play.
It is also believed that those men 

who play their last game today will 
fight as they never have before, partly 
to wipe away the sting of the defeat 
at the hands of Chicago and partly to 
end the year with a grand finale. Cap­
tain Aldworth, who has been plan­
ning for some time to get back in 
form for this his last game, was re­
ported to be suffering from a return 
of his rheumatic fever. His playing 
today is a matter of conjecture and 
will be decided only by his condition 
at the time of the game. It is gen­
erally believed that, if his fever is 
reduced so that he can play, Doc. 
Williams will send him into the line­
up. At all events his playing will not 
last more than a part of the game, for 
he has not fully recuperated.
