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FRANK G. McCORMICK

ATHLETIC DIRECTOR
University of Minnesota

Frank G. McCormick has served as director of the depart-
ment of physical education and athletics at the University of
Minnesota since 1932, with the exception of the war years,
1942-1945, when he was on leave of absence for active
service with the United States army.

Under his direction the coaching and teaching staffs, and
physical properties of the department have been expanded
to the extent that they are second to none in the nation.

. Mr. McCormick coached Minnesota's baseball teams un-
til 1942, when he took military leave of absence. Two of
his teams—those of 1933 and 1935—won Conference titles.
Because of the heavy demands on his time since returning
to his desk in the fall of 1945, McCormick has had to fore-
go his diamond duties. However, he still keeps at least one
very interested eye on the progress of the baseball team.

His administration of the physical education, athletics,
and recreational program has been marked by its pro-
gressiveness and far-sighted policies. During this time Min-
nesota’s athletic teams have consistently distinguished
themselves, particularly in football.

GUY (Red) MACKEY

ATHLETIC DIRECTOR
Purdue University

Guy J. (Red) Mackey, who heads Purdue’s Division of
Physical Education for Men as Director, has virtually
grown up with the University’s expanding program of phy-
sical education and competitive athletics and is thoroughly
familiar with coaching problems as well as administrative
details.

A 1929 graduate of the Purdue school of agriculture,
Mackey launched his eighteenth year as a member of the
Boilermaker athletic staff this fall. A native of New Al-
bany, Ind., he won three major letters during his under-
graduate days as an outstanding end on the Purdue elevens
of 1926, 1927, and 1928.

Following his graduation, Mackey first joined the Pur-
due athletic staff as assistant freshman coach in the fall of
1929. Achieving considerable success with the yearlings,
he was promoted to the varsity staff as assistant coach in
the fall of 1932, and early in 1941 was given the added
duties of administrative assistant to the Director. His pro-
motion to the Directorship followed early in 1942.
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BERNIE BIERMAN

HEAD FOOTBALL COACH
University of Minnesota

Bernie Bierman, whose feat of directing Minnesota teams
through five undefeated seasons and to four national cham-
pionships is without equal in modern collegiate coaching
annals, is in his twelfth season at his alma mater.

Since coming to Minnesota from Tulane in 1932 Bierman
has compiled a record of 67 victories, 17 losses, and 5 ties in
football’s “toughest league” to elevate the Golden Gophers
to a position of eminence in national circles. His teams of
1933, ’34, '35, '40, '41 were undefeated. The 21-game de-
featless string established by Bierman-coached Minnesota
elevens of 1933, '34, '35, '36 stands as a modern non-war-
time record. At the time Bernie took leave of absence from
Minnesota in 1941 to go on active duty with the Marine
Corps, he had directed his athletes through 17 consecutive
contests without defeat.

Bierman's competitive training was taken under one of
the “old masters” of college football coaching—the late
Dr. Henry L. Williams—in 1913, '14, and ’15. He starred
at halfback, and captained the undefeated Gopher team of
1915 which shared the Conference title with Illinois. For
all-around proficiency in athletics and scholarship, Bierman
was awarded the Conference medal.

CECIL ISBELL

HEAD FOOTBALL COACH

Purdue University

Although one of the youngest head coaches in_major
collegiate circles, Cecil Isbell, who is directing the Boiler-
maker gridiron fortunes for the third straight year, has
already established himself as one of the leaders in the pro-
fession.

The youthful Boilermaker mentor, whose innovation of
directing his team’s strategy via telephone from a perch in
the press box has attracted nation-wide attention, was an
outstanding star in high school, collegiate, and professional
circles before he turned to the coaching field three years
ago.

Celebrating the tenth anniversary of the start of his col-

legiate football carcer as a freshman at Purdue, Isbell took
over as head coach at his alma mater in 1944, following a
year of service as backfield coach. His version of the ‘T’
formation, which depends more on speed and deception
than power, has been definitely productive in the victory
column. In his three years of association with the Purdue

f staff, the Boilermakers have won 13 of 18 conference starts,
N ¥ a record that has been exceeded only by Michigan.

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GOPHERS

Compiled September, 1946

LEFT ENDS—Despite his slight 165 pound frame, Herb
Hein, a letterman on Minnesota’s undefeated national
championship 1941 team and again in 1942, and an
“Official All-American end while at Northwestern in
1943 in the Marine training program clearly dominates
the list of candidates for this position. Slated to pro-
vide relief for Hein are Harry (Bud) Grant, who
played end for Great Lakes in 1945; Fred Baston, son
of Minnesota’'s end coach and a rugged defensive
player; Gordon Soltau, rangy frosh G.I. from Duluth.

RIGHT ENDS—La Vern Gagne, stands out among the
right end talent by virtue of a brilliant competitive
record, as a freshman at Minnesota in ‘43 when he
won his “M,” and as a regular end for the powerful
El Toro Marines in 1944 and ’45. Bill Baumgartner,
6 foot 4 inch, 200-pounder from Duluth who lettered
in 1940, 41, and '42 is counted on for extensive help,
if he can regain his pre-service playing form. George
(Larry) Halenkamp earned frosh numerals at Minne-
sota in '42. He was transferred to Northwestern in the
Marine training program there and became a regular
end. He is powerfully built (6 feet and 205 pounds)
and strong defensively. Bill Marcotte and Bob Carley
who were the top ranking right ends on the '45 squad
are also very much in the picture at this post.

LEFT TACKLE—There is not a single letterman avail-
able for this position. However, Line Coach Dr.
George Hauser believes that Dean Widseth of Gon-
vick—215 pounds and 6’ 3%2"—who was a regular
tackle on the 1945 Great Lakes team will be able
to hold his own in any company. Other leading pros-
pects among the left tackles are Ed Bush, 220-pound
sophomore from Thermopolis, Wyoming, who won
frosh numerals here before going to war; Eugene
Fritz, 17-year-old yearling from Luverne; Milan Gre-
vich of Mountain Iron who has played no college foot-
ball; and Dixon Sandberg of Rice Lake, Wisconsin,
210-pound younger brother of Bob Sandberg. Grevich
rates close behind Widseth in present squad evaluation.

RIGHT TACKLES—In the absence of any lettermen at
this position, a newcomer with no college experience,
towering Bill Carrol (6 feet 5% inches and 230
pounds), is rated for best prospect. He is a frosh G.I.
from LaCrescent. Others bidding for the job are Merle
Moehnke, 210-pound, 6-foot 2-inch sophomore G.I.
from Rochester; and Dean Giddings, a freshman G.I.
and former all-city tackle at Minneapolis West high.
Giddings weighs 245 pounds and is 6 feet 3 inches tall.
Clarence McGeary, 220-pound, 6-foot 4-inch G.I. frosh
from White Bear Lake is considered an excellent long-
range prospect.

LEFT GUARD—Tabbed for the starting assignment is

Larry Olsonoski, the never-say-die sophomore from
Lancaster, who was a 1945 starter at guard and tackle.
He weighs 205 pounds and is 6 feet 2 .nches tall. Other
prominent contenders for the position, all of whom are
on about an even basis, are Don Holker, 6 foot 2
inch, 202-pound former Minneapolis West high ath-

lete and a G.I.. with four years of competition ahead:
Mike Kissell of Minneapolis, reserve center letterman
in 1945; Dale Pulver, 200-pound letterman reserve in
'45 who was a regular at North Carolina Pre-flight in
'44; and Harry Hendrickson of Robbinsdale, 203-
pound G.I. frosh.

RIGHT GUARD—Chuck Dellago of Virginia, 1942 letter-

man, appears to be a starting fixture. He played a
season for Northwestern while there in Marine train-
ing. Chuck weighs 225 pounds and has tremendous
power in his legs. Leo Nomellini of Chicago, first re-
serve at this spot and a frosh G.I. with no football
experience above the high school level, shows prom-
ise of becoming an outstanding guard. He is 6 feet
2 inches tall, weighs 238 pounds, and is fast for his
size. Others due for competitive action are Bob Dan-
ielsen, a junior and G.I. from Minneapolis who weighs
200 pounds; Robert Dietz, 220-pounder from Wahpe-
ton; Laron Honn of Minneapolis, one of the lightest
linemen on the squad at 182 pounds and a 1945 re-
serve letterman; and Doug DeCoster, 215-pound for-
mer St. Paul Academy star who played two seasons
for Carleton college before entering Service.

CENTER—Three men—Don Olson, Warren Beson, and

Steve Silianoff—share equal favor at this position
which is probably the strongest in the Gopher line.
Beson, a former Minneapolis West high all-city star,
is the only letterman. A halfback at Virginia high be-
fore entering service, Olson has shown outstanding
defensive ability. Silianoff played for the University
of Richmond before entering the army which sent
him to Minnesota in the ASTP training program.
Steve, whose home is in Wilmerding, Pa., returned to
Minnesota under the G.I. bill as soon as he was dis-
charged. All three of these men are rugged, smashing
defensive players and each scales right around 200
pounds. Bob Lessie of St. Paul, a letterman in 1943
and ’44, will also see duty, but at 5 feet 9 inches is
handicapped in height. Best of the pre-draft fresh-
man centers is Clayt Tonnemaker, 220-pound 18-year-
old from Minneapolis Edison who needs only ex-
perience to become a fine center. He is a great pros-
pect.

QUARTERBACK—Bob Sandberg of Rice Lake, Wis-

consin, earned his “M” in 1942 as a signal-caller. This
experience and his heft (6 feet 3 inches and 210
pounds) gives him a slight edge over Bill Thiele, Min-
neapolis West high graduate who entered Service in
1943 and has had no college experience. Merland Kis-
pert of St. Paul, a letterman in 1944 and '45, rounds
out the top-flight of quarterbacks. Spencer Brough-
ton, another West high product who went from high
school to war, may eventually move up to a varsity
rating.

LEFT HALFBACK-—No one man stands out in the

group of left halfbacks. Among the more likely con-

Wheeler, an all-city halfback at Minneapolis Wash-
burn in 1943, was named to the State College all-con-
ference team last year at fullback while at Gustavus
Adolphus college in the Navy training program there.
He was transferred to Northwestern late in the sea-
son and earned letters there as a regular in basket-
ball and baseball, Bob Collison of Fairmont, a letter-
man in 1943, hasn’t recovered his pre-service form,
but is expected to be of help if he does. Bierman will
have to dig down into his freshman crop to supple-
ment this group.

FULLBACK—The fullback talent is definitely below the
Minnesota standard, but has long-range possibilities.
Ken Beiersdorf, 200-pound frosh G.I. from Chicago,
I11., who has had no experience above the high schaool
level, rates number one on the list. Bob Bach of Coon
Valley, Wisconsin, who came to Minnesota out of the
Navy was considered a good prospect, but may play
very little ball because of a bad knee.
