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The St. Paul Computer Center will be offering two short courses this
summer during tae month of July. One course will cover the Statistical
Analysis System {SA3), a comprehensive statistical package available on
the IBM 4341 computer at SPUC.

The other course will cover the McGill University System for Interactive
Computing, an interactive operating system <called HMUSIC. The HMUSIC
operating system will allow you to edit and save files, submit batch
jobs, or run jobs interactively.

For those users who would like to access SAS remotely via an interactive
terminal, MUSIC will aliow you to submit -jobs to SAS and get the output
back on a disk file.

The courses are free and no tregistration is necessary.

Twvo nevw commands have been added to ¥USIC recently. Both commands are
intended to simplify subuwitting jobs to either MUSIC batch or SAS. &
brief description of each coamand will be given below. For a complete
description, type in "HELP SASJ0BY oy "HELP BATCH" when on the H0USIC
systen.
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The first command is SASJGB. It can be used to submit jobs to SAS fronm
MUSIC. The command syntax is as follows:

SASJOB jobfile account bpw <suffix>

This coumand will send the SAS program stored 1in the MUSIC file
"jobfile" to SAS for execution. By using the optional ©parameter
“suffix" you can control where the SAS output will be sent, This
command provides a more streamlined method of submitting jobs than
VMSUBMIT for SAS users on MUSIC.

The second command is BATCH. This command can be used to send jobs to
MUSIC batch. The comrand format is:

BATCH jobfile bpwvw <class> <pages> <"MORE">

This command is intended to be an easier method of sending jobs to MUSIC
batch than the normal SUBMIT command in MUSIC. This command will send
the file "jobfile"” to MUSIC batchk for executiona. The optional
parameters "class","pages", and "MORE"™ can be used to alter any of the
default system values.
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SPCC has recently installed some of the Interactive Instructional Systen
{I1S) software under the CMS operating system. The courses currently
available are listed bhelow.

IISINT This is an introductory «course that explains how to use
computer bhased training software. This course should be
taken before any of the others.

DCF This is a course on the Document <Composition Facility. DCF
is used to format documents to he printed or displayed. DCF
is also known as SCRIPT/VS.

ADRS. II This is a course on the Departmental Reporting System. ADRS
is a computer language designed to produce customized reports
for people with little or no previous computer processing
experience.,

CFQBE This is a course on the Query By Example inquiry facility.
PBE allows interactive users to extract data from various
files by means of example rather thanm a series of commands.

CHS2 This is a course on the Coaversational Monitor System (CMS).
CMS is amn interactive operating system being used at SPCC.
The CMS2 course is very complete, covering topics from the
CHMS editor to the EXEC2 processor.

Eguivalent
courses can be taken through the TEACH command on MUSIC. A& 1list of
currently available TEACH courses is shown below.
