The following extract from the 
Sault Ste. Marie (Mich.) News is per­
haps one of the fairest comments on 
the championship discussion which 
has yet appeared and Is all the more 
gratifying because coming from the 
enemy’s country, a fact which natur­
ally causes it to. give Michigan all the 
credit possible. It Is sportsmanlike to 
say the least.

Michigan will have to divide honors 
with the Gophers. Minnesota and 
Michigan on comparative scores made 
about the same showing, while the 
game between the two teams resulted 
in a tie.

There Is nothing else to it The 
season of 1903 produced two teams so 
nearly matched when everything Is 
considered, that no Impartial student 
of. the game will give either team the 
best of It. In team play, in physical 
form and endurance, Michigan Is 
easily the superior of Minnesota, but 
In aggressive offence work and in 
dogged stone-wall defense, Minnesota 
has slightly the best of the argument. 
The result of these two teams coming 
together showed that the advantages 
of one team Just about offset the ad­
vantages of the other.

The only mar upon the record of 
the team from Michigan was the 
cry baby act after the Minnesota 
game. The kick which some of the 
Michigan men put up about unneces­
sary rough play on the part of the 
Gophers was unsportsmanlike and un­
worthy of such a team. The game 
was a fiercely fought one on both 
sides, but It bore no resemblance, for 
Instance, to the game between Har­
vard and Yale In 1894, which was so 
rough as to terminate the athletic re­
lations of the two big eastern uni­
versities for a number of years. 
Michigan, who finished the game with 
practically the same men who began 
the game, was certainly in no position 
to talk about unecessary roughness. 
The men who seemed to suffer most 
from the rough play were the Minne­
sotans and their injuries were practi­
cally all of them Incident to the game.

Outside of that one bad break, the 
record of the team Is one of which 
every Michigander may well be proud. 
Michigan has met almost every for­
midable team in the west and has 
never suffered defeat, Minnesota alone 
having the distinction of crossing her 
goal line.
