The University of Minnesota: “FOUNDED IN THE FAITH THAT
MEN ARE ENNOBLED BY UNDERSTANDING, DEDICATED TO THE
ADVANCEMENT OF LEARNING AND THE SEARCH FOR TRUTH,
DEVOTED TO THE INSTRUCTION OF YOUTH AND THE WELFARE
OF THE STATE —this is your University.

CHARTERED in February, 1851, by the Legislative Assembly of the Territory of Min-
nesota, the University of Minnesota will soon celebrate its one hundredth birthday.
While nearing this milestone, as from its very beginning, the University is dedicated to
the task of training the youth of today, the citizens of tomorrow. How well it has suc-
ceeded is indicated by the number of doctors, lawyers, engineers, social workers, journal-
ists, dentists, farmers, businessmen, and community and civic leaders in all fields—good
citizens all—who have gone from its several campuses to actively participate in the
upgrading of the welfare of the citizens of our state. During the period of its existence,
the University has awarded 89,574 degrees to its students who have completed the
rigorous training demanded by the complexities and specialization of modern society.

In addition to the enormous task of giving collegiate instruction to some twenty-seven
thousand students on its Minneapolis, St. Paul, and Duluth campuses, the  University
offers, through its Schools of Agriculture, its General Extension Division, and its short
courses, specialized training designed to assist those who wish to study on a part-time
basis. Still in addition, its staff members who are county agents, home demonstration
agents, and recreation and health consultants give effective aid and assistance to citizens
of the state in their very homes.

But the University of Minnesota, like all great universities, has expanded far beyond
its early teaching and training programs. In its diverse research laboratories on its three
campuses, at the several agricultural experiment stations, at the Rosemount Research
Center, and at the University Hospitals, its scientists at any one moment are working
on countless research experiments of vital interest to the future health and welfare of all
of us. These projects deal with such matters as cancer, poliomyelitis, taxation, low-grade
iron ore, cheese making, teacher training, municipal government, nuclear fission, new va-
rieties and strains of grains and fruits, supersonics and transonics, to mention only a few.

THE UNIVERSITY is recognized as the cultural hub of the Northwest; it is the home
of the Minneapolis Symphony, the University Artists Course, the Master Piano Series,
the University Theatre, and of the local performances of the Metropolitan Opera Com-
pany. Through the University of Minnesota Concert and Lecture Service and the School
Assembly Service, the University brings to more than a million and a half people in the
area it serves, artists and lecturers of quality and talent.

The people of Minnesota are proud of their University, not because it is the second
largest state university in the nation, but because of the extent and quality of its services
from which they, their families, communities, and organizations benefit. Their interest
in their University is a dynamic, living thing and expresses itself in many ways. Contri-
butions from them now make it possible for the great Mayo Memorial building and
for the new Variety Club Heart Hospital to be erected over the coming months. Through
the American Legion and auxiliary posts all over the state, thousands of friends have
made relatively small gifts to provide an endowed research professorship in heart dis-
eases. Gifts to the Greater University Fund, each appropriately called “A Share in Great-
ness,” now being made especially by alumni, are worthy of special mention.

The graduates at this March commencement, their families and friends are invited
to continue their enthusiasm and interest in the University of Minnesota. Graduates
are especially urged to identify themselves with the University Alumni Association and
the Greater University Fund and to return as frequently as possible to visit us here at
the University.

CAPS AND GOWNS

AN EXPLANATION

In the medieval city, clothing not unlike that worn by those participating in
this commencement was common. The modern academic costume has evolved
from the dress of the medieval guilds and the early religious orders.

Today, everyone with a college or university degree may wear the black aca-
demic gown. Hoods, which are omitted by seniors who are candidates for de-
grees, are worn by graduates. At the University of Minnesota, the lining of the
hood has a maroon chevron on an old gold ground to represent the University
colors. A University faculty member who holds a degree from another college
or university wears the colors of his own alma mater.

Distinctions between sleeves indicate the type of degree held by the wearer.
A long, pointed sleeve indicates a Bachelor’s degree, while a long, closed sleeve
with a stit near the upper part of the arm designates a Master’s degree. A round,
open sleeve marks a Doctor’s degree.

The velvet edging on hoods is the color which stands for the field of study of
the gown’s wearer. It may be white for Arts and Letters, gold-yellow for Science,
maize for Agriculture, Forestry, and Home Economics, or light blue for Educa-
tion. Orange denotes Technology; dark blue, Philosophy; purple, Law; green
Medicine; and pink, Music. Public Health is shown by salmon pink edging,
Dentistry by lilac, Pharmacy by olive, and Commerce and Accountancy by drab.

The Doctor’s costume also has velvet trimming on the rest of the gown, in-
cluding crossbars on the sleeve. The trimming may be either black or may match
the color of the hood edging.

Caps, or mortarboards, too, have significance. The President of the Univer-
sity is the only one who may wear a velvet cap and a gold tassel.

Shoulder insignia on the gowns of candidates for degrees indicate that the
candidate is an honor student.

For the Master’s and Doctor’s degrees, the tassels are always black, but candi-
dates for the Bachelor’s degree at this commencement wear tassels which indi-
cate their school or college by color, as follows:

THE UNIVERSITY is recognized as the cultural hub of the Northwest; it is the home
of the Minneapolis Symphony, the University Artists Course, the Master Piano Series,
the University Theatre, and of the local performances of the Metropolitan Opera Com-
pany. Through the University of Minnesota Concert and Lecture Service and the School
Assembly Service, the University brings to more than a million and a half people in the
area it serves, artists and lecturers of quality and talent.

The people of Minnesota are proud of their University, not because it is the second
largest state university in the nation, but because of the extent and quality of its services
from which they, their families, communities, and organizations benefit. Their interest
in their University is a dynamic, living thing and expresses itself in many ways. Contri-
butions from them now make it possible for the great Mayo Memorial building and
for the new Variety Club Heart Hospital to be erected over the coming months. Through
the American Legion and auxiliary posts all over the state, thousands of friends have
made relatively small gifts to provide an endowed research professorship in heart dis-
eases. Gifts to the Greater University Fund, each appropriately called “A Share in Great-
ness,” now being made especially by alumni, are worthy of special mention.

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CAPS AND GOWNS

AN EXPLANATION

In the medieval city, clothing not unlike that womn by those participating in
this commencement was common. The modern academic costume has evolved
from the dress of the medieval guilds and the early religious orders.

Today, everyone with a college or university degree may wear the black aca-
demic gOWn. Hoods, which are omitted by seniors who are candidates for de-

egs, aTe WOIT by graduates. At the University of Minnesota, the lining of the
food has a maroon chevron on an old gold ground to represent the University
colors. A University faculty member who holds a degree from another college
or university wears the colors of his own alma mater.

Distinctions between sleeves indicate the type of degree held by the wearer.
A long, pointed sleeve indicates a Bachelor’s degree, while a long, closed sleeve
with a slit near the upper part of the arm designates a Master’s degree. A round,
oven sleeve marks a Doctor’s degree.

The velvet edging on hoods is the color which stands for the field of study of
the gown’s wearer. It may be white for Arts and Letters, gold-yellow for Science,
maize for Agriculture, Forestry, and Home Economics, or light blue for Educa-
tion. Orange denotes Technology; dark blue, Philosophy; purple, Law; green,
Medicine; and pink, Music. Public Health is shown by salmon pink edging,
Dentistry by lilac, Pharmacy by olive, and Commerce and Accounting by drab.

The Doctor’s costume also has velvet trimming on the rest of the gown, in-
cluding crossbars on the sleeve. The trimming may be either black or may match
the color of the hood edging.

Caps, or mortarboards, too, have significance. The President of the Univer-
sity is the only one who may wear a velvet cap and a gold tassel.

Shoulder insignia on the gowns of candidates for degrees indicate that the
candidate is an honor student.

For the Master’s and Doctor’s degrees, the tassels are always black, but candi-
dates for the Bachelor’s degree at this commencement wear tassels which indi-
cate their school or college by color, as follows:

CHARTERED in February, 1851, by the Legislative Assembly of the Territory of Min
nesota, the University of Minnesota will soon celebrate its one hundredth birthday.

Through the University of Minnesota Concert and Lecture Service and the School
Assembly Service, the University brings to more than a million and a half people in the
area it serves, artists and lecturers of quality and talent.

The people of Minnesota are proud of their University, not because it is the second
largest state university in the nation, but because of the extent and quality of its services
from which they, their families, communities, and organizations benefit. Their interest
in their University is a dynamic, living thing and expresses itself in many ways. Contri-
butions from them now make it possible for the great Mayo Memorial building and
for the new Variety Club Heart Hospital to be erected over the coming months. Through
the American Legion and auxiliary posts all over the state, thousands of friends have
made relatively small gifts to provide an endowed research professorship in heart dis-
eases. Gifts to the Greater University Fund, each appropriately called “A Share in Great- -
ness,” now being made especially by alumni, are worthy of special mention.

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CAPS AND GOWNS
AN EXPLANATION

In the medieval city, clothing not unlike that worn by those participating in
this commencement was common. The modemn academic costume has evolved
from the dress of the medieval guilds and the early religious orders.

Today, everyone with a college or university degree may wear the black aca-
demic gown. Hoods, which are omitted by seniors who are candidates for de-

ees, are Worn by graduates. At the University of Minnesota, the lining of the
hood has a maroon chevron on an old gold ground to represent the University
colors. A University faculty member who holds a degree from another college
or university wears the colors of his own alma mater.

Distinctions between sleeves indicate the type of degree held by the wearer.
Along, pointed sleeve indicates a Bachelor’s degree, while a long, closed sleeve
with a slit near the upper part of the arm designates a Master’s degree. A round,
open sleeve marks a Doctor’s degree.

The velvet edging on hoods is the color which stands for the field of study of
the gown’s wearer. It may be white for Arts and Letters, gold-yellow for Science,
maize for Agriculture, Forestry, and Home Economics, or light blue for Educa-
tion. Orange denotes Technology; dark blue, Philosophy; purple, Law; green,
Medicine; and pink, Music. Public Health is shown by salmon pink edging,
Dentistry by lilac, Pharmacy by olive, and Commerce and Accounting by drab.

The Doctor’s costume also has velvet trimming on the rest of the gown, in-
cluding crossbars on the sleeve. The trimming may be either black or may match
the color of the hood edging.

Caps, or mortarboards, too, have significance. The President of the Univer-
sity is the only one who may wear a velvet cap and a gold tassel.

Shoulder insignia on the gowns of candidates for degrees indicate that the
candidate is an honor student.

For the Master’s and Doctor’s degree, the tassels are always black, but candi-
dates for the Bachelor’s degree at this commencement wear tassels which indi-
cate their school or college by color, as follows:

CHARTERED in If‘ebruary, .1851, by tl3e Legislative Assembly of the Territory of Min-
pesota, the University of Minnesota will soon celebrate its one hundredth birthday.
While nearing this milestone, as from its very beginning, the University is dedicated to
the task of training the youth of today, the citizens of tomorrow. How well it has suc-

ed is indicated by the number of doctors, lawyers, engineers, social workers, journal-
ists, dentists, farmers, businessmen, and community and civic leaders in all fields—good
citizens all—who have gone from its several campuses to actively participate in the
upgrading of the welfare of the citizens of our state.

THE UNIVERSITY is recognized as the cultural hub of the Northwest; it is the home
of the Minneapolis Symphony, the University Artists Course, the Master Piano Series,
the University Theatre, and of the local performances of the Metropolitan Opera Com-
pany. Through the University of Minnesota Concert and Lecture Service and the School
Assembly Service, the University brings to more than a million and a half people in the
area it serves, artists and lecturers of quality and talent.

The people of Minnesota are proud of their University, not because it is the second
largest state university in the nation, but because of the extent and quality of its services
from which they, their families, communities, and organizations benefit. Their interest
in their University is a dynamic, living thing and expresses itself in many ways. Contri-
butions from them now make it possible for the great Mayo Memorial building and
for the new Variety Club Heart Hospital to be erected over the coming months. Through
the American Legion and auxiliary posts all over the state, thousands of friends have
made relatively small gifts to provide an endowed research professorship in heart dis-
eases. Gifts to the Greater University Fund, each appropriately called “A Share in Great-
ness,” now being made especially by alumni, are worthy of special mention.

All students at the University, their families and friends are invited to continue their
enthusiasm and interest in the University of Minnesota. Graduates are especially urged
to identify themselves with the University Alumni Association and the Greater Univer-
sity Fund and to retum as frequently as possible to visit us here at the University.

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CAPS AND GOWNS
AN EXPLANATION

In the medieval city, clothing not unlike that worn by those participating in
this commencement was common. The modern academic costume has evolved
from the dress of the medieval guilds and the early religious orders.

Today, everyone with a college or university degree may wear the black aca-
demic gown. Hoods, which are omitted by seniors who are candidates for de-

recs, are worn by graduates. At the University of Minnesota, the lining of the
hood has a maroon chevron on an old gold ground to represent the University
colors. A University faculty member who holds a degree from another college
or university wears the colors of his own alma mater.

Distinctions between sleeves indicate the type of degree held by the wearer.
A long, pointed sleeve indicates a Bachelor’s degree, while a long, closed sleeve
with a slit near the upper part of the arm designates a Master’s degree. A round,
open sleeve marks a Doctor’s degree.

The velvet edging on hoods is the color which stands for the field of study of
the gown’s wearer. It may be white for Arts and letters, gold-yellow for Science,
maize for Agriculture, Forestry, and Home Economics, or light blue for Educa-
tion. Orange denotes Technology; dark blue, Philosophy; purple, Law; green,
Medicine; and pink, Music. Public Health is shown by salmon pink edging,
Dentistry by lilac, Pharmacy by olive, and Commerce and Accounting by drab.

The Doctor’s costume also has velvet trimming on the rest of the gown, in-
cluding crossbars on the sleeve. The trimming may be either black or may
match the color of the hood edging.

Caps, or mortarboards, too, have significance. The President of the Univer-
sity is the only one who may wear a velvet cap and a gold tassel.

Shoulder insignia on the gowns of candidates for degrees indicate that the
candidate is an honor student.

For the Master’s and Doctor’s degree, the tassels are always black, but candi-
dates for the Bachelor’s degree at this commencement wear tassels which indi-
cate their school or college by color, as follows:

CHARTERED in February, 1851, by the Legislative Assembly of the Territory of Min-
nesota, the University of Minnesota will soon celebrate its one hundredth birthday.
While nearing this milestone, as from its very beginning, the University is dedicated to
the task of training the youth of today, the citizens of tomorrow. How well it has suc-
ceeded is indicated by the number of doctors, lawyers, engineers, social workers, journal-
ists, dentists, farmers, businessmen, and community and civic leaders in all fields—good
citizens all—who have gone from its several campuses to actively participate in the
upgrading of the welfare of the citizens of our state. During the period of its existence,
the University has awarded 95,572 degrees to its students who have completed the
rigorous training demanded by the complexities and specialization of modern society.

In addition to the enormous task of giving collegiate instruction to some twenty-five
thousand students on its Minneapolis, St. Paul, and Duluth campuses, the University
offers, through its Schools of Agriculture, its General Extension Division, and its short
courses, specialized training designed to assist those who wish to study on a part-time
basis. Still in addition, its staff members who are county agents, home demonstration
agents, and recreation and health consultants give effective aid and assistance to citizens
of the state in their very homes.

But the University of Minnesota, like all great universities, has expanded far beyond
its early teaching and training programs. In its diverse research laboratories on its three
campuses, at the several agncultural experiment stations, at the Rosemount Research
Center, and at the University Hospitals, its scientists at any one moment are working
on countless research experiments of vital interest to the future health and welfare of all
of us. These projects deal with such matters as cancer, poliomyelitis, taxation, low-grade
iron ore, cheese making, teacher training, municipal government, nuclear fission, new va-
rieties and strains of grains and fruits, supersonics and transonics, to mention only a few.

THE UNIVERSITY is recognized as the cultural hub of the Northwest; it is the home
of the Minneapolis Symphony, the University Artists Course, the Master Piano Series,
the University Theatre, and of the local performances of the Metropolitan Opera Com-
pany.

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CAPS AND GOWNS

AN EXPLANATION

In the medieval city, clothing not unlike that worn by those participatiy,
this commencement was common. The modem academic costume has evolveg
from the dress of the medieval guilds and the early religious orders.

Today, everyone with a college or university degree may wear the black 4
demic gown. Hoods, which are omitted by seniors who are candidates for g
grees, are worn by graduates. At the University of Minnesota, the lining of the
hood has a maroon chevron on an old gold ground to represent the Univmily
colors. A University faculty member who holds a degree from another college
or university wears the colors of his own alma mater.

Distinctions between sleeves indicate the type of degree held by the weare;
A long, pointed sleeve indicates a Bachelor’s degree, while a long, closed s]ecvé
with a slit near the upper part of the arm designates a Master’s degree. A royng
open sleeve marks a Doctor’s degree. ’

The velvet edging on hoods is the color which stands for the field of study of
the gown’s wearer. It may be white for Arts and letters, gold-yellow for Scien,
maize for Agriculture, Forestry, and Home Economics, or light blue for Edye,.
tion. Orange denotes Technology; dark blue, Philosophy; purple, Law; greep
Medicine; and pink, Music. Public Health is shown by salmon pink edging:
Dentistry by lilac, Pharmacy by olive, and Commerce and Accounting by drap,

The Doctor’s costume also has velvet trimming on the rest of the grown, ip.
cluding crossbars on the sleeve. The trimming may be either black or may
match the color of the hood edging.

Caps, or mortarboards, too, have significance. The President of the Univer-
sity is the only one who may wear a velvet cap and a gold tassel.

Shoulder insignia on the gowns of candidates for degrees indicate that the
candidate is an honor student.

For the Master’s and Doctor’s degree, the tassels are always black, but candi-
dates for the Bachelor’s degree at this commencement wear tassels which indi-
cate their school or college by color, as follows:
