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A66RIGS WAX ENTHUSIASTIC 
OVER COMING ELECTION

Exciting Mass Meeting Held at Park 
—Many New Features Develop in 

Race for Board Positions

As an expression of their determina- 
t:on to be represented on the Athletic 
Board of Control, the “Aggrics” held 
a wildly enthusiastic mass meeting 
yesterday. Dean Woods presided and 
showed himself to be acutely inter­
ested in student affairs by coming out 
strongly in favor of the “Aggrics” 
plea for representation.

150 Pledged to Attend Election.
The state of feeling among the stu­

dents of the Farm College is shown 
by the almost unanimous attendance 
on their part at the mass meeting. 
Over three hundred were present in 
addition to many of the faculty. One 
hundred and fifty pledged themselves 
to attend the election tonight in a 
body, prepared to support to their 
best ability*, the measure granting 
them their rights.

Campaigns for Adherents.
An active campaign to gain adher­

ents also, to their cause, is being car­
ried on by the “Aggrics”. Everyone 
this morning found in their post of­
fice box a communication from the 
Agricultural students stating their 
side of the question and soliciting sup­
port. Opinions were obtained from 
Governor Eberhardt, several faculty 
members and numerous prominent 
students, all speaking favorably of the 
Hoffman amendment.

Several of the races for places on 
the Board are developing into pretty 
fights. The engineering candidates 
encountered another rival yesterday 
when Theodore Swenson, ’n, of the 
electrical department was announced 
as being desirous of a position on 
the Board.

George Schain Withdraws.
A new feature came up yesterday 

when it was stated upon good author­
ity that George Schain had withdrawn 
cy, thus leaving a clear field for Earl 
from the race for the vice-presiden- 
dickering. It is too late now for any 
one to appear against him and have 
a ghost of a chance, so that Schain’s 
defection has indubitably cinched the 
place for "Pick.”

ENGINEER- GIVES ADVICE
Addresses Society on Practical Points 

of Adjustment in Work After 
Graduation.

James B. Gilman, chief engineer of 
the Minneapolis Steel and Machinery 
Co., and a graduate civil engineer of 
’94, gave a most practical and help­
ful talk, last night, to the Engineers’ 
Society. His talk was not so much 
technical as it was practical in its 
advice to the graduating engineers up­
on their future occupation; what their 
employer would expect of them and 
how they should act toward their em­
ployer. He considers that the first 
two years out of college are a sort 
of post-graduate course in which the 
graduate is makihg an adjustment be­
tween life as he knew it in school and 
college and life as he finds it in. the 
competitive world.

NEWSPAPER HUMORIST 
CAPTIVATES STUDENTS

CASTE FOR NORWEGIAN 
PRODUCTION. .ANNOUNCED

H. E. Warner Gives Short Practical 
Talk on the School of 

Journalism.

Ibsen’s “Pillars of Society” to be 
Presented by Students in Princess 

Theatre, Feb. 35.

With a delightful intermingling of 
hum^f and practical .newspaper talk, 
Henry Edward Warfter, of the St. 
Paul Dispatch, spoke to the Univer­
sity students during third hour yes­
terday.

Mr. Warner expressed his opinion 
on schools of journalism in general,; 
and his interest in the recently es­
tablished course in newspaper writ­
ing at Minnesota in particular. “Col­
leges of Journalism are the out­
growth of the general desire to write 
for publication,” said he, “and the 
most popular market is the newspa­
per office.”
“Papers do not Employ Journalists”

“It will be as easy to turn out jour­
nalists from a college of journalism, 
as to make poets in the new Missouri 
college of poetry. They will never 
get jobs on papers, for papers do not 
employ journalists.” He gave some 
good advice to reporters. "All the 
room in the newspaper business is at 
the top,” he said, “but start in at the 
bottom and work up, not at the top 
and work down. Learn to use good 
English, that is, the kind of English 
the masses will understand. The av­
erage man’s vocabulary is of twenty 
seven words.”

After this more practical talk. Mr. 
Warner entertained the students with 
some humorous verse of his own 
composition, and with an amusirlg re­
sume of his early youth and poetical 
productions, showing himself a good 
comedian as well as a humorist.

He showed himself not lacking in 
musical ability, also, when he por­
trayed the village choir.

Mr. Warner will talk at the St. 
Paul Y. M. C. A. next Tuesday night. 
He promises that none of the jokes 
he told today will be repeated.

“How to write a News Story,” is 
the subject Mr. LeRoy Boughner, city 
editor of the Minneapolis Tribune, 
will talk on in the Daily office, this 
afternoon at 4 o’clock.

“Pillars off Society,” ia the Princess 
Theatre, Friday evening, Feb. 25. John 
Dahle, veteran actor in the theaters 
of Norway, who is a prominent musi­
cian in St. Paul, has charge of the 
drilling of the play.

Arndld Lien who played the title 
role in “Den Stundeslose” is the lead­
ing man as “Consul Bernick”; Millie 
Larson former instructor in elocu­
tion in St. Olaf College, Northfield, 
a special student in the University, 
plays “Miss Hessel,” the part of lead­
ing lady.

The “Pillars of Society” is one of 
Ibsen’s first social plays. It is a sat- 
rical tragedy but is “healthier” than 
his later plays and one of the best 
social plays of the day.

Positive, good 
judgment is of far more importance 
than physical prowess.

A man’s athletic record surely 
should not work to His detriment, 
however. We would hardly be justified 
in arguinj£~ that physical prowess is 
an indication of mental weakness.

Character shown on the “field” au­
gers well for character elsewhere. In 
our haste to condemn a purely ath­
letic standard for judging candidates 
we should not become over enthusias­
tic.

In this issue we carry the notice 
of George Schain’s withdrawal in 
favor of E. S. Pickering. This must 
carry with it the taint of a “frame 
up.” As such it is badland harmful 
to Minnesota’s politics. Occurrences 
of this sort are really responsible for 
the occasional disrepute into which 
student control of athletics frequent­
ly falls.

WHAT THE AGRICULTURAL 
COLLEGE WANTS AND WHY.

To the Editor of the Daily:
It is conceded by all that the Ag 

ricultural College should have some 
representation on the Board of Ath­
letic Control. Representation on that 
board may be had, first, by consid­
ering the Agricultural college in with 
sdme other college. The Agricul­
tural college is isolated. This makes 
it impossible for one man to adequate^ 
ly represent it in connection with one 
or more of the other colleges. Such 
an arrangement would not be at all 
satisfactory or conducive to the best 
results. If representation on the board 
in connection with- one or more of 
the other colleges would not bring 
about desirable results, there remains 
but one course that will be satisfac­
tory, and that is to pass the proposed 
amendment to the amendment to the 
constitution which gives the Agricul­
tural college a member on the board. 
The enrollment at the Agricultural 
college is not as large as the other 
colleges . that have a representative 
on the hoard, but its attendance is in­
creasing at a very rapid rate.

The college offers a fund of mater­
ial for Varsity athletics.

We do not want a separate athletic 
association. We do not want separate 
coaches and teams. We want a chance 
to participate in Varsity athletics.
