Connexion Tip:  Searching E-books

When teaching catalogers how to search WorldCat 
in Connexion, I am sometimes asked: how do I limit 
my search results to e-books only?  There is no single 
WorldCat index or qualifier for limiting your results to 
e-books, but below are a few suggestions for index 
and qualifier combinations that come close. I would 
like to credit my previous co-worker, Mark Ehlert, for 
contributing to these suggestions.

To limit to e-books by a certain author in the command 
line search area of Connexion, your search string might 
look something like this:

mt:bks mt:url ll:eng pn:suzanne collins

Or, you can do a similar search in the keyword/numeric 
search area by using the drop-down menu qualifiers:

•	 Choose “Books” from the Format drop down menu
•	 Choose “Internet” from the Internet drop down

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How will you describe your digital objects in order to 
provide online access to them? One option is to use the 
Dublin Core, one of the 
most widely used metadata 
element sets in the world.

This live online class will be 
presented in two parts and 
run from 10:00 a.m. - 12:00 
p.m. on Tuesday, Feb. 17, 
2015 and on Friday, Feb. 20 
(4 hours of class time total).

In addition to learning about the Dublin Core 15 element 
set, we will cover allowable refinements of the Dublin 
Core, and discuss recommended vocabulary and syntax 
encoding schemes for the elements (e.g. using a controlled 
vocabulary for the “Subject” Dublin Core element). 
You will be asked to complete at least 1-2 Dublin Core 
records as take home work after Part 1, to be reviewed and 
discussed as a group in Part 2. 

We’ll wrap up the course by looking at some of the more 
commonly cited Dublin Core metadata best practice 
guides and how they may help you develop and implement 
local metadata guidelines for your digital content.

Staff who work in libraries or cultural heritage institutions 
as catalogers, archivists, special collections librarians, or 
anyone who has responsibilities for the description of and 
access to digital collection materials.

This results in quite a few hits, so I also might limit by year, 
or search by title instead of by author, like so:

mt:bks mt:url ll:eng ti:mockingjay

If you’re looking for more information about why I chose to 
use “mt: url”, visit the searching WorldCat documentation:

z.umn.edu/rj7

If you look at the “url” row in the documentation, it 
states: “Currently, the books format also retrieves Internet 
resources.” Adding a material type of url (as displayed in 
the previous example) to the search string should retrieve, 
if coded correctly, all records that describe e-resources 
and include 856s pointing to that e-resource.  

Another way to limit a search to an ebook is by using the 
“am:” (Access method) index, which looks specifically at 
the url in the 856 field (subfield u only). See the example 
highlighted below:

856 40 $3 OverDrive (PDF) $u http://www.contentreserve.
com/TitleInfo.asp?ID={E5CED904-C796-4B58-BD96-
AA7BDCEBD934}&Format=50

If you’re interested only in ebooks from a particular vendor 
like Credo, ebrary, OverDrive, JStor, etc, try using the “am:” 
index along with a keyword that would be found in the url. 
Here’s a sample search with the vendor information added 
in:

mt:bks mt:url  ll:eng and pn:smith ti:business am:ebscohost

Unfortunately, the 856 $3 is not indexed, so while names of 
vendors can appear there, they are not searchable.  Only 
the subfield u in the 856 is searchable when using the 
“am:” index. 

Note:  you can do this same search in the keyword/numeric 
area.  Enter “ebscohost” in the “search for” box, then select 
“Access Method” from the drop down menu.

Barbara Bezat of the University of Minnesota’s Northwest 
Architectural Archives knows something about Minnesota 

architecture. For the 
past 30 years Barb 
has been helping 
researchers, students 
and scholars answer 
questions about 
Minnesota’s built 
environment. She 
has also been one 
of the Minnesota 
Digital Library’s 
most enthusiastic 

supporters and earliest contributors. 

The Northwest Architectural Archives contributed to MDL 
during our first year of operation, Phase 1 in 2003. Their 
early contributions include the architectural drawings of 
Harvey Ellis (1854-1904) and Leroy Buffington (1847-1931). 
Most recently, Barb submitted a series of black and white 
photographs that document all of the Minnesota movie 

theaters designed by the architectural firm Liebenberg and 
Kaplan. These images document many iconic theaters such 
as Minneapolis’ Uptown Theater as well as lesser known 
Art Deco gems such as the stunning Maco Theater in

Technology Watch report The Open 
Archival Information System (OAIS) 
Reference Model: Introductory Guide 
provides a great introduction to 
the OAIS for those new to digital 
preservation (or for anyone needing to 
re-acquaint themselves with the OAIS 
model).  What is the OAIS model you 
may ask?  The abstract in the report 
states it best:  The OAIS is “the basis 
of numerous architectures, standards, 
and protocols, influencing system design, metadata 
requirements, certification, and other isuses central to 
digital preservation.” 

The report begins with an overview of the development 
and features of OAIS and concludes with an analysis of the 
key benefits and limitations of the model.  Read the full 
report here:
