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THE YEAR IN BRIEF 
The University's primary mission has been and con­
tinues to be the education of the youth of the state. 
However, the technical expertise of the staff has also 
made the University a leader in the search for solu­
tions to social problems. Pollution, poverty, growth 
of cities and loss of population in rural areas, racial 
conflict, public transportation and public health are 
problems which currently are affecting the quality of 
everyone's lives and the stability of our society. 

The University continues to direct strong empha­
sis to these issues through curriculum offerings and 
public service leadership and thereby fulfills its 
responsibility and its responsiveness to all the people 
of the state. The Center for Urban and Regional 
Affairs has been established to conduct short-term 
experimental programs, covering all of the above 
problem areas, to probe and evaluate, discard unsuc­
cessful ones, and help build succesful ones into the 
appropriate part of the academic structure. In all of 
these activities, from the tutoring of children to 
research and development of resource management 
data systems, the emphasis is on teaching and learn­
ing through interaction of University faculty, students 
and people from the wider community-all concerned 
with the same problem. 

One of the serious considerations in public health 
is the shortage of doctors in rural areas. A new two­
year medical program is being created on the Duluth 
Campus and the emphasis will be on the initial 
tra~ning. of the family practitioner. The Community 
Umversrty Health Care Center, which is located in 
the Minneapolis Model City area, is a multidiscipline 
prog:a.m primarily for child care. In this facility, 
physrcrans, psychologists, social workers and senior 
~cdical stu~ents are working together to develop 
rdeas and frnd the best combination for complete 
health care. 

This report is prepared to show the financial 
aspec~s ~f the total University operation. Following 
the prrncrples suggested by the American Council on 
Edu~ation in its publication, "College and University 
Bu~rnes.s Admini~tration," the Financial Report of the 
Unrversrty of Mr~nesota is constructed to report 
concrsely the varrous sources of funds for income 
and the various uses of funds for expenditures. 

Pages VIII and IX of this report present a sum­
~ary statement of these two factors and show, for 
rnstance, that the General Operations and Mainten­
ance Fund, w~ich pr<?vides for the day-to-day ex­
penses for the rnstructron'll program, is derived from 
the Stat~ Appropriation ($74,157,669), Student Fees 
($24,689,972) ~nd Sales and Services ($14,382,-
35!). In a srmrlar manner the Restricted Funds, 
whrch are dedicated funds because they are used 
only ~o support the activity where they are earned or 
restrrcted by the term.s of a gift, grant or contract, 
are derrved from Specral State Appropriations ($16-
219,884), Student Fees-Crookston ($170 766) 
Sales and Services ($29,990,622), Federal G~vern: 
me~t. ($50,8.60,558) and Other ($17,912,469). 
Auxrlrary Servrces Funds are earned and spent by the 
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operation of dormitories, dining halls, bookstores and 
student health services. All of this information, relat­
ing to income, is shown on page VIII. 

On page IX, which concerns expenditures, the 
breakdown is primarily by function, or how the in­
come on page VIII was used. The total current expense 
of $259,919,196 is divided into the same three main 
fund groups used for income. For instance, out of a 
total of $74,192,835 for Instruction and Depart­
mental Research, $56,631,201 was provided by the 
General Operations and Maintenance Fund and $17 ,· 
561,634 was provided by the Restricted Funds. 

The above two pages deal only with Current 
Funds which are the funds used in the daily opera­
tion. Other fund groups are Loan Funds, Endowment 
Funds, Agency Funds and Plant Funds. Of these, the 
Plant Funds are expendable for the remodeling, reno­
vating or construction of facilities. In most cases, 
only the income from the Endowment Funds is ex­
pendable. If the terms of the Endowment allow 
expenditure of principal and such a decision is made, 
the funds are removed from the Endowment accounts 
and placed in an account for current purposes. The 
Loan Funds are not expended since they are used 
only for loans to students which are paid back. Ag­
ency Funds are funds held by the University for 
other groups such as student organizations but do not 
belong to the University. 

The Financial Report presents the status of all 
of these groups as well as providing detailed infor­
mation of some of the functions.

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PUBLIC SERVICE 
Public Services are inseparable from teaching and 
research functions. As examples, the General Ex­
tension Division and the Cooperative Agricultural 
Extension Service have the responsibility of afford­
ing opportunities for Minnesota people to extend 
and continue their education. In the year 1970-71, 
94,537 persons paid fees and received instruction 
in state-wide classes. Included in this total are 8,602 
persons enrolled in correspondence study courses. In 
addition to these formal courses, many thousands of 
citizens received instruction and advice through par­
ticipation in workshops, seminars, and other educa­
tional meetings. 

One of the advantages to the people of Minne­
sota of having a strong state supported University, 
is that cohesive action is possible since both the State 
and the University are concerned with the public wel­
fare. State support enables the University to use its 
staff and facilities to define and search for solutions 
to problems which directly affect the people of Min­
nesota. Exclusive of functions such as hospitals and 
agricultural extension, the University expended 
$5,432,428 in 23 separate projects in fiscal 1970-71. 
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Included among these projects are: Family Practice 
and Community Health which will establish a pro­
gram for training doctors for rural areas, Limn?­
logical Research Center for the control of aqua~rc 
nuisance organisms and the Center for Urban Affarrs 
which studies the migration of population to urban 
areas and the asociated problems. 

The world-renowned University of Minnesota 
Hospitals, the Veterinary Clinics, the Minnesota 
Geological Survey, the Artists Course, the Special 
Lecture Series are a few other examples of inter­
action with the community. In addition, teams com­
peting in the Intercollegiate Athletic Program draw 
the interest of spectators throughout the state. The 
University is pleased to sponsor productions of the 
Minnesota Orchestra and the Metropolitan Opera 
Company for the entertainment and cultural pleasure 
of the public.

RESEARCH 
The University expended $38,421,296 for its 

sponsored research program during 1970-71. Of 
this amount, $28,703,368 was expended on con­
tracts and grants with the Federal Government; 
$5,206,915 from gifts from foundations, Corpora­
tions, and other private sources; $4,137,346 from 
the State and $373,667 from endowment earnings. 
It is the continued support from all these sources 
that allows the University to have a strong research 
program which brings creative men to Minnesota and 
provides fundamental training for graduate students. 
Research, rather than being in conflict with the 
basic purpose of the University which is the educa­
tion of the youth of Minnesota, is really comple­
mentary and basic to the instructional function.

The University shares the belief that worthy and needy students should be assisted in every way possible to 
complete their education. Many private benefactors have helped in the accomplishment of this end by making 
generous contributions to scholarships and loan funds. As of June 30, 1971, the University had approximately 
266 scholarship and fellowship endowment funds in the total principal amount of $9,065,714. In addition, 
there were 624 funds· supported by periodic contributions. The income from gifts, grants and endowments 
made possible student scholarship and fellowship assistance in the amount of $8,010,631 in 1970-71. Total 
principal amount in Loan funds was $17,585,222 which consisted of 251 separated funds. In addition, ap­
proximately 15,500 part time jobs, both on and off campus, were filled by the Student Employment Service 
for those students who needed and desired the positions.

The largest single endowment is the Permanent Uni­
versity Fund, which had a market value of $42, 961,-
924 on June 30, 1971. The most significant source 
of principal accretion to the Fund since it was es­
tablished has been a sharing in the 10% occupa­
tional tax on iron ore. However, this revenue by con­
stitutional amendment in 1959 is credited to the 
State General Revenue Fund, and becomes a part of 
the annual appropriation to the University. In addi­
tion, the net income earned reduces the amount re­
quired from the State. 

Also included in the Endowment are numerous 
gifts to the University by corporations, foundations, 
individuals and groups, the income of which is to be 
used in a wide variety of research projects, student 
aid and other educational purposes. The majority of

these gifts are pooled and invested in a single Group 
Investment Fund. The 506 funds which participated 
as of June 30, 1971, had a market value of $32,· 
875,640. The income earned on these funds is dis­
tributed to the participants each June 30. The profits 
on sales of securities and the undistributed income 
are accumulated in a reserve and reinvested to im­
prove the income of the participating funds. 

In addition to those which participate in the 
Group Investment Pool, the University has 34 funds 
which are separately invested. The value of these was 
$4,920,484 on June 30, 1971. Also included in the 
Endowments and having a value of $869,325 are six 
funds held in trust by local financial institutions. 



YOUR UNIVERSITY GROWS 
Construction and remodeling costs from all sources 
of funds on all campuses and branch stations during 
1970-71 were $33,291,481. Of this amount, approxi­
mately 62 percent was provided by the State Legis­
lature, 4 p_ercent by the Federal Government, 2 per­
cent by pnvate donations and 32 percent from Uni­
versity sources. 

Pictured to the right is the beginning of the 
construction on Unit A of a new Health Sciences 
complex. This unit, which will cost approximately 
$46,000,000, is the first of several units which will 
total in excess of one hundred million dollars and 
which, when finally completed, will accommodate 
a substantial increase in the number of Health 
Sciences students.
