A Sc+iolarly Address
Chas F. Beach spoke to a-good sized 

audience on recent and pending trust 
legislation and litigation in the U. S. 
yesterday. Mr. Beach is an entertaining 
talker;, His scholar presentation had 
the close attention of all present. He at 
once came boldly out in defense of the 
trust. He proved that trusts were the 
only solution of the present economic 
conditions; that the age of small com­
binations was past and that no one could 
expect any business to be run without a 
reasoable profit.

He pointed out that most of the evils 
of trusts Were visionary and showed that 
public opinion and competition must pre­
venting any reasonable monopoly. He 
condemned the present anti-trust legis- 

'. lation as archaic. He showed that the 
Shermaft law was practically a,dead letter 
and declared that all such statutes would 
be the same because the trust problem 
was economic, not legislative. He show­
ed that in the twelve years since the 
Sherman, law had been passed the num­
ber of trusts had increased from 15 
to 150 and thjit during that time less 
than sixty cases had been brought un­
der the Sherman law. He asked when

will we see the humor of trying to block 
•he wheels oTBusiness by a statute. He 
concluded by an eloquent appeal to the 
students to drop prejudice and face the 
issues of the twentieth century squarely. 
Not to try to measure them by standards 
that had been outgrown.

The audience testified to their appreci­
ation of the speakr by hearty and long 
continued applause.
