A PA N ORAMA of tbe whole pageant of 
United States history from the days of 

Columhus to the present time i. included in 
the new historical, pictorial map which is 
being puhlished this month hy the Bureau of 
Engraving in Minneapolis. The map is spon~ 
sored hy the National Appeal Committee of 
t he association's Million Dollar Fellowship 
Fund. and all sales for the first year ha"e 
been taken over hy the fellowship committee, 
with proceeds to go into the national Million 
Dollar Fund.

To bring about the necessary 
legislation for this purpose all the 
people intere ted in education work d 
together." 3 

The Minnesota Branch had included in 
its group members from Minneapolis, Saint 
Paul, Duluth and orthfield and m etings 
were held from time to time in each of 
these centers. In 1008 Duluth organized 
eparately. The Saint Paul member too 

felt, and rightly, that with a coli ge club 
in their own city, they could be of more 

rvice lo their member and to aint Paul. 
In 1015 Carleton College was pUl upon 
the accr dited list and at once th re was 
organized a separate branch in Northfi Id . 

Both Minneapolis and Saint Paul 
Branches, and no doubt the Duluth Branch 
also, are conscious of their com mon origi n 
and a con tinuity of interest in this original 
Minnesota Branch. Each in its own way 
has been devoled lo lhe original inl r ts 
of the pioneer group: promoting the edu-

ational opportunities for women, within 
rtain limits; undertaking with more or

les seriou ness poradic attempt within 
it own member hip to prolong th learn­
ing pro es beyond the ollege year; and 
a h eeking by mean suited to its par-

At pre ent the revival of the original in­
tere t in fellowships is evid nt throughout 
lhe slate. iuch of value is not even 
mentioned here but looking ba 'k over the 
year' it becomes cI ar that the fin t 
achievement of th e alumnae groups, 
wheth r working as ind p ndent units or 
in cooperation, have been in pir d by the 
vision the early group had made po ible 
lhrough their broadly cultural training and 
the fine altitudes they ex mplified . The 
initiative of this group and the de ire of 
the e women to proj t into their mature 
year the intellectual intere t kindled dur­
ing college inspire th young univer ity 
women in the state today. The A. A. . W. 
in Minn otea is not unmindrul of the chal­
lenge offered it today in the threat to 
edu ation that appear on every hand , when 
force both ubtle and apparent, both sel­
fish and well-intentio~ed , on pir to undo 
the constructive \\ ork of the year since 
the foundation of a governm nt whose 
arety and perpetuity dep nd on public 

education.

E. 1. on 
of Duluth, Frank W. Murphy '93L, of Wheaton, and 
George W . Law on of t. Paul. 

Prominent in tate labor circle for some year, 
Mr. Law on has been clo ely connected with the 
governor for the pa tight year. lIe ha erved a 
ecretary of the ]\IIinne ota Federation of Labor ince 

1914. 
The seventh di trict appoint e, Frank W . Murphy, 

i a nationally known farm leader. He was recently 
mentioned as a possibility for ecretary of agriculture 
in the Roosevelt cabinet. Dr. 01 on, who is luted to 
fill the vacancy at large i known for his work in 
national m dical cirel . He is a fellow in the meri­
can College of Surgeon and a member of lpha 
Omega Alpha, national honorary medical fraternity. 

Mrs. Determan, a former candidate for secretary 
of state on the Farmer-Labor ticket, is the wife of 
Dr, Bernard S. Determan, Litchfield, and ha been 
prominent in state politics for a number of years, 

The fir t important piece of busine s confronting 
the board was to arrange the budget in accordance 
with the reduced state appropriations. After a brief 
period of discussion the board adopted a plan f~r 
alary reductions which will ave up to $300,000 It 

was e timated. The cut will become effective on 
July 1. 

A graduated salary reduction, cutting salaries of 
all niver ity employes receiving over $1,200 a year 
from 10 to 20 per cent for the fi cal year 1934-1935, 
wa adopted.

T IlE meri an 
i a nation-wid 
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The Story o~ 
A oon as permanent eltlement be­

gun in Minn sota, the problem of 
education arose. ince elemen taEY school 
were uleded first, a public school ystem 
was in tiluted as arly as 1849. In ord [ 
l provide leacher normal schools were 
e labli bed and mainlained by lhe tate , 
beginning with the v inona ormal chool 
in 1860. The churches, inspired wilh pio­
neer enthusiasm and mis ionnry zeal. vied 
willl one anolber in Counding academies and 
colleges. orne of these became permanent 
iwtilutions but many did not urvive the 
tern conditions of the frontier. The ouL­
tanding influence in the movement oC 

higber education in iinnesoLa was the 
La te university. 

Tbe territorial governmenl bad been or­
ganized careely lwo years wben an act was 
passed lo creale a university. grant of 
land for an endowment was ecured from 
Cnngress and in the summer of 1851 a build­
ing was erected in t. .othony. Here an 
academy was maintained for four years as 
a preparaLory d pnrtment of tbe proposed 
university. In tbe meantime the regents 
had purchased a part of the present ite as 
II more uilable permanent location and had 
contracled for a large new building. this 
was a period of pro perity, marked by rapid 
growth of population and ascending values 
of real estate, the obligations assumed did 
not eem uuiu tified. The panic of 1857, 
however, brought financial ruin. A ets 
dwindled in value while debts mounted. The 
new building. which later became the we t 
wing and extension of the Old Main, was 
erected; but there were no funds for the 
maintenance of a chool. When the debt was 
finally liquidated, the building which bad 
'lood empty for ten years was r paired and 
furnished so that in the fall of 1867 a pre­
paratory department could again be opened. 
An act was pas ed by the legislature of 
1868. completely reorganizing the univer­
ity. The next year William Wat Fol-

well was elected first pre ident, and college 
classes were begun. 

In tbis early period of the university' 
history, a number of outstanding Minne­
olans rendered important servi to the 

ill , titution. From this group the Board of 
Regents has officially d· ignated ei .. ht as 
"Founder." Ale.,''{ander Ram y, the first 
governor of Minnesota Lerritory. and Hen­
ry Hastings ibley, the first goYel'l1or of 
the state, were both ill lrumental in ecur­
ing land grants for the support of the un i­
ver ity and both served a reg n ts. John 

argent Pill bury, known as the "father of 
the universi ty" helped to extricate it from 
financial difficulLie in the sixties and served 
as regent and lifelong friend of the institu­
tiOll. The other foullders were William 
Rainey Mar hall, the .fifth gov rnor of th 
dtate; Henry Mow r Ric , one of the first 
two United tates senators from the state; 
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John \ esley North, a leader of the Re­
publican wing of the constitutional con­
vention of 1857; Dr. Alfred Ames, chairman 
of the co=ittee on school funds and edu­
cation in tbe Democratic wing of the same 
conven lion; and Edward Duffield eill, first 
chancellor of the university and a prominent 
churchman. 

T HE period of Dr. Folwen's presidency 
from 1 69 to 1 84 was characterized by 

gradual development and bold experimenta­
Lion. In the fall of 1869 tbere were e.17 
students enrolled in the preparatory de­
partment and only 13 were ready 'to begin 
college work. This ituation arose Irom the 
fact that there were few secondary ch001 
in the tate in which adequate prepara­
tion for college work could be ecured. To 
remove this hindrance to the growth of the 
university Dr. Folwell advocated state sup­
port and supervision of public high schools. 
The legi lature in 1878 and 18 1 created 
a high school board and provided annual 
appropriations for chools that prepared tu­
dents for the universit·. As a result of 
th.ese law , high schools mul tiplied rapidly 
and began to send out students ready to 
enter college classes. This brought an in­
creased enrollment for the univer ity, and 
after a few years it was po ible Lo dis­
continue the preparatory classes. Dllring 
Dr. Folwell's administration the infant uni­
versity was carcely more tban a liberal arts 
college. witb a preparatory department. In 
18 ~. when Dr. Cyru Northrop became 
pre ident, conditions were favorable for a 
rapid growth. For vera! years, efforls 
had been made to e tablish a depart men t of 
agriculture. n experimental farm had 
been a quired and buildings had been 
erected, but for a long lime there was mall 
demand for agricultural education and it 
attract d only a few tudent. Other de­
partments, bowe,rer, were established in 
rapid sncres ion. Ea.,.ly among them were 
the colleges of engineering, law, and medi­
cine. With an enlarged campu , new build­
ings. aud a rapidly increasing enrollment, 
the university entered upon a period of 
phenomenal growth. 

In addition to the eight men de ignat d 
as "Founder" five have recellLly been hon­
ored a " Build r~ of the Name." Dr. Fol­
well and Dr. Northrop. the fir t two' presi­
dents, fittingly head the list. The others 
,ho e ervice to the institution entitle 
them to this distinction are 'William . Pat­
tee, fir t dean of the law chool; Henry T. 

Eddy, first dean of the graduate school; 
and :,!laria anford, ~Iinnesola's most out­
standing woman teacher. Dean Pattee 
came to the univer ity in 188 , when the 
department of law was opened, and through 
his twenty-two years of work brought it to 
a po ilion of high tanding among the law 
schools of the country. ~Iaria auCord' 
contribution of moral leadership was given 
over a period of twenty-nine years as 
teacher, lecturer, and friend of the students. 

The beginning or the denominational col­
leges and seminaries is another interesting 
phase in the history of higher education in 
~linnesota. Before the university got un­
der way, the :\iethodi ts had establish.ed 
Hamline niversity at Red ,,'ing, the Bap­
tists had secured a cbarter for ::\Iinnesola 
Central University at Hastings. the Bene­
dictine fatbers had established a -eminary 
near t . Joseph, and the Episcopalians had 
founded a divinity chool at Faribault. 
Minnesota Central University did not 
materialize as a college, althou"h it e~isted 
Cor everal years as a secondary chool. The 
Benedictine minary, founded in 1857, ur­
vived the ioux Ou tbreak and several 
changes of location, and grew into t. Jobn's 
University. The ~eabury Divinity chool 
at Faribault was founded in 1 5 by the 
Reverend James Lloyd Breck and became 
part of the Bishop abury lUission organ­
ized by Bishop '\\hippie in 1 60. The his­
tory of Hamline University falls into two 
periods. Under the leadership of Jabez 
Brooks and Benjamin Crary it was main­
tained at Red \ling from 1 54 until 1 69, 
and then acli,;ties were _ uspended for 
eleyen years. ""hen the institution was re­
opened in 1 0, it was established in the 
Midway District between t. Paul and 
Minneapolis. 

C ARLETO~ OILEGE, founded by the on-
gregatiollalists at orthfield, was a con­

temporary of the state university. Its 
preparatory department was opened in 
1 67. The .Reyerend James 'iV. trong 
became president in 1 70, when college 
work was first begun. and rendered dis­
tincLive en;ce in this capacity for over 
thirty year. In the. next decade se,-eral 

wedi h and orwegian Lutheran instjtu-
tions were tablished. Among them were 
Gu tll"US Adolphus oUe!!\! at t. Peter; 

t. Olaf ollege at r orthfield. founded by 
the Reverend Bemt Juliu Iuus; Augs­
burg emin:u'Y at Minnenpoli; and Red 
Wing Semiuary at Red lYing. In 1 4 the 
Dr. Martin Lnther ollege was founded 
al Jew Ulm by the Evangelical Lutheran 

ynod of iinne otn. nnd other ~tate. The 
next year t . Thomas minary, founded 
by rchbishop Ireland, was opened in t. 
Paul to tudents of botb colle!!'e and _ Inin­
nry COnr es. The two departments were 
sep.\ratedin 1,94 and continued in dilier-
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ent location a t. Thoma and 
the t. Paul minary. In 1 st r 
. oll.eg . was e Labli hed as a Presbyt rian 
III ltLutlOn. Macale ter trace it inception 
to the t rritorial period of Minne ota, when 
Dr. Edward D. eill start d the BaldI in 

hool for girls and the ollege of t. Paul 
for young men . The Civil War interrupt d 
th progr s of th se schools but Dr. eill ' 
lat r ffort result d in the founding of 
Macal ter . 

These colleges, like the univer iLy, wer 
forced to maintain preparatory school in 
order to have tuden ts ready Lo en L r col­
lege las s. Advanced course were add d 
and the faculty enlarged as LudenL pro­
gre d from year to year. Thus at Ham­
line there were 19 tudent ready to begin 
~oLlege work in 1857 and 2 were graduated 
III 1 59. t. John 's began wiLh 5 in th 
clas ical d partmen t. arleton had 5 f re h-
men and 1 sophomore in 1870. 

F I ~ buildings and equipment, although 
de Ir d , were not con ide red es ential for 

beginning work. In a number of in tan 
the fir t clas e were held in temporary 
quarters unLil permanent building could be 
er cted. In truction at Hamline began in 
rooms on the second Boor of a Lore build­
ing. A hotel was remodelled Lo erve 

arleLon' first home. l. John 's began 
und r very primitive conditions in a log 
structure. The first building erected for 
the college was u ually planned to serve 
many purpo es. lass rooms, library, 
chapel, dining hall, and sleeping room were 
all und r one roof. In 1870 Dr. Folwell 
called the attention of the r gents to the 
"ingle, narrow, tortuou , and ill-lighted 
stair ase" leading to the As embly Hall and 
cia rooms on the third floor of the uni­
versity building and also mentioned the 
forty-three wood stove of various dim n-
ion which were used for heating. Th fire 

hazard was always present. Students were 
caution d that upon leaving their rooms 
or returning at night, toves mnst be clo ed 
and lights extinguished. Lamps were Lo 
be trimmed only by daylight. Gunpowder 
and firearms were forbidden. In co-educa­
tional chool a dormitory for women was 
the second building held neces ary. With 
incr a ed enrollment and expan ion of the 
curriculum a cience Hall was needed . At 

arleton one of the important early build­
ing was the astronomical obs rvaLory from 
whi h time signals were cnt to the rail­
road . 

nut how did all these small 011 ges ob­
tain money for buildings and eq uipment 
without aid from the state? The history 
of most of them reveals that the early years 
were marked by constant truggles to rai 
the n cessary funds, which came from vol­
untary pledges and donations of church 
people and from large endowment gifts. 
B cau e of the dependence on money rai ed 
by popular sub cription they were dir cUy 
affect d by every financial misfortune that 
befell their supporters. Thu , if crops wer

W HE J th microphone* is turned 

over to a peaker and he is lold to 
answer promptly and briefly the question, 
"What is the matler with the world?", the 
only honest and correct an wer is tnat too 
many people think such a que tion can be 
an wered in fiIteen minutes and too many 
fools try to an wer it in that time or les . 
Having demon trated my qualifications for 
being classified with the rest of tne simple­
minded simplifiers by answering the que­
tion in one sentence les than a minute 
long. I hou Id like to break the record 
again without topping for breath by say­
ing that the trouble with the world is loo 
much human nalure wrong side up. Even 
this diagnosis may not win the medal for 
brevity for I have just read the statement 
of a Briti h biologist who after tabulating 
the Ilges of tl1e cabiuet member now direct­
ing policy among the great nations, includ­
ing Prc ident Roo 'evelt's cabinet which by 
con titutional construction really directs no 
poli y, come to a sb: word answer-Too 
many old men in power. 

Whether the answers are as brief as 
tho e I have given or run to many volumes 
full of elaborate statistics and more elabor­
ale theories they nll exonerate the phy ical 
world, Cor no major catastrophe of world 
proporLion whether it be drought, flood, 
or earLhquake or crop failure en ters the pic­
tUre. The mountains still look down in 
majesty, the tid of ocean run their ap­
pointed course, river and forest and plain 
abide in pence and beau ty. The Cu tililies 
and failures of man alone remain to plague 
their author. Flu bed with his triumphs 
over uature, and ecure i.n an almo t uper-
lilious faith that science will put new 

sources of power at his command man has 
rorgotten that he who ooquers hin1self i 
greaLer than he who takes II city. By 
taking thought and converting that thought 
into inventions he has added many cubits 
to his stature but his present perpleJrilies 
just illu trale the old saying that the taller 
they Rl'e the farLher Lhey fall. 

The liLle given this monologue is exact 
in ju t one sell e. It implies that the trouble 
is not solely in some one ountry like Ger­
nlMy or nu ia or Manchuria or the United 
Slates. or is it confined to one clas like 
the banker or realtors or rarmers or city 
proletariat. Wl1atever iL is lhat is wrong, it 
is global, it affecL Md includes th whole 
world. Wherever you tum from r gion to 
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region, from group t~ group within any na­
tion there is what the phy ician decribes 
in our npset bodies as imbalance, what the 
auto mechanic describes as "a little bit of 
all wrong" meaning the engine misses, all 
Iour wheels shimmy, the clutch slip and 
the steering gear does not respond. When 
yon tran late th.i into terms of oUI exist­
ing social, political and economic order it 
means a human ituation rendered so com­
plex viewed from a world tandpoint, so 
subject to con tant strain, so buffeted by 
new currents from une.y-pected quarters that 
saCety can be attained, if at all, by boldly 
striking into new aDd untried ways. . 

T HE an weI' i certainly not to be found 
by itting with Colded band and Wait­

ing for the boat to go over the falls. Few 
iLuation are 0 complex that by a vigor-

ous attack they cannot be broken down 
into their elements or into malleI' and 
more manageable units. Thus re olved 
tJley can be solved point by point in some 
order of urgency Or basic importance. If 
I may add one more to the metaphors I 
have already cattered on the air it would 
be to recall the old fourth reader story of 
the brick layer OD the tall chimney from 
which the caffolding had fallen _ 0 lad­
der ould reach him, no rope be thrown 
up to hin1. From the anxiou crowd be­
low ro e the voice of his wife. "John, take 
off your sock, unravel it but begin at the 
toe." Her plan of making it possible ulti­
mately, degree by degree, to pull up a rope 
strong enou"h to descend on wa simple. 
But he rnu t be~in at the toe to unravel. 
P rhap that is aU we can do at the mo­
ment. II we can find the right thread we 
may be on our way to unravelling what is 
now 11 baffling complexity. But in any 
attempt at simplification let u repudiate 
at the beginning any ing1e, in1ple cure­
all thnt CM be put in a phrase like na­
t ionali m or internntion alism_ or mericR 
fir t or the rule of the proletariat or keep 
the government out of busin s or infla­
tion or a balanced budget or anyone of 
score of catchword that repre ent the 
peep-hole views of little minds or selfish 
inlerc ts. ny one of them taken alone 
and undiluted will kill quicker than cure. 

On the tller hand we mu t, if we iliink 

th e World? 
of the world as a whole as I must tonight, 
deal with the obvious and universal, with 
things that are common denominators in 
all the heaped up major problems. The 
first unescapable thing affecting all human 
hopes and endeavors is the World "'ar. 
Its effects grow more evident as it recedes 
into the past. We know what it did to 
boundaries by looking at a map. We know 
its slaughter of millions of the physically 
and spiritually best of a whole generation. 
We shall feel the weight of its debts and 
destruction for generations to come. It 
broke in two the lives of all now living 
who were mature when it began and it 
has conditioned profoundly the lives of the 
generation now coming to manhood and 
womanhood, The old grooves into which 
life fell before 19H have grown fainte~. 
We are as conscious as any generation 
ever \,as that it has been uddenlv 
hurtled into the Dew age of which the si~s 
were not wanting before 19H_ Problems 
whose outlines were dimly seen have 
stalked out full bodied from the baltle 
moke to face us when we were c--rnau ted 

and distraught by shell hock. 'Yhen the 
end of the war came, the men who had 
too much to do with the old order made 
the peace. It might have been worse. It 
was perhaps the best that could have been 
expected given the conditions amid which 
it was made and rewriting it is only an­
other cure-all. The real difficulties have 
been in the pirit in which it was executed. 
Lincoln and Grant gave g nerous terms at 
Ule close of our civil conB.ict but the malig­
nant hatreds of Congressional leaders car­
ried out a Recon truction policy that was 
a greater national disn tet than Civil ·War. 

o it has been in Europe and in America 
ince the war until despite nch bright ~pots 

as Locarno, and the League, and the final 
renunciation of reparations, I am not cer­
win that by acting in a new aae as thev 
have acted in the old. our lead:r' and w~ 
the people behind them have not piled up 
more blunders than the generation before 
1914. 

If we make a Ii t of those major errors 
I t U' not blame them on the statesmen. 
They held place becall e lye let them play 
on our pa ion and capitalize our blind 
indifference or our cherished prejudices. 

In the first place we apparently, despite 
what happened to the Central Powers and 
to their conquerors, belie\'e that armed force 
i' still the measure of a nation's greatn 
and the as ured gual·ll.l1tee of it perpetuity 
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and se urity. Wilh million of dead not 
yet du t and the mo t military of power 
humbled to the earth every nation groan 
under the burd n of armaments and I ts 
il tate men lalk in term of a1lianc and 
new balance of pow r. aLionaii m 
bloat d into era imperiali m brought the 
world to the onBi t of 1914. Behind it 
were elfish, economic group struggling for 
market and money. ince the war we 
have een a new and more virul nt national­
ism bcause it is linged with fear, and bar­
riers of all kind economic, racial, cullural, 
and mililary have been erected to eparal 
inlo air tight compartments a world that 
cience and in ven Lion and in terdependence 

have made loo mall to divide and sur­
vive. 

Within every frontier group and e1as 
have arrayed them elves in conflicts that 
have forced democracies, new and old to 
accept open or veiled dictator hip which 
are no more a permanent solution within 
nation than armed force is between them. 

If Germany in despair accepts an empty 
headed demagogue like Hitler, rememb r 
Poincare and the invasion of the Ruin and 
the long agony over the reparation and our 
former rigid attitude on war deb with 
our id a that we could loan and ell to 
everybody and buy from no one. If Ger­
many ems reverting to a medieval har h­
ne in it per ecution of the Jew, remem­
ber how Europe interpr ted tbe Ku Klux 
Klan wben it flourisbed among us. If 
we are the ort of citizen who after reading 
an article in tbe aturday Evening Po t 
rise up and beats his cbest and shouts, 
"We'll how them they can't do that to 
Am rica," let us remember tbat if we were 
in Berlin and aid it in G rman we would 
be the kind of cilizen that follows Hitler 
as a national aviour. If Japan is now 
blundering in the Orient along the road that 
Pru ia took lo power, let us remember as 
Japan e militarists will ome day r mem­
ber the eene at Ver aill in 1919 when 
that arne Prus ia was stripped of all the 
imperial power he had a umed in that 
same room in 187l. 

'Vhen we r view the re ord we eern 
more like children with all tbeir fears and 
furie than thoughtful m n capable of 
learning from our own mistak W have 
grown di trustful of ourselves and of ach 
othcr. The nations have let hallow men 
herd them with pen and voice into un­
thinking fearsome mobs responding all too 
readily to the worst not the b s t in all of 
us . 

I do not want anyone who has heard 
me 0 far to escape without feeling that he 
i part oC what is wrong with the world. 
Nor without the feeling tbat he is part oC 
what may make it right. Individually we 
could not do it alone if we were individual 
saints but if the sound en e and the our­
age of all of us and I mean not Americans 
alone but the Fren h peasant, the German 
in his villages, the Italian tending his vin -
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yard. the orthmen in their fjord and 
Core ts, the Britain in his shop and mine 
and factory, are fused in the will to find 
and follow bold, nlight ned lead r hip, 
disarmament conf ren will disarm, co­
nomic conference will lind ommon int r­
e t and profits and mankind will turn 
und r such lead r to fae with ze t the 
adventure oC living in a new age. But you 
and I and all our kind the world around 
ar the toe of the sock. Let us begin with 
OUf Ive . 

What that means is that we hould be 
p imistic enough to be fully aware of the 

riousne of the ituation that threatens 
our exi ting political and conomic order. 
The Babbitt who prea h the maintenance 
of a bigger anu beller taLus quo will bring 
the revolution they fear quicker than any 
Third InternaLionai opera tin!} from Mos­
cow. 

It means in the second place Lhat we 
hould be oplimi tic nough to act upon 

the firm conviction that there is knowl dge 
and courage and ound en enough in th 
world ready to follow the I ader who will 
organize it 'in an attack on the riddle of the 
univ r e with which we are faced . r p2 
hanging p s imism and pollyanna optimi m 
are equally out of place. Equa.lly unjusti­
fied i acLion motivated by rhildi h fear . 
M n can have no u h fears for memory 
and experi nee fortify them with a knowl­
edg oC whaL i real and what i imagin d. 
One amid Lhe pas ion of a civil war and 
again in a World , ar the better nature 
of men Lhrill d and r spond d to th voi 
of an American leader calling for acrifice, 
s teadfast courage, Lhe end of hatred among 
people not alone in America but through­
ouL Lh world. 

I have the faith Lhat this g neration in 
every great naLion awaits again the leader­
ship in iLs naLionai and international af­
fairs Lhat can evoke th laLent social im­
puIs s and courage that ar never wan ling 
in Lhe majority oC civilized mankind.

The plan was lo enrich the ocial 
and intellectual life of the farmers; and 
the local grange , open to both men and 
women , were to function clubs, with 
pecially prepared programs for their meet-

ings. It i oC intI' t to know that as 
early as 1 65 a "Farmers' . ociation," 
primarily a mutual insurance project, w 
tar ted in )'Iinne ota, and that two years 

later this "Farmers' nion." as it was then 
called. launched a campaign ror the or­
ganization of farmers' ocial clubs. In 1 6 
Kelley t out for t. Paul, and there. on 

ptember 2, with Colonel Daniel A. R b­
ert on, founder of the Mione ota Horticul­
tural oci ty, he tablished the _ -ortb tar 
Grange.

and took the lead in forming the Anti­

economy. " me attempt was made to unite 
farmers and laborers. Thu Donnelly in 
tbe first' ue oC h' newspaper, The Anu­
Manopolin, wrote that "the true interests 
of the coun tn- are the true in terests of 
lhe cih·, .. decl~ that there was "no real 
antago~ism between the farmer and the 
mechanic." and promised as Cull a hearing 
to the workingmen' ocieti as to the 
Granges. 

T HE Panic of 1 73, tbe bankruptcy of 
various railroads. the repeal or Granger 

legislation, and the difficnlti of the Grange 
in its cooperative enterprises help to ex­
plain the decline of the order that came 
in the middle ..-enties. The Grange had 
about tw nty thousand local chapters in 
the nited date in 1 74. but by 1 0 thi 
number had dwindled to four thousand. 

n interesting re,..jval of the organization 
was to come in tbe twentieth century. In 
its earlier phase the Grange bad timulated 
the intere t or the Carmer. tiered h'- c1as­
con iou n ,added omething to bis 0-

cial liCe. given him experience in coOpera­
tion. and e tnblished a legal bn is for the 
public regulation of corporations. The 
rarmers bad also set a precedent for inde­
pendent political action. 

The Greenback Party. voicing the debtor 
sen lim nt or the ,,, t. attracted con ider­
able agrarian upport. but it was the Farm­
ers' \1i,mce that represented the nc-'--t great 
toge in the agrarian eru ode. The Grang­

er moyement hnd carcely lacken d when 
the Torthwestern Alliance was launched at 

hi ago in lOin a new attempt to unite 
lh farm rs . The moyement quickly took 
rot, and before the end of 1 1 )Iinne­
otn had eighty I aI alliances and a tate 

organizntion. Like the Grange, the Alli­
ance, n rtb and .onth. emph ized the 
ocial and educational side. It pon oced 
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11 ighborhood gathering, pi nics, rallie; 
conducled an ann ual farm rs' congr 
launched new paper; promoted reading 
circle; set up coop ral ive el valor and 
markeling project; and produced pictur­
esque leader, such as I ary Elizabeth 
Lease, the Kansas P ythones , who urged 
farmer " to raise less corn and more hell"; 

ockles J erry imp on, a disciple of H enry 
George; William A. P fier of Kansas; and 
I gnatius D onnelly, its greate t orator. It 
even brou"ht forth ballads and songs, and 
a Nebraskan wailed : 

I cannot ing the old song, 

My heart is full of woe; 

But I can howl calamity 

From H ell to Broken Bow. 

The one-crop sy tem , boom , over- x­
pan ion. and world competition were im­
portant factor in the distress of the farm­
er, but he had many specific grievances. 
Though he rai ed bumper crops, he said, 
the price that he got for hi grain was 0 

low that he was in di tres. If wheat old 
for eighty- five cent in New York, the 
Minne ota producer received only fifty, the 
balance goin g to railway, warehou e com­
panies, and commission merchants. He was 
especially bitter about the impo itions of 
local road . H e poin ted ou t that it cost 
nea rly twice as much to send a bushel of 
wheat from Fargo to Duluth a from Min­
neapoli to Chicago. Moreover, he alleg d 
that the roads di criminated between the 
small and the large shipp r; and he charged 
that elevator companies fixed prices to suit 
themselves and took advantage of the farm­
er in grading his wbeat. 

R EMEDIAL legi lation in Minnesota was 
brought about in 1885, during the gov­

ernor hip of Luciu F . Hubbard, as a con. e­
quence of the popular agitation. A rail­
road and warehouse commis ion of three 
members to be appointed by the governor 
was created; and a grain bill providing for 
uniform grading and weighing of grain at 
terminal points was passed . In 1886 the 
power and dutie of the Commission were 
enlarged and it received virtually Cull rate­
making authority, enforceable through the 
courts; but this provi ion was later held 
unconstitutional. Not until 1893 w re 
country elevators brought under the super­
vision of the commiss ion. 

The Alliance thus far had cooperated 
with one or the oLher of the older parties. 
In 1886 it held a ioint state conv ntion 
with the Knights of Labor at which a plat­
form embody in g both the farmers' aod the 
workingmen 's demands was adopted. Thi 
conv ntion nam d a committee of thirty, 
with Donnelly at its head, to go before 
the old parties with its demand . Th Re­
publicans gave the committee members 
sea ts at their convention and wroLe ioto 
their own pla Lform most of the farmer­
labor demand . In 1889, however, lhc 
Farmers' Alliance, dissa ti {jed with the pol-

i y of nonparLi an politic, took on th 
character of au independ nt politi nl party 
and elected lh ir ly-three repr . enLaLiv s Lo 
the 1\1inn ola H ou . B. 1890 it had 
decid d u pon full third-purty aCLion; nnd 
it nominated ,idney 1. Ow n oC Iiooe­
apoli , th editor oC Farm, lock and 
llome, as its candidate for Governor. That 
the attempts at farmer-labor cohesion wer 
con tinued i evidenc d by the pr s nee in 
thi nominating convention of fifty-thr 
repre enlative oC trades-unions.

OWEN, a the Farmer' Allianc candi­
dal , polled nearly ixly thou ann 

votes, but ran far behind both the R epubli­
can and Democratic nominees. The Alliance, 
jointly with the Democrats, elected its 
caudidal for state auditor; it sent Lwo 
meo to ongres; and it ob tain d the bal­
an e of power in both hou of the state 
legislature. wh re Donnelly dir ct d the 

lIiance delegation as a bloc. In the midst 
of politics, Donnelly carri d on a prodig­
iou lilerary activi ty, producing The Great 
Cryptogram in 1888, Caesar's Column in 
1 90. D octor Hugll,et in 1891, a nd The 
Golden Bottle in 1892. In Caesar's Column 
he forecasts the de truct ion of mod rn civ­
ilization, but e ts up at the end an isolated 
Utopia in ganda, wher hi social and 
political ideas are carried out. 

The de ire to accomplish nationally what 
the Alliance was doing in Minne ota and 
other Lates 1 d in 1891 to the formaLion 
of the P eople's ParLy at incinllaLi. wher 
Donnelly headed the 1inne oln delegation 
and emerged as one of the national leaders 
of P opuli m . pon his return to Minne­
sota he per uad d th sta L allianc lo enter 
into the n w movem nt; and in 1892 the 
Minnesota Populis t named an ntir tate 
ticket, headed by D onnelly. spectacular 
campaign followed. One of Donn elly's 
broad id read : "From Forge and Farm; 
from hop and Counler; from IIighways 
and Firesides come and hear the 'Great 
Commoner' on the mighty i~ ues which ar 
moving mankind to the ballot box in the 
great truggle for their rights ." In the 
elcction the Populis ts won one at in 
Congre sand twcn ty- four in the lale leg­
isla lure, but D onnelly was snowed under 
by Knute Nelon, we tern Minnesota Re-
publican , ivil War vet ran , farmer. and 
lawyer. Govern or, N I on supporL d 
th measure of 1899 subjectin g local eleva­
tors to statc inspecLion ; aT\d he sign d an 
act making the creation of pools and trusts 
illegal. law providing for Lh e er lion 
of a s Lat el vator at DuluLh was lat r 
d clar d uncon tiluLional. 

The third party now turned in th mnin 
Lo issues of a naLional characler. In 1894 
it advocated fre silver, government sav­
ings bonk , governm nt ownership of pub-

P olitical independency was 
timulaLed. Rural living was brightened 

sociall y. The farmers 1 arned the value of 
organi~ation, and it was cerlain thal they 
would be heard from again. M eanwhile, 
they w r coping with b ic problems of 
a non-political character, uch as agricul­
tural diversificaLion and adjustment to 
changing conditions as Americao agricul­
tu re faced the indu trial twentieth century.

Ri'-er. and n" of lhe tn-ati with the 
Iodian at Traverse de ioux and )len­
dota in 1 -1 helped to adnrlise tbe po-
ibiliti of the territory. The ite of 

Minneapolis was occupied and farmers 
pu hed on to Minnetonka. The Root. 
Zumbro. and annon river valley became 
highway to the interior early as 1 -~ 

the we t bank of the Mi issippi was linl'd 
\\ ith ,-illages. O\\-ing to the rapid growth 
of town and lumbering the farmers were 
f r a lime unable to upply the home mar­
ket. la te as 1 - the crop of food-
tuff- barely met the local need . Two 

years later, however. tlle new late could be 
con idered basically agricultural. 

S INCE 1 60. Iinne ota ag-ricullure. like 
that of the nitl'd tate as a whole, 

has been tran formed from a -imple, pioneer. 
and largely elf- uffi ing occupalion inlo a 
hi~hly complicstl'd modem bu-in - or­
ganized on a seientific and commercial 
b is. t lhe ame time the local market 
hn given place to one tllat is worldwide. 

n important factor in this agricultural 
re'-olulion in the state and nalion has 
been the abundance of fertile land and the 
policie followed by the federal and ~lat .. 
gO\-emm nt. in placing it in the hand of 
farmers . The federal policy of preemption 
aod ole was effeclh'e in Minn ota a litlle 
more than a decade before the po age of 
the Home ' tead act of 1 G'i'. In tbe three 
years from 1 G3 to 1, 65. 9 .. H9 home. tead 
were enterl'd in Minn sota and 8 million 
and a quarter acres p ed to pioneers. 

The hi tory of auy part of the oited 
tatc i in a real -ense tile re ult of the 

dey lopment of tmn portation nnd com­
municalion. In Iinnesota prior \0 1 67 
the main rout for the di po al of farm 
product were the ~Iinne ota and Mi is­
sippi riy rs. Tot until that ~'ear WIlS a 
rail connl'Clion 6nnlly eslablished "ilh the 
.reat Lahs at Milwaukee find hicago. 

Impro'-ements in the fac-ilities nf communi­
('at ion. "hich brought all s tion of the 

United tates and the nations of western 
Europe into more interdependent relation­
hip , includiog the telegraph, the portal 
y tern, new-papers, produce exchanges, and 

banking and rural credit Facilities, also per­
forml'd incalculable services in tran forming 
agriculture. With motor transportation 
came the demand for impro\'ed roads and 
the development of tbe Late'- trunk high­
way y tern and a resulting increase in the 
area of intensiye agriculture. 

)linnesota became a single-crop tate 
and one of the world' great wheat-produc­
ing centers in the irties and venti -. 
Wheat IlS the leading crop first became im­
portant in the outheastern counties and 
then pread toward the we t and north . 
Winona. Roeb ter, and Red Wing pre­
cedl'd :\linneapolis as primary wheat msr­
kets. The upward course of wbeat prices 
IlS a result of the Crimean war in faraway 
Europe and the ivil War in the United 

tate accounts for the rapid expan ion of 
wheat a reage. early as 1860 wheat 
made up 31 per cent of the bu hel crop­
produced in tbe tate. The phenomenal 
crop of that year permitted the £'..-q>art of 
more than a million and a half bushels. and 
the resultina congestion of the tran porta­
tion route focu l'd attention on the need 
For railroads. 

Another factor of commandinlt impor­
tance in the tran formation of If- ufficing 
farmin~ into commercuu agriculture, as 
ignalized by the rise of wheat, was fann 

machinery. The first reapers reschl'd ~Iin­
nesola about 1855 and tllreshinlt machine;; 
were introduced hortl)- aIterward. The 

i"iI War labor deficit forced farmers to 
turn to hal'\"esters. which lessened the coot 
of production and made po ible the reap­
ing of a large acreage durinlt the crucial 
days when the wheat ripened . 

In pite of the decline in wheat prices 
following 1 66 wheat continued important. 
In tbe ventie the railroad rapidly 
brought \'ir~n soils wilhin the reacb of 
markets. "ithout adequate capital many 
mall farmers w re compelled to continue 

with the crop that promised quick cllSh re­
tum . The abundance of cheap prairie 
land and impro\'ed (arm machinery made 
large- cnJe wheat farming profitable and 
as early as 1 70 bonanza wheat farm be­
gan to be organized. In 1 74 wheat oc­
<,upil'd two-thirds of th tilll'd land. For 
forty years wheat was ki\llt in Minne ola . 

The revolution in flour milling in the 
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ev ntie as Ul'ed l\linn e ota a pia in lbe 
wheal hi lory of lhe world. In c rlain of 
lbe fift en flour mills on lhe .annon River 
bel", n orlhfield and lh outh TIl limit­
of Faribault lhe middlings purifica tion pro­
c ~s was developed and popularized. It per­
mitted lbe u e of bard spring wheat, which 
made the highe t quality flour . Taken over 
by Minn apoli mills it wa the basi of 
the rise of the pring" Iwat belt in the 

orthwe t and made Ii nneapol i~ lhe 
greatest millin g c nter in lhe world. ome­
:what la ter the IIunl!:arian plan of using 
Iron or pore lain roller in pia e o[ mill­
stones was also in troduced. 

B cause of the demand [or wool as a 
result of the ivil '\ ar mnny farmers turn­
ed to sheep rai ing. The number of sheep 
incr ased from 13,000 in 1860 to 193.000 
in 1866, and then deerea ed because of a 
dedine in prices. In the seven tie the 
number again mounted, e pecislly in the 

ot au de Prairies region of the u th-
we t. and heep have continued to 0 cnpy 
a place in mixed farmin g to the pres nl. 

Milk , buller , and eh se a farm prod­
ucts date from the beginnin g of agriculture 
in the ta le, but dairying a an indu. try 
('arcely bel!:an before the eighties . Th 

first record of chee marke ted from t. 
Paul i for 1852, and chee e factories wer 
e. tabli hed in 1 69 and 1870. Goodhu 
County owe its firs t ra nk in hee e pro­
duction and Pine I land its position as a 
shipping point for he e to the pioneer 
work of the early eUler in tbat 
locality. 

In 1878 th t' tate Dairy men's As ocintion 
wa organ ized and bel!:an to in te rest the 
farmer in dairying. The cream separator, 
inv nted by Gusta[ de Laval in wed n in 
1878, appeared in Minneso ta ns early as 
1885; and by 1890 it began to come into 
general u e . A t the snm time appeared 
th B abcock te t for th determination hy 
ample of the proportion of butt r fat in 

milk . The e inventions, together with the 
introdu('tion of refri geration and tbe silo. 
the improvement of the d a iry breeds and 
the work of the cow t tin~ as ocia~ion , 
gave dairy ing a scientific basi . Th E'Y are 
comparable to the revolutionary chnnges 
in the flour milling proc ses alread y de-
~rib~. . 

In ] 889 th fir t cooperal ivc chE'(,~f' ann 
buller factory in the statc was es tablished 
at Biscay in McLeod ounty. A f w 
months late r a group of Dani h fa rmer 
organized a. ooperative creamery at lark's 
Grove in Freeborn COllnty. This cr!'am ry, 
aided by th Dair'y chool of th Univ r­
si ty. b cam a model for more thml six 
hundr d cooperative cr ameri('~ thal have 
s ince been established in the lale.

Bolh are r cords of mighty forc : natural 
in the first chapter, human in the last. 1£ 
Minne ota ever produc an epic, il may 
well he bas d on alure' wizardry in lay­
ing ore d po i of fabulou wealth in the 
rocky h arl of a great continenl; and on 
lhe dramatic fashion in whi h man found 
Ul m and developed UJem in our own day. 

Tbe first hapter of thi thrilling story 
arri u back, pa t the Indian occupation, 

past the lifelime of th recenlly di covered 
" linn ota man," inlo that rerooL period 
when the original green tone of the earth ' 
ru t was being laid over by ucce ive 

layers of rock and sediment. First came 
lhe encroat'hment of the great ocean lbat 
covered lbe di tricl and deposited diment 
to a thi ·kn of 5,000 f l or more.

Generation 
pas d; while men appeared, huntiDg for 
(urs, precious metals, and a • ortbwe t 
p age to hina and India. Tbey wan­
dered for more UJan two centuries over 

ortheast rn )IinDe ola, and orne of them 
suspected thal iron lay embedded beneath 
their feet. It was not till I 7 or there­
about, however, that actual meDtion of iron 
is found in their writings. At that lime 
Dr. J ohn I cLoughlin, famous later in the 
OregoD COUDtry, was a trader on Lake Ver­
milion. In a short manuscript sketch of 
tbe Lake Vermilion country he writ . 
"The only mineral I have seen in the 

ountry is Iron which though very com­
mOD I never aw in any large quantity." 

FIFTY years were to p • before any ri­
ou inve tigation was made into the ex­

tent and valu of the ore depo its . DuriDg 
that half ceDtury the entire iroD industry of 
the world had been reyolutionized, conse­
quent on the call for railroad. iroD hip , 
(a tory machinery, and UJe like. In other 
word ,the niled tate experienced the In­
du trial Revolution. Early altempt to find 
worUJwbile beds of iron in )linn ota were 
un uccessful until I 75. Then Georg 

lone of DuluUJ interested a Penn ylvania 
attorney, harlemagne Tower, and smuel 

Iun on of ew York, and persuaded 
them to send an exploring e,:pedition into 
the ermilion region . Five more 'ears 
clap ed-a period during which Tower was 
buying land in the Vermilion di tri t. 
second urvey then led direclly to the 
opeDing of the region in 1~. t once a 
railroad was built. baving its lake ter­
minu at Two Harbors, though Duluth had 
hoped to be tbe favored port. To the 
building of this railroad Tower contributed 
nearly two millioD dollars. On July 81 , 
1 4, the first ore w ' loaded into railroad 
cars. By 1 7 lhe region had become 
famou and a mining boom commenced. By 
Ul Dd of 1 0 no fewer than 2 4, mining 
and quarryiDg compunie had been incor-
porated under lhe law ( linn tao

I ts Indian Dame, )':lesabi, means giants. 
A famous modern writer, Paul de Kmif, has 
writleD a "best-seller" OD the discovery of 
iron on the Mesabi Range. He calls his 
book even Iron JIen. With cbaracteristic 
genius he eized at ODce OD the mo t highly 
dramatic feature of the whole receDt his­
tory of the Range, the dogged faith of the 
Merritt family in the pr ence of iron there. 
Other meD came, explored, were disap­
pointed, and left. Leonidas Merritt and 
his ix brothers wen t OD, [orever searching, 
forever unwilling lo believe that irOD would 
not be found . Finally their faith coDquered, 
aDd conquered so magnificently that )Iio­
nesota has been ever since the chief irOD­
export regioD of the eDtire world . 

In intervals of timber-cruising, these men 
hUDted (or iron. Finally after nearly tweD­
ty year.> of fruitl hunting, the wheels of 
their lumber wagon, as they went over the 
range, auk deep into red ruts of a peculiar, 
powdery oil. How could imple men like 
the :lerritt clan be expected to recognize 
this as iroD? Just northeast, in the Yer­
milioD country, iron was regular and ortho­
dox. One mined it there by hafting. 

urely Nature was playing a joke OD them 
here. leaying it OD the urface, 0 easy to 
get at. But the miner whom the Merritts 
were employing was ordered to dig DeVer­
thel , and the (ollowing day this apLain 
J . 'icols took fifty pounds o( red dirt 
in his pack-rack down to Duluth to be as-
ayed.

iron. was disconred, in ' oyember, 
1 90. UJe now famous )Iountain Iron )line, 
the first body of ft ore discovered on the 
Mesabi range. This w four mil w t 
of the present village of irginia. The next 
ummer ODe of the lerritts' croi rs DO­

ticed red earth on tbe upturned roots of a 
fallen tree about ten miles east of Virginia. 
Explorati n followed that led to the be­
ginDing of the Biwabik Mine. Imo l at 
ODce ore was aI 0 discovered wbere Eveleth 
and Hibbing have ince been built. There 
was no doubling now that there was ore, 
and untold tODS of it, on the range, even 
Ulough it lay a1mo l on the urface and re­
sembled only slightly depo its fouDd else­
where in the nited tat . 

The tremendou ndvantag of finding ore 
o cI e to the urface was oon to be appar­

ent. Instead of co t1y shaftiDg and un­
derground operation as in the Vermilion 
di lri t. and later in the uyuna Range, 
this ore was oon beiDg removed by wll. t 
i known. UJe "open-pit method," that is. 
by the u of the team h y I. The gla-



cial drift is fir t remove I; then the h v 1 
oop up the soft ore and dump it into 

waiting railroad car. For mol' compa t 
ore, blasting i u d to break up the mass; 
th n the t am bovel can perform its task 
ju t as in the case of the powdery ore. 

Leonidas Merritt and hi br ther wer 
succe sful thu far . It would be pleasant 
to be able to r cord that they, ere similarly 
fortunate in their later mining operation. 
But it i one thing to be persi tent. even 
ob tinate, in one' faith; and quit anoth r 
to merge victoriou from intercourse with 
Big Bu ine s. For it was Big Bu in s ill 
earne t on the range, a soon a a tern 
teel magnate compr bended what the e 

.. even iron men" had brought to light. 
The teel indu try had reached the point 
in the nineli where cheap or mu t be 
found or radical departure from the cur­
rent practi of teel-making re orted to. 
The methods by which the steel magnates 
profited from the Merritt' faith and per­
si teu e are characteri tic of th age. 

To market their or the Merrill had 
organized immediately the Duluth, Mi abe, 
and orthern Railway Company in 1891, 
and at onc they needed money. 0 the 
money king were involved by 1893, when 
John D. Ro kefeller took a quarter of th 
$1 ,600,000 worth of bonds off red by the 

Ierritts in ew York to finane the rail-
road and the building of ore docks. Th 
panic of I 93 followed at once and to save 
what they had already invested, the M r­
rills turned to Rockefeller. The result was 
th~ organization of the Lake uperior on­
olidated Iron Mine ompany, and by 189l 

the Merritt had 10 t control of it. 

I t woul l be intere ting and in tructive to 
watch the proces by which the land, or , 
railroad, and other phases oC iron-mining 
in Minnesola were monopolized, little by 
liLLIe, by til steel magnat ,but time will 
not permit u to go into the e detail. It 
wi ll be uffici nt here to point out that in 
1901 the United tates teel orporation 
was organized. Three oC its important con­
stituent eompanie, the onsolidated, the 

arnegie tel, and the Federal te 10m­
panies, all with vast Minnesota property, 
were now formed into a subsidiary of the 
teel corporation known as the Oliver Iron 

Mining ompany . As such it has repr -
sented th United States Steel Corporation 
in the Minnesota iron fie ld for many year. 

The last chapter of the story of the 
Minne ola iron ore was being written now 
with a speed and on a scale that chal­
lenged th inte r sl and amazement of the 
world. The last great spectacul ar move­
ment was a onte t between giants. The 
new figur in the arena was James J . Rill .

The clearing of the lreetcar tracks from 
the grounru. back o( the Music building and 
th ' hool o( Busin ha.; opened the way 
for improvements to be made there . Thi; 
"ork will probably tarl early in tbe (all 
and be completed in the pring when hrub­
bery and flo\\-ers are planted, to be fol­
lowed by a lawn . 

Future plans caU (or the mall from 
1 ortbrup Audilorium to extend acros 
Washington Avenu to the heights above 
the river Rat. Buildings would urrouod 
il and a monument would guard the end. 
On the side o( the monument an open air 
thealer will be built in which to hold uch 
uaiver ity functions as can be held out-
ide. 

Washington Avenue would then become a 
tunnel uuder tbe mall from the 1\' . ippi 
river bridge to Oak treel, a distance of 
about ix block. Below the end of the 
mall, on the rIver flats, the university may 
ome day con truct an alhletic field for 

intramural ports, and a boathouse for the 
day when Iinne ola will bave a crew. For 
tho e who wish to see these plans, a relief 
map, or cast o( them han on a wall on 
lhe third Roor o( the Engineering Build­
ing. 

The carrying out of the plan depends 
on several contingencie . One o( them, o( 
course, is financial . I t would co t close to 
a million dollars to complete tbe '\'\' ashing­
ton A venue tunn 1. ince it is almost im­
po ible to e.'\-pect the legislature to appro­
priate the money, it must nece arily come 
(rom wealthy alumni. 

Another ob tacle is the fact that the 
property along the river on the south ide 
of Washington A venue belongs to the Park 
Board . The Park Board, however, is will­
ing to cooperate with the University by 
allowing it the use of the land. Any im­
provement the University makes will bene­
fit the Park Board property. 

A po ibility, depending on cooperation 
between the Park Board and the Univer-
ity, is the exten ion of the River Road 

over university property north of 'Y h­
inglon A venue. If this plan were carried 
out, the road would be bridged acr05S the 
railroad tracks and would come out on 

niversity Avenue at 13th Ayenue. The 
drawback to the niversity is that this 
road would direct a great amount of traffic 
through the o-called back yard of the 
campus. For this reason many official ­
consider the plan inadvisable. 

Plans uch as these can only come 
through the clear thinking of the men in 
charge. For many years. W. T. ~Iiddle­

brook. comptroller at :Minnesota, has encour­
aged and aided, "ith appropriations, the 
work of Prof or '\'\'illiam F. Holman, who 
is upen.-ising engineer of the campus. Pro­
f or Holman and the Building and 
Grounds Department have had to overcome 
the disad,-antages of a university located in 
a large city, between two railroad tracks.

This arrange­
ment is for the convenience of men who 
will wish to spend their week-ends at their 
homes in various parts of the state. The 
listed rates for the entire first term range 
from $15 for a fourth floor room to $27.50 
for the beautiful three-room bay window 
suites. All rooms are finely furnished . A 
Pioneer Hall bulletin will be sent upon re­
quest. The Hall has been equipped to pro­
vide the most desirable resident advantages 
for men. It is an attractive colonial struc­
ture, with accommodations for 258 stu­
den ts, overlooking the Mississippi River at 
a point just two blocks from the campus. 

The reduced rates [or the regular term 
next fall range from $105 per quarter, board 
and room, to $130. For the delightful 
three-room suites for two men (two bed­
rooms and a common study), the rate, in­
cluding board per quarter, is only $126.

Are babies "people"?

I n orne of the twenty-five Twin ity 
babie studied, differences in per onality 
were appar nt at birth. nd as they grew 
older the arne babie ' exhibit d the am 
traits.

Winnie, one of a pair of twins. from the 
age of fifteen weeks found the cent r of 
her small universe in h r twin, Freddie.

Dr. George S. Monson, '930, sixty-three 
years old, internationally known in the den­
tal profession as propounder of the "Mon­
son theory of spherical occlusion," a prin­
ciple founded on his research in the work­
ings of human jaws and teeth, died May 27 
in Miller ho pital, St. Paul. 

Dr. Monson's theory, which established 
the principle that there i a malhematlcally 
exact ideal for relationship between variou 
parts of the jaw tructure, is credited with 
doing much to elevate dentistry to an exact 
sCience. 

His studie also delved in to the connec­
tion between dental work and facial beauty, 
through re earch di covering elf ct of vari­
out dental conditions on symm try of the 
face. 

Article written by him on this subject 
attracted wide in terest in scien tific circle . 
He al 0 i cr dited with having made ad­
vance toward determination of the con­
nection between imperfect mastication and 
ob cure ear disorders . Dr. Ion on, a life­
time t. Paul re ident, has perfected a de­
vice also that is universally us d for meas­
uring action of the jaw. 

Beginning his career by working his way 
through the Univ rsity of Minnesota dental 
college, he became an in tructor there and 
later a profe sor of prosthetic surgery. 

Dr. Monson held a fellowship in the 
American ollege of Den tists, an honor be­
stowed only for original research advancing 
the work of dentistry. He belonged to 
ummit lodge, A. F . & A. M. and Delta 
igma Delta fraternity . He lived at 1036 

Hague avenue. urviving are his wife, a 
daughter, Ruth; two sisters. Margaret Mon­
on and Mrs. Frank Russell, and a brother, 
harles .
