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Jim Malosky: a living legend

The stories, of course, are the stuff of legends
and that's really what Malosky is in Duluth now, a
legend.

A legend in his own time.

Sifting back through the 25 years you begin to
understand why. When his appointment as UMD
football coach was announced in April, 1958, Reidar
Lund wrote in his column in the Duluth News-
Tribune: “Here is a young man, a graduate of the
University of Minnesota, who is destined...to go a
long way in his profession.” All the way from Public
Schools Stadium, where the Bulldogs played home
games when he signed on, to Griggs Field, their
present on-campus home, with no stops in between.

Twenty-five years isn't really a long way, itis a
long time. People don't stay in the same place 25
years, at least not people in the coaching profession,
but Malosky has. The Bulldogs have been the richer
for it.

When he arrived in town he was single «nd,
indeed, in a story on the forthcoming Leap Year in
1960 the News-Tribune decreed him one of the
community’'s most eligible bachelors. The lovely
Lilah Bendickson of Thief River Falls was equal to
the challenge and they've raised their family—three
girls and a boy—these years in Duluth. “We like
Duluth,” Malosky says simply. “We have great edu-
cational facilities here and it is a great place toraise a
family.”

It's his football face that people know best. His
demeanor is intense. Vocal. Dedicated. Highly or-
ganized. Never relaxed. Always worried. They all
describe him.

‘Mo’ gets a little wild once in awhile, but we
respond to his personality. He gets on us, but he
makes us believe in ourselves,” says Amory Bodin,
one of his former players and captain of the un-
beaten, untied 1980 Bulldogs.

Malosky describes his own approach to football
thusly:

“You have to be yourself. You have to get your
own style across to your team,” he tells students in
his coaching classes at UMD.

His style is simple. Very basic, power football.
Error-free, percentage football.

Etched in the memories of Bulldog football—
watchers over the years, of course, is the familiar
Malosky prowl along the sidelines on fall Saturdays,
the gestures, the snarls and, of course, his familiar
“squat”—hands on his knees, legs apart, crouched
forward—as he views the play, a stance, presumably,
not unlike that he used as a blocking back for the
Minnesota Gophersinthe late 40s. The “squat”is as
much a part of Griggs Field as the goalposts.

He has been known, too, to hurl an occasional
epithetin the direction of an official who has made a

call—or a non-call—that doesn’t please him. And
there has been many a Bulldog who has shrinked
toward the bench, hoping to melt into the crowd of
players there so as to avoid his wrath over a missed
tackle, missed block, fumble, blown coverage or one
of many things that can go wrong.

A winning tradition, too, is part of what he has
wrought for the Bulldogs. But it wasn’t always so.

When Malosky coached his first game at UMD it
was against Superior State, now UW-Superior. The
battleground was Superior Memoria! Field, now
Haugsrud Field. In 1958 both benches were on the
west side of the field, with an imaginary line at
midfield separating the team areas.

Mertz Mortorelli, then as now the Yellowjackets’
coach, recalls with amusement an incident that
evening: “It was well into the second half and we
were desperately trying to stop a UMD drive into our
territory. The sequence of plays was moving from
UMD'’s end of the field, past their bench, past our
bench and toward our goal line. Bill Finn was my
assistant then and was with me on the sidelines.
Between the two of us we were trying to come up
with something to stop them. | was hollering at my
defensive captain and then over my shoulder to Bill.
Then | turned again to say something to Bill and it
wasn't Bill Finn at all. I'm staring right at Jim
Malosky—in the middle of OUR bench area!”

Things got a little sticky and Malosky and Finn

nearly got into a fistfight before the UMD coach,
sweating profusely, sputtering and spitting, retreated
to the sanctity of his own bench area. What had
happened was that the rookie coach had become so
engrossed in his team’s play that he had moved right
along the sidelines with them, right into enemy
territory, exhorting them as oniy he can.

“Yeah, | got a little excited that night,” Malosky
recalled years later. “But | wasn’t listening to what-
ever Mertz and Bill were telling their players. | was
too busy yelling at my own guys.”

UMD lost that night, 14-6, but two weeks later
posted their first triumph under the new coach, 22-6,
over Hamline. It was to be the first of many. Very
many.

Malosky, of course, is a great needler. “Probably
the best around,” says former Bulldog center Scott
Hanna, who now serves as UMD’s baseball coach
and a Malosky assistant during the fall. “Most of the
time he’ll be yelling for no apparent reason. Or
maybe just to get the troops loose.”

There’s a fun 'n games side to the coach too.
While heis a heckler, he is also a target for the barbs
of his assistants. Hannais the perpetrator of many of
the tricks. The coaches locker room in the basement
of the UMD Phy Ed. Building is usually the
playground.

“One of the best was a couple years ago,”
recalled Hanna, holding back a chuckle at the
remembrance. “My dad had caught about an eight-
pound northern and | took the head and put atongue
depresserinits mouth and stuck it on the shelfin his
locker. When he opened the locker, there was this
big fish staring at him. Kind of our version of Jaws.
Nobody got near him for a week. His locker smelled
just like a sardine can.”

Another time Malosky wore a new pair of over-
shoes. “You know, the kind you haven’t seen since
the seventh grade, with big buckles on them,” says
Hanna. “He was so proud of those boots.. .. ‘tinglies,’
we called them. John Economos (also an assistant
then) and | nailed them to a board on top of his
locker. He camein and tried to pick themup ... well,
he was pretty cross with us for about a week.”

Hanna, is not the only prankster around. Neil
Ladsten, his line coach and the Bulldogs’ wrestling
mentor, has had a hand in the hijinks, too. He likes to
bug Malosky with little things, especially when he’s
rushing between classes. Like maybe putting adhe-
sive tape around the combination lock on his locker,
then smearing vaseline over that and maybe
spraying it all with Right Guard—just a big, gooey
mess.

Such is life in the Bulldog inner sanctum.

Malosky credits two men, his Crosby-Ironton
High School football coach Herman Woock, and

Bernie Bierman, the legendary Gopher coach, for
his coaching philosophy. “Herman taught me disci-
pline, hard work,” he says. “He was a worker himself.
He coached everything at Crosby. | respected him.
And Bernie taught me the fine points of the game—
how to do the little things well. You can learn the
offenses and defenses from any book, but | guess |
got most of my coaching philosophy from those
two.”

“There’s nobody at school who puts in a harder
day than ‘Mo,’” says Don Roach, the trainer. Work is
the ethic by which he coaches his teams. They may
not be flashy, but they are sound fundamentally.
They play basic, hard-nosed football. Always have.

“Hard work will overcome a lot of deficiencies,”
he says. “That alone won’t do it all, but it will help
make a team respectable. You always hope going
into ayear if you work hard you’ll win all your games.
It doesn’t always work out that way, but you have to
think that.”

Only once, in 1980, when the Bulldogs went
10-0 and won the Northern Intercollegiate Con-
ference championship, has a Malosky team gone
unbeaten and untied. It was the first time in the
school’s history, too.

“It was a lot of fun that year,” he says, “because
it was a challenge. When you have a group like we
did then—a group that is above average in intel-
ligence and skills—you can expand things. We're a
basic team, but that year we were much more
sophisticated. We did a lot of things people didn’t
notice. Our blocking schemes were more compli-
cated, the team adapted well to situations and
played with remarkable consistency. We had very
few ‘down periods’ that season. We seldom gave up
the ball in our own territory.”

Like all college coaches Malosky’s teams turn
over every four years. “That’s the difficult part,” he
says, ‘“replacing the talent. Like right now, we're
looking at trying to replace people like Craig Nasvik,
Gary Birkholz, Paul Sever and Brad Havron (all big
linemen) this fall. It's tough to replace size. Re-
placing people, that’s what you think most about in
the offseason.”

Butreplace people he has done for 25 summers.
Success breeds success and UMD’s reputation as
having a strong football program is directly attrib-
utable to Malosky. Strong, swift, sizeable young men
now seem to gravitate to UMD. How many more
years will he coach? | like to think that the enthu-
siasm is still there,” is all he'll say. “l feel like | get as
emotional and as worked up as ever, maybe more so.
When | don't, I'll know it's time to step down.”

That time is, obviously, a ways off.



20 years old — and thriving

“Duluth State Teachers College had its first team in
1930, and 28 players responded to Coach Kovach's call.”

So records the 1930-31 Chronicle (yearbook),
depicting the origins of Bulldog history when UMD
wasn't UMD, but rather the Duluth State Teachers
College (DSTC). “Coach Kovach" is Frank Kovach,
an industrial arts specialist who organized and
coached the first team that would evolve into one of
the most successful small college football programs
in the country!

Appropriately enough, Kovach also became
UMD's first coach to shepherd his flock to an
unbeaten season as the Bulldogs debuted in 1930
with two ties in their only two games—ascoreless tie
against Itasca Junior College, and a 6-6 deadlock
versus Duluth Junior College.

Following Kovach's baptismal year, he yielded
the coaching gavel to Lloyd Peterson in 1931,
beginning an era that would continue through the
1957 season, after which a brash, young Jim Malosky
would step in to become just the third coach in UMD
footbail history.

That triumvriate has shaped and molded 50
conglomerates into singly unique editions of DSTC
and UMD football. Each team has its own tales of last
second heroics and heart-breaking defeats; the cast
from each of those dramas has developed life-long
relationships that continue to thrive today; together,
those 50 teams formulate a rich tradition of football
excellence!

The '30's

The Bulldogs' first victory ever (after the two ties
in 1930) came during their second campaign when
DSTC upended Winona State Teachers College for
its only victory of the 1931 season, the first of 84
victories for Coach Peterson.

But that 1-5 season in '31 planted the seed of
enthusiasm in the program, and by the time 1932
rolled around, despite the greatest depression this
country has everendured, as many as 55 candidates
were showing up for the opening of fall drills. The
1932 squad recorded a 3-3 record and tied for the
Northern State Teachers College Conference
championship. In "33, the team outscored its oppo-
nents by a lopsided 85-28, but had to settle for its
second straight 3-8 season, even slipping in the
standings to second place.

The 1934 season was the Bulldogs' first outright
championship campaign as they captured three
tittes—the Northern State Teachers College Con-
ference, the City College, and the Twin Ports Col-
lege championships—with a 6-1 record, the most
memorable victory coming against arch-rival Supe-
rior in a 17-6 affair.

The last part of the '30’'s was one of the most
successful eras in Bulldog history as from 1934
through 1939, DSTC constructed a 31-7-2 record
with a co-championship in 1938 following the Bull-
dogs’ 1937 outright title! In that '37 season, the
Bulldogs dropped their first two games of the year,
but rebounded to win the next five. In 1936, the final
game of the year against Moorhead was cancelled—
because of a snowstorm!

The 1939 season was the reverse of 1937 as the
Bulldogs won their first five games, but lost and tied
the final two contests to drop into second place in
the conference.

The '40’s

The early '40s was a period in Bulldog history
thatfound the football program struggling. The 1941
season was the worst in the school’s history to that
point with a 1-6 record as the military draft took its
toll on the Bulldog camp. World War Il in fact, finally
caught up with the school’s efforts to field a team,
and for three years (1943-45), there was no football
team at DSTC as Bulldog players were called to
more important battles than those waged on the
gridiron.

When calm was restored, however, the Bulldogs
made a quick comeback as they tied Mankato for the
Conference championship with a 4-1-2 overall
record. The championship showdown against Man-
kato paralleled the intensity of the just-completed
War as the game ended in a 0-0 stalemate! Bob
Galenski, Gus Novotrey, and Wes Olson were all
selected to the All-Conference team, and the Bull-
dogs’ defensive unit posted three straight shutouts!
It was the final season for the Bulldogs as the Duluth
State Teachers College asin 1947 the school formally
became a branch of the University of Minnesota, and
the green and gold school colors were swapped for
maroon and gold!

The first captain of a UMD team was Dan
Devine, who more recently has become one of the
nation’'s most revered coaches at the collegiate and
professional levels. His 1947 Bulldogs, however, had
a frustrating year as evidenced by their game with
Winona—UMD had 10 first downs to Winona'’s two,
but lost 7-0 when Winona recovered a Bulldog
fumble on the Winona one-yard as the gun sounded
the end of the game!

In 1948, the Bulldogs posted a mediocre 4-4
record, but nonetheless won their sixth Northern
State Teachers College Conference championship
as all of their losses came against non-conference
competition while all four victories were against
conference foes! Fred Murphy, an All-Conference
fullback, was the Bulldogs' mainstay.

UMD bowed out of the Northern State Teachers



College conference for the 1949 season and played
an independent schedule before joining the Minne-
sota Intercollegiate Athletic Conference (MIAC) in
1950. As independents in '49, UMD rode Chuck
Koopman’'s two touchdownstoa 13-12 triumph over
Bemidji and Winona was humbled 32-6 in the Bull-
dog’'s Homecoming contest. Jubliant fans carried
Coach Lloyd Peterson off the field following UMD'’s
33-27 conquest over Superior!

The '50’s

The Bulldogs debuted in the MIAC with an
impressive 19-6 victory over St. Olaf, buteven with a
3-3 conference record, they could do no better than
fifth place in the tough MIAC. UMD's top linemen
included Bob Murray, Phil LeTourneau, Chuck
Jeronimus, and Pixie MacDonald. The experience
they had under their belts helped the ‘Dogs improve
to second place the following year with a 5-2-1
overall record, but a 27-12 defeat to Gustavus
Adolphus in the final game of the season in
17-degree temperatures cost UMD the MIAC
championship.

1952 was the most disasterous year UMD has
ever experienced as it suffered through an 0-7-1
season, finishing last in the nine-team conference,

UMD’s penchant for producing outstanding
running backs was evidenced in the mid-'70’s when Ted
McKnight became the Bulldogs’ all-time leading rusher
with 2,957 total yards!

butthe Bulldogs rebounded to a 3-4 log the following
year with three of those losses by a total of nine
points!

Darrell “Lefty” Warner was the sparkplug who
led the Bulldogs to four consecutive wins to start the
'54 season, but injuries proved costly as UMD then
lostthreeinarowtotake itself out of title contention.
Warner led the team in scoring, rushing, total of-
fense, punting, and kickoff returns!

Warner was named to the 1955 All-Conference
team, but his heroics were dimmed by a dismal 1-5
record and seventh place finish in the MIAC. John
Bymark, for the second year in a row, was named to
the All-Conference second team as a center.

The 1956 Bulldogs lost four of their first five
games, but they salvaged the season by winning
three in a row, including an 18-6 Homecoming
triumph over Macalester, a 7-0 win over Gustavus
Adolphus, and a 45-13 licking of Superior. Warner
and halfback Marv Heikkinen, fullback Bob Visina,
and quarterback Wayne Rau were credited with
leading the Bulldog comeback.

Legendary Lloyd Peterson closed out his 24-
year career as the Bulldog mentor in 1957 as UMD
struggled to a 2-5-1 record, finishing sixth in the
conference. Heikkinen, who currently coaches
football at Duluth Denfeld High School, was the
team'’s leader in rushing, passing, and scoring.

Following the 1957 campaign, Peterson handed
the ball off to a youngster from Crosby-Ironton who
had already made a mark as a wonder-worker in the
high school ranks at Morris and Edina, and the rich
tradition that was ignited by Kovach and fueled by
Peterson was put into full gear by the man who has
now dedicated 25 years of his life to UMD football—
Jim Malosky! The history of Makosky's first quarter-
century at UMD are documented on the following
pages!
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Sept. 12, 1958 - the beginning
of the Malosky regime

It was September 12, 1958 when Coach Malosky
made his debut as the Bulidogs' head coach, and he
suffered a 14-6 loss to Superior State—one of only two
losses Malosky-coached teams have sustained to the
Yellowjackets in 25 years of the cross-the-bridge rivalry!
The Bulldogs won their home opener in 1958 with a
convincing 22-6 triumph over Hamline, which was
followed by a tough 38-30 loss to Concordia. The season
was also highlighted by a 7-6 victory over St. Thomas in
the Bulldogs' Homecoming game. Overall, UMD com-
pleted Malosky's first season with a 4-4 record (4-3 in the
MIAC) and fourth place finish in the conference. Sopho-
more Dick Pesonen, who went on to play pro football with
the New York Giants and Minnesota Vikings, broke the
school record for most touchdowns in a season with nine!

Dogs unseat Gustavus

as MIAC champions

1960

In just his third year with the Bulldog program, Coach
Malosky molded the championship team he had predicted
as the Bulldogs unseated Gustavus Adolphus as MIAC
champions. In the fourth game of the season, the Bulldogs
traveled to St. Peter's for a showdown with the Gusties,
and UMD held on for a 20-14 victory that propelled them
to the MIAC title. Only a heart-breaking 8-7 loss at St.
John's and a 6-6 deadlock with Superior State blemished
UMD’s 6-1-1record, and the Bulldogs closed out the year
with a 61-6 thrashing of St. Thomas! The running com-
bination of Jerry Richardson and John Nachtsheim
accounted for over 1,100 yards alone, and Skip Fontaine

become the school’s all-time passing leader. Six-foot-six
end Dave Lindstrom was Fontaine’s favorite target as he
hauled in 18 receptions for 190 yards!

Bulldogs win big
while defending title

It's been said many times that it is more difficult to
repeat a championship than it is to garner that first title,
but the Bulldogs found the going much easier as they
trounced the rest of the MIAC for their second straight
championship. UMD's closest contest was a 12-6 victory
over St. John's, and lopsided victories included back-to-
back victories over Gustavus Adolphus (70-0) and Ham-
line (61-0). The Bulldogs only loss came against Northern
Michigan as the powerful Wildcats humbled UMD 35-6.
John Nachtsheim nosed out teammate Bruce Johnson
671-670 for the team rushing title, and quarterback Ed
Lundstrom, who had been Fontaine's understudy for
three years, finally got his opportunity, and he came
through with the best single season ever by a quarterback
with 50 completions for 872 yards! Tom Adams, who
would go on to become an NFL receiver, scored eight
touchdowns through the air, collecting 475 yards on 19
catches! The Bulldogs outscored their opponents 355-
112 for an average of 39.4-12.4!

LeBeau emerges as star

In the four seasons prior to 1963, Malosky-coached
teams lost a total of six games. The 1963 gridders also lost
six games, winning three, in what turned out to be a
disappointing season for the Bulldogs.

Two of the losses—to Augsburg and Hamline—
resulted when UMD failed to convert its extra-point
attempts. One of the most lopsided losses in all of UMD
gridiron history occured when the Bulldogs were flattened
by St. John’s 60-6.

However, when the '63 squad won, it won in style as it
crushed Superior State 28-6, whitewashed Macalester 12-
0, and shot down Gustavus Adolphus 26-7.

Captain Ken Schloer led the club in scoring with 32
points, but the individual statistics were dominated by
junior Dick LeBeau, who led the ‘Dogs in pass receiving,
punt returns, and kickoff returns while finishing second in
rushing and scoring. Roger Halverson won the team
rushing title with 385 yards for a 4.3 average.

St. John’s went on to win the MIAC and NAIA small
college championships.

The Bulldog's bid to rebound from 1963's disaster
was a slow recovery, but the 1964 gridders improved their
overallrecord to 4-5in aseason highlighted by individual
heroics.

The Bulldogs started out in a flurry, winning three
consecutive games while outscoring their opponents
109-12! However, UMD would win just one more game the
rest of the year, that coming in a 42-0 shellacking of
Macalester at home.

Concordia, which went on to win the MIAC title,
stopped UMD'’s winning streak at three with a 24-6
thumping, and the Bulldogs also lost heartbreakers to St.
John's (21-12), St. Thomas (22-20), and Gustavus
Adolphus (21-20).

Quarterback Ray Norsted set a school record by
completing 93 passes—a record that continues to stand
today—and became the first quarterback in UMD history
to pass for over 1,000 yards in a single season (1,261).
Senior Dick LeBeau led the team in rushing (578 yards)
and pass receiving (455 yards on 25 receptions), and
Dean Hoglund was named the outstanding lineman of the
year.

With heavy graduation losses from 1967's 7-1-1
squad, the Bulldogs' youth wasn’t able to deal with their
more experienced opponents as the team fell below .500
with a 4-6 record.

The Bulldogs strung together a five-game winning
streak in the middle portion of the 1971 season, but an
end-of-the-year showdown with eventual MIAC champion
Gustavus Adolphus resulted in an 18-12 Gustie victory,
sinking UMD into third place in the conference with a 5-2
log.

Afterawin and atiein non-conference action to open
the season, the Bulldogs were dealt a severe blow when
Hamline upended UMD 10-7 in the first MIAC game of the
season. Led by an experienced backfield, the Bulldogs
then put together the five-game winning streak which
included a nail-biting 22-21 victory over St. John's.

Defense was the name of the game for the '71 'Dogs
as UMD recorded four shutouts in its six victories and
only once—the 22-21 win over St. John's—yielded more
than 18 points in a game!

Quarterback John Zupetz tacked on 695 yards through
the air to thrust himself into third place on UMD’s all-time
leading quarterback list. Fullback Eric Kaiser won the
team rushing title with 436 yards, one yard more than
versatile halfback John Olson, who also led the team in
scoring with 34 points and was once again one of small
college’'s best punters (2,400 yards on 66 punts; 36.4
average).

The Bulldogs’' pre-season hopes of challenging for
the MIAC title were quickly erased as UMD bowed to
Moorhead State and Gustavus after opening the season
with another shutout victory over Superior.

Undaunted, however, the Bulldogs won four of their
next five games, including two nip-and-tuck contests
against Concordia (10-9) and St. Thomas (21-19). UMD'’s
bid to finish second in the conference fell short when
Augsburg grabbed the season finale by a 28-27 count.

The Bulldogs’' running game was again a potpourri of
equally skilled backs as five players finished in triple
figures, led by rushing king Tim Moynihan. Freshman
Terry Egerdahl, third in the team rushing stats, was the
club’s leading receiver, followed closely by John
Economos. Quarterback Darrell McKibbon came into his
own in '72 as he set a school record for pass completion
percentage by hitting on 48 of 85 attempts (.565), arecord
that stood for 10 years until being surpassed by Bruce
Grant’s .596 success rate in 1982.

If ever there was a frustrating year in Coach Malosky’s
first quarter-century of coaching at UMD, it had to be
1974 when the Bulldogs posted a creditable 7-2-1 record,
but had to be satisfied with atie for third in the MIAC race.

Concordia and St. John's tied for the MIAC crown,
but UMD defeated both clubs on successive weekends—

15-0 over the Johnnies and 14-10 over the Cobbers—to

But Augsburg upset the Bulldogs 7-6 and the
following weekend UMD could do no better than a 0-0 tie
with Hamline.

The Bulldogs return to the Northern Intercollegiate
Conference, aconferencethey leftin 1947 after being one
of the original members in 1932, was celebrated with a
40-0 victory over Winona State.

The pivotal game of the year for the Bulldogs came at
Morris where the eventual champion Cougars battered
the Bulldogs 35-6 enroute to the NIC title. The Bulldogs
also lost a tough 14-13 decision to nemesis Moorhead
State, but finished the year with a respectable 7-3 mark,
5-2inthe conference, tied with Michigan Tech for second
place. UMD earned the tie with Tech by defeating the
Huskies 21-14 in the final game of the season.

This was the year Ted McKnight came into the
spotlight as the senior running back nearly doubled Terry
Egerdahl’s school record for most yards rushing in a
season. McKnight accumulated 1,482 yards, scored 24
touchdowns and 144 points, and became UMD'’s all-time
leading rusher with 2,957 yards! He became UMD's third
Little All-American the year after Egerdahl received the
same honor!

Tosay the Bulldogs fell hard is an understatement as
the Dragons surprisingly but totally dominated UMD in a
29-0 contest. Moorhead State won the title and the
Bulldogs fell to second.

Again it was Tom Stoll and Boyd Hanson chugging
through the opposition with Hanson winning the team
rushing title from Stoll 886-766. Quarterback Bruce Grant
established himself as one of the best at his position in all
of small college football as he became just the second
player in Bulldog history to pass for more than 1,000
yards in a season! Wide receiver Gene Giles danced
through secondaries like a deer and averaged more than
37 yards per catch.

Winning tradition continues;
Grant rewrites record book

As expected, the NIC championship boiled down to
the intense rivalry between the Bulldogs and Moorhead
State. UMD had won three of its first four games heading
into the Moorhead contest, the lone loss coming at
Northern Michigan. The season opener against UW-
Superior was Coach Malosky's 150th career coaching
victory!

The Moorhead game was a topsey-turvey affair with
the lead exchanging hands several times. However, the
Bulldogs were victimized by some crucial injuries during
the contest, particularly to Gene Giles and Craig Nasvik,
and the homestanding Dragons pulled away to a 30-20
triumph.

Boyd Hanson led the Bulldogs in rushing with 768
yards, moving him into fourth place on the all-time
rushing roster with 2,575 yards. Quarterback Bruce Grant
had a record shattering season as he eclipsed eight
school records and became UMD's all-time leading quar-
terback—with still a year of eligibility left in 1983!

The line play was once again dominated by Gary
Birkholz, who was shuffled from guard to center and
back, and Craig Nasvik, but Brad Havron emerged as one
of the league’s outstanding linesmen as well.
