May 6 - SPRAY FRUIT TREES TO SAFEGUARD CROP - Fruit growers in the Twin City and southern 
Minnesota areas were urged this week to begin spraying operations to safeguard this 
year's crop from loss by insects or diseases. According to E. G. Sharvelle, Uni­
versity Farm plant pathologist, it is now time for commercial growers to apply the 
delayed dormant spray. Spraying of most apple varieties, with the exception of 
Wealthy, can be delayed until early next week, but recent showers may make it advi­
sable to spray all varieties now. Spraying time for most plum varieties is at hand, 
and cherry plum hybrids should be sprayed the kirst part of next week.
