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DELAY OPENING OF SCHOOL 
TO ALLOW CADETS TO CAMP

Faculty Approve Plan—Regents Will 
Make Final Decision at Next 

Meeting.

The opening of college will be post­
poned one week in order that the ca­
dets attending the encampment at 
Fort Snelling need not be absent from 
classes. The faculty believe that the 
loss of one week in the fall would 
not materially affect the different de­
partments as the work could easily 
be made up during the ensuing year.- 

The faculty have approved the plans 
for the annual encampment and the 
matter will be brought before the 
next meeting of the Board of Regents 
for final action. The board meets on 
the early part of May and if they 
give consent to the plan, during the 
week of Sept. 11 to Sept. 17 the ca­
dets will be instructed in practical 
camp routine at Fort Snelling.

At the encampment next fall the 
present freshmen and sophomores wdll 
be required to attend in order to re­
ceive credit in drill for this year.

The plan is to add the week of camp 
like to the regular course but men 
will not be allowed to attend camp 
who have not drilled a year.

Captain Butts has made all ar- 
-angements for the encampment so 
hat there will be no hitch providing 
he Regents decide in favor of the 

plan.

DR. MOORE TELLS OF HIS 
FEELINGS DURING ACCIDENT

Recounts Details That Followed 
Crash of Classroom Roof Last 

February.

“How does it feel to be hit by a 
ton of brick? Well, it don’t hurt a 
bit,” says Dr. James E. Moore wrho 
had a miraculous escape from death 
under a falling wall in Millard Hall, 
Feb. 25,

The mass of brick, tile and cement 
that crashed through the temporary 
roof of the class-room in which Dr. 
Moore was lecturing to the junior 
medical class, weighed about two tons. 
It smashed a heavy oak desk as 
though it had been paper. Dr. Moore 
was buried under the mass, from 
which he was dragged by the stu­
dents.

Neither Hears Nor Feels.
“I heard nothing, felt nothing,” 

said Dr. Moore today. “I recall that 
one of the instructors passed through 
the class-room and I learned after­
ward that he had just gained his room 
when the crash came.

“My first sensation was that of an 
indescribable awfulness. I can’t tell it 
any other way. When this sensation 
passed away I thought 1 must be dead 
or dying. This did not frighten me 
but caused wonder. Then I suppose 
my surgical sense came to me and I 
began to speculate if I was still alive. 
I tried to move my fingers and toes 
and found I could. I recall that I 
moaned in my breathing and tried to 
tell the boys that I was not whimper­
ing and was in no pain.

“Then came a feeling of nausea. 
All this time my mind was only par­
tially conscious. Complete uncon­
sciousness followed, for I did not re­
alize that I was taken to the Univer­
sity hospital.

Faculty and School Men 
Clash Over Perogatives

Dean Downey Insists that University be Sole Judge of Entrance Require­
ments—Academic Faculty and President Northrop Sustaiathis 

Action—High School Principals Object.

Educators thruout the Northwest 
are at present engaging in a stirring 
controversy over the stand taken by 
Dean J. F. Downey in his speech be­
fore the State Association of School 
Superintendents in which the Dean 
declared that the University must be 
the sole judge of its entrance require­
ments.

Discussion Precipitated.
Professors W. M. West and A. W. 

Rankin were strongly opposed to this 
idea claiming that the University was 
bound to accept any student offered 
from an accredited high school. The 
position of the faculty was charac­
terized as an attempt to dictate a 
course of study to the high schools 
A spirited debate followed in which 
Dean Downey stood almost alone in 
defending the action of the Univer­
sity.

Faculty Defends Dean’s Action.
At a meeting of the Academic fac­

ulty last Saturday, Dean Downey's po­
sition was almost unanimously sus­
tained. The special committee on en­
trance requirements submitted their 
report recommending that agriculture 

1 be accepted under certain conditions 
as an entrance credit; that students 
offering four years of one foreign lan­
guage be admitted with three years 
of English; that business spelling and 
correspondence be emitted from the 
list of admission subjects, and that 
not more than four credits be allowed 
towards admission for vocational sub­
jects.

The first paragraph was adopted 
without dissent. Professor West de­
sired that the remaining sections be 
referred to a committee instructed to 
confer with a similar committee ap­
pointed by the association of super­
intendents.

Dr. Northrop Objects.
President Northrop opposed this 

course and explained that while the 
faculty always would be willing to 
confer with the school superintend­
ents, it could never permit them to 
have a voice in establishing the re­
quirements for admission to the Uni­
versity. Those in charge of the insti­
tution should know, he said, that stu­
dents accepted without examination 
are qualified to carry on University 
work. The committee’s recommenda­
tions were thereupon approved and 
will next be presented to the board 
of regents.

Principals Resent Dictation.

The high school principals of Min­
neapolis resent the action of the fac­
ulty in refusing to confer with the 
committee of school superintendents, 
concerning the adoption of entranc. 
requirement rules. They maintain 
that graduates of first class high 
schools should be admitted to the 
University without examination.

Mr. W. F. Webster principal of the 
East high school said, “Hitherto we 
have conferred with University au­
thorities concerning the entrance re­
quirements. Pupils from the small 
high schools should be admitted to 
the University with the same privi­
leges as pupils from the larger 
schools. The University belongs to the 
state system of education of which 
the high schools are a part. This fact 
should not be ignored.”

Mr. J. N. Greer of Central high 
school said, “I think the high school 
men know what the community wants 
and needs and they should be per­
mitted to give the students what the 
community asks. There is no disposi­
tion on the part of the high school 
principals to dictate or to submit to 
dictation.” - r --»—.

Objections Answered.
In an interview on Tuesday Dr. 

Northrop said, “We have done noth­
ing that would interfere with the 
rights of high school principals in any 
way. The high school principals may 
confer with the University authorities 
at any time.”

Further Discussion.
At the Sigma Xi dinner Tuesday 

night Dr. J. B. Johnston of the med­
ical faculty said, “Our system of pub­
lic instruction is the most antiquated 
of human institutions save one, dis­
regards the needs and capacities of 
the individual, and fills the minds of 
all with a pabulum which is sup­
posed to make every man a president, 
great artist or a king of high finance.

“Then the University faculty accepts 
that* dwarfed and stunted and mis­
shapen child and sets about the. im­
possible task of making a man of 
him.”

Miss Caplin of West High replied 
that the high school tuachers are 
not unmindful of their responsibil­
ities and welcomed advice and criti­
cism. “But what we want,” she de­
clared, “is criticism along more de­
finite lines and recommendations 
along more specific lines.”
