GOLDEN GOPHERS TO INVADE NORTHWESTERN

Minnesota’s Golden Gophers go back on
the road Saturday to take on Northwestern in
a Big Ten Conference football game at
Evanston, Ill. Kickoff is set for 1:00 p.m.
(CDT).

Coach Jim Wacker’s invaders will be
attempting to make it two in a row after out-
lasting Purdue 59-56 at the Hubert H.
Humphrey Metrodome last weekend.

That win upped Minnesota’s overall
record to 2-4. The Golden Gophers are 1-2 in
Big Ten play.

The Wildcats fell 53-14 at Wisconsin in
their most recent assignment, and they will
risk a 2-3 mark against the U of M.
Northwestern is 0-2 in Big Ten action.

For Minnesota, the unbelievable come-
from-behind win over Purdue came just in
time. Now Wacker must hope his charges are
over the hump and can move ahead.

“Nobody in America needed a win more
than we did,” Wacker proclaimed. “All of our
hard work paid off. It certainly won’t go
down as a great performance, at least not
defensively, but we made some big plays
when we had 10, and our people did what they
had to do to get the win.”

It was another case of Minnesota having to
erase an early deficit to gain the viclory.

.They tratied 14-0 early and did not take the

lead until the fourth quarter.

“I have been involved in some wild
games,” Wacker admitted, “‘but this was the
craziest and hairiest one I’ve EVER been in.”

Golden Gopher fans saw the U of M rally
countless times in a game where the two
teams amassed 1135 points and 1,184 total
offensive yards.

Needless to say, it was a record perfor-
mance. Omar Douglas (Sr., SB, New
Orleans, La.), set a new U of M mark for
most touchdowns receiving in a game with
five. The old record was three, set by Mike
Jones against Northwestern in 1973 and tied

by both Rick Upchurch against North Dakota
in 1974 and Jay Carroll against Ohio State in
1981.

Douglas also established a new single-sea-
son record by upping his 1993 touchdowns
receiving total to eight. Elmer Bailey set the
old mark of seven in 1979.

Scott Eckers (Jr., QB, St. Louis Park,
Minn.) set a new school record with six TD
passes. The old standard was five set by
Mike Hohensee against both Oregon State
and Ohio State in 1981.

Mike Chalberg (So., K, Aukland, New
Zealand), who kicked the game-winning
field goal with only eight seconds left in the
game, tied a Minnesota record with eight con-
versions. The record was set by Chip
Lohmiller against Montana in 1985.

“It was an incredible offensive perfor-
mance,” Wacker said. “It was crazy, but
wonderful. We had some spectacular indi-
vidual efforts, and I am so very proud of peo-
ple like Eckers who was making his first col-
legiate start. And Douglas who has to rank as
one of the best receivers in America. And
both Chris Darkins (So., RB, Houston,
Texas), who rushed for a career high of 149
yards, and Antonio Carter (Sr., RB,
Columbus, Ohio), who came back after
being injured with a great 55-yard pass recep-
tion and then a 16-yard run to put us in posi-
tion for our game-winning field goal.”

Minnesota’s celebrating may have lasted
through the weekend, but on Monday
thoughts tumed to the Wildcats.

Taking on Northwestern will be another
tough test for Minnesota. Going on the road
is never easy, and the Golden Gophers know
they will be facing a hostile homecoming
crowd in Evanston.

“We kept answering the bell against
Purdue,” Wacker stressed. “We need to do it
again. We have to build on it. We need to
get ready for Northwestern.”

THE GAME: Minnesota vs Northwestern
October 16, 1993, 1:00 p.m. (CDT)
Dyche Stadium
Evanston, Illinois

THE SERIES: Minnesota and Northwestern have met 72 times
in a series that dates back to 1892. The Golden Gophers will
take a 44-23-5 edge in the series into Saturday’s game.
Minnesota won the last meeting 35-25 at the Hubert H.
Humphrey Metrodome in 1990. The Golden Gophers lead 25-
10-3 in games played in Minneapolis and 19-13-2 in games
played in Evanston. Northwestern’s most-recent win in the
series was by a 31-28 margin (at Minnesota) in 1984, although
the two teams deadlocked 28-28 at the Metrodome in 1988.

THE OPPONENT: Northwestern, in Coach Gary Bamett’s first
year as head man . of the Wildcats, finished 3-8 last fall. They
were 3-5 in the Big Ten and finished in a tie for sixth place. A
total of 32 lettermen and 17 starters returned from that squad, and
its 1992 efforts led to a feeling of optimism in the Northwestern
camp. In the opener, Northwestern fought a good fight, but fell
10 Notre Dame 27-12. Then the *Cats beat Boston College 22-21
and Wake Forest 26-14, before falling to Ohio State 51-6 and
Wisconsin 53-14 in their two most-recent outings. Northwestern
will be without its top rusher, Dennis Lundy, who has a shoulder
injury. Chuck Robinson, a junior letterman, will take over that

spot.

THE COACHES: Jim Wacker is in his 23rd year as a head
coach at the collegiate level. His career record is 148-104-3. In
nine seasons at Texas Christian University, Wacker was 40-58-2.
He is in his second year at Minnesota, and his record with the
Golden Gophers is 4-13. Gary Barnett is in his second year at
Northwestern and fourth year as a head coach (8-11-1 in two sea-
sons at Fort Lewis College), and his career record is 13-22-1 (5-
11 at Northwestern), including last weekend’s loss to the
Badgers.

THE INJURY REPORT: Minnesota had its share of bumps and
bruises against Purdue, but Head Trainer Doug Locy’s list of major
concemns will be shorter this week than earlier this season. Antonio
Carter (Sr., RB, Columbus, Ohio) suffered a hip pointer early in
the Purdue game but retumed in the second half. He is expected (o
be ready for the Wildcats. Justin Conzemius (So., SS, Fargo,
N.D.), Chris Darkins (So., RB, Houston, Texas) and Rob Rogers
(Sr., OG, St. Louis, Mo.), were nursing slight toe injuries but
should be ready. Dennis Cappelia (Sr., DE, Miller Place, N.Y.)
re-injured his right shoulder, but he is listed as probable.

THE STATISTICAL LEADERS: Chris Darkins took over the
top spot among Minnesota’s rushers with a career high 149 yards
against Purdue. Darkins now has 335 on the season and an average
of 4.8 per carry. Omar Douglas (Sr., SB, New Orleans, La.) con-
tinues to lead Minnesota’s receivers with 34 catches for 511
yards and eight touchdowns. He also is the top Golden Gopher
scorer with 48 points on the strength of eight TD’s. Scott Eckers
(Jr., QB, St. Louis Park) now has hit 48-0f-75 passing attempts
(64 percent) for 673 yards and eight touchdowns. Andrew Veit
(Sr., LB, Palm Harbor, Fla.) is the top Golden Gopher tackler

with 46, although Russ Heath (Sr., LB, Aurora, Colo.)isa.
close second with 45. Justin Conzemius (So., SS, Fargo, N.D.)
is third with 38, and he drew Coach Wacker’s praise after the
Purdue game for his two interceptions and his fumble recovery.

TV HIGHLIGHT SHOW: Midwest Sports Channel returns to
its normal 1993 format this week and will do a two-hour game
highlight show which will be on Saturday at 7:00 p.m. MSC then
will air a rebroadcast of the game three times during the week.
“Gopher Football 93" will be shown, in addition to its airing
Saturday evening after the game, on Sunday at 6:00 p.m., and
again on Tuesday at 1:00 p.m. Mike Woodley will do the play-
by-play and Dave Huffman the expert analysis. Mike Max and
Sandy Stephens will share sideline commentary duties.

WHAT’S NEXT: After invading Northwestern Saturday,
Minnesota returns home next week to entertain the Wisconsin
Badgers in Homecoming 1993 at 6:05 p.m. in another Big Ten con-
test at the Metrodome. The Wildcats remain at home to host Indiana
at 1:00 p.m. in a Parents Weekend extravaganza.

LUNCHEONS SET: The Friday “Lunch With Wacker” sched-
ule for 1993 includes gathenings Friday before each home foot-
ball game at the Minneapolis Athletic Club (615 2nd Ave. So.)
beginning at noon, and those events will continue next week as a
prelude to the Wisconsin encounter. Coach Wacker, members of
his staff and selected players will be part of each week’s pro-
gram. The cost is $13 per person, and that includes a buffet
lunch. Reservations are requested and may be made by phoning
339-3655 (extension 440).

DOUGLAS UPS ONE RECORD, NEARS ANOTHER: Omar
Douglas had eight receptions for 149 yards and a record five touch-
downs against Purdue. That gives him 104 as a Golden Gopher and
ups the U of M career record for career pass receptions. He caught
one pass as a freshman in 1990, eight in 1991, 61 last season, and
he has 34 in 1993. His five TD receptions against the Boilermakers
broke the old mark of three held jointly by three former Golden
Gophers. His 1,312 yards put him in third place in yards receiving -
(Dwayne McMullen has 1,627, Chester Cooper has 1,317).

WACKER’S FINAL WORD: “Obviously, we have our work cut
out for us this week. Northwestern has suffered two tough losses to
two very good football teams, but they played well earlier and were
very impressive in their game against Notre Dame and in their two
wins over Boston College and Wake Forest. They have an out-
standing quarterback in Len Williams and one of the nation’s best
receivers in Lee Gissendander. Those two people alone give
Northwestern tremendous offensive firepower. Minnesota hasn't
won on the road in ‘forever’ but we need to re-establish the tradi-
tion of being able to do so. There were a'lot of encouraging things
for us in our win over Purdue. Our offensive line played extremely
well, and our ground game was very productive. We can’t say
enough good things about Omar Douglas, Scott Eckers, Antonio
Carter, Chris Darkins and Mike Chalberg. But we can’t find many
good things to say about our defensive performance. Justin
Conzemius made some big plays for us, but we have a lot of work
to do defensively 1o get ready for Northwestern this week.”

AXE AT STAKE IN HOMECOMING BATTLE SATURDAY

Minnesota’s Golden Gophers will be out
to defend their homecoming honors and gain
possession of Paul Bunyan’s Axe Saturday
when hosting Wisconsin at 6:05 p.m. in the
Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome.

Coach Jim Wacker’s club will put an
overall record of 3-4 and a Big Ten mark of
2-2 on the line after nudging Northwestern
28-26 at Evanston last weekend.

Nationally-ranked Wisconsin shelled
Purdue 42-28 in its most recent start and as a
result will bring an unblemished overall
record of 6-0 into Saturday night’s game.
The Badgers are 3-0 and tied for first place in
the conference.

“We know what a challenge this week’s
game will be,” Wacker said. “Wisconsin is on
top of its game. They are for real.”

And, while Minnesota fans are delighted
with the fact that the Golden Gophers have won
two in a row for the first time since the 1990
season, AND with the fact that Minnesota can
boast a road win for the first time since that
same campaign (and after 13 consecutive road
losses), they know the Badgers will come into
the Metrodome ranked as heavy favorites.

“We know that Wisconsin 1s playing out-
standing football,” Wacker said, “and we know
that we will have to play a lot better this week
than we did last week if we hope to stay in the
game.”

So in spite of Minnesota’s heart-stopping
victory at Northwestern last week, Wacker real-
izes the Golden Gophers left a lot of room for
improvement. '

“We played well offensively for three quar-
ters,” Wacker pointed out, “But we could not do
a thing in the final period. Defcnsively we
madc somc big plays when we had 1o, but we

-still gave up almost 400 yards (376 passing).

We still need more consistency.”

It has been that kind of scason for the
Golden Gophers. When the offense is clicking,
the defense falters. When the defense puts

things together, the offense is not on track. Or
the kicking game disappears.

“We need to put all three phases of our game
together at one time,” Wacker said. “We have
not done it yet, but when we do, we will be a
pretty good football team.”

There were a number of Golden Gophers
who stood out against Northwestern, however,
including Antonio Carter (Sr., RB,

"Columbus, Ohio) who rushed for 68 tough

yards. And Chuck Rios (Jr., RB, Little
Canada, Minn.), who added 56 on the ground
and another 13 as a receiver.

They carried the load on the ground for
Minnesota after its leading rusher, Chris
Darkins (So., RB, Houston, Texas) left the
game early in the first half with an injury.

“Our people really got banged up,” Wacker
lamented, “especially at the skill positions. We
are really hurting at running back and wide
recerver.”

But there were other Golden Gopher heroes
against the Wildcats, including a couple of those
wide receivers.

Omar Douglas (Sr., SB, New Orleans,
La.) caught four passes for 84 yards and two
more touchdowns. Lewis Garrison (Jr., SE,
Burnsville, Minn.) also had four catches for 47
yards, and he, 100, scored a TD.

Defensively Andrew Viet (Sr., LB, Palm
Harbor, Fla.) led the way with 11 tackles, and
he had one key sack.

It was a big day for sacks as Russ Heath
(Sr., LB, Aurora, Colo.) had one, Kevin
Holmes (Fr., DT, Detroit, Mich.) one and Ed
Hawthorne (Jr., DT, St. Louis, Mo.) two.

“Yes, we had some big plays,” Wacker
admitied. “Some on offense early, some on
defense late, and some from our specialty teams
were mixed in. But we will need & lot more,
and we will need them in all three phases of our
game with consistency this week. Wisconsin is
a great tleam with some excellent individuals. It
will be a huge challenge for us.”

THE GAME: Minnesota vs Wisconsin
October 23, 1993, 6:05 p.m. (CDT)
Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome
Minneapolis, Minnesota

THE SERIES: Minnesota and Wisconsin have met 102 times in
a series dating back to 1890. The Golden Gophers lead 55-39-8
in the series despite the fact that the Badgers have won two
straight, including 34-6 at Madison a year ago. Wisconsin leads
23-22-6 in games played in Madison while the Golden Gophers
lead 33-16-2 in games played in Minneapolis. In the

Metrodome, Minnesota is on top 3-2.

THE OPPONENT: Nationally-ranked and unbeaten Wisconsin
1s 6-0 on the season after whipping Purdue 42-28 last weekend.
The Badgers have 37 lettermen and 16 starters returning from a
year ago when they were 5-6. Darrell Bevell, who shared Big
Ten Offensive Player of the Week honors with Minnesota’s
Omar Douglas two weeks ago, is the Wisconsin leader. Two
members of the Wisconsin coaching staff, Jim Hueber and John
Palermo, are former Golden Gopher assistants.

THE COACHES: Jim Wacker is in his 23rd year as a head
coach at the collegiate level. His career record is 149-104-3. In
nine seasons at Texas Christian University, Wacker was 40-58-2.
He is in his second year at Minnesota, and his record with the
Golden Gophers is 5-13. Barry Alvarez is in his fourth year at
Wisconsin and his record is 17-22-0.

THE INJURY REPORT: Aaron Osterman (Jr., SE, EIk River,
Minn.), who underwent surgery for an uicer last Tuesday, will be
on the shelf for several more weeks. The Golden Gophers hope to
have him back before the end of the season. Chris Darkins (So.,
RB, Houston, Texas) suffered his second concussion in less than a
month early in the first quarter of the Northwestern game, and he is
questionable. Rishon Early (Fr., FL, Bellaire, Texas) was dealt a
hip-pointer against the Wildcats, and missed most of the game.
Minnesota hopes to have him back for the Badgers. “We have a lot
of banged up people,” Head Trainer Doug Locy admitted, “but we
hope to have most of them back for the Wisconsin game on
Saturday.”

PAUL BUNYAN’S AXE: Minnesota and Wisconsin will battle
for possession of Paul Bunyan’s Axe Saturday. The coveted trophy
now is in the hands of the Badgers who prevailed in 1991 and 1992
The trophy rivalry was begun in 1948.

THE STATISTICAL LEADERS: Omar Douglas (Sr., SB,
New Orleans, La.) ranks as Minnesota’s statistical leader. He
tops all Golden Gopher scorers with 60 points after notching two
more touchdowns at Northwestern. Douglas also is Minnesota’s
all-purpose yardage leader with 617 and the 1op receiver with 38
catches for 595 yards. Andrew Veit (Sr., LB, Palm Harbor,
Fla.) is the top Golden Gopher tackler with 57, although Russ
Heath (Sr., LB, Aurora, Colo.) is a close second with 52.

we TVHIGHLIGHT SHOW: Midwest Sports Channel resumes its
normal 1993 format this week and will do a two-hour game high-
light show which will be on Saturday at 11:00 p.m. MSC then

will air a rebroadcast of the game three times during the week.
“Gopher Football *93” will be shown, in addition to its airing
Saturday evening after the game, on Sunday at 6:00 p.m., and
again on Tuesday at 1:00 p.m.

DOUGLAS UPS ONE RECORD,NEARS ANOTHER: Omar
Douglas had four receptions for 84 yards and two touchdowns
against Northwestern. That gives him 108 catches as a Golden
Gopher and ups the U of M career record for career pass receptions.
He caught one pass as a freshman in 1990, eight in 1991, 61 last
season, and he has 38 in 1993. His 1,396 yards put him in second
place in yards receiving behind record-holder Dwayne McMullen
who has 1,627. Douglas now needs 331 yards to equal McMullen’s
accomplishment. Ironically, Douglas caught all four of his passes
in the first half against the Wildcats.

WACKER'’S FINAL WORD: “Once again we just made 100
many mistakes. We threw an interception, we turned the ball over
on a fumble, we went down on a knee to catch a kickoff, we had a
lineman back up and try to catch a kickoff, and we got penalized 11
times for 106 yards. We just can’t keep making those mistakes and
expect 1o win. We have to play with more consistency, and we
have to to do it on offense, on defense and with our kicking teams.
We had Northwesiern down good, and then mistakes let them back
into it. Our offense got us out in front, but in the end it was the
defense that saved it for us. It was hair-raising, night to the end.
But it wasn’t another lousy morale victory, it was for real. That
makes it two in a row, and now we host nationally-ranked
Wisconsin. We still have not put a full-game together.They are out-
standing both offensively and defensively. Their quarterback
(Darrell Bevell) is throwing the ball exceptionally well, and Brent
Moss is among the nation’s rushing leaders. It will be a struggle.”

GOLDEN GOPHER ICE HOCKEY TEAM OFENS
1993-94 SEASON AT COLORADO COLLEGE

Doug Woog’s ice hockey team will open the 1993-94 season on
the road with a two-game series at Colorado Colicye this week-
end. The defending WCHA Tournament Champions will be
looking for the program’s 17th consecutive winning season and
their 10th consecutive NCAA post-season appearasice. The
Golden Gophers retum 17 letterwinners from last year’s team
that posted a 22-12-8 record, and finished the season with 12-2-2
mark in the final 16 games. Along the way, they collecied the
school’s ninth consecutive NCAA Tournament berth, and the
eight straight under Woog. In addition, the Golden Gopiiers
broke a four-year losing streak in the championship game of the
WCHA Tournament when they defeated Northern Michigan 5-3.
The two-game, season-opening series with the Colorado College
Tigers will be played at the Broadmoor World Arena and the
games are slated for 8:35 and 8:05 p.m. starts Minneapolis time.

Woog in Openers: Head Coach Doug Woog is entering his
ninth season at the helm of the Golden Gophers program and he
has posted an irpressive 250-97-19 career mark. In opening
games, he has a 5-2-1 mark, to go with an 11-4-1 mark in open-
ing series’. He is 2-0 against Colorado College in opening games
and is 4-0 in seasen opening series’ at Colorado College. Coach
Woog will take an impressive 36-3 career record against the
Tigers into the series in Colorado Springs, Colo., this weekend.
Last year the Golden Gophers traveled to Colorado College the
second weekend of the year and won the first game 4-3, before
giving up a power play goal in overtime, to lose 7-6 the second
night. The Maroon and Gold rebounded by sweeping a pair of
games from the Tigers at Mariucci Arena in February, 2-1, 6-3.
Last year, the Golden Gophers split their opening series with
North Dakota, losing the first night 8-4 and winning the second
night by the same score.

The Woog Report: Coach Woog has an impressive list of cre-
dentials, including the eight NCAA Tournament berths. He has
three WCHA Championships and has never finished lower than
second place in the WCHA standings. Six of his eight teams
have posted 30 or more wins. He is the winningest coach in the
history of the program and he has one of the highest winning per-
centages (.709) of any collegiate coaches in the country.

McAlpine to Sit Out Opener: Co-captain Chris McAlpine
(Sr., Roseville, Minn.) will sit out the opener after being given a
game disqualification in the Hall of Fame Game for striking a
retaliatory blow early in the game. Although statistics from the
game do not count, a game disqualification does carry over, and
1t means the pre-season All-American candidate will not be on
the ice to open the season: McAlpine comes into the season as
the anchor of the Minnesotz defense. He is a dominant player in
both ends of the rink. Last year, he was the second leading goal
scorer from the blue line iz the VW'CHA with 14 goals. If he
equals his staiistics of 2 year ago he * - £ hecome the all-time
leading goal-scoring defenseman &t * - =5 as well as the
leader in all-ime penalty minutes. A vear ago, he scored a goal
and added an assist against the "Tigers and his presence in the sea-
son opener will be sorcly niissed.

Nieizen Headlines Offense: Co-captain [eff Nielsen (Sr.,
Grand Rapids, Minn.) will headline the £30lden Gopher offense
in 1993-94. The high-scoring winger netted 21 goals and added
20 assists last year. He is the top returning scorer on the team,
and a tough, physical player. His size, speed, and wing span
make him a strong defensive player and = solid player around the
opposing net. Last year, he had a goal an:t an assist against the
Tigers and he is looking to improve on those numbers.

Trebil Picks Up the Slack: Sophomore defenseman Danny
Trebil (So., Bloomington, Minn.} picked up the slack in the
U.S. Hockey Hall of Fame Game when Chiris McAlpine was dis-
qualified. The stalwart sophomore was very impressive. He was
an All-WCHA Freshmen Team selection last year, and has has
added twenty pounds. An excellent defendger, he also possess
great passing skills and vision of the ice.

Practice Schedule: The Golden Gophers will practice from
2:15-4:15 p.m. Monday through Wednesdzay this week. The
team will depart Thursday for Colorado Springs via Denver on
Northwest flight 565 at 2:30 p.m. Interviews with Coach Doug
Woog or any players, will be conducted in the half hour time slot
before the practice starts, or by special arrangement with the
Media Relations Office. All interview requests should be made
to the Media Relations Office at least 24 hours in advance.

Media Parking For Daily Practice Interviews: Media will be
allowed to park in the designated TV Uplink and Media Parking
areas. There are two concrete pods on the arena site designated
for this, one on the northeast corner and one on the northwest
corner. Vehicles must be displaying a leiterhead media pass or
be identifiable as a media vehicle.

Golden Gophers on KSTP-AM 1500: The Golden Gophers
signed a three-year contract with KSTP-AM 1500 over the sum-
mer that will greatly enhance the coverage of Minnesota hockey
in the state. All games will be live on KSTP with former North
Star broadcaster and NHL Hall of Famer, Al Shaver calling the
action. He will be joined by former Golden Gopher coach Glen
Sonmor. KSTP’s Rob Leer and former North Star Bobby Smith
will also add to the coverage with special assignments.

Golden Gophers on MSC: The Golden Gophers inked another
threc-ycar deal this summer with Midwest Sports Channel that
will have the Maroon and Gold on television a record 28 times,
plus the playoffs. Frank Mazzocco and Tom Reid will call all the
action beginning this weekend with both games from the
Broadmoor World Arena in Colorado Springs, Colo.

After upsetting nationally-ranked
Wisconsin 28-21 last Saturday night, the

Golden Gophers will take a well-deserved

week off with an open date.

Minnesota returns to action November 6,
when invading Champaign, I11., to face the
Fighting Ilini in a Big Ten Confercnce

"ESPN assignment at 11:30 a.m. (CST).

This week Coach Wacker will conduct
drills Tuesday through Thursday, then give
his charges Friday, Saturday and Sunday off
before returning for practice and preparations
for Illinois next Monday.

The break could be just what the doctor
ordered, and Wacker 1s the first to admit that
the week off could not come at a better time.

“When [ first looked at the schedule and
saw that open date, [ thought it was terrible,”
Wacker said. ““I figured it was 100 late in the
season, and coming right in the middle of
conference play would be terrible. Now I am
not so sure. It will give us a chance for our
injured pecoplc to heal, and it will give us two
weeks to prepare for Illinois.”

The Fighting Illini, incidentally, upsct
Michigan 24-21 last Saturday and now stand
at 3-4 on the scason. They arc 3-1 in the Big
Ten and ticd for second place in the stand-
ings. While Minnesota will be idle, Illinois
will entertain Northwestem.

Last Saturday’s shootout with the Badgers
was a sellout . Official attendance was
announced as 64,798, and that was the
largest U of M crowd at the Dome since
November 24, 1991 when Minnesota hosted
lowa. It ranks as the second largest crowd for
a Golden Gopher game at the Dome.

“That-crowd was tremendous,” Wacker
proclaimed. *‘Surc, there was a lot of red in
there, but the Minnesota fans were really into
it. We could not have won it without them.”

But win it the Golden Gophers did, and
Wacker tcrmed it “One of the greatest wins [
have ever been involved in. Think about 1t
We have won three games in a row, and all

In all three games we have had to fight right

Minnesota, which evened its overall
record at 44 and climbed to seventh place i
the conference standings with a 3-2 mark,
had plenty of heroes. '

In the first half, when Minnesota was
building a 21-0 lead, Scott Eckers (Jr., QB,
St. Louis Park), Omar Douglas (Sr., SB,
New Orleans, La.), Chris Darkins (So.,
RB, Houston, Texas), and Chuck Rios
(Jr., RB, Little Canada, Minn.), were at the
top of the list.

Eckers threw for two touchdowns, Jeff
Rosga (Roseville, Minn.) intercepted a
Wisconsin pass and raced 55 yards for anoth-
er touchdown, and both Darkins and Rios
caught TD passes. ,

In the second half Minnesota’s bloody but
unbowed defense got the job done as Andy
Veit (Sr., LB, Palm Harbor, Fla.),
Roderick Narcisse (So., CB, Sugarland,
Texas), Drinon Mays (Sr., CB,
Brandenton, Fla.), and Craig Sauer (So.,
LB, Sartell, Minn.), added interceptions.
Justin Conzemius (So., SS, Fargo, N.D.)
chipped in with a fumble recovery. Viet was
named the Big Ten Defensive Player of the
Week for his efforts.

“I could not be more proud of our play-
ers,” Wacker said, “everyone of them. There
were tons of individuals who made big plays
when they had to be made, and the offensive
line did a great job protecting Eckers. But it
was a total victory for us. We got a compiete
game with great effort from our offense, our
defense and our special teams. They all
helped bring the Axe back home for
Homecoming.”

U OF M TO INVADE ILLINOIS FOR ESPN ASSIGNMENT

Minnesota’s Golden Gophers, after taking
last week off with an open date, return to
action Saturday when invading Champaign,
111, to face the Fighting Illini in a Big Ten
Conference ESPN assignment at 11:30 a.m.
(CST).

With the open date, Coach Jim Wacker
gave his charges some time off but did con-

-duct dnlls last Tuesday through Thursday.

The Golden Gophers returned for practice
and preparations for Illinois on Monday.

The break could be just what the doctor
ordered, and Wacker is the first to admit that
the week off could not have come at a better
time. :

“When I first looked at the schedule and
saw that open date, I thought it was terrible,”
Wacker said. “I figured it was too late in the
season, and coming right in the middle of
conference play would be bad for us. Now I
am not so sure. It gave us a chance for our
injured people to heal, and it gives us two
weeks of preparation for the Illinois game.”

The Fighting Illini, incidentally, upset
Michigan 24-21 two weeks ago and then
bested Northwestern 20-13 last Saturday.
They now stand at 4-4 on the season. They
are 4-1 in the Big Ten and tied for second
place in the standings.

Minnesota risks a similar overall record of
4-4. It is 3-2 against conference opposition
and holds down fifth place.

Both clubs, with their recent exploits,
seem to have earned the chance for a nation-
ally-televised assignment, and Coach
Wacker looks forward to the ESPN expo-
sure.

He may not realize, however, that national
TV has not been good to the Golden
Gophers, at least in the 1990’s.

In 1991, Minnesota made its most-recent
appearance on ESPN and lost to the Ohio
State Buckeyes in the Metrodome 35-6.

Earlier that season Minnesota got the call
from ABC-TV, but again they fell 14-13 10

Pittsburgh at the Dome.

In addition to the television factor is the
Minnesota winning streak which now is at
three.

The last time Minnesota had posted three
straight wins was during the 1990 campaign
under Coach John Gutekunst. The Golden
Gophers have not won four in a row since
1987.

Wacker and his current band of Golden
Gophers hope they can keep their string alive
aganst [llinois Saturday. ,

“The Wisconsin win was a big one for
us,” Wacker maintains, “and we hope we can
build on it. We hope it will help us turn the
comer.”

One major plus about the game, in
Wacker’s opinion, was the fact that
Minnesota made some big plays in all phases
of competition. In recent weeks Wacker has
been concerned about Minnesota’s lack of
consistency. “When the offense played
well,” he pointed out, “‘the défense made
mistakes. When the defense played well, our
specialty teams failed us.”

Against Wisconsin, Wacker said his
offense made huge contributions in the first
half, the defense got the job done in the sec-
ond half, and the specialty teams chipped in
all along the line.

“It was a total team effort,” Wacker said.
“I was extremely proud of all of them.” But
Wacker knows all of that is history. He
knows Minnesota must forget about the past
and focus on Illinois.

“We hope we can continue 10 make
things happen like we have in our past three
games,” Wacker said, “but we know we have
three tough games left on our schedule.”

That starts Saturday at Illinois where the
Golden Gophers will be shooting for their
fifth win of the season, their fourth in a row
and their second-straight road triumph. The
U of M knows it will be a tough assignment.

GOLDEN GOPHER TALES.....

THE GAME: Minnesota vs Illinois
November 6, 1993, 11:30 a.m. (CST)
Memonal Stadium
Champaign, Illinois

THE SERIES: Minnesota and Illinois have met 50 times in a
_series dating back to 1898. The Golden Gophers lead 25-22-3 in
the series after edging the Fighting Illini 18-17 a year ago in the
Metrodome. The last time Minnesota played at Champaign, the

Fighting Illini prevailed 24-3. That was in 1991. Minnesota’s
last win at Illinois was by a 21-18 count behind Coach Joe Salem
in 1980. Iilinois leads 13-10-1 in games played in Champaign
while the Golden Gophers lead 15-9-2 in games played in
Minneapolis. In the Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome, Illinois is
on top 2-1-1.

THE OPPONENT: While Illinois got off to a slow start in
1993, it has been on a roll of late. The Fighting Iilini dropped a
31-3 decision in the opener at Missouri and then fell 16-14 to
Arizona and 13-7 to Oregon in non-conference play. But in the
Big Ten, Illinois has whipped Purdue 28-10, Iowa 49-3,
Michigan 24-21 and Northwestern 20-13. The only loss in con-
ference play suffered by the Illini was 20-12 to Ohio State. The
big difference appears to be the installation of Johnny Johnson at
quarterback.

THE COACHES: Jim Wacker is in his 23rd year as a head
coach at the collegiate level. His career record is 150-104-3. In
nine seasons at Texas Christian University, Wacker was 40-58-2.
He is in his second year at Minnesota, and his record with the
Golden Gophers is 6-13. Lou Tepper is in his second year at
Illinois, and his record is 10-10-1.

THE INJURY REPORT: The week off has been good for the
Golden Gophers and for Head Trainer Doug Locy. There were no
serious injuries sustained two weeks ago against Wisconsin, and the
bumps and bruises sustained in that game appear to have mended.
In addition, Aaron Osterman (Jr., SE, Elk River, Minn.), who
underwent surgery for a.stomach ulcer after the Purdue game and
missed both the Northwestern and Wisconsin assignments, could
return to drills this week---or next.

THE STATISTICAL LEADERS: Omar Douglas (Sr., SB,
New Orleans, La.) ranks as Minnesota’s statistical leader. He
tops all Golden Gopher scorers with 60 points. Douglas also is
Minnesota’s top receiver with 43 catches for 646 yards. Chris
Darkins (So., RB, Houston, Texas) is the all-purpose yardage
leader with 732. He’s also number one in rushing with 427 yards
on 89 carries. Andrew Veit (Sr., LB, Palm Harbor, Fla.) is the
top Golden Gopher tackler with 69.

IN A ROW: When Minnesota upset Wisconsin two weeks ago,
it gave the Golden Gophers a three-game winning streak. The
last time Minnesota won three in a row was in 1990. Prior to
that, Coach John Gutekunst’s team won five in a row in 1987
(over Northern lowa, California, Central Michigan, Purdue and
Northwestern). Minnesota has won three Big Ten Conference
games in a row on numerous occasions (most recently in 1950),
but the last time the Golden Gophers won four in a row in confer-

ence play was in 1973 when Coach Cal Stoll piloted the
University of Minnesota to successive victories over
Northwestern, Purdue, Illinois and Wisconsin.

TV HIGHLIGHT SHOW: Midwest Sports Channel continues
its normal 1993 format this week and will do a two-hour game
highlight show which will be on Saturday at 9:00 p.m. MSC then
will.air a rebroadcast of the game three times during the week.
“Gopher Football '93” will be shown, in addition to its airing
Saturday evening after the game, on Sunday at 6:00 p.m., and
again on Tuesday at 1:00 p.m. Mike Woodley will do the play-
by-play. Dave Huffman and Sandy Stephens wiil do the expert
analysis. Mike Max will handle the sideline commentary duties.

WHAT’S NEXT: After invading Illinois on Saturday, Minnesota
will return home next week to host Michigan in the annual battle
for the Little Brown Jug. Then the Golden Gophers close their 1993
season at fowa on November 20. Illinois goes to Penn State next
week before bringing down the 1993 curtain at home against
Wisconsin on November 20.

LUNCHEONS SET: The Friday “Lunch With Wacker” sched-
ule for 1993 at the Minneapolis Athletic Club (615 2nd Ave. So.)
beginning at noon, will conclude next week as a prelude to the -
Michigan encounter. Coach Wacker, members of his staff and
selected players will be part of each week’s program. The cost is
S$13 per person, and that includes a buffet lunch. Reservations are
requested and may be made by phoning 339-3655 (extension
440).

DOUGLAS UPS ONE RECORD,NEARS ANOTHER: Omar
Douglas had five receptions for 51 yards against Wisconsin two
weeks ago. That gives him 113 catches as a Golden Gopher and
ups the U of M career record for career pass receptions. He caught
one pass as a freshman in 1990, eight in 1991, 61 last season, and
he has 43 in 1993. His 1,447 yards keep him in second place in
yards receiving behind record-holder Dwayne McMullen who has
1,627. Douglas now needs 180 yards 1o equal McMullen’s accom-
plishment.

ROAD WOES: When Minnesota won at Northwestern three
weeks ago, it was the first road victory since November 3, 1990,
when John Gutekunst's charges downed Wisconsin 21-3 in
Madison. The win snapped a 13-game road losing string that
spanned four years. Now the U of M hopes to make it two in a row
on the road at Illinois, something Minnesota has not done since
1986 when posting back-to-back wins at Wisconsin and Michigan.

WACKER’S FINAL WORD: “The week off helped. Now we
need to focus all our attention on Illinois. We know that we will be
facing an excellent football team. Lou Tepper really has them
turned around. He really has them on a roll. Like Minnesota,
Illinois is 4-4 on the year, and like Minnesota, Illinois has won three
straight. We know that they started playing well when Johnny
Johnson won their quarterback job. He leads Illinois in total
offense, and he has thrown for over 1,000 yards. Even more impres-
sive has been their defense. They lead the Big Ten in first downs
allowed per game, and they are near the top in quarterback sacks. It
will be a real challenge for us.”

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GOLDEN GOPHER ICE HOCKEY TEAM TRAVELS TO
NORTHERN MICHIGAN

The Golden Gopher ice hockey team will be looking for its first
win of the season when it takes the ice Friday night at Lakeview
Arena in Marquette, Mich. The Maroon and Gold is coming off a
home-and-home series.that saw them play well enough to win
both nights, but they couldn’t, as St. Cloud State scored a last-
second goal on Friday to win 3-2 and scored three unanswered
goals Saturday, to gain a 4-4 overtime tie.

Slow Start: The Golden Gophers are off to their slowest start
since the 1973-74 season when they started 0-3-1 and went on to
finish second in the WCHA and win their first NCAA
Championship over Michigan Tech. Last year, the Golden
Gophers started 3-3-4 in their first 10 games, but battled back to

~ finish second in the WCHA and win the WCHA Tournament

Championship.

Lakeview Tough Place to Win: Northern Michigan’s Lakeview
Arena is one of the toughest places in the conference (o win.

Last year, the Golden Gophers and Wildcats battled to a pair of
overtime ties. The Golden Gophers have had more success than
any other WCHA teams at Lakeview, with a 2-1-3 record there
the past three seasons. Woog has a 7-6-3 career record in
Marquette.

The Series: The Golden Gopher/Wildcat series has developed
into one of the best in the WCHA. Northern Michigan has been
a league contender the past four seasons, including the 1990-91
season when they won the NCAA Title. Minnesota leads the all-
time series 22-13-7, with a 7-6-3 record at Lakeview.

The Woog Report: Coach Woog has an impressive list of cre-
dentials, including the eight NCAA Tournament berths. He has
won three WCHA Championships and has never finished lower
than second place in the WCHA standings. Six of his eight
teams have posted 30 or more wins. He is the winningest coach
in the history of the program and he has one of the highest win-
ning percentages of any collegiate coaches in the country.

McAlpine Attack: Co-captain Chris McAlpine (Sr., Roseville,
Minn.) sat out the opening game of the Colorado College series,
but has been a force on defense since his return. McAlpine
comes into the season as the anchor of the Minnesota defense.
Hc is a dominant player in both ends of the rink. Last year, he
was the second leading goal scorer from the blue line 1n the
WCHA with 14 goals. If he equals his statistics of a year ago he
will become the all-time leading goal-scoring defenseman at
Minnesota as well as the all-time leader in penalty minutes.

Bonin Leads Gophers: Center Brian Bonin (So., White Bear
Lake, Minn.) took over the Gopher scoring lead with a pair of
goals on Saturday to give him three goals and an assist for the sea-
son.

Minnesota’s Golden Gophers bring down
the curtain on their 1993 home slate Saturday
when hosting Michigan in an ESPN Big Ten
Conference assignment.

The invading Wolverines will risk an
overall record of 5-4 and a Big Ten
Conference mark of 3-3 after beating Purdue
25-10 at home last weekend.

Coach Jim Wacker’s Golden Gophers,
meanwhile, will be trying to erase the memo-
ry of that heartbreaking 23-20 loss at Illinois
and get back on track against Michigan.

Minassota’s overall record going into the
Lite Brown Jug clash is 4-5, and, like the
Wolverines, it stands at 3-3 in the Big Ten.
The Golden Gophers and Michigan are tied
for seventh place in the standings.

“That loss to Illinois was really disap-
pointing” Wacker said. “We played so well
for three quarters, but when the game was on
the line, Illinois made the big plays, the plays
they had to make, and we did not.”

The Golden Gophers had carved out a 20-

-9 lead going into the final period and seemed

on the verge of collecting their fourth con-
secutive victory.

But then the tide-----and the wind-----
changed. Illinois rallied for two touchdowns
in the last quarter to gain the verdict.

“Despite the loss, I am really proud of our
players,” Wacker maintained. “They gave it
a good shot. They gave it their best shot.
And I told them that if that wasn’t good
enough to win, to heck with it. Forget it and
start getting ready for Michigan.”

And, while Wacker was indicating that it
was Illinois that made the big plays when
they counted, Minnesota had its share of big-
play heroes even in defeat.

“We made some big plays ourselves,”
Wacker admitted, “and our offensive line
protected our passers extremely well.”

Consider, for example, that the Golden
Gophers mustered 340 yards of offense on a

frozen, snow-covered and wind-swept field
against the Big Ten’s second-ranked defense.

Chris Darkins (So., RB, Houston, Texas)
led Minnesota’s 142-yard ground game with

" 90 all on his own. And Tim Schade (Jr.,

QB, PeKkin, IlL,) came off the bench in the
second half and hit 11-0f-24 passing attempts
for 154 yards and a TD. - '

“Darkins ran very well for us,” Wacker
said, “‘and Tim came in and gave us a real
spark in the second half. He gave usa
chance to win.”

The Golden Gopher defense also drew its
share of accolades for picking off five
Illinois passes (the second straight week
Minnesota has done that).

Notching those thefts were Juan Hunter
(Jr., CB, Asheville, N.C.)--he had two--
Craig Sauer (So., LB, Sartell, Minn.),
Justin Conzemius (Se¢., S8, Fargo, N.D.),
and Jeff Rosga (Sr., FS, Roseville, Minn.).

Ir ike end, however, Minnesota’s winning
position slipped away as Ilinois managed o
rally for its winning TD by moving 87 yards
in 58 seconds (an 11-play drive) in the final
minute of play.

“Give Illinois credit,” Wacker stressed.
“Their defense held us in check in the fourth

GOLDEN GOPHER TALES.....

THE GAME: Minnesota vs Michigan
November 13, 1993, 11:30 a.m. (CST)
Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome
Minneapolis, Minnesota

THE SERIES: Minnesota and Michigan have met 82 times in a
series dating back to 1892. The Wolverines lead 56-23-3 in the
series after hammering Minnesota 63-13 a year ago in Ann
Arbor. The last time the Golden Gophers hosted the Wolves in
the Metrodome, Michigan notched a 52-6 triumph. That was in
1991. Minnesota’s last win over Michigan was in 1987 when
Coach John Gutekunst led the upset-minded Golden Gophers
over the Wolverines by a 20-17 margin in 1986 at Ann Arbor.
Michigan leads 29-11-1 in games played in Ann Arbor, 25-12-2
in games played in Minneapolis and 5-0 in the Metrodome.

THE OPPONENT: While Michigan may not be pleased with its
overall record of 5-4 and its Big Ten mark of 3-3, it still ranks as
a solid Big Ten team that remains in contention for a post-season
bowl bid. The Wolverines beat Washington State and Houston in
non-conference play but lost to Notre Dame. In the Big Ten, the
Wolverines have fallen to Michigan State, Illinois and

Wisconsin, but they boast wins over Iowa, Penn State and last
week Purdue 25-10. If Tyrone Wheatley, Michigan’s premier
running back, is healthy (as he has not been for nearly three
weeks) the Wolverines should rank among the nation’s best.

THE COACHES: Jim Wacker is in his 23rd year as a head
coach at the collegiate level. His career record is 150-105-3. In
nine seasons at Texas Christian University, Wacker was 40-58-2.
He is in his second year at Minnesota, and his record with the
Golden Gophers is 6-14. Gary Moeller is in his fourth year as
Michigan’s head coach, and his record with the Wolverines is 33-
9-3. Now in his seventh year as a head coach at the Collegiate
level, his overall record is 39-27-3.

THE INJURY REPORT: Head Trainer Doug Locy could not
heal the hurt suffered by Minnesota mentally at Illinois, but he did

_ report that there were no serious physical injuries sustained against
the Fighting Illini. Chris Darkins (So., RB, Houston, Texas)
aggravated his ailing left big toe and ankle, and Tim Schade (Jr.,
QB, Pekin, I1l.) was nursing a sprained left ankle and knee. Both
players are expected to be-available for Michigan. Rishon Early
(Fr., FL, Bellaire, Texas), has rib problems and Dennis Cappella
(Sr., DE, Miller Place, N.Y.) aggravated his shoulder injury, but
both hope to play. In addition, Aaron Osterman (Jr., SE, Elk
River, Minn.), who underwent surgery for a stomach ulcer after the
Purdue game and missed both the Northwestern, Wisconsin and
1llinois assignments, could return to drills this week. On top of that,
Dan LiSanti (Jr., SS, Manalapan, N.J.), who has been sidelined
since just before fall drills opened after surgery on his right hand,
returned to drills last week and could be available for the Wolves.

THE STATISTICAL LEADERS: Omar Douglas (Sr., SB,
New Orleans, La.) ranks as Minnesota’s statistical leader. He
tops all Golden Gopher scorers with 66 points. Douglas also is
Minnesota’s top receiver with 48 catches for 691 yards. Chris
Darkins (So., RB, Houston, Texas) is number one in rushing
with 528 yards on 106 carries. Andrew Veit (Sr., LB, Palm

Harbor, Fla.) is the top Golden Gopher tackler with 76.

TV HIGHLIGHT SHOW: Because the Michigan game will be
shown live on ESPN Saturday, Midwest Sports Channel will air
an abbreviated highlight show Saturday at 10:30 p.m. MSC then
will air a rebroadcast of the show twice more during the week.
“Gopher Football *93” will be shown, in addition to its airing
Saturday evening after the game, on Sunday at 6:00 p.m., and
again on Tuesday at 1:00 p.m. Mike Woodley, Dave Huffman,
Sandy Stephens and Mike Max will share studio commentary
with Coach Jim Wacker on those two shows. MSC then will
return to its normal two-hour format for the Iowa finale.

WHAT’S NEXT: After hosting Michigan on Saturday, Minnesota
goes on the road next week to close the 1993 season at Iowa in the
battle for Floyd of Rosedale on Saturday, November 20. Michigan
returns home next week to entertain Ohio State.

LUNCHEONS SET: The Friday “Lunch With Wacker” sched-
ule for 1993 at the Minneapolis Athletic Club (615 2nd Ave. So.)
beginning at nioon, will conclude Friday as a prelude to the
Michigan encounter. Coach Wacker, members of his staff and
selected players will be part of each week’s program. The cost is
$13 per person, and that includes a buffet lunch. Reservations are
requested and may be made at 339-3655 (extension 440).

DOUGLAS UPS ONE RECORD, NEARS ANOTHER: Omar
Douglas had five receptions for 45 yards against Illinois last week.
That gives him 118 catches as a Golden Gopher and ups the U of M
career record for career pass receptions. He caught one pass as a
freshman in 1990, eight in 1991, 61 last season, and he has 48 in
1993. His 1,492 yards keep him in second place in yards receiving
behind record-holder Dwayne McMullen who has 1,627. Douglas
now needs 135 yards to equal McMullen’s accomplishment.

METRODOME RECORD: The University of Minnesota has
been playing in the Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome since 1982.
Ironically, it has not been a “friendly” atmosphere for the Golden
Gophers. Now in their 12th year in the Metrodome, the U of M is
33-37-2 in the Dome following the win over Wisconsin two weeks
ago. Minnesota’s best year in the Dome was 1987 when it finished
6-1 at home. The worst was 1983 when Minnesota went 0-5 on its
home field. The best start in the Metrodome was in 1987 when the
Golden Gophers won four straight at home over Northem fowa,
California, Central Michigan and Purdue, before falling 18-17 to
Indiana. One of the biggest wins was 31-24 over Rose Bowl bound
Iowa in the 1990 season finale. Minnesota’s most shattering defeat
in the Metrodome was by an 84-13 margin to Nebraska in 1983.

WACKER'’S FINAL WORD: “I am proud of the way our players
fought at Illinois. They played their hearts out. We just have to
give Ilinois credit for putting together two great drives in the final
five minutes of the game. We have gotten better each week, and
now we face the challenge of continuing to get better. They have an
outstanding team, and while they have lost some tough games,
those losses were to great opponents. The key for us will be to put
the Nlinois loss behind us and keep improving in practice this week.
We would like to think that playing at home for the Little Brown
Jug will help us make it another great game.”

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GOLDEN GOPHER ICE HOCKEY TEAM TRAVELS TO
DULUTH LOOKING FOR FIRST WIN

The Golden Gopher ice hockey team will be looking for its first
win of the season when they travel to Duluth to play a two-game
set with the Bulldogs Friday (7:35p.m.) and Saturday (7:05 p.m.)
night at the DECC.

Tough Start: The Golden Gophers (0-5-1), are off to their slow-
est start since the 1959-60 season when they started 0-7-1. The
Maroon and Gold finished that season 8-15-1 and in sixth place
in the WCHA. The 1993-94 Golden Gophers will be aiming
higher than that as they battle to get back into the upper echelon
of the WCHA standings.

The Series: The Golden Gopher/Bulldog series is one of the

" most intense in the WCHA. The Golden Gophers lead the all-
time series 85-46-8. Last year the Bulldogs won three of four
from the Golden Gophers. The Gophers lost 3-4 at Mariucci
Arena, but rallied to win 6-5 in overtime the next night on Brian
Bonin’s goal. Two weeks later the Bulldogs swept a pair of
games in Duluth 4-7, 4-8 to knock the Maroon and Gold out of
the hunt for the MacNaughton Cup. The Bulldogs went on to
win the WCHA title with a 27-11-2 record and advanced to the
NCAA Tournament. ' :

The Woog Report: Coach Woog has an impressive list of cre-
dentials, including the eight NCAA Tournament berths. He has
three WCHA Championships and has never finished lower than
"~ second place in the WCHA standings. Six of his eight teams
have posted 30 or more wins. He is the winningest coach in the
history of the program and he has one of the highest winning per-
centages of any collegiate coaches in the country.

McAlpine Attack: All-American candidate Chris McAlpine
(Sr., Roseville, Minn.) sat out the opening game of the Colorado
College series, but has been a force on defense since his return.
McAlpine comes into the season as the anchor of the Minnesota
defense. He is a dominant player in both ends of the rink. Last
year, he was the second leading goal scorer from the blue line in
the WCHA with 14 goals. If he equals his statistics of a year ago
he will become the all-time leading goal-scoring defenseman at
Minnesota as well as the leader in all-time penalty minutes. This
year he has a goal and two assists in five games. '

Bonin Leads Gophers: Center Brian Bonin (So., White Bear
Lake, Minn.) leads the Golden Gophers in goals with three for
the year. An All-WCHA Freshman Team pick last year, he has
great hands and is able to see the ice very well. He is just start-
ing to come into his own and has been the most consistent offen-
sive threat for the Golden Gophers this year.

Magnusson on the Rise: Forward Steve Magnusson (Jr.,
Anoka, Minn.) is leading the Golden Gophers in points with six
assists for the season. The cagey forward creates many scoring
opportunities and draws a lot of penalties for the team. After sit-
ting out the opening weekend of the season he has had a big
impact on the Golden Gopher offense. If he can find his scoring
touch he could be big contributor for the Maroon and Gold.

HOCKEY

Tough Road Slate: The Golden Gophers once again face one of
the toughest schedules in the country. This year, the Maroon and
Gold will play seven of the first games on the road. This week-
end’s series with Minnesota-Duluth will mark the end of that dif-
ficult road stretch. Ironically, the Golden Gophers also finish the
season with a tough road schedule with five of the final eight on
the road.

Injury Update: Sophomore goalie Jeff Moen (So., Roseville,
Minn.) suffered a minor concussion and a minor case of _
whiplash in the first game of the Northern Michigan series and is
listed as doubtful for this weekend. Joe Dziedzic (Sr.,
Minneapolis, Minn.) injured his left forearm at Colorado

College and has been out since. The hairline fracture will be
evaluated this week to determine his status for the UMD series.
Brandon Steege (Jr., Burnsville, Minn.) is still out with reoc-
curring headaches from a head injury in the Hall of Fame game.
His status is week-to-week.

Practice Schedule: The Golden Gophers will practice from
2:15-4:15 p.m. Monday-Wednesday this week. The team will
depart Thursday for Duluth. Interviews with Coach Doug Woog
or any players, will be conducted in the half hour time slot before
the practice starts, or by special arrangement with the Media
Relations Office. All interview requests should be made to the
Media Relations Office at least 24 hours in advance.

Media Parking For Daily Practice Interviews: Media will be
allowed 1o park in the designated TV Uplink and Media Parking
areas. There are two concrete pods on the arena site designated
for this, one on the northeast corner and one on the northwest
corner. Vehicles must be displaying a letterhead media pass or
be identifiable as a media vehicle.

Golden Gophers on KSTP-AM 1500: The Golden Gophers
signed a three-year contract with KSTP-AM 1500 over the sum-
mer that will greatly enhance the coverage of Minnesota hockey
in the state. All games will be live on KSTP with former North
Star broadcaster and NHL Hall of Famer, Al Shaver calling the
action. He will be joined by former Golden Gopher coach Glen
Sonmor. KSTP’s Rob Leer and former North Star Bobby Smith
will also add to the coverage with special assignments.

Golden Gophers on MSC: The Golden Gophers inked another
three-year deal this summer with Midwest Sports Channel that
will have the Maroon and Gold on television a record 28 times,
plus the playoffs. Frank Mazzocco and Tom Reid will call all the
action, including this weekend’s WCHA action against
Minnesota-Duluth.

KEVIN MCHALE'S NUMBER 44 TO BE RETIRED AT SEASON OPENER

The University of Minnesota men's athletics department will officially retire former
Golden Gopher standout Kevin McHale's number 44 in halftime ceremonies at the team's
season opener against Rice at Williams Arena on Nov. 18.

McHale becomes the third men's player at the University of Minnesota to have his
number retired, joining Mychal Thompson (43) and Jim Brewer (52) with the distinction.

A first-team All-Big Ten selection in 1980 when he led the Golden Gophers to the NIT
Finals, McHale finished his Golden Gopher career (1976-80) as the all-time school record
holder with 235 blocks. He is also ranked second with 950 career rebounds and fourth
with 1,704 career points. McHale and Thompson were key members of the 1976-77
Golden Gopher team that holds the school record for victories in a season when they
charted a sterling 24-3 overall mark.

A 1980 NBA first round (third overall) draft pick of the Boston Celtics, McHale went
on to score 17,335 points (17.9) during his 13-seasons (1980-1993) in the professional
ranks. A member of the Celtics' 1981, 1984 and 1986 NBA Championship teams, he was
named to the All-NBA first-team in 1987, the NBA All-Defensive team in 1986, 1987 and
1988, the NBA All-Rookie team in 1981. In addition, he was given the NBA Sixth Man
Award in both 1984 and 1985.

"It is a great honor to have my number retired,” McHale said. "It means a lot to me to
be able to come back home to the state of Minnesota and receive this honor in front of my
family and friends."”

"Kevin McHale has, and always will be, a great ambassador for our basketball
program, the U of M and the state of Minnesota," said Golden Gopher-Head Coach Clem
Haskins.

The University of Minnesota hockey program announced today that they have signed two players
to national letters of intent. Mike Crowley of Bloomington, Minn., and Jason Godbout of
Woodbury, Minn., have both inked tenders with the Maroon and Gold. Both are nationally ranked
elite players with game-breaking offensive skills. They are rated by all the scouting services as
two of the top three defensemen available for college in North America.

“These two players will be impact players for us immediately,” said Head Coach Doug Woog.

Crowley has led Bloomington Jefferson High School to two consecutive state hockey
tournament titles and three consecutive appearances.

U OF M TO CLOSE SEASON AT IOWA SATURDAY

Minnesota’s Golden Gophers bring down
the curtain on their 1993 football season
Saturday when they invade Iowa for the
annual Floyd of Rosedale battle. Kickoff is
set for 1:05 p.m. (CST)

The Hawkeyes will put an overall record
of 5-5 and a Big Ten mark of 2-5 on the line
after nudging Northwestern 23-19 last week-
end.

Coach Jim Wacker’s charges will risk a
season record of 4-6 and a conference log of
34 following their 58-7 loss at home against
Michigan last Saturday.

The road finale may not have as much
significance for Minnesota following that
disappointing setback to the Wolverines, but
when arch-rivals such as the Hawkeyes and
the Golden Gophers clash, records and stand-
ings don’t seem as important.

Going into the final week of the season,
Minnesota is in eighth-place in the Big Ten
while lowa 1s in ninth.

“What we need night now,” Wacker said,
“is a good week of practice. We need to
work hard every day this week and hope we
can continue lo improve.”

Minnesota, which had appeared to be
making progress and improving from game
to game, could stand more of that commodity
after its letdown against the Wolverines, and
nobody is more aware of it than Wacker.

“It was ugly,” he lamented. “We screwed
it up every way possible. We did a lousy job
on offense and a lousy job on defense. And
the play of our specialty tecams was the worst
of all.”

Offensively, Minnesota had 10 penalties
for 102 yards. The Golden Gophers also
threw four interceptions, gave the ball away
on a fumble and allowed five sacks.

Defensively, the Golden Gophers gave up
440 yards to the Wolves while failing to gar-
ner an interception. It did claim two fumble
recoveries by Craig Sauer (So., LB, Sartell,
Minn.) and Andy Veit (Sr., LB, Palm
Harbor, Fla.).

But the Michigan game was a nightmare
for Minnesota’s specialty teams. The
Golden Gophers allowed 251 return yards.
They also had two punts blocked, and they

" had one punt that was good for only 12

yards.

“It was our poorest effort since the San
Diego State game,” Wacker admitted, “but it
is over. We can’t do anything about the loss
to Michigan except leam from our mistakes
and make sure that it never happens again.”

Despite the sub-par ;crformance by his
team, Wacker still was able to find some
good in Minnesota’s play.

“We did have some individuals who made
some good plays for us,” Wacker main-
tained, “and I still am proud of our effort.
And we got to play a lot of our young peo-
ple, and they did some good things. That
was encouraging.”

But, as Wacker stresses, it is over, and
Minnesota now looks ahead to its season
finale at Iowa on Saturday.

““We face another major challenge,”
Wacker admits. “We had a bad game last
week, and it was our second bad one of the
season. But we had some good games in
hetween, and not.every team in America can
say that. Maybe that last-minuie loss at
Illinois took more out of us mentally and
emotionally than we thought. Whatever the
reason, now we have to bounce back. Now
we have to get ready for Iowa.”

The task won’t be easy. The Hawkeyes
are on a roll, and they’ll be playing at home
in front of a partisan crowd.

And, like the Golden Gophers, they know
that Floyd of Rosedale will go to the winner.
That, in itself, makes Saturday’s finale sig-
nificant.

“No, we didn’t get the Little Brown Jug,”
Wacker said, “but we do have Paul Bunyan’s
Axe. We sure would like to make it two-out-
of three.”

THE GAME: Minnesota vs lowa
November 20, 1993, 1:05 p.m. (CST)
Kinnick Stadium
Iowa City, Iowa

THE SERIES: Minnesota and Iowa have met 86 times in a

. series dating back t0.1891. The Golden Gophers lead 55-29-2 in

the series after beating the Hawkeyes 28-13 a year ago in the
Metrodome. The last time the Golden Gophers played in lowa
City, the Hawks notched a 23-8 triumph. That was in 1991.
Minnesota’s last win at Kinnick Stadium was in 1989 when
Coach John Gutekunst led the upset-minded Golden Gophers
over Iowa by a 43-7 margin with a 30-point fourth-quarter explo-
sion. Minnesota leads 22-18-1 in games played in Iowa City and
33-11-1 in games played in Minneapolis.

THE OPPONENT: While Iowa may not be pleased with its
overall record of 5-5 and its Big Ten mark of 2-5, it still ranks as
a solid Big Ten team. Coach Hayden Fry’s Hawkeyes won non-
conference games over Tulsa, Iowa State and Northem Illinois.
In the Big Ten, the Hawkeyes lost 1o Penn State, Michigan,
Indiana, Illinois and Michigan State. But it owns conference
wins over both Purdue and Northwestern, and it has won three
games in arow. Last week against the Wildcats, Paul
Burmeister, Iowa’s senior quarterback, threw for 234 yards while
running for one TD and throwing for another.

THE COACHES: Jim Wacker is in his 23rd year as a head
coach at the collegiate level. His career record is 150-106-3. In
nine seasons at Texas Christian University, Wacker was 40-58-2.
He is in his second year at Minnesota, and his record with the
Golden Gophers is 6-15. Hayden Fry is in his 15th year as Iowa’s
head coach, and his record with the Hawkeyes is 110-63-5. Now
in his 32nd year as a head coach at the collegiate level, his over-
all record is 199-152-9.

THE INJURY REPORT: Head Trainer Doug Locy had a long list
of injuries after the Michigan game, and the severity of those on the
casuaity list ranged from questionable to probable. Included are:
Tim Schade (Jr., QB, Pekin, IlL.) right knee; Dennis Cappella
(Sr., DE, Miller Place, N.Y.) right shoulder; Lewis Garrison (Sr.,
SE, Burnsville, Minn.) right thumb; Eric Dalen (Jr., TE,
Minnetonka, Minn.) left shoulder; Lance Wolkow (Sr., LB,
Lakeville, Minn.) left stemum; Trevor Walker (Jr., DE,
Lancaster, Ohio) left foot; and Ed Hawthorne (Jr., DT, St.
Louis, Mo.) left lower leg.

THE STATISTICAL LEADERS: Omar Douglas (Sr., SB,
New Orleans, La.) ranks as Minnesota’s statistical leader. He
tops all Golden Gopher scorers with 66 points. Douglas also is
Minnesota’s top receiver with 55 catches for 814 yards. Chris
Darkins (So., RB, Houston, Texas) is number one in rushing
with 530 yards on 113 carries. Andrew Veit (Sr., LB, Palm
Harbor, Fla.) is the top Golden Gopher tackler with 80.

TV HIGHLIGHT SHOW: Midwest Sports Channel will return

~ to its normal two-hour highlight show format Saturday at 10:00

p.m. following the Iowa game. MSC then will air a rebroadcast
of the show twice more during the week. “Gopher Football *93”

will be shown, in addition to its airing Saturday evening, on
Sunday at 6:00 p.m., and again on Tuesday at 1:00 p.m. Mike
Woodley, Dave Huffman and Sandy Stephens will handle the
play-by-play and commentary while Mike Max will do special
work on the sidelines.

DOUGLAS UPS ONE RECORD, NEARS ANOTHER: Omar
Douglas had seven receptions for 123 yards against Illinois last
week. That gives him 125 catches as a Golden Gopher and ups the
U of M career record for career pass receptions.” He caught one
pass as a freshman in 1990, eight in 1991, 61 last season, and he has
55in 1993. His 1,615 yards keep him in second place in yards
receiving behind record-holder Dwayne McMullen who has 1,627.
Douglas now needs only 12 more yards to equal McMuilen’s
accomplishment.

ROAD WOES: When Minnesota won at Northwestern four weeks
ago, it was the first road victory for the Golden Gophers since
November 3, 1990, when John Gutekunst’s charges downed
Wisconsin 21-3 in Madison. The win snapped a 13-game road los-
ing string that spanned four years. Since then, the U of M fell at
Illinois 23-20, and the Golden Gophers hope to get back on track on
the road at lowa Saturday.

MEDIA LUNCHEON: Coach Jim Wacker will host his final
media luncheon of the 1993 season Tuesday prior to the Jowa
game in the Bierman Building beginning at noon. An attempt
will be made to have coach Hayden Fry participate in a telephone
interview. The luncheons are held in the study lounge across the
hall from the Media Relations Office.

FAREWELL SENIORS: A total of 17 University of Minnesota
seniors will be making their final appearance as Golden Gophers
on Saturday at Iowa.. They include Dennis Cappella (DE,
Miller Place, N.Y.), Antonio Carter (RB, Columbus, Chio),
Omar Douglas (SB, New Orleans, La.), Neil Fredenburg (OC,
Fargo, N.D.), Rod Ganther (LS, Eau Claire; Wis.), John
Guentzel (FS, Lakeville, Minn.), Russ Heath (LB, Aurora,
Colo.), Doug Hoefer (LB, Dubuque, Iowa), Ron Holty (P,
Spring Grove, Minn.), Andy Kratochvil (DE, New Ulm,
Minn.), Robert Lewis (CB, Dubuque, Iowa), Drinon Mays
(CB, Brandenton, Fla.), Robert Rogers (OG, St. Louis, Mo.),
Jeff Rosga (FS, Roseville, Minn.), Andrew Veit (LB, Palm

We know that, but we also feel
that we are a much better team than the one which showed up for
the Michigan game last week. We know that, and we believe
that. Now we just have to prove it. And we sure would like to
keep that pig!”

GOLDEN GOPHERS TAKE THREE OF FOUR POINTS
FROM UMD; FACE DENVER IN HOME SERIES THIS
WEEKEND AT MARIUCCI ARENA

- The Golden Gopher ice hockey team will finally get to play a

two-game home series in the new Mariucci Arena this weekend
when the Denver Pioneers come to town for a pair of games slat-
ed for 7:05 p.m. both nights.

The Golden Gophers are coming off an impressive weekend at
UMD where they won 3-1 in Friday night’s game and finished
with a 3-3 overtime tie on Saturday to take three of a possible
four points. Strong goaltending and some timely goals made the
difference in a series that saw some strange bounces of the puck.

Road Grind Comes to an End: The UMD series marked the
end of a tough stretch of seven road games sandwiched around
one home game. The Golden Gophers (1-5-2), will play their
next four WCHA games at home and will be looking to establish
a home ice advantage in the new building similar to the one they
held in the old Mariucci Arena.

The Series: The Golden Gopher/Pioneer series is a storied one
with some great games over the years. Last year, the Golden
Gophers posted a 3-0-1 record against the Pioneers, including a
pair of wins at Mariucci Arena by 3-0, 10-3 scores. The 10-goal
outburst was the highest of the year for the Maroon and Gold.
The all-time series stands at 67-43-7 in favor of Minnesota.

The Woog Report: Coach Woog has an impressive list of cre-
dentials, including eight straight NCAA Tournament berths. He
has three WCHA Championships and has never finished lower
than second place in the WCHA standings. Six of his eight

" teams have posted 30 or more wins. He is the winningest coach

in the history of the program and has one of the highest winning
percentages of any collegiate coach in the country. Coach Woog
has a 24-8-2 overall mark against Denver in his eight-plus sea-
sons. He has an impressive 13-3 record at home versus the
Pioneers, including 13 wins in the last 14 games in Minneapolis.

McAlpine Attack: All-American candidate Chris McAlpine
(Sr., Roseville, Minn.) is a force on defense for the Golden
Gophers. He is a dominant player at both ends of the rink. Last
year, he was the second leading goal scorer from the blue line in
the WCHA with 14 goals. If he equals his statistics of a year ago,
he will become the all-time leading goal-scoring defenseman at
Minnésota, as well as the leader in all-time penalty minutes. This
year he has two goals and three assists in seven games,

Goaltender Callinan Stands Tall: With Jeff Moen (So.,
Roseville, Minn.) injured, Jeff Cailinan (Jr., Mound, Minn.)
came into the series knowing that he would play both games and
that he must shut the door on the Bulldogs. He did that and more.
On Fnday, he held the Bulldogs to one goal on 20 shots and
gained his first win of the season. On Saturday night, he held
UMD to two goals before giving up the tying goal with 2.3 three
seconds left on a deflection off of a defenseman’s skate. The sen-
sational performance included holding the Bulldogs scoreless in
the second period when they outshot the Golden Gophers 16-2.

HOCKEY

Bonin Is Leading Goal Scorer: Center Brian Bonin (So.,
White Bear Lake, Minn.) leads the Golden Gophers in goals
with four this year. An All-WCHA Freshman Team pick last
year, he has great hands and is able to see the ice very well. He
1s just starting to come into his own and has been the most con-
sistent offensive threat for the Golden Gophers this year.

Magnusson on the Rise: Forward Steve Magnusson (Jr.,
Anoka, Minn.) is leading the Golden Gophers in points with a
goal and eight assists for the season. The cagey forward creates
many scoring opportunities and draws a lot of penalties for the
team. His game-winner on Friday night broke the backs of the
Bulldogs and got the Golden Gophers on track. If he continues
to improve, he will be a big contributor for the Maroon and Gold.

Injury Update: Sophomore goalie Jeff Moen suffered a minor
concussion and a minor case of whiplash in the first game of the
Northern Michigan series and is listed as probable for the Denver
series. Joe Dziedzic (Sr., Minneapolis, Minn.) injured his left
forearm at Colorado College and has been out since. The hair-
line fracture will be evaluated this week to determine his status
for the Denver series. Junior Brandon Steege (Jr., Burnsville,
Minn.) is still out with reoccurring headaches from a head injury
in the Hall of Fame game. His status is week-to-week. Mike
McAlpine’s (So., South St. Paul, Minn.) si-ained left knee is
improving, but he is doubtful for the Denver series.

Practice Schedule: The Golden Gophers will practice from
2:15-4:15 p.m. Monday-Thursday this week. Interviews with
Coach Doug Woog or any players, will be conducted in the half
hour time slot before the practice starts, or by special arrange-
ment with the Media Relations Office. All interview requests
should be made to the Media Relations Office at least 24 hours in
advance.

Media Parking For Daily Practice Interviews: Media will be
allowed to park in the designated TV Uplink and Media Parking
areas. There are two concrete pods on the arena site designated
for this, one on the northeast corner and one on the northwest
corner. Vehicles must be displaying a media pass or be identifi-
able as a media vehicle.

Golden Gophers on KSTP-AM 1500: The Golden Gophers
signed a three-year contract with KSTP-AM 1500 over the sum-
mer that will greatly enhance the coverage of Minnesota hockey
in the state. All games will be live on KSTP with former North
Star broadcaster and NHL Hall of Famer Al Shaver calling the
action.
