THE NORTH CElifTRAL RADIO SURVEY -- which 
you helped with in spring of 1950 (9 
states reporting ) concluded thEl.t: (1) 
Radio is a valuable extensio n method or 
educational medium; · (2) it is good to 
make announcements, stimulat e people , 
change attitudes, teach sl:ills; (3) 
reaches large numbers of people quickly, 
reaches people not other\·rise reD.ched ; 
(4) it is a valuable method if sta tion 
is nee.r and if coverage and time of 'bro ad­
ce,st are good; and (5) r adio is extreme­
ly worth while. 

Some suggestions bron~ht out by t he 
2300 extension workers who ret't.i.rned the 
survey were: (1) use mo r e rural people, 
personali zed, subject ma tter, ai.1d inter­
est retainers i n the progr ams ; (2) regu­
l ar broadcasts ci,nd series should be g iven 
instead of random presenta tions. 

The survey showed tha t r adio l s 
thought of as an extensi c.. n method by 9.3~ 
of the extension workers, a s a chore job 
by 4%, with 3), not ans\·rering the questibn.
