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Festival-’90 ignites Olympic spirK
Fest opens 
tonight with 
pageantry

Torch run 
takes flame 
to Festival

Almost one year ago. 
Oklahoma City, the oil 
boom city turned bust, 
hitched its wagon to a 
star called the I4SU I'.s 
Olympic Festival.

The results were im­
mediate: a record crowd of 76.014 for the 
opening ceremonies, attendance of nearly 
424.(XX) for the Festival's IO-da\ run and 
more than $3 million in ticket revenues.

From the '89 Festival, Oklahoma City 
received its short-term shot in the arm and 
promptly handed the Festival torch to the 
Twin Cities, which host US Olympic 
Festival-'90 beginning 7:30 tonight with 
the opening ceremonies at the Metrodome.

This time around, the host isn't as 
desperate for an economic boost Rather. 
USOF-'90 and Twin Cities officials hope 
to showcase this Festival as the biggest and 
best, and the Twin Cities as a major force 
in amateur sports.

But can those goals be met in an area 
that also boasts teams in the four major 
professional sports, along with a big-time 
college program'1

Judging by ticket sales, the answer is a 
resounding "Yes."

Ticket sales have already passed the 
300.(XX) mark for the 252 ticketed events 
in 37 sports. That figure places USOF-'90 
ahead of the final attendance mark of 
every Festival except the 1989. 1987 and 
1986 events. Walk-up sales arc expected to 
push attendance to more than 500.000. 
earning the Twin Cities the Festival record 
The current record, set during the 1987 
event in North Carolina, stands at 464.423.

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laste ol 'linnesota crouds reached to touch the Olympic festival torch as St. Paul 
May or Jim Scheihel carried the torch from the Science Museum of Minnesota to the 
state capitol grounds. Later, Minnesota marathoner Dick Beardsley lit the cauldron at 
the capitol. The Festival will begin at 7:30 tonight in the Metrodome.

Tonight the U.S. 
Olympic Festival-'90 
Torch Run will con­
clude its 1.990 mile trek 
across Minnesota, but 
organizers say the flame 
w i 11 rema i n in the 

hearts of the many communities and torch 
runners who took special pride in carrying 
on this Olympic tradition.

“People are really into the spirit and 
have rallied behind the Torch Run." said 
Geoffrey Gorvin, project associate for 
media/public pelations. "Support through­
out the entire state has literally lined the 
streets with people smiling from ear to 
ear."

More than 100 communities were in­
volved along the route, each responsible 
for its own torch-carrying style. McDon­
ald's Restaurants of Minnesota, the exclu­
sive sponsor of the Torch Run. received 
21.000 applications for runners. From 
these. 8.000 were randomly selected.

"To pick out one highlight is hard." 
Gorvin said. “I guess the most creative 
town would have to be Wilmar."

Wilmar carried the torch by zamboni, 
horse, railroad engine, limousine, golf cart, 
cow. jet ski. motorcycle, snowplow, horse 
and buggy. Wilmar Fest Float, wheelchair 
and post office jeep. Past Olympic gold 
medal wrestler Duane Koslowski and 
Special Olympian Jean Garde also carried 
the torch.

The torch was designed to burn longer 
and provide a more appealing look. Weigh­
ing 2 pounds. 13 ounces, each of the 
torches burn for up to two hours and cost

Look out for logos
Counterfeit not fit for counter

The U.S. Olympic Fcstival-’90 
is a title bought and sold like 
property and guarded like a well- 
formed lump of gold 

Anyone slipping these sacred 
words on an unauthorized T-shirt 
or carelessly printing them on a 
baseball cap may face unpleasant 
disciplinary action by Festival 
committee members —or even 
the FBI.

“We arc prepared to investigate 
any trademark violations." said 
Byron Gigler, a spokesman for 
the FBK”

Members of the Festival com­
mittee are busy checking local 
stores for counterfeit merchan­
dise, and have not come up 
empty-handed.

Paper Parade and the Big 10 
restaurant in Stadium Village, as 
well as Chili's in Bloomington, 
have been cited for unlawful use 
of the logo.

“We didn't know that you 
weren’t allowed to use it." said 
Katie Zerr, manager of the Big 
10. “They asked us to remove it 
and we did."

Employees of the restaurant 
had printed the forbidden logo on 
the bottom of about 60 T-shirts

Two Comp Sci profs leave U

Amid investigation of their 
department, two more computer 
science professors are leaving 
the University — at least tem­
porarily.

Professor Sartaj Sahni and 
associate professor William 
Thompson will begin nine- 
month leaves this fall at the 
University of Florida and the 
University of Utah, respec­
tively.

If the University of Florida, 
ranked No. 2 in the nation, 
offers him a permanent job. 
Sahni will likely resign from the 
University of Minnesota, he 
said.

“That's a real possibility." he 
said. “It's a good school. 
They've got a good computer 
science department."

Two other professors already 
have permanently left the de­
partment. Professor Oscar 
Ibarra resigned in February and 
is now at the University of 
California at Santa Barbara. 
Department Head David Fox 
also resigned in May and re­
turned to the University’s math­
ematics department as a tenured 
professor.

Sahni. a staunch opponent of 
Fox's administration, had said 
earlier that he would leave the 
department if Fox remained 
department head. Thompson, 
however, was on the other side

During the next 10 days, more 
than 3,000 athletes will descend 
on the Twin Cities to participate 
in U.S. Olympic Fcstival-’90.

The 37-sport event officially 
begins tonight with the Opening 
Ceremonies at the Metrodome. 
and concludes July 15 when the 
Olympic flame is extinguished 
during the Closing Ceremonies at 
the St. Paul Civic Center. In 
between, 33 venues will host the 
events, with the University as the 
center of action.

America's brightest young ath­
letes. many of whom may win 
medals at the 1992 Olympics and 
later compete professionally in 
their sport, will showcase their 
talents. Among the 3.000 athletes 
may be a Carl Lewis, a Greg 
Louganis or a Florence Griffith- 
Joyner. all of whom used the 
Festival as a springboard to gold 
in the Olympic Games.

This year's Festival includes 
Jackie Joyner-Kersee. Olympic 
champion and world-record 
holder in the heptathalon. How­
ever. many of America's world- 
class athletes, the Lewises, et al. 
will skip the Festival and com­
pete in the Goodwill Games. 
Unlike the Festival's domestic 
competition, the Goodwill 
Games, which begin July 20 in 
Seattle. Wash., feature interna­
tional competition conducted ev­
ery even year between Summer 
Olympic Games.

Athletes in this year's Festival 
will compete in sports ranging 
from archery to yachting, with the 
most popular spectator events 
being track and field, basketball, 
gymnastics, figure skating and ice 
hockey.

illustrated by the Minnesotans 
competing. Arriel McDonald 
(basketball), Ron Backes (shot 
put), Chris Weinke (baseball), 
Carol Peterka (team handball) 
and Chris Laitala (tennis) are a 
few of the athletes with Minne­
sota ties participating.

The Festival is also intended 
to show off the Twin Cities. 
Organizers expect a record at­
tendance of more than 500.000 
spectators and an influx of 
more than $20 million into the 
area’s economy.

A dual opportunity of receiving 
a high national profile while 
boosting the economy led the 
Twin Cities to bid for the Festival 
in 1986.

After awarding the '89 Festival 
to Oklahoma City, the U.S. 
Olympic Committee awarded the 
1990 games to the Twin Cities, 
with the deciding factor being the 
completion of several projects 
tohouse certain events. These 
include the University's new 
Aquatics Center. Bierman Field’s 
new track facility and the velo­
drome at the National Sports 
Center in Blaine.

The Twin Cities had hoped 
the Festival would be a prelude 
to securing the U.S. entry in the 
1996 Summer Olympics 
sweepstakes. Although the Twin 
Cities lost to Atlanta for the 
chance to host the '96 games, 
the Festival gives the metro 
area the chance to showcase 
itself to the rest of the country 
via the cable network ESPN, 
which will air 30 hours of live 
coverage.

The 1990 Festival has come a 
long way from the competi­
tion’s inception in 1978 at 
Colorado Springs, Colo., when 
2.000 athletes competed in 24 
sports.

Opening Ceremonies not sold out

Ticket sales for the U.S. Olympic Festival-'90 
are right on track, according to ticket operations 
manager Dick McDowell.

“We've passed the 300.000 ticket sale mark." 
said McDowell, who was also ticket chief for the 
1987 festival in C hapel Hill. N.C.. and the 1989 
festival in Oklahoma City Okla.

McDowell isn't sure how many tickets have 
been sold for tonight's opening ceremonies, but he 
is satisfied with the sales.

"There has been so much movement today with 
Ticketmaster sales " McDowell said. “1 would have 
to guess that it's somewhere between 36.000 and 
40.000."

To fill the Metrodome to capacity, the event 
must sell between 54.000 and 60.000 tickets, so the 
clock is ticking. In both of the previous Olympic 
festivals where McDowell worked, the Festival 
openers sold out

“Oh. we'd love it to sell out." McDowell 
admitted. Tickets for the opening ceremonies will

be available at the Metrodome tonight. Ticket 
windows will open at 6 p.m.

Slow movement on opening ceremonies tickets 
is being blamed on the hectic July 4 weekend, 
according to Festival officials.

But McDowell is extremely pleased with the 
sales and says the perceived slow sales are “a 
matter of opinion. It’s all in the eye of the 
beholder."

Sales for the Festival’s 37 sporting events are 
strong and a few have already sold out. Those 
include baseball on July 11 at 7:30 p.m.. tennis on 
July 12 at 5:30 p.m.. raquetball on July 13 at 4 
p m. and the men’s diving finals on July 15 at 3 
p.m.

“The competitions are just going tremendously 
well." McDowell said of ticket sales for the events. 
"Sales are far better than we expected."

Tickets to most events are still available through 
Ticketmaster at 989-5151. or through Dayton's 
ticket office.

Tickets will still be available at the venue if that 
event is not sold out. Gates will open an hour 
before the events start. A schedule of events can be 
obtained by calling the U.S. Olympic Festival's 
main number at 291 -1990.

Torch Run from 1___
$464 to refuel. A unique feature is 
the kaolin, a clay that readily 
absorbs fuel and doesn't allow it 
to spill.

Thirty-eight torches were used 
on the 34-day trek.

The run started June 3 in 
Duluth, but the journey really 
began in Colorado, where the 
official U.S. Olympic Flame — lit 
from the eternal Olympic flame 
in Greece — burns atop Pike's 
Peak. A lantern lit at the flame 
was flown by plane to Minnesota, 
where it was used to light the 
torches when necessary .
The torch run continued yester­
day into the Metrodome before 
the start of the Minnesota Twins 
game. Four Olympic Festival 
baseball athletes each earned the 
torch around the outfield, passing 
the torch to Boston Red Sox 
manager Joe Morgan at third

base, and finishing the run at the 
pitcher's mound. Steven Byrnes, 
president of Norwest Insurance 
Agency, earned the torch outside 
the Metrodome to continue its 
course.

Even former Gopher football 
coach Cal Stoll and 13 other 
heart/lung transplant patients 
from University Hospital were 
able to take part in the festivities

"Thirty to 40 of us wanted to 
run. so we had to draw straws " 
said Stoll. “I'm the oldest and (4- 
year-old) T. J. Fedder is . the 
youngest heart transplant patient 
from the University Hospital "

Tonight, a mystery runner will 
end the torch run through Minne­
sota by igniting a 30-foot-tall 
cauldron in the Metrodome. offi­
cially starting U.S. Olympic Festi- 
val-'90.

Dinkytown

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More than 15,000 volunteers are backbone of Festival

When Leslie Becker arrived in 
Minnesota a year ago from New 
York, she saw television ads 
about volunteering for the U.S. 
Olympic Fcstival-’90. Becker 
soon became the volunteer chair 
of the apparel committee and has 
over 300 volunteers reporting to 
her for assignments.

"Volunteer work has shown me 
how many people !are willing to 
help to pull this together." Becker 
said.

Becker’s committee is responsi­
ble for distributing apparel to all 
the athletes for each of the 37 
sports.

Becker is one of 15,292 volun­
teers working dunng the 10-day 
run of the festival, according to 
Kay Lacher, director of volunteer 
services. Many volunteers have 
worked 20 to 40 hours per week 
working with the Olympic Festi­
val planning committee.

Lacher started recruiting volun­
teers in January through the 
corporate sponsorship assistance 
of First Banks Volunteers sent in 
forms from promotional litera­
ture. but Lacher said she had 
3.000 walk-ins who wanted to 
help before recruiting began.

"I feel I have the best invest­
ment in the festival because I'm 
in the people business." said 
Lacher.

Her office recruited volunteers 
for sporting events and non-sport 
committees such as sewing, me­
dia. security, transportation, 
housing, posters, construction 
and hospitality. “The lubrication 
of the festival is the volunteers, 
and every job is important." 
Lacher said.

Volunteers must be 16 years old 
or older to participate. Many will 
be working four to five hours 
daily during the festival, and have 
been involved for over a year.

Many volunteers have taken an 
interest in the Festival through 
their skills and contacts at their 
regular jobs.

Chuck Rath and 12 others at 
Xerox Corp., a gold patron spon­
sor. have volunteered their time 
to coordinate volunteers for the 
boxing event. Rath will coordi­
nate 120 volunteers working dur­
ing the boxing competition.

Jody Yungers and Mary Pat 
Black of Roseville are co-chair- 
persons for the torch run. In the 
spring of 1989. they started coor­
dinating 105 Minnesota commu­
nities through contacts with the 
Minnesota Parks and Recreation 
Association.

Each community then orga­
nized 10 to 12 volunteers to set up 
the 1.990-mile route for the torch 
run. which started June 3 and will 
culminate tonight in the opening 
ceremonies at the Metrodome. 
Nearly 10.000 Minnesotans have 
had the chance to run less than a 
mile with the torch.

Gopher hockey player Cory 
Laylin sat in an air-conditioned 
Minneapolis apartment on Thurs­
day morning packing.

“So they don’t have air condi­
tioning at this dorm?” Laylin 

asked, hoping 
he had heard 
wrong. "Great. 
I guess I 

shouldn’t com­
plain. I’m just 
glad to be a 
part of this

thing.”
Laylin was added just two 

weeks ago to the East team that 
opens play Monday night at the 
Met Center. Thursday afternoon, 
Laylin loaded his car and he and 
roommate Travis Richards 
headed to Augsburg College, 
where the 80 U.S. Olympic Festi- 
val-’90 hockey players will stay in 
the college’s dorms and practice 
at Augsburg Ice Arena.

Joe Dzedzic, an incoming 
freshman from Minneapolis Edi­
son High School, was the recipi­
ent of the Mr. Hockey Award in 
Minnesota last winter. He turned 
down several schools who re­
cruited him as a running back for 
the Teddies.

Dzedzic’s and Laylin’s addi­
tions bring the number of Gopher 
hockey players to 13. meaning 
that over half of the 1990-91 
Minnesota hockey team will play. 
Freshman Craig Johnson of Hill- 
Murray was supposed to bring 
that number to 14, but a tom 
abdominal muscle will keep him 
out of the Festival.

When the Festival rosters were 
announced nearly a month ago. 
Laylin’s name was not among the 
80 players who received invita­
tions. That came as a surprise, 
considering USA Hockey officials 
asked Laylin to play for the U.S. 
Junior National Team last winter 
in Lake Placid and Finland, and 
because Laylin helped lead the 
South team to a silver medal in 
the 1989 Festival in Oklahoma 
City.

“I was really bummed when

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they didn't ask me at first,” 
Laylin said. “They kept on saying 
things like, it's not a big deal' 
and, ’This isn’t a big Olympic 
year anyway.' I was thinking that 
they maybe thought I wasn’t good 
enough or something.”

Then, two weeks ago at the 
U.S. Olympic Training Camp in 
St. Cloud. 1988 Olympic coach 
Dave Pederson asked Laylin to 
play in the Festival because Bos­
ton University player Tony 
Amonte was asked to play with 
the Goodwill Games team in 
Seattle beginning July 15.

“It’s a weird deal,” Laylin said. 
“I'm not sure how (USA Hockey) 
decides things. Up in St. Cloud,

Peter Ciaglivia (Harvard) and Jeff 
Blaser (Yale) were also bummed 
because they weren’t asked, but 
both of those guys got asked to 
play, too.”

Laylin will play for the East 
team, which opens practice today 
and begins play on Monday, and 
is coached by Joe Marsh, head 
coach at St. Lawrence University.

“I don't know him,” Laylin 
said, “but I do know quite a few 
of the guys from Hockey East. It’s 
going to be great having it at 
home.”

In addition to Dzedzic and 
Laylin, Mike Muller will play for 
the East.

Goodwill Games offer Olympic opportunity for Pederson

Gopher junior hockey player 
Tom Pederson took a giant stride 
this week. Pederson, a possible 
Olympian in the 1992 Winter 
Olympics at Albertville, France, 
was named to the 1990 Goodwill 
Games team, which begins train­
ing camp July 15 in Colorado 
Springs.

The Goodwill Games open 
July 20 in Seattle, Wash.

In addition to Pederson, for­
mer Gophers John Blue and 
Todd Richards will play for the 
United States against the top 
eight finishers of the 1988 Winter 
Olympics in Calgary.

The team, coached by Wiscon­
sin coach Jeff Sauer, is made up 
of the top 25 non-professional 
players in the nation. Any player 
who has played even one game 
in the National Hockey League is 
ineligible to play in the Goodwill 
Games.

Blue currently plays for the

Minnesota North Stars' farm 
team. He played goalie for the 
Gophers from 1985-87 before 
passing up his final year of 
eligibility at Minnesota to sign 
with the North Stars. He was 
also a back-up goalie for the 
1988 Olympic Team.

Richards, who graduated after 
the 1988-89 season, signed with 
the Montreal Canadiens and is 
playing with their minor league 
team in Sherbrooke along with 
former Gopher Tom Chorske. 
Chorske played in 11 NHL 
games last year, making him 
ineligible for the Goodwill 
Games.

“The top players will be at the 
Goodwill Games, not the Olym­

pic Festival,” said USA Hockey 
General Manager Art Berglund. 
“This is another building process 
for the Olympic Team. The top' 
players in the Festival will likely 
be added to the Goodwill Games 
camp.”

Tom Pederson

Blue played with the Phoenix 
Roadrunners of the International 
Hockey League last season, and 
was a member of the 1990 
National Team that play^ in 
Bern, Switzerland just over two 
months ago.

In addition to Richards and 
Pederson, four other native Min­
nesotans will play in the Good­
will Games. Guy Gossclm 
(Minnesota-Duluth) and Jim Jo- 
hannson (Wisconsin) of Roches­
ter, Scott Sandelin (North 
Dakota) of Hibbing. and Mike 
McNeil (Notre Dame) of Wi­
nona will skate for Sauer’s 
squad. Pete Hankinson. who also 
played with the U.S. National 
Team in April, was expected to 
be invited to play but was left off 
the roster. He is continuing 
negotiations with the Winnipeg 
Jets of the NHL.

Pederson is one of onl> eight 
collegians on the 25-man roster. 
Others arc Dan Keczmcr of Lake

Superior State. Scott Harlow of 
Maine, Tony Amonte and Joe 
Sacco of Boston University. Lee 
Davidson of North Dakota, Da­
vid Emma of Boston College, 
and C. J. Young of Harvard. The 
remaining 17 players are all

playing in the minor leagues.
Assisting Sauer will be Steve 

Cedorchuk of Boston College, 
who coached the U.S. Junior 
National team — including cur­
rent Gophers Cory Laylin and 
Jeff Stolp — in Finland, and 
former Minnesota North Star 
Ron Wilson, now an assistant 
coach with the Milwaukee Admi­
rals of the IHL.

The United States will play in 
a division with the Soviet Union. 
Switzerland and West Germany. 
If they finish in the top two of 
those four teams, they will ad­
vance to the semifinals. Other 
teams incluSe Canada. Czecho­
slovakia, Finland and Sweden. 
Team USA will play exhibition 
games against the U.S.S.R. on 
July 21 in Oakland and on July 
22 in Portland.

The roster must be trimmed to 
20 skaters and three goalies 
before the Goodwill Games be­
gin. and Berglund said a few 
roster moves are likely following 
Olympic Festival-'90 this week.

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No LeMond, but road 
cycling has top juniors

Today’s cycling time trials 
will mark the official start of 
the U.S. Olympic Festival-’90. 
and although Minnesotans will 
not boast about local cycling 
guru Greg LeMond in today's 
competition, there will be 
other Minnesotans to keep a 
eye on.

The schedule will begin at 
12:05 p.m. with the men's 70K 
team time trial, followed by the 
disabled men's 70K and the 
women's 30K. The last heat will 
feature the 20K tandem time 
trial for the deaf and blind. The 
starting point for all time trials 
is East River Road at Summit 
Avenue in St. Paul.

Of the 142 junior compet­
itors, seven are from Minne­
sota. The group includes 
Dario Falquier of Minneapo­
lis; Jason Novak of Rochester; 
Keith McCollum of Chanhas- 
sen; Britta Patterson of Men- 
dota Heights; and Lorie Oler. 
Nate Larsen and Hidi Mickel-

son of St. Paul.
Of the Minnesota athletes. 

Oler is the most notable. The 
18-year-old was the Minnesota 
Junior State champion for the 
past three years. She won the 
bronze medal in the 1990 Star 
of the North Games and fin­
ished ninth in the road race 
event at the 1989 National 
Championships in Colorado.

Another athlete expected to 
do well is Laura Gnagy of 
Fresno. Calif. Gnagy, 16, was 
the U.S. junior road, sprint and 
time trial national champ in 
1989. Denise Della Santina of 
San Francisco is another cyclist 
expected to be a top finisher. 
Della Santina won a bronze 
medal in last year’s National 
Championships.

The men's 70K will feature 
many qf the performers from 
last year’s national competition. 
Jimi Killen. 17, of Greeley, 
Colo., is the current national 
champion in the 100K road 
race, and Andrew Lewis, 17. of 
Old Greenwich, Conn., finished 
13th last year

500,000 expected for ’90 Festival
Ceremonies from 1

“The competitions (sales) are just going tremen­
dously well,” said Dick McDowell, the Festival’s 
ticket operations manager. "Sales are far better than 
we expected.”

Ticket sales, in turn, translate to an influx of an 
estimated $20 million into the Twin Cities econ­
omy.

On the down side, ticket sales are slow for 
tonight’s opening ceremonies. Through Wednesday. 
36,000 tickets had been sold, which has McDowell 
hoping for a large number of walk-up sales.

That is just what happened last year in Oklahoma 
City, where 28,000 opening ceremony tickets were 
sold in the final 48 hours. The walk-up sales boosted 
the attendance at Memorial Stadium to record 
proportions. The 76,000-plus turnout was even 
larger than the Oklahoma Sooner football team’s 
largest crowd.

Should such a walk-up crowd appear tonight, the 
opening ceremonies will break the Metrodome 
attendance record of 65,000 set in 1985 by the 
Gopher football team.

With or without a record crowd, USOF-’90 kicks 
off when Olympic pomp meets Minnesota circum­
stance.

The opening ceremonies, planned and directed by 
Eventures. a New York-based special events firm, 
will begin with the march of athletes from the four 
teams — North. South. East and West. Leading the 
march into the Metrodome is the source of both 
American and Minnesota pride for the past decade, 
the gold medal-winning 1980 U.S. Olympic Hockey 
Team.

The "Miracle on Ice” crew includes 12 Minneso­
tans who will be accompanied by a 255-member 
high school marching band composed of students

from 17 Minnesota high schools.
All good ceremonies require music, and USOF- 

’90 will fill the order with three popular groups 
presenting a variety of styles. The Nylons will 
entertain with their a capella melodies, highlighted 
by "(Na Na Na Na, Hey Hey Hey) Goodb>e.” From 
Texas come the Fabulous Thunderbirds with their 
guitar-driven rock, including hits “Tuff Enough” 
and "Wrap It Up.”

Rounding out the musical entertainment are Otis 
Day and the Knights, who will summon crowd 
participation with their hit "Shout.”

Highlighting the opening ceremonies is the con­
clusion of the Festival Torch Run and the lighting 
of the cauldron, which will sit some 30 feet above 
the Metrodome floor.

Just who will enter the Metrodome at approxi­
mately 9:45 p.m. with the torch remains a mystery. 
Prominent Minnesota athletes are possible bearers, 
but both Kirby Puckett of the Twins and Tour de 
France winner Greg LeMond are out of town. 
Maybe it’s the Minnesota Vikings’ Herschel Walker. 
After all. he competed in the 1982 Festival.

Also possible are nationally known celebrities, 
and even a randomly selected person in the 
Metrodome crowd, although the Star Tribune 
reported that one athlete from Minneapolis and one 
from St. Paul will light the cauldron.

Whoever lights the cauldron. Eventures President 
Barnett Lipton predicts that this lighting ceremony 
will be the most spectacular ever.

Following the lighting will be a surprise grand 
finale, complete with a light show, music and 
audience and athlete participation.

Then comes 10 days of running, skating, sailing, 
wrestling and other activities by the Festival’s more 
than 3.000 athletes. And 10 days of civic pride for 
the Twin Cities.

Disabled shed labels, 
display courage, drive

Of the more than 3,000 men 
and women athletes this year at 
the Olvmpic Festival. 34 are 
"disabled.”

But some don't look at it that 
way. Many of these athletes say 
that although they have a physi­
cal disability, this apparent hin­
drance fosters their courage, their 
drive to compete and sometimes 
even creates a physical advantage.

Pete Navarre, who pilots one of 
the six blind tandem bicycles 
competing at 2:30 p.m. today, 
said the apparent disability in this 
event has potential of being an 
advantage compared to the 
sighted athletes.

A sighted bicycler, storming 
down a steep hill at about 55 
mph. may tend to become over­
concerned and begin "gawking 
over and leaning." Navarre said, 
while a blind bicycler has no 
choice but to attend to her el­
ement. her duty in the tandem.

Tandem bicycles have a man in 
front, the “pilot." and a blind 
woman in back, the “stroker." 
The man's basic duty is to steer 
the bicycle, shift gears and com­
municate the necessary adjust­
ments.

Navarre said his partner, Ro­
berta McCall, who will be com­
peting in her first cvcling event, is 
of particular advantage to their 
tandem because of her extraordi­
nary balance.

Communication. Navarre said, 
is the primary element for success 
in blind tandem racing. The 
stroker’s peddling, he said, must 
be in tune with the shifting and 
turning of the bicycle and the 
type of terrain.

The blind women's 2QK tan­
dem cycle race and the deaf 
men’s 30K road race and their 
70K team time trials are part of 
the Festival for the first time 
today.

Technically, the deaf cyclers are 
competing against other deaf cycl­
ers. but they are primarily con­
cerned with how their times 
compare with those of hearing 
cyclers, said Jeff Jones, assistant 
commissioner of the National 
Governing Body of the Festival.

“These cyclers have to prove 
themselves to the hearing world." 
Jones said. “And they need a
good showing to attract some
attention."

The deaf cyclers from around 
the world appeared confident 
yesterday as they prepared them­
selves for today's competition. 
Gracefully and playfully maneu­
vering among each other on an 
empty street, they were eager for 
their daily warm-up for tomor­
row's 70K team time trial at
12:18 p.m. They didn't appear
nervous or intimidated by the 
competitive implications — just 
ecstatic about today's event.

Other events for disabled ath­
letes include a 3,000-mcter wom­
en's wheelchair race: a 200-meter 
mentally handicapped women's 
freestyle swim race and a 200- 
meter mentally handicapped free­
style swim race for men.

Disabled athletes have attended 
the Festival for the last five of its 
10 years. The Olympic Commit­
tee each year selects different 
disabled organizations to partici­
pate. This year the organizations 
include the American Athletic 
Association of the Deaf, the Na­
tional Wheelchair Athletic Asso­
ciation, Special Olympics Inc. 
and the United States Association 
for Blind Athletes.

The youngest disabled athlete is 
Special Olympics swimmer Hei- 
dianne Myers, 14, and the oldest 
is blind cyclist Rebecca Nelson, 
36.

Navarre, who has been cycling 
for 10 years, said he is not 
intimidated by the younger cy­
clists. The younger competitors 
“don’t take pain real well.”

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Former Ugolfer Hughes joins U.S. Open through front door
Gophers' Weiss misses Open slot by one stroke

Former Gopher golfer Kate Hughes qualified for the U.S. W omen's 
Open Tuesday. The Open begins July 12 in Duluth. Ga.

Former Gopher golfer Kate Hughes joined the 
qualifying field for the U.S. Women's Open through 
the front door this year.

Hughes, the 1989 Big Ten champion, qualified for 
the LPGA’s most prestigious event Tuesday with 
the second-best score, shooting a 76 at the Olympia 
Fields Country Club in Chicago.

Hughes competed against 67 golfers for one of 
six available slots. Former Gopher golfer Karen 
Weiss shot a 78 and missed the playoff round by 
one shot.

As an alternate last year, Hughes filled in for the 
ill Julie Inkster at the opening two rounds of the 
U.S. Open and found herself paired with leading- 
money winners Pat Bradley and Betsy King.

Hughes’ father caddied for her but fell ill. and her 
mother filled in by carrying the bags. Hughes shot in 
the high 70s and did not make the final cut.

On Monday, Hughes leaves for the U.S. Open in 
Duluth, Ga., July 12 to 15. Things will be a little 
different this time around.

“I won’t have my father caddying for me,” 
Hughes said, laughing. “I’m more prepared rather 
than getting a phone call (to play in the Open). I 
don't think I’ll be teeing it up with the best right 
away. I don’t think I’ll be as nervous. Thisj year I 
feel more like 1 belong."

Gopher women's golf coach Nancy Harris said 
Hughes' experience at the U.S. Open last year will 
prove valuable.

“Having been through it once will help,” Harris 
said. “She knows she’s able to play at that level of

competition. Her game has matured since last 
year. She’s worked with her pro, and changed her 
game and swing and is hitting it a bit farther.”

Hughes and teaching pro. Jim Manthis, have 
spent more time on her swing in the last four 
months.

“He knows my swing better than anybody,” 
Hughes said. “I’m going to prepare the way I 
always have, going through the different routines 
of the short game and long game in my head. I’m 
doing more mental preparation because there will 
be more people lining the fairways and greens.”

Hughes, who served as a Gopher graduate 
assistant coach under Harris last season, said the 
crowds can be distracting for an amateur player.

“You should be able to be in that atmosphere and 
not let it get to you,” Hughes said. "You sort of get 
catered to.”

What will it take to make the two-day U.S. Open 
cut this year?

"I’ll bet a pair of 74s or maybe a pair of 75s,” 
Hughes said. “It’s usually a range from 148 to 152. 
It varies depending on the difficulty and the 
conditions and the competition."

The competition will be fierce as the LPGA’s 
finest will assemble in Georgia next week.

Hughes hopes to use the U.S. Open as a stepping 
stone to the LPGA Tour. She plans to skip the 
Futures Tour circuit and attend the LPGA qualify 
tournament in Venice. Fla., next month.

“I don’t see myself trying a couple of pro 
(Futures) tournaments," Hughes said. “I love the 
amateur circuit and would rather go right to the 
(qualifying) tournament. It’s best for me and my 
personality."

Joan Eastwood, director of 
marketing for the Festival, said 
Festival committee members ran­
domly go into an establishment, 
buy a T-shirt, get a receipt and 
then check it out.

“If it looks unusual, we call the 
company who prints our shirts, 
Ross Sportswear, and ask if they 
sold to the store. T-shirts are the 
major problem.”

Sometimes it is an innocent 
mistake, she added, but most of 
the time “a manufacturer is trying 
to make an extra buck.”

Cindy Beanpan, president of 
Paper Parade, may have experi­
enced such a counterfeiting 
scheme.

Saul Bell, a friend of Bearman's 
and manager of Posh Peepers, 
located in the basement of the 
same building, said Bearman pur­
chased the T-shirts in good faith 
and "as soon as she found out 
about it, she got rid of them.” 
Bearman was unavailable for 
comment.

The shirts had a picture of 
Minneapolis on top and "Olym­
pic Festival-'90” printed on the 
bottom. Bell said he didn't know 
where they came from.

Eastwood said the committee 
hasn't had a problem getting

retailers to remove the illegal 
shirts from their shelves. "We’ve 
been lucky with cooperation. The 
stores who were carrying it agreed 
to stop selling (the merchandise).”

But the Festival has employed 
O’Connor and Hannan, a Minne­
apolis law firm, to handle any 
litigation stemming from the sale 
of counterfeit merchandise, just 
in case.

"If we run into a situation 
where the logo is being misused 
and the people don’t cooperate, 
we will bring charges,” said 
Thomas A. Keller III, a partner in 
O’Connor and Hannan.

Scott Smith, area supervisor for 
Chib’s restaurant, said the printer 
made a mistake when making 
their shirts, but as soon as he saw 
the design he called Festival 
headquarters.

“We knew we couldn’t sell 
them,” he said. "We are having 
them re-printed.”

The new Chili's T-shirt will 
depict a pepper holding an Olym­
pic torch running down the road. 
Smith said. "Our advertising will 
be in the program and we are 
hoping to get some business from 
the Festival."

So far, Eastwood sijfd. they 
haven’t had to call in th# FBI. but 
she isn’t disregarding the possibil­
ity of something big.

"We’ll see more counterfeits 
during the Festival,” she said. 
“There are always knock-offs.”

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Regent Page to run for 
state Supreme Court

Uni^rsity Regent Alan Page, a 
candidate for a Minnesota Supreme 
Court Justice seat, would have to 
resign from the Board of Regents if 
he were elected in November.

Page, who filed his candidacy 
Tuesday, would have to resign 
under the standards set by the Code 
of Judicial Conduct. The standards 
state that judges should avoid 
holding other offices that might 
constitute a conflict of interests.

"One of the difficulties in de­
ciding to pursue the Supreme 
Court seat was that I would have 
to give up the Board of Regents 
position. I don’t do that lightly,” 
said Page, who was elected for a 
six-year term in 1989. "I enjoy 
the work of the regents.”

If he’s not elected to the six-year 
judicial office.’Page said he would 
continue to serve on the board.

Page is currently a lawyer with 
the Minnesota Attorney General's 
office and advises state agencies on 
employment law and handles liti­
gations.

Page’s campaign committee is 
being formed, but he will not seek 
any endorsements because judi­
cial offices are non-partisan races.

Page said his experience in legal

Fumes sicken Jones Hall faculty, staff

j
Faculty and staffTh Jones Hall 

complained of nausea and head­
aches Thursday after solvent 
fumes from a remodeling project 
spread to other parts of the 
building.

"I had burning of the eyes, 
constriction of the chest, a head­
ache and nausea.” said Gabriel 
Weisberg. chair of the art history 
department, which is located in 
Jones.

Weisberg said another profes­
sor. who has a serious throat 
illness, was having difficulty 
breathing because of the fumes. 
"This is something that should 
never, ever happen at a Univer­
sity,” Weisberg said.

The work was done over the 
weekend as part of an asbestos 
abatement project, said Jim 
Lauer, chief of the University 
occupational health depart­
ment.

Lauer said the solvent was 
used to remove adhesive from 
tiles in one room of the hall.

The area was sealed off with

plastic to prevent fumes from 
spreading. Lauer said. Hut once 
the plastic was removed, Tues­
day’s strong winds apparently 
blew the fumes through the 
building.

Al Sikich. project manager at 
Gynyx. Inc., the contractor for 
the project, said windows in 
the room should have been left 
open over the weekend to 
ventilate the area, but they 
were closed.

Occupational health was noti­
fied of the problem Thursday. 
Lauer said

“We basically went over there 
right away, put fans in the 
windows and had them open up 
all the windows.” he said. "The 
smell was confined."

Lauer said the solvent that 
remains does not pose either an 
immediate or long-term health 
threat.

Testing showed all solvent 
compounds were within safe 
levels. Lauer said

But he added that levels 
could have been higher earlier. 
"It’s my opinion that they 
were, (but) I can't prove it I 
have no data.”

AI Imhoff. a physical plant

maintenance coordinator, said 
Gynyx workers would be coming 
back to clean the floor again, 
which should help cut the fumes.

Most of the odor w ill dissipate 
soon, Lauer said.

"I hope so,” Weisberg said. 
"Otherwise it will be difficult to 
continue teaching in the build­
ing.”

Weisberg was upset that fac­
ulty and staff were not informed 
that solvents were going lo be 
used in the building.

"Signs should be posted and 
somebody should notify the 
chair of the department as well 
as the dean of the College of 
Liberal Arts,” Weisberg said.

Sikich agreed that people 
working in the building should 
have been notified that there 
might be fumes.

But Sikich added that the 
fumes are not dangerous. "I find 
it hard to believe that people got 
nauseous," he said.

I^uer disagreed, saying the 
symptoms they (faculty) were 
experiencing "hit the solvent on 
the head ”

of the faculty division. According to others 
in the department, he was a firm supporter 
of Fox.

When asked the reasons for his leave. 
Sahni said. “Nothing I'd like to see you 
print. I think the reasons are apparent.”

The department has been plagued with 
problems for the last two years. The 
problems included power struggles between 
faculty members, allegations of grade bias 
in the Written Preliminary Exam required 
of all doctoral students, hate mail sent to

some of the department's professors, and 
sexually explicit images of women on 
about 50 public computer files.

Sahni said he is not surprised that 
Thompson also is leaving.

Thompson declined to comment on 
whether his leave is linked to departmental 
problems, saying, "Leaves are very com­
mon. People move around the countrv a 
lot."

Institute of Technology Associate Dean 
Sally Kohlstedt agreed. "It's just not

surprising when you look at what the 
faculty does all the time,” she said, adding 
that faculty members arc continually 
looking for new job prospects and good 
career moves.

"They’re perfectly welcome to come 
back whenever that time is up." said 
Kohlstedt. who is one of three IT associate 
deans now heading up the department 
“It's not as though they have resigned.”

Carry the torch
Thousands of people are participating in the U.S. Olympic 

Festival-’90. and hundreds of thousands will be watching 
them starting today.

In the months leading up to the Festival, practical matters 
have been uppermost. How much will it cost, and how much 
will it be worth for the Twin Cities? Are there enough 
sponsors?

The University, according to Festival coordinator Chuck 
Lawrence, has donated millions of dollars worth of staff time 
to planning for the Festival, but in return it has received 
millions from the state to help with construction. Did it 
come out ahead, or at least break even? Even if the 
University did lose money, administrators must have hoped 
for some favorable athletics publicity — for a change.

As the time approaches, though, .the practical worries 
become both more urgent and less significant. The point of 
the whole business — to develop American athletes' skills for 
future Olympic competitions, and to rejoice in the excellence 
and dedication all competitors show — becomes central, as it 
always should be.

When the Olympic flame blazes up for the firsLtime, or at 
one of the heart-stopping moments when a winner is decided 
by a fraction of an inch or second, no one will be thinking 
about practical matters. It will be nice if our visitors go home 
with a good impression of Minnesota, the Twin Cities and 
the University. But it is more important that the visiting 
athletes will leave behind them vivid and splendid memories 
of human achievement at its best.

Room 180 in McNcal Hall is a 
unique place in the United States.

Nineteen students meet every 
day in this ordinary room to 
learn the Hmong language. This 
class is the only one of its kind in 
the nation.

Some students have been wait­
ing a long time for such an 
opportunity, and finally, the Uni­
versity is offering a class to fill 
that need.

The students are not taking the 
class to fulfill their College of 
Liberal Arts foreign language re­
quirement; rather, each of them 
has a professional reason for 
learning the language.

All the students interact with 
Hmong people. Some teach En­
glish. some are missionaries and 
others arc social workers in the 
Hmong community.

The students all agree the lan­
guage is difficult to learn, but 
they also say the teacher. Lyfu 
Vang, makes it fun

"Lyfu is a really excellent 
teacher." said Sails Peterson, who 
attends the University of Pennsyl­
vania.

The Hmong language is based 
on eight voice tones, and it takes 
a great deal of practice to pro­
nounce the words correctly.

Vang, the Laotian class instruc­
tor. said students find it most 
difficult to learn when and how to 
use the up and down lilt of the 
voice.

"The students must get the 
right neck muscles in shape." 
Vang said

For example, "tus txiv neej." 
pronounced with a lift and then a 
fall in the voice, means "a man." 
The same word, with a different 
last letter, is pronounced with no 
lilt and means "a male horse." 
Vang said.

The first summer session of

class teaches students to speak Hmong

Hmong is to get the students in 
touch with the basics of the 
language, but the second summer 
session will teach them "the 
longer wav of expressing some­
thing." Vang said.

Peterson is researching the nee­
dlework tradition of Hmong 
women for her dissertation.

"The women are not recog­
nized for using their intelligence

in this way." she said. "I hope to 
explore this so more people can 
understand the importance of 
their work."

In order for Peterson to com­
plete her studv. however, she 
needs to learn how to commu­
nicate with the women.

"I visit many Hmong homes 
and am forced to use interpre­
ters." she said. "I would prefer to

speak to the Hmong women using 
their own language to better ex­
press what they are thinkjng."

Another student is taking the 
course for a v ery different reason.

Charles Johnson, a French pro­
fessor al Macalester College, 
wants to learn the language so he 
can translate Hmong folk litera­
ture into English.

“Fifteen volumes of Hmong

literature have never been trans­
lated to English.” Johnson said, 
"and I need to learn Hmong so I 
can do this."

More Hmong classes will be 
offered at the University, but not in 
the fall, according to Glen Hen­
dricks. coordinator of the Southeast 
Asian Refugees Studies Project.

"It's too early to organize a 
program." he said.

Arne Carlson and others pick female running mates

When Independent-Republican 
gubernatorial candidate Arne 
Carlson picked Red Wing Mayor 
Joanell Dyrstad as his running 
mate Thursday, he became the 
third challenger to to choose a 
woman for lieutenant governor.

But party officials and activists 
rejected the notion that Carlson 
or the other challengers picked 
their running mates solely be­
cause they were women. Some, 
though, admitted their campaigns 
might have suffered if they didn’t 
pick a female.

"I just think they'd be held to 
task if they didn't." said Kate 
Wulf. chairwoman of the Minne­
sota chapter of National Organi­
zation of Women Political Action 
Committee.

Carlson said last year he would 
select a woman for the position of 
lieutenant governor. DFL candi­
date Mike Hatch and IR-en- 
dorsed candidate John Grunseth 
have already selected running 
mates — Emily Ann Staples and 
Sharon Clark, respectively. Mar­
lene Johnson is currently lieuten­
ant governor for Gov. Rudy 
Perpich. who is seeking his fourth 
term. Doug Kelly, a fourth chal­
lenger. expects to name a running

mate by late next week.
Party officials suspected that 

C arlson might pick someone with
more busi­
ness experi­
ence than 
Dyrstad to 
gam a better 
balance be­
tween public 
and private 
sectors for
the ticket.

Dyrstad. in her third term as 
mayor, is currently vice president 
of the League of Minnesota Cit­
ies.

Bob Weinholzer, chairman of 
the Minnesota Independent-Re­
publicans. said part of the reason

for choosing a female running 
mate "might be to offset the 
Perpich/Marlene Johnson type

situation."
"Part of it too 

is the fact that in 
large part women 
have been shut 
out of politics in 
Minnesota. 
We’ve only ever 
had one women

congresswoman, which is incred­
ible," said Weinholzer.

There is only one female guber­
natorial candidate. Heart Warrior 
Chosa. for 1990.

Leon Oistad. campaign director 
for Grunseth. said that although 
the campaign originally sought a

legislator. Clark "balances the 
ticket very well — gender bal­
ance. rural vs. city balance."

Other factors must also be 
balanced. A running mate should 
"broaden the base of expenence" 
for the candidate, said Kitty 
Gamble, campaign manager for 
Kelly.

“But there's balance of many 
other things — depends on what 
(the candidate) wants to do with 
the job." she said, adding that Lt. 
Gov. Johnson has made child 
care a prime focus of her office.

The political strategy behind 
having a woman on the ticket 
also goes beyond just reaching out 
to female voters.

“I think the recognition made 
by the male candidates is that it’s

advantageous to have a woman 
on the ticket." said Shirley Nel­
son. director of the Women Can­
didate Development Coalition.

She cited two reasons: women 
are perceived as very capable and 
more ethical. Because of "sleaze 
problems" in government over 
the past few years, voters would 
favor a woman on the ticket.

She added that female guberna­
torial candidates are few because 
women have had token status in 
the Legislature until the last de­
cade or two. “There is a tendency 
for gubernatorial candidates to 
come up through the political 
ranks. So we’re just at the break-* 
through point for women." Nel­
son said.

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Clinical Discrimination
MissMBoys Exposes Racism, Questions Ethics

T
he relationship between 
the medical community 
and its patients is a ten­
uous one at best. Trying to 
maintain objectivity in a 
profession that requires some­
times intense personal care for 

other human beings can be a 
difficult task. And when the 
concept of scientific study enters 
the picture, the situation becomes 
even more muddied. It is that 
kind of gray area that is deftly 
and movingly explored in David 
Feldshuh s play. Miss Evers' Boys.

The show centers around the 
burgeoning friendship between 
four black tenant farmers (Hod­
man, Caleb, Willie, and Ben) and 
their nurse, all of whom are 
participating in a health study. 
While the play focuses primarily 
on the developing companionship 
between the five characters, 
Nurse Evers' ethical dilemma of 
treating patients like study objects 
is given equal attention.

Feldshuh's story was inspired

by the Tuskegee Study of Un­
treated Syphilis in the Negro 
Male (1932-1972). The study be­
gan as a public health program in 
rural Alabama, and for 40 years 
approximately 600 men were left 
untreated, even though a cure for 
the disease was easily accessible. 
Doctors claimed that in order for 
the study to be useful, the disease 
had to be followed all the way to 
autopsy

Initially skeptical of the "free 
doctoring" they're being offered 
by the federal government to cure 
their "bad blood" (a simplistic 
euphemism for the venereal dis­
ease they've caught), the men 
begin to rely heavily on their 
time with Nurse Evers. Because 
she was bom and raised in their 
rural Alabama community. Nurse 
Evers becomes the trusted liaison 
and translator between the four 
men and the big city doctor.

The turmoil that overtakes 
Nurse Evers, who is strikingly 
played by Faye M. Price, is 
palpable in her movements and 
speech. Through repetition of the 
nurse's oath, which are the first

words spoken on stage, the audi­
ence is given an indicahon of the 
spiraling sense of panic Nurse 
Evers feels as she realizes her role 
in the study, and how it affects 
the men she’s treating. When she 
first utters the words that define 
her dedication to her profession 
and her patients, she is proud. 
But each time she repeats the 
oath during the performance, her 
face grows more haggard and her 
tone more monotone.

And Price's stoicism is comple­
mented by strong performances 
from her fellow cast members. 
Danny Johnson, as Caleb, is a 
man struggling with his anger at 
a society that allowed his wife 
and child to die for lack of health 
care. Johnson demonstrates his 
character's temper, but he also 
shows his sweeter side through 
the surreptitious glances Caleb 
shoots Nurse Evers as he devel­
ops a crush on her.

While Caleb acts as the ring­
leader for the group, Ben, played 
by T. Mychael Rambo, is the

For M Mankind: Right Look, Wrong Line

G
oing to great lengths to 
make the best possible 
documentary on the early 
NASA missions to the 
moon. For All Mankind 
director Al Reinert uses film 
footage blown into beautiful 

35mm prints, an original music 
score by Brian Eno, interviews 
with astronauts, and the actual 
audiotapes of dialogue between 
the astronauts and flight control. 
Yet, in order to market his film. 
Reinert falls back on tradition and 
misplaced American pride, which 
taints the overall feel of the film.

The documentary's tone is set 
very early in the film when, prior 
to the lift-off of Apollo 8, John F. 
Kennedy is shown giving his 
famous 'lunar challenge" speech. 
"We choose to go to the moon 
not because it is easy, we choose 
to go to the moon because it's 
hard," he says. Of course. Reinert 
is aware that the United States 
government didn't spend $42 
billion from 1967 to 1972 on 
space travel because it was hard. 
America chose to go to the moon 
to maintain technological prestige 
within the international commu­
nity. With that in mind, this 
documentary should have been 
more careful not to promote its 
inherently Western bias.

A pnmary example of this bias 
is Reinhart's disregard for the title 
he has chosen. For All Mankind is 
unnecessarily stained by sub-tex­
tual, ethnocentric self-promotion, 
which makes the film's intent 
suspect. After all, it wasn't a 
"global community" flag that Neil 
Armstrong left planted in that big 
ball of cheese, it was an Ameri­
can flag.

Aside from the jingoistic poli­
tics, however, the film is enter­
taining. Despite occasional, 
cliched TV news shots, the over­
all look of the film is unusually 
stunning. The rare footage in 
itself makes quite a statement 
about the lengths to which Amer­
ica was willing to go in order to 
document its space travel. Film 
clips from Apollo missions 8 
through 17 are arranged such that 
the interviews of many of the 24 
astronauts appear to be the docu­
mentation of one flight from start 
to finish. This gives the film a 
narrative effect which helps keep 
the viewer interested in each 
phase of the mission.

The emphasis on the perspec­
tive of individual astronauts is the 
strongest element of Reinart's 
project. Viewers witness firsthand 
what the astronauts encountered, 
and are privy to their personal 
thoughts both during the mis-

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Stargazing with Big Dipper Boston Band Has a Bright Future
by Jon Hunt

T
here's something extremely 
volatile about bands 
formed by refugees from 
other groups.

Consider Led Zeppelin. 
Or Emerson, Lake, and Palmer. 
Well, maybe not them, but this 
saw holds true for Big Dipper, a 
Boston-based, garage-pop band 
formed by dissatisfied members 
of Volcano Suns, the Embarrass­
ment, and Dumptruck.

‘Playing in those bands started 
off fun and turned sour," says Big 
Dipper bassist ' and songwriter 
Steve Michener. ‘It was our mu­
tual dislike of certain situations in 
these bands that drove us toge­
ther."

But something about the vola­
tile and disparate combination of 
four diverse musical styles 
worked, however, and the proof 
is in the current buzz over the 
band's Epic debut. Slam. A pop- 
pier and more eclectic mix than 
their last record, the album is 
receiving a good deal of airplay 
around its first single, "Love 
Barge.' But at first, Big Dipper 
didn't even consider itself a band.

"We'd been encouraged by 
people all along," says Michener, 
"but we thought of it just as a 
get-together for friends. None of 
us even wanted to be in a band 
again."

But a band they eventually 
became when they were signed to 
Homestead Records sight unseen. 
They released their debut EP,

Boo-Boo, in 1987, and their first 
full-length LP, Heavens, a year 
later. After their next LP, Craps, 
the band felt it was time for a 
change.

"We started to get the feeling 
on our last album that we'd lost 
sight of the concept of making an 
album," says Michener. "We'd 
recorded 12 drum tracks, 12 bass 
tracks, 12 guitar tracks, 12 vocal 
tracks, and mixed them. The 
songs all sounded alike that way. 
We wanted some room to move 
around."

In Big Dipper's mind, this 
meant it was time to sign to one 
of the major labels that had come 
a-courtin'.

"A few of the labels freaked us

out and had some weird criteria 
or demands," recalls Michener. 
"Epic had the best combination of 
a hands-off attitude with people 
who understood the music."

"Of course, like anything, there 
are compromises," he concedes. 
"When you sign to a major label, 
it's like going to work for USA 
Today . . . well, OK, maybe not 
that bad."

The Epic signing gave Big 
Dipper the luxury to play around 
in the studio, which a smaller, 
independent label couldn't pro­
vide.

"What you hear is being able to 
spend more time (on the album)," 
says Michener. "We just took it 
song by song. We'd work with

the mood of the song, add what­
ever was necessary to make the 
mood."

This attention to detail makes 
Slam an eclectic album which 
varies in texture and feeling: 
Country rests comfortably along­
side purist rock n' roll, while 
synthesizers and sampled sounds 
are sandwiched between guitars 
and horns. And they wind it all 
up with a Mott the Hoople cover, 
"All The Way From Memphis."

"The cover was a whim that 
ended up on the album," explains 
Michener. "It fit in with our live 
shows, where- we're likely to 
throw in some ridiculous covers. 
In the past we've done Jet' bv 
Wings, Angel' by Madonna.

Girl Who Lives On Heaven Hill' 
by Husker Du . . . weird stuff like 
that."

The band's lyrics are equally 
diverse. "Life Inside the Ceme­
tery," for instance, is a story 
about Bill Britt, a Boston busi­
nessman who abandoned his 
cushy lifestyle to live off the land 
in a plush suburban cemetery.

"I got to know him when I 
used to work at a copy center," 
Michener recounts. "F4e used to 
come in and copy his press briefs 
and legal things. The guy who 
owned the copy place had gone 
to school with him It was ironic 

. . they had gone to school 
together, and one guy was this 
copy machine magnate while the 
other was living irf a cemetery."

The band's lyrics often deal 
with typical subjeiir — for exam­
ple, the rock n' roll standby of 
"love" — yet they cloak them in 
oblique and bizarre guises

"We get our lyrics from any­
thing," Michener says. "Phrases 
we misheard, public television, 
our own experiences. I think we 
end up singing about love a lot, 
but we shroud it. One thing we 
don't want to do is hit people 
over the head with the same old 
stuff.-

elder statesman. Ambling 
through his scenes with affable 
dignity, Rambo's simple style 
brings an elegant grace to his 
character. The serene look on 
Rambo's face and his distinctly 
straight posture communicate the 
intrepidly calm manner with 
which Ben conducts his life.

A sparsely set stage allows the 
audience to concentrate on the 
powerful words being spoken as 
the performance builds to its 
despairing crescendo. Although 
uncluttered, and mostly unno­
ticed, the set makes a strong 
conAibution to a scene that chil­
lingly sums up the conflict of 
professional distance.

A screen is set into a scrim at 
the back of the stage, on which 
titles that set the scene are 
flashed. While the men partici­
pate in a town dance contest, the

lights dim and microbes dance 
across the screen as if under a 
microscope. At this sight, Nurse 
Evers' face freezes with a look of 
horror. The scene pointedly juxta­
poses the hypocrisy of the study 
with the tragedy of the disease 
that uncontrollably courses 
through these four men. It is a 
gripping moment that draws the 
audience farther into an already 
engrossing plot.

Throughout the show, humor 
and faith enable these characters 
to confront illness and pain while 
forging a deep bond, one that 
leaves them all tom and con­
fused. This riveting performance 
takes the topic of scientific dis­
covery to a more personal level, 
and does it flawlessly.

sions and in hindsight. Yet, 
throughout the many interviews 
and transmissions, the only time 
an individual is named is when 
Neil Armstrong steps on the 
moon and recites his famous 
words. More interestingly, audi­
ences then hear the not-so-fa- 
mous words of the second man 
behind Armstrong: "One small 
step for Neil, but it's a large one 
for me." By not emphasizing the 
cliches and myths already built 
up around American space explo­
ration, this film enchants the 
viewer through raw cinematogra­
phy.

If the film's soundtrack comes 
out on cassette and CD, it's likely 
you'll feel as if you're hearing 
Brian Eno s original score for the 
first time. Unlike the three selec­
tions of music which were 
brought into space by the individ­
ual astronauts, Eno's music is 
used very subtly, without any 
substantial effect. In contrast, the 
music brought up by the astro­
nauts is showcased: the 2001. A 
Space Odyssey theme, a country

music tape made especially for 
one astronaut, and one classical 
piece.

Contextually, For All Mankind 
rivals President Bush's imperialis­
tic rhetoric As a documentarv 
covering the Apollo lunar mis 
sions, the film is a piece of 
American history worthy of the 
Smithsonian archives A refresh­
ing change from most of docu 
mented American history, it's an 
accurate account from the per­
spective of the participants. A 
must see for you sci-fi fans and 
space nuts. Reinert's docu­
mentary is also worthwhile for 
anyone with even a remote inter­
est in getting a different perspec­
tive, literally or figuratively, on 
the big, blue marble we call 
"Earth."
