Prevent 7loods . harness Hills ••• Uncontrolled \•rater run-off mec>..ns floods , starvation 
and f i nally barren \·rastes , says Park~Gr .. Anderson , extension forester at t he Uni ver­
sity of i;innesota. Some of the best vrays to prevent floods , he points out , are 
mainto.ining forest cover on hills, good gr a ss cover and following practices such as 
contour farning a.long the hundreds of small streams uhich feed the rivers. \'Te know 
today, says Anderson, that thousands of acres of hill:r land should never have been 
cleared of forests. Agriculture has been only partl:r successful for a feH :rears on 
steep hillsides . Removal of forest and resultint; erosion have ruined the pro­
ductive pO\•rers of these h ills and caus ed da.mage to crops belo\·r.
