LOCAL DELEGATION
NEARING COMPLETION

Hundreds of Colleges Guarantee 
Full Quotas—"Viul Chris­

tianity” is Watchword.

The quota of Minnesota’ women for 
the Student Volunteers’ convention 
at Des Moines, December 31, to Janu­
ary 4, has been practically guaranteed, 
according to Helen Moses and Marian 
Andrews, women members of the local 
committee in charge of Minnesota's 
part In the convention. So far the 
desire evinced by women students of 
the university to be among the final 
number who will attend this mon­
strous gathering has been extremely 
active.

Men Hold Pre Convention Rally.
The men In picking out and elimin­

ating their list of prospective dele­
gates, held a meeting Wednesday 
afternoon of men interested In the 
coming gathering. There Dr. J. C. 
LIUenburg, of the medical college, 
talked to the group and was instru­
mental In presenting some of the pur­
poses and Ideals which Des Moines 
delegates may expect to receive while 
In the Ilowa city. Dr. Ldtxenburg em­
phasized the rationalism and natural­
ness of the principles of the conven­
tion and stated that emotionalism and 
extreme spiritual stimulation will be 
scrupulously avoided.

Conventions Every Four Years.
The convention, which will be at­

tended by representative male and 
female stndents front #11 over the 
world, Is the eighth one, each held 
after an Interval of four years, once 
In a student generation, and convened 
in the larger cities of the country. At­
tending the last convention at Kansas 
City In 1914 were 3.000 men and 
women, representing 300 colleges and 
universities of all parts of North 
America. At that time Minnesota 
sent 34 student delegates and two

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CONSIDERATION.
Today when Minnesota is so crowded, every student must 

exercise a little judicious thoughtfulness for others. Unthinkingly 
perhaps, small groups of animated fenflninity or masculinity, as the 
case may be, gather at inopportune places and effectively block 
the traffic. If the individuals composing these impromptu socials 
must converse with one another, why don’t they choose some 
place where they won’t hinder the progress of others who are try­
ing desperately perhaps, to go from Folwell to Millard hall in 
the abbreviated ten minutes allowed. A little consideration in 
cases of this sort would eliminate much unnecessary and unpleas­
ant congestion.

There is one other place where a little thoughtfulness could 
very well be employed. Have you ever tried to study in the li­
brary reading rooms? Seemingly, the reading rooms are taken to 
be havens of rest and relaxation, with the result that the relaxation 
usually precipitates itself into voluble verbosity, which is not only 
annoying, but actually preventative of any conscientious study. If 
the students of Minnesota would behave according to the dictates 
of the time-wom Golden Rule, how much mo^t pleasant things 
would be. A little sportsmanship, a hint of mutual fair play, and 
the result will automatically be an atmosphere indicative of Minne­
sota spirit and compatible with and conducive to real and worthy 
work.

THE SALARY PROBLEM.
Minnesota students should take a part in a movement inaug­

urated in Cornell, Harvard, Yale and Princeton, to create a na­
tional sentiment for increased salaries for university instructors. 
Appalling tables show an increase in the wages of uneducated 
day laborers. For example, during the period from 1914-1919 
wages of cotton maufacturer factory employees were increased 
more than 100 per cent as against an increase of 70 per cent for 
male workers in metal manufacturing industries.

But we see no mention of additional compensation in this 
day of the high cost of living for university teachers. Many in­
structors at Minnesota are receiving but $135 per month and this 
means for nine months only, not as much as many hotel waiters or 
plumbers receive.Few members of the faculty receive more than $5000 
a year while many of the experts turned qjit from their laboratories 
are commanding incomes three and four times as high. Is it not 
startling to know that some members of the teaching staff receive 
t>ut $35 a week while bricklayers get $70 per week?

It is time we throw aside our differences and take a vital 
interest in improving these conditions. .

THE LAST GAME.
Saturday, our football team will play the last game on their 

schedule. The results of this season have not been altogether 
gratifying, yet there have been compensations. Our men went 
forth to meet Michigan in high spirits and with confidence. The 
.defeat of two weeks ago has served to urge them on with unpre- 
icedented vigor. There is something exhilarating about a noble 
•defeat. The spirit with which our men met their loss at the hands 
-of Illinois, changed their defeat into victory. To this same spirit, 
•we accredit the clean sportsmanship and loyalty which has domin- 
:&ted our players during this year’s season. They will maintain 
tthis same spirit Saturday when they avenge the loss of the Gophers 
to the Wolverines in 1910. Minnesota is rooting for her team.

RADICAL SPEECH ON THE CAMPUS.
One of the topics of discussion at the last meeting of one of 

our literary societies, was, "Shall radical speech be tolerated on 
♦he campus?" Different opinions were expressed on the subject, 
«ome of which might have been termed “radical” speeches them-
•elves.

The topic introduces a particularly grave and important prob­
lem, in the face of our present unsettled political and social life. 
■The university, as the leading institution of higher learning in the 
«tate, is constantly more or less before the public eye. Radical 
views expressed on the campus are apt to attract considerable at­
tention.

Should a ban be placed on all forms of radical speech here at 
Minnesota? Certain radical views are apt to be given undue at­
tention, and are liable to be misunderstood by the people within 
as well as outside our walls. Again a radical opinion does not, as 

rule, express the general sentiment of the student body. Do the

students want opinions, which they do not generally endorse, to 
be given publicity. The university, which on the whole is conserva­
tive acquires the best standing, but did such an institution ever 
progress, where it never gave the radical a hearing;

The agitator has always been the forerunner of progress. 
Agitators have always been considered radicals. William Lloyd 
Garrison and Wendell Phillips, the “abolitionists,” were the radi­
cals of their time. Twenty-five or thirty years later anyone de­
fending slavery was considered dangerously retrogressive. Not 
many years ago anyone who advocated eight-hour day laws, child 
labor laws, etc., were looked »pon as radicals. Only a few years 
ago, he who advocated profit-sharing for employees, was the wild­
eyed Utopean dreamer, yet we have instances today, where this 
plan is in successful operation. Without the radical, who dares 
take a step ahead of the conservative many, how would progress 
ever be brought about?

The university should be an institution in which truth should 
primarily be sought for. Are we likely to arrive at the truth in 
all cases by hearing only such arguments as are acceptable to the 
conservative class? Within proper bounds, even with the possi­
bility of it having undue effect, let us hear radical opinion at Minne­
sota, in our common struggle for the truth.

Mrs. Eddy Speaks 
In Y.W.C.A. Drive

"New Women of The East" Is Subject 
of Address in Little 

Theatre.

"China’s greatest era will come dur­
ing the next century," said Mrs. Kath­
erine Willard Eddy in her address at 
the mass meeting of university women 
yesterday, In the Little Theatre. 
"China, the greatest of the Oriental 
countries, has had 5,000 years of civili­
sation under her prophet Confucious; 
but It Is a civilisation, which has made 
for degeneration rather than the fine, 
strong, moral Integrity, which is possi­
ble only to Christian nations.

"China’s system of education based, 
as it la, on memory perfection has also 
contributed to this general stagnation, 
and today a kind of hopelessness has 
settled over the entire nation. America 
is one of the few peoples in whose 
hands lies the power to lift this de­
pression and to elevate China to the 
rank she deserves In the eastern 
world.

“Someone has said,” continued Mrs. 
Eddy, “that no nation rises higher 
than its womanhood. Therefore It Is 
of the utmost importance that we do 
something to alleviate the deplorable 
condition of Chinese women. Chin­
ese gentry women live In deadly mono­
tony, while the lives of the lower class 
women are of unspeakable misery and 
poverty. They have no social or com­
munity interests as do the American 
women, and there are no laws to pro­
tect women and children In the fac­
tories. The Y. W. C. A. has been able 
to do a wonderful work for Chinese 
women, thus far.

“China has asked the United States 
to send her Industrial experts to help 
work out a better economic system, 
but so far we have not complied. China 
Is eager to be led on to a new life 
through peaceful means, and the ques­
tion for us to answer is "Shall we 
help her?"

Gopher Contest

The 1321 Gopher poster prise con­
test ended yesterday. Forty displays, 
of ah colors, shapes, and sixes were 
submitted to the Gopher management 
before noon yesterday, and at 2:00 
o’clock were Judged by the three crit- 
ios chosen for the occasion.

Professor Payne 
Speaks At Smoker

Work Today Is To Prevent Radical­
ism By Americanizing Our 

Foreigners.

Good judgment and authentic facts 
are the basis upon which the people 
of the United States should .base 
their actions today,’’ are the words of 
advice given by Prof. A. F. Payne In 
his speech to the upperclassmen at 
their smoker last night. Mr. Payne 
was formerly special representative 
of the war department on labor In­
vestigation. He carried-on Investiga­
tions In the eastern mines and muni­
tion plants during and after the war.

'Newspapers are displaying the 
spectacular and are not bringing out 
the true facts of conditions of Amer­
ican laborers. To the majority of peo­
ple in the United States the mode of 
living In the congested mining and 
manufacturing communities are un­
known. Men are secured by employers 
labor scouts throughout the country, 
and brought to these places to be as- 
simlllated. Industrial company’s own 
practically everything. Stores, police­
men, houses, the money system, and 
churches are managed by them. Fore­
men use a “hire and fire” policy. These 
start the syndicalism, radicalism and 
I. W. W.Tsm which so largely tends 
to be growing In our country to­
day. Hours of work are bad. Often 
men are layed off for several weeks, 
then suddenly asked to work fourteen 
hours a day for long periods. Housing 
conditions are worse, six or eight per­
sons living in small two-room houses. 
Infant mortality Is double that In 
places where sanitary conditions pre­
vail. About seventy per cent of these 
people are foreigners from southern 
Europe. Poles, Hungarians, and 
Czecho-Slovaks. These Illiterate peo­
ple form the most fertile soil for the 
propaganda of the Bolshevist. It Is 
not higher wages that these people 
need, for they receive from four to 
eight dollars a day, but an alleviation 
from such dire conditions of Ignor­
ance and sloth. Our work today should 
be the Americanization and education 
of these people.”

"Trig” has solved every thing that 
our rivals have had in the line of plays 
directed toward his tackle. Johnson 
should make a berth on the mythical 
All-Western eleven If his work Is up 
to the standard in tomorrow's battle. 
The other tackle berth will probably 
be taken care of by either Enke or 
Hawklnaon. Enke U considerably 
the heavier of the two possible for­
wards and he may get the call to play 
against the Wolverines.

The center trio will doubtless be of 
the same makeup as the one that 
faced the mini, with Vern W illiam, 
stationed at the pivot and Butler and 
Tierney at the guards. These men

backed up by Ruben, should be able 
to stop anything that the Wolverines 
have to offer In the way of attacks at 
the center of the line.

The backfleld strength Is something 
of a puzzle as the Gopher mentor has 
kept hla backfleld possibilities con­
siderably shrouded In clouds of mys­
tery. It is a safe prediction, however,
