HEARS PLEAS FOR 

NEW BUILDINGS
Need of Ten Structures Presented 

to Committee Hearing 
Last Tuesday.

APPEALS SHOW NEED
FOR EXPANSION AT “U”(

Auditorium and Women's Dormi­
tory Among Those Erec- 

. tions Proposed.
Revealing file university’s aeed of 

new buildings, ten new structures 
were proposed at the board of re­
gents meeting Tuesday. Representa­
tives of various departments present­
ed appeals to the committee for new 
buildings.

Prof. F. L. Rarlg presented an ap­
peal for, an auditorium, endorsed by 
students and faculty. Dean Guy Ford 
emphasized the Immediate need of a 
new library, and Mrs. Jessie Ladd and 
Dr. Anna Norris asked for a dormi­
tory for women.

Other buildings appealed for were a 
new law building, a new pharmacy 
building, a plant industry building for 
agronomy, chemistry, and forestry at 
the farm school, another building for 
the Minnesota union or removal of 
the cafeteria from the present build­
ing. a practice building for the music 
department, a building for the campus 
club, and an engineering building, 
which is already assured.

A 33 per cent increase over former 
records at the university has resulted 
In congested conditions, which were 
fully revealed to the university re­
gents Tuesday. No action was taken 
by the committee, but they agreed the 
appeals presented had given them a 
much clearer Insight into the needs 
of the university.

The regular meeting of the board 
of regents will be held next Tuesday.

"The University and the State’’ la 
the subject upon which Governor J. 
A. A. Bumquist will speak at 11:30 
this morning in the armory at the first 
State day convocation to be held at 
the Univeilsity of Minnesota. The 
purpose of State day is to emphasise 

'the obligations of the university to 
I the state, and to impress the siudeqte

; tions existing between the state and 
the university.

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A UNITED UNIVERSITY
A great deal has been said, but very little done about the so- 

called united class plan. Tbe original purpose, as was generally 
understood, was to have one group of officers for each class in ad­
dition- to the present way in which the Academics, Engineers, 
Chemists, etc., are separate and distinctive organizations. To ac­
complish such a change would necessitate a goodly amount of self- 
sacrifice on the part of present and prospective class officers. Col­
leges would naturally vie with one another to place their respective 
representatives in the coveted offices and this, it appears, would 
have the effect of bringing into the limelight not so much the 
choice of a little circle of mutual admirers as is now too often the 
case, as the really worthy men to whom the more responsible of­
fices should go. Possibly and very probably the uniting of the 
classes would eliminate at least the greater part of the undesirable 
and kindergarten politics which seem to automatically pervade 
every class meeting. If this were the only thihg which the new 
plan would accomplish it would therein be unqualifiedly justified.

Now consider a moment the practical side of the question. 
When the freshmen entered this fall, the Chemists had their own 
scrap and as a result the first year men of that college blossomed 
forth in green neckties. The Academies fought and bled at their 
own Chateau Thierry and soon thereafter the green raiment ap­
peared in that college—this time in the form of green headgear. 
But why not do the whole thing in the right way; why not have 
every sophomore he a friendly-enemy to every freshman irrespec­
tive of college or profession? Why not have one Freshman class, 
one Sophomore class, and one class for each of the other years still 
preserving in each, however, the present admirable and commend­
able rivalry between the different colleges? Occasionally we do 
have all-university functions, or all class dances and these have 
been successful to a remarkable degree. Why not extend on that 
idea and make the university a united institution instead of a 
somewhat prosaic collection of minor organizations whose aims 
and activities constantly conflict with one another and overlap. 
In a thousand ways we can see the value of this new idea—why 
hesitate? Although we have two campuses, many colleges, and 
basically varied interests, lets have one Minnesota. The attainment 
of such an ideal spells our potency and organized growth, while 
to continue in our present system will leave us in the time-worn 

?, , and outgrown ruts of conventionality. Are we progressive enough 
to start something new; to do something which will make our 
whole college a better spirited and animated place? Which class 
is going to take the initiative in bringing this plan into practise; 
which class is going to set the example; which present organiza- 

; tjon is willing to first feed the fires of progress with personal 
sacrifice that the wheels of Greater Minnesota may turn more 
smoothly and in uninterrupted succession? Who will accept the 
challenge—what loyal Minnesota student dares fail to do his share?

Minnesota To Invest $250,000 This 

Year In Fipht With Tuber- 
culosis.

Only $68.00 a year spent for the 
health of a familyAt five!

That’s the average expenditure of 
13,000 famUies in St. Paul, Minne­
apolis and twenty-eight other repre­
sentative cities of the country inves­
tigated by the federal, bureau of labor 
statistics.

A similar average was declared ap­
plicable to the smaller cities and 
towns.

An advance report of the investiga­
tion, made during 1918 and 1919, was 
received yesterday by health officials, 
who pointed out the small expendi­
ture for health protection In compari­
son with amounts spent for other pur- 
poses.

Minnesota is about to invest $250,- 
000 in the fight,against tuberculosis 
and other diseases during the coming 
year, this fund to be raised through 
the sale of Red Cross Christmas Sails 
on a basis of but 10 cents per caffta.

For the doctor, dentist, occullst, the 
hospital and for medicinee, the aver­
age annual expenditure for one mem­
ber of the family is but $11.44 a year, 
the report states in emphasixing the 
meager outlay made for health pur­
poses.

For amusements, the average ex­
penditure was $17.50 and for educa­
tion was $17. All three Items'repre­
sented but 17 per cent of the annual 
family budget.

For clothes, a us band and wife alone 
spent an average of $130 a year. Half 
of the families investigated had In­
comes of more than $1,500 a year, and 
the annual income of only a fifth of 
them was less than $1,200.
