Daley Appeals for Help

Fall Quarter Students
Face Housing Shortage

There is an immediate, urgent 
need for off-campus housing for at 
least 300 UMD students.

UMD Housing Coordinator Wayne 
Daley today called on Duluth house­
holders to contact his office if they 
have living accomodations for stu­
dents.

“We estimate that about 1,700 
UMD students will be living off- 
campus this coming year,” Daley 
declared.

“We have 130 girls and about 50 
boys on the waiting list for dormi­
tory rooms who probably will have 
to be housed off campus. We also 
have an equal number who right now 
are seeking apartments or rooms 
off the campus.”

In addition to single students, 
Daley said apartments or houses 
are needed for 23 families of men 
and women who will spend next 
year attending the NDEA Counsel­
ling and Guidance Institute.

“We also are seeking rental units 
for the families of new faculty who 
need housing by mid-September,” 
Daley said.

Daley explained that more than 
2500 students live with parents or 
relatives, 647 live in dormitories 
and 63 nursing students stay at St. 
Lukes Hospital.

Daley said his office will in­
spect all new housing possibilities.

“We are interested primarily in 
assuring the health and safety as­
pects of housing UMD students. We 
do not feel it is our responsibility 
to enforce or interpret city zoning 
ordinances.”

He referred to a Duluth ordinance 
which limits a single-family home

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Swede Featured Speaker 
At Wood Fiber Symposium

The director of the Foundation 
for Forestry Management in Sweden 
will be one of the headline speak­
ers at the second annual Wood Fiber 
Symposium in Duluth Sept. 18-19.

He is Hans J. Lindberg who will 
speak at the luncheon on Wednes­
day, Sept. 18, at the Duluth Arena- 
Auditorium. Lindberg will talk on 
“Forest Management and Utiliza­
tion Practices in Sweden.”

It’s expected 300 persons repre­
senting the Minnesota, Wisconsin 
and Michigan forest products indus­
try, timber producers and profes­
sional foresters will take an in­
depth look at their industry. Also 
invited are conservationists, legis­
lators, members of the Outdoor 
Writers Association, business re­
porters from press, radio and tele­
vision, and delegates’ wives.

The symposium is sponsored by 
the University of Minnesota General 
Extension Division and a score of 
firms and groups associated with 
the forest products industry.

Following graduation from the

Royal College of Forestry in Stock­
holm, Lindberg held several posi­
tions, including vice president of 
woodlands, with Stora Kopparberg 
Corp., major Swedish wood products 
firm. Lindberg, who has made study 
trips to a score of countries includ­
ing the U.S. and Russia, is a mem­
ber of several professional groups, 
including the Royal Swedish Aca­
demy of Agriculture and Forestry 
and as a board member of the Foun­
dation for Scientific Research in 
Forestry.

Panel discussions on Wednesday 
will have experts discussing what 
a wood products firm looks for in 
seeking to expand or relocate; an 
investor’s look at the wood indus­
try; and problems and progress of 
transportation in the wood industry.

Delegates and wives will take a 
train tour on Thursday, Sept. 19, 
for a visit of wood products plants 
and a research facility at Cloquet, 
Minn.; a luncheon at a logging dem­
onstration site; and demonstrations 
at the University’s Cloquet Forest 
Center.
