t>r. Lotus D. Coffman stands ready 
to explain to legislators the needs of 
the University, as set forth in the bien­
nial requests, when he confers with the 
appropriations committee of the state 
legislature on Tuesday and Wednesday, 
he said yesterday.

He expsets at that time to justify 
statements that the University cannot 
increase salaries of faculty members un­
der the funds now available, W. T. Mid- 
dlebrook, comptroller, also -will attend 
the meeting.

Claims that the University adminis­
tration has insufficient funds to in­
crease and to make additions to the 
teaching staff are being met by a chal­
lenge from A. J. Peterson, state budget 
commissioner, declaring that the Uni­
versity has obtained ample appropria­
tion through the state legislature.

Petereon made his charges before the 
appropriations committee last week, 
when that group began plans to draw 
up th*~appropriations bill for Univer­
sity fnnds for the next biennium.

B. W. Hitchcock, chairman of the 
house apropriations committee, also has 
balked at the requests of the Univer­
sity.

“Dr. Coffman was ill-pleased at the 
end of the session in 1929 when he com­
plained to the regents that the Univer­
sity would be crippled by the small ap­
propriations granted by the legisla­
ture,” Bepresentative Hitchcock de­
clared.

“Yet salaries were increased and 
more funds paid out than ever before 
and there was a surplus at the end of 
the bienuium. I would like to have 
some of the University officials ex­
plain some of these things to us.”

ly more than 400, at least 200 students 
had signed the petitions by the seventh 
hour yesterday.

If the petition is approved by the 
board, it will be taken up with the fac­
ulty, R. A. Stevenson, dean of the 
school^ promised yesterday.

The petition, addressed to the board 
of associated students in the School of 
Business Administration, reads as fol­
lows:

Ask Filing of Exams
“We, the undersigned students in the 

School of Business Administration, 
hereby petition that all examinations 
both objective and subjective, begin­
ning with mid-quarters just past, be 
placed on file in the Library In order 
to place examinations in the future on 
& more equitable basis.”

The petition* are under the charge of 
Elmer Anderson, senior in the school, 
who has been appointed by the board 
to look up information on the subject.

Examinations now on file in the li­
brary include freshman English, qnizzes 
and those for human geography.

Ann Arbor, Mich., Feb. 13.—(UP)— 
Friday tho thirteenth proved an un­
lucky day indeed for 184 University of 
Michigan students who roamed the 
streets in the rain today, looking for 
new homes because their fraternity 
houses had been ordered closed after 
hquor was found in them.

The students, most of whom declared 
the whole affair was “a mess” and that 
the university could not bo biamed for 
“padlocking” the houses, accepted the 
decision philosophically and began look 
ing for new places to live.

The five fraternity houses ordered 
closed were Phi Delta Theta, Theta Del­
ta CU1, Sigma Alpha JSpsilon, Kappa 
■Sigma and Delta Kappa Epsilon.

Tho closing order was issued late 
yesterday by the university committee 
on student affairs. It will be effective 
until school reopens next September, 
when tho students will bo allowed to 
resume limited fraternity activities.

Throughout^tho year 1932, they will, 
however, bo allowed few privileges ox 
cept to live in their fraternity houses.- 
No social functions will bo allowed.

Tho drastic order was issued as the 
result of police raids early Tuesday, 
when liquor was found in tho five 
houses and 79 students wero taken into 
informal custody.

On U. Golf Course

Building Will Be Ready May 
15—Work to Start in

LOUNGE ROOM PLANNED
Colonial Design Selected-

A new $25,000 golf clob house to be 
ready for use by May 15 will be con­
structed for the golf course on the Uni­
versity Recreation field, it was an­
nounced yesterday by Walter R. Smith, 
director of intramural athletics.

The building will bo situated near 
the Southwest cornet* of the golf course, 
near tho junction of Larpenter and 
Fulham avenues and will bo close to 
the car stop on the inter-campue car 
line at University faculty grove.

Bids Open February *17
Bids for the construction of the club 

house will .be opened on February 17 
and. aetual construction will start in 
March# •*

The building will be of a Colonial de­
sign, with the exterior of shingles with 
stone trimming. It will.faco the nortb 
with a porch stretching along the front. 
The main portion of the building, 
which will house the men’s lockers on 
ths first floor and the women’s and 
faculty lockers on the second floor, will 
be flanked two side units.
.The east wing will bo used as a 

lounge room and will bo finished with 
a large stone fireplace. Tho corre­
sponding unit will servo as a stock 
room and as quarters for professionals 
and the caretaker.

Will Be Winter Storehouse
Addition of tho builfiing was decided 

upon because of tho great demand for 
suitable facilities, Mr. Smith said. “The 
course is extremely popular,” Mr. Smith 
explained. “That is shown by tho fact 
that last year we issued 1,814 golf 
cards to students and 532 to members 
of the faculty and staff or their wives.

“With the new location of the club 
house, tho course can easily be reached 
from the main campus in 15 minutes 
on the intercampus car line.”

A University-operated restaurant in 
the ctub bouse will serve light lunches 
and operate a soda fountain for ths 
benefit of goiXrs. Towels will bo fur­
nished by tho University service.

tTIIK INTEREST evidenced in the AU-Univer- 
* sity boxing tourney indicates that this sport 
could be introduced into conference competition. 
In fact, intercollegiate boxing would be much 
more successful than intramural fisticuff activ­
ities.

Boxing is certainly one sport which cannot 
be said to foster good feeling among participants. 
When a man steps into the ring his avowed ob­
ject is to lay his opponent as low as is humanly 
possible. In football, baseball, hockey or any 
other fonnrof athletic endeavor there is no wish 
to stir up animosity among opposing players. 
Hatred is necessary between ring adversaries, 
however. If any feeling of amiability seems to ex­
ist between the two men dancing around on the 
canvas the fight is immediately termed either a 
fake or a fbude, and the spectators clamor for 
action or refunds. Since it is so important that 
ring enemies hold a real ill-will for one another, 
it is necessary that intramural rivals and their 
respective followers force themselves to healthily 
dislike and distrust the opposition. This creation 
of animosity between students in a college is far 
from desirable. If the sport were put on an inter­
collegiate basis whatever haired necessary for a 
good hot battle could be directed toward a dis­
tant boxing team of another university.

If the students and public are as interested in 
boxing on the campus as the publicity ami attend­
ance the tourney enjoyed would indicate, to fos­
ter Big Ten competition should be a most profit­
able move.

Boxing would be one sport in which the sire 
of the institution would have little to do with the 
quality of team produced. It might be a little em­
barrassing for Minnesota to beat a team like 
South Dakota State by sixty points in football, 
prove ourselves forty basketball tallies superior 
to them, and then have the Coyote boxers retali­
ate by knocking our best pugilistic talent for 
the proverbial “loop.”

O temporal O mores!
B^KHE SOME of the old University of Mmne- 

sota graduates of a quarter of a century ago 
to return to their Alma Mater today they would 
undoubtedly be astonished by the changes which 
hqve taken place here since that time.

First of all, they would find a very different 
campus. They would find some thirty-five new 
buildings, including a library of more than a half­
million volumes, and comparable to any college 
library in the country; and a huge stadium, and 
Field House. In vain would the old graduates 
look for the railway tracks which once intersect­
ed the campus.'

In place of the few, scattered gas lamps for 
night illumination of the grounds they would sec 
hundreds of powerful electroliers, transforming 
the streets of the campus into a veritable white 
way at night. The old alumni would gaze with 
amazement at the mansion-like fraternity houses, 
with their shower-baths, radios, and thick rugs; 
they would contrast them with the barn-like struc­
tures of twenty-five years ago. The visitors would

These visitors Sight recall the dances and 
promenades of their day, held in the old Armory, 
and they would consider the Junier Ball of 1931, 
held at a St. Paul hotel, with a nationally-known 
orchestra beating out music for the dancers.

Theirs was an era of simplicity; ours is a 
day of complexity and speed. The modern Ameri­
can university has changed much—but has im­

fhF LATE there has been much agitation about 
^the parking problem on the campus; all of 
which seems finally to simmer down to the ques­
tion: Are students who need automobiles to get 
to the University to be provided with parking 
places for* their cars, or is this problem to cease 
being a consideration of the University t

Meanwhile, a problem of equal importance 
continues to go unnoticed by the majority of the 
great University population. Each hour, for a 
period of about ten minutes, some five or six 
thousand students go from one building to an­
other; and a considerable number of these must 
cross at least one thoroughfare in doing so. In 
this instance, the automobile almost never comes 
to a stop. It is the student who must wait.

Yet, the Minnesota State Vehicle Act says ex­
pressly that, “Vehicles shall yield the right-of- 
wsy to pedestrians at all intersections....... ...”

Is it courtesy that makes the pedestrian give 
up his right-of-way to the motorist! Is it a Jug­
gernaut complex that makes the motorist ignore 
the needs of the'pedestrian! Probably not. The 
motorist docs not realize that he is in the wrong 
when he speeds by a pedestrian at an intersection. 
Neither does the pedestrian realize that he has 
the right-of-way over all vehicles when he ap­
proaches the intersection.

The most apparent remedy for this serious 
problem is a campaign of education. Signs placed 
at the intersections on arterial thoroughfare* 
such as University Avenue would do much to­
ward an eradication of the evil. Under the laws 
of the State, the pedestrian still has the right- 
of-way on every crossing in Minnesota. If motor­
ist* knew this, they might pay a hit more heed to 
the safety of pedestrians. If pedestrians knew it, 
they might be a trifle more quick in stressing 
their own rights in the street.
