In the second half the Gophers play­

ed the same
aggressive game

but showed an unfortunate tendency 
towards fumbling, which resulted In 
the loss of at least two touchdowns. 
Dan Smith, who replaced Vita at 
guard, was called on frequently to 
carry the ball and played a better 
game than at any other time this year.

Nebraska, showed a marked Im­
provement In the second . half and 
twice when In possession of the ball 
was able to gain consistently, once 
covering sixty yards by Short, hard 
rushes. Her offense was more spirited 
and aggressive than her defense and 
for a time gave the Minnesota rooters 
a considerable scare. The ’Varsity, 
however, succeeded in throwing back 
her runners at critical times.

Minnesota’s play on the whole was 
immensely superior to her work a- 
galnst Wisconsin. The men played 
together better and Larkin 
got his plays off with much more speed 

‘and precision.
Individually also the play was of a 

very high order.
Joe Cutting, before his Injury, was 

the star of the day, dodging and twist­
ing his way through the Nebraska-play­
ers for Minnesota’s longest gains.

Next to Cutting Schucknecht was 
our best ground gainer.

The surprise of the day was the 
work of Bandelin at center. Although 
it was his first experience In a big con­
test he played a heady, aggreslve 
game that kept the much touted Borg 
on th Jump at all times.

Capt. Current played his usual 
splendid game both in offense and de­
fense.

Bobby Marshall
played a perfect game at end and In 
spite of the fact that Nebraska steered 
clear of him for the most part, man­
aged ot get Into the plays wlh telling 
effect. Burgan, too, put up a very 
strong game and proved a consistent 
ground gainer. Larkin ran the team 
with good generalship and except In 
handling punts in a very creditable 
exhibition.

For Nebraska, Benedict ran his team 
with skill, was a sure tackier, and 
punted well. Eager and Mason also 
made a good showing.

The game was not marred by wrang­
ling and was an exhibition of the 
dean, gentlemanly play which has 
characteried the 1905 team throughout 
the season.
