movement toward literacy grew in 
strength and gained in momentum. 

The great croaIs of human de ire 
are liberty and security. Men came 
to ee that these goal could not be 
achieyed- much les maintained­
if they remained in continual ignor­
ance. With each new gain in liberty 
and in _e urity, education became 
more univer al. And as the prob· 
lems of ociety became more intric· 
cate and involved, education be· 
canle progr sivel), more essential to 
human urvival. The common man 
realized, too, that the sure t mean 
of protecting him elf from exploita. 
tion wa through an understanding 
of political and indu trial problem. 
and, in more recent year through 
an understanding of international 
affair. He al 0 discovered that the 
en joyment of life i greatl enhanc­
ed by an enriched mind. Perhap 
the e end were not alway clearly 
perceived by all men; indeed, ihey 
rna not haye been clearl defined 
by an 'on ; they represented, rather. 
the un poken hopes and the undefin­
ed a piration- of unlettered million 
for a better life. 

Since the third and fourth d cade­
of the la, t century the de ire for lit· 
erac because general in democratic 
countries. It pread ha been fur­
th red by many agencie of om­
muni ation; fir t, the pamphlet and 
th pre , and the po tal ervice; 
th 11 the telegraph, the telephone, 
and the wir Is; and now th mo· 
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Progress 

tion picture and the radio. 0 far 
a communication i: concerned. the 
whole world has become one vast 
neighborhood with men and women 
in every country listening simultan­
eously to di tant happening, and 
reading about them before tbey are 
finished. 

The results of the e changes al­
mo t tagaer the imagination! The 
most sirnificant of them all is that 
ten of million of people haye been 
raised from the level of inarticulate 
automatons to the level of human 
beings through education. Man did 
not previously lack intellectual abil­
ity; he was simply ignorant. He 
was ruled by superstition and fear, 
rather than by rational thought. It 
cannot be claimed. of cour e, that 
mankind ha become entirely ration· 
al and fully enlightened through 
education, but it seem justifiable 
to say that the intellectual horizon 
has been widened and that man to­
day is, or ought to be, far more 
competent than ever before in see· 
ing his problems in a larger etting 
and in full per pecti"e. He can now 
look beyond his own circle and com­
pare hi circum tances with tho e of 
other. Now he can ascertain how 
people live and behaye in other parts 
of his own country and throughout 
the world. Jow he po e es tand· 
ards of comparison that make it 
pos ible to decide whether or not he 
mu t wait upon Providence to bet· 
ter his condition. 

The increase in litera y is not 
without its dangers and its prob­
lems. The universal u e of the new 
in truments of communication, and 
the increa e of literacy on which 
that use i founded, con_titut one 
of the explanation for the rise of 
the ma -man which Ortego y Gas­
sett de ribes in "Th Re oIt of the 
Mas ell. ' nfortul1ately, the mass-
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man does not always rely upon en­
lightened understanding to promote 
human progress; he often depend 
largely upon blind or unquestion­
ing subservience to his group, and 
through this group action seeks to 
attain the ends in which the group is 
interested_ The methods of the mass­
man are the methods of pressure, 
not of education; of coercion, not of 
appeal to reason. 

Dangerous as a mass-movement 
may be when wrongly led, it never­
theless ha great potentialities fo r 
good. Whether it is constructive or 
destructive depends entirely upon its 
motivation and leadership. When the 
force of mass-momentum i harne s­
ed to a specious cause and directed 
by uniformed leaders, the result will 
be confusion and ignorance. When 
the force of mass-momentum is har­
nessed to knowledge and fact and 
directed by informed leaders, the 
public welfare is promoted. 

The power inherent in the mass­
man is revealed in political life by 
the extent to which representative 
government has been superseded by 
the direct participation of voters in 
the decisions of government. Con­
gressmen and legislators wait until 
they hear from home before they 
know how to vote. 

When the common man was un­
lettered, it was virtually impo sible 
to hold plebiscites. ow the public 
relations activities of government, 
and of business too, are new devel­
opments, made necessary by the in­
crease of literacy and the utilization 
of the new instruments of influence 
by the common man. 

Even dictators who are dema­
gogues have been unable to free 
themselves from the popularization 
of political life. They find it neces­
sary to maintain a semblance of 
democracy. They hold elections from 
time to time, and in other ways at· 
tempt to secure popular and rna s 
support for their programs. 

Democracy as a form of control 
may have lost strength, but as a con­
dition of society it has gained enorm­
ously. Endless illustrations in sup­
port of this generalization might be 
drawn from the Scandinavian coun­
tries, from the commonwealth of 
Great Britain, from France, and 
from the United States. It is not 
possible to speculate upon the ig­
nificance of this change without be­
ing de ply impressed by il univer­
sality. Man may not always use the 
instruments that make for human 

progres as di interestedly as h 
should, but two great truth eem 
clear: Men desire to build f r them­
selves a more kindly civilization; 
and the only way they can a comp­
!ish this is to train a nation, or even 
nations, of cooperative men and wo­
men. The tragedy of the situation 
lies in the' fact that we do not yet 
fully realize that th se gals ar un­
attainable through politi al manipu­
lation or by the xerli n of la 
pressures. Instead, our hope will 
be tran formed into realitie only 
through tudy, inv tigation, and 
learning. The cult of ran and in-

ompetence mu t be uper eded by 
a doctrine of reason and the mas -
man must acknowledge and a cept 
competenc as a guide in all spheres 
of life, and re pect tho e who act 
without elf-intere t and with only 
the publi good in mind. 

Everyone realize the importance 
of bettering the condition of life. 
Fortunately, we have no fixed blue­
prints in mind. We are impelled by 
an urge to improve life; we are not 
irrevocably impre sed by any par· 
ticular variety of social order which I 
someone may desire to impose upon 
us. The extent to which we shall 
be able to better the conditions of 
life will depend upon our ability to 
modify, improve, and supplant by 
evolution many of the old form of 
control that now linger with us. It 
will depend upon our ability to test, 
to try, and refine in th crucible of 
experience and to study and re­
fashion with new knowledge the 
new instruments of mass-influen e 
which are now so often volatile and 
explosive. It will depcnd upon our 
ability to displace a selfish and ig­
norant leader hip with an un elfi h 
and informed leadership. It is still 
a matter of prophecy whether or not 
popular education will be orne suffi­
ciently diffused, and its ideals uni­
ver ally a cepted as the basi of so­
cial action, to permit man to con­
trol his own de tinies. In spite of 
one's hopes, it remains to be dem­
on trated that popular du ation will 
insure social contr 1, and that it will 
emerge as the unqu stion d mean 
through which the a pirations of 
millions will be realized. Unless pop­
ular education does make lh se ends 
possible, it is difficult to se what 
olher agencie there are or will be 
for their attainment. That i why, 
in spite of shortcomings or admitted 
inadequacies, there must be a con-
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tinuing faith in the effi a y of lh 
educational proces. One con lu ion 
eems apparent to me-we hall not 

arrive at the promi ed land unl s 
lh main busine of the hool b­
om that of d veloping fIectively 
o ialized person rath l' than su -

cessful individuals. It is through 
du ation and the further elabora­

tion of lit racy to the point that it 
includ und r tanding and judgment 
a well a the mere ability to com­
prehend the meaning of word" Lhat 
our social purpo e will eventually 
be realized. 

We have a long di tance to travel 
yet before we hall achieve a so iely 
in which public questions will be 
decided on the basis of knowledge 
and in the public interest. While the 
gains to civilization through the 
spread of literacy have been great 
in America where education i more 
universal than in any other country 
in the world, we still find that many 
o-called well-informed persons are 

es entially ignorant about many 
questions upon which they are ex­
pected to exercise jud!;ment. Pro­
fe or E. 1. Thorndike, of olumbia 
Univer ity, who has re ently com­
pleted an elaborate tudy to det rrn­
ine th extent to which infoml d 
per on decide que lion in the field 
of ecollomi sand busines on the 
ba is of knowl dge or pr judice 
mak thi tatement: "The ign r­
ance of people concernino- e on­
omlC and bu ines is on the I vel 
with their ignorance concerning 
phy iology and medi ine, and they 
seem little or no better qualifi d to 
determine a nation la\ about 
wealth and work than its law about 
t phoid fever and cholera.' H did 
find that the abler minds have 
lightly lower pr judice core, and 

that younger p [sons show definitely 
more prejudice than older person. 
His tudy raise th fundamentally 
important que tion of whether prej­
udice i immune to intellig nce. But 
his re ult do not prove this to b 
true. They only how that with the 
amount and kind of educalion tu­
dents now re eiv , they fail to decid 
and evaluate questions on tb basis 
of reason and int lligence. 

A more comprehen ive analy i of 
the attitudes and opinions of vot rs 
was made by Pr f ssor ba Eld­
ridge of the Univ rsity of Kansas. 
The mo t signifi ant thing revcaled 
by this tudy is th low av rag 
competency of vot rs, judg d by hi 
te ts of political intell igen . He did 
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find a orrelati n b tween chooting 
and politi al intelligence. The cor­
relalion, however, wa not great for 
all amount of chooling up to and 
including high hooling. It be· 
com. signifi ant only a students 
have larg r amount of chooling. 
If Professor Eldridge is right in his 
finding, then high chool gradua­
tion is the thre hold to the influence 
of chooling on political intelligence. 

The e tudies how that ociety 
cannot pa ively rely upon univer al 
literacy a a olution for it prob­
lems. omething more than ability 
to read and write i neces ary. Fur· 
thermore, the tudie how that 
leader hip in the economic and poli. 
tical fields call for more training 
than the elementary and high chools 
can or hOllld normally be expected 
to give. Thi doe not mean that 
orne reforms may not be introduced 

lllto the chool that will make them 
more effective in educating the elec· 
torate. But when this ha been done, 
i l will till be true that the highway 
to 0 ial and economic emancipa­
lion ,ill be th hiahway of higher 
education. recognition of thi fact 
- in part vague and ubcon iou ­
i onc explanation for the e -pan-
ion of higher education in thi 
ountr in recent ears, and al 0 for 

th willingne of the public to up­
port lhc in titutions to the e tent 
lhat th ha\-e been upported . 

one can the page of hi tory 
he i imprc sed by the fact that ea h 
age has had it own ideal of man 
and its own onception of the road 
to m.ancipation. The folk hero "i 
the s mbol of human alue and 
a p iration in any era. One ag had 
th warrior; anolh r. the prie l; 
and still another, the ucces ful busi­
nes man. Gradually these prolo­
type of su e ar being replaccd 
by that of the ducat d man, and 
th liberation of the human mind 
and pirit i b ing ought through 
the shoo!. 

L 1 no one d c ive you. The 01-
lege graduate i not an edu ated 
man. He has, however, had th 
unique opportunity of widening th 
cope of his learning and of be 'm­

tie. Trust cannot be placed in tho e

ma_ ·action, for self-inter t groups 
do no creatiye thinking. We may 
be equall certain that politically 
minded group, if left lo thems lve , 
will destroy our libertie and impair 
our security if they try to do our 
thinkin/!: for us, and we perimt them 
to d it.

If 
the lint their upport of uni, er­
-ities in a desir to provide som 
lemporar' g od Lhal ma ' ha e 
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caught mas fancy, they will 10 e not 
only the full atisfaction of this tem­
porary good but more enduring 
things as well. There are no short 
cuts to human welfare. If demo­
cratic ~ocieties fail to select and to 
educate their most gifted minds to 
the limit of their ability, they will 
not possess the leadership they 
might have, and upon which their 
well-being i dependent. If those 
who are privileged to attend higher 
institutions of learning do not dedi· 
cate themselve to the ideals of uni­
yer ity life, they likewise will be 
derelict in meeting their responsibil­
ilies. In our efforts to make learn­
ing universal we ill America face 
the danger that we do not exalt su::fIi­
ciently the man of learning. 

Every college graduate is taught 
the traditions and ideals of the pro­
fes ion for which he ha prepared 
himself. These he i obligated to 
keep alh-e and to advance. Many 
graduate, however, fail to under-
tand or to appreciate that they also 

have wider ocial obligations that 
tran cend those of the profes ion. 
Yet it i these wider obligations that 
delermine what we may call the so­
cial climate of the times. Human 
life flourishes if that climate is fav­
orable. tudents hould be ensitive 
to thi simple fact. Charles W. 
Eliot once d cribed in th e words 
the kind of a man we all hould 
triYe to have: ''The b t acquisi­

tion of a cultivated man i a liberal 
frame of mmd or way of thinking; 
but there mu t be added to that po -
e- ion an acquaintance with the 

prodicrious tore of recorded discov­
erie, experience and refle tions 
which humanit in its intermittent 
and irregular progr from barbar­
ism to civilization ha acquired and 
laid up."

"Louis J . Cooke was born Febru­
ary 15, 1868, in Toledo, Ohio. Here 
he attended the public schools. After 
two summer sessions at the Y. M. 
C. A. Training School, Springfield, 
Massachusetts, he took his degree of 
M. D. from the University of Ver­
mont Medical Department in 1894. 
Between 1889 and 1897 he served 
as Y. M. C. A. physical director in 
Toledo, Ohio, Duluth, Minnesota, 
Burlington, Vermont and Minneap­
olis, Minnesota. Between February 
and September, 1897, he gave part 
of his time as Director of the Gym­
nasium, at the University of Minne­
sota. From September of that year 
until 1913 he served as full time 
director. Between 1913 and 1922 
he acted as Medical Examiner and 
Director of Physical Education for 
Men. From 1922 to July, 1936. the 
date of his retirement, he served as 
Assistant Director of Physical Educa­
tion for Men, Director of Ticket ales, 
and lecturer. He is a member of 
Alpha Kappa Kappa, a chapter of 
which he installed at Minnesota in 
1898, of Alpha Sigma Phi, and Sig­
ma Xi. 

"So much for bare sta tisti cs. This 
biography covers a lot of ground 
and gives a lot of information. Yet 
those who know the genial Doctor 
would say at once that that doesn't 
give a picture of our 'Doc' at all! 

"And this is true. For dates and 
factual statements could never di­
vulge the physique, disposition, per­
sonality, tempe1'ament, and other hu­
man qualities that, taken together, 
make up the final product known as 
'Doc' Cooke Lo every male student 
attending the niversity of MiJlne­
sota from 1897 down through the 
years to the present moment. 

"While he was actively interested 
in all sports, basketball more than 
any other one in particular seemed 
Lo capture his interest and appeal to 

his imagination. The game had not 
been invented until just a few years 
before the Doctor became affiliated 
with the University. So he alone 
brought it to the campus. introduced 
it to his classes, and then began d -
veloping intramural and intercol­
legiate team. In 18_ 7 his team 
played only one intercollegiate 
match, beating Macale ter College, 
11 to 9_ It was not until 1899 that 
he could secure games with oppon · 
ents out ide the tate. In that year 
he won from Iowa, 13 to 4, and from 
Wisconsin. 18 to 15. 

"At the beginning neither the 
number of games played nor the 
character of the opposition was such 
as would ju tify styling the victo­
rious teams champion _ but in 1901-
02 he played a season of fifteen 
games, including Yale, Nebraska, 
Iowa, and Wi consin, without the 
loss of a single conte t, clearly a 
1.000 team_ Again in 1902-03 he 
won the complete program of thir­
teen games and then in 1903-04., not 
satisfied with Midwest triumphs he 
took his team on a national jaunt 
to the Atlantic seaboard, playing 
nine games enroute, from January 
22 to February 1, or nine games in 
eleven days, including such sterling 
opposition as Purdue, Ohio tate. 
the University of Roche ter, Cornell 
University, and William College. 
These particular team were leady 
the tronge t in the Ea t at that time. 
Yale had previou ly been defeated, 
and as Minne ota was recognized as 
the champion of the West, this trip 
gave her the national champion hip_ 

"Dr. Cooke went right on d vel­
oping team after team until he com­
plet d twenty-eight years of contin­
uous coaching. When the record is 
perused it shows that he had cham­
pionship teams in 1902, 1903, 1904, 
1917, and finally his wonderful 
1.000 team of 1919, when he won 
twice from Indiana, Wi consin, Illi­
nois, Iowa, and Purdue, by d cisive 
scores, th closest one being the sec­
ond game with Purdue which ended 
26 to 21. Through the entire twenty­
eight years only four of his team 
had a rating low r than .500, and 
the per en tage average for the en­
tire period wa .662. 

"On March 5, 1924., the M Club 
sponsored a dinner in honor of Dr. 
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Cooke in recogl11lJon of hi remark­
able service a a coach. All of his 
ba ketball boy were there and pre­
sent d him with a regulation size il­
ver bask t ball on which were en­
graved the name of eery player 
who had earned an M on anv one 
of the tw nty-eight team. The M 
Club pre ented a hand om gold 
watch and the Athletic ommiue 
awarded an M blanket and an hon­
orary M. 

"Dr. Cooke ha_ exerted 11 , plendid 
influence upon hi tudent and col­
leagues. His quick sympathy, hi ­
eagernes to a i t in every worth 
enterprise, his keen n e of humor, 
his ill omparable genius as a t as t­
rna_ter, hi famous lecture rours in 
Personal H giene, that poem known 
by every fonner studen t of his 
"When a ture ... ". hi technique 
in conducting ph sical examina­
tions, hi invaluable servic in 
smoothing rum d _pirit5, in making 
people happy to it behind th goal 
po ts. All these things put together 
make a composite picture of thi 
most loved leader whom tonight the 
M m n d sire to honor by pre IIt­
ing to the ni er ity this p nnan nt 
reminder of a personality unique in 
the University's hislory. 

"Mr. Presid nt, in behalf of the 
M 111 n, I am honored and pri"il ged 
to present this portrait as a token 
of their great e te III for one who 
has been their intimate and beloved 
fricnd and cOLIn ellor so long an I 
ha rved th lliversity 0 well, 
Dr. 1. J- Cooke."

Europe 

Junior college undergraduate tudy. 
Graduation from the gumna ium en­
titles the tudent to take what is call­
ed the" tudent examen," the ucces­
ful passing of which is nece ary to 
enter the niver ity "High" choo!. 

A univer ity in Sweden is defined 
as a econdary school which has 
four faculties of schools, Law, Medi­
cine, Theology and Philo ophy. A 
'High ' chool has anyone or everal 
of the e faculties but les than the 
four. The field of study outside this 
group such as engineerinu , chemis­
try etc., are reserved to technical 
institute located in key cities of the 
country. 

Philo ophy i a field of study and 
embodie in it uch cour e as e on­
omi . psychology, etc. When a tu­
dent feels that he is prepared to 
graduate he ubmits him elf for a 
trenuous comprehensive examina· 

tion co erma his work for hi entire 
re idence at the uni ersily. Onl a 
few feel competent to do so until 
after six year of tud and more 
aenerall it i eight or nine rears, 
during which time he gels hi fir t 
and second degrees. Thi mean_ that 
the tudents, 90 per cent of them 
men are more mature in ao-e at 
graduation than is generally true of 
al'aduates from an meri an uni er­
sity. 

When he presents himself for thi 
final examination he rna ' do 0 in 
one, two or three fields, each known 
a a '·bytyg." To do 0 in only one 
field i extreme! difficult and is con­
sidered onl b a student who feels 
ext.remel onfid nt in his gra p of 
the fi eld. 1uch more common i the 
two and thre 'byt g' equence. 
Examination beforethi final ex· 
amination d cribed are rare but 
left Lo the di cretioll of the profes. 
sor. In the final tage of a tudent' 
uni er it care r, he i a, igned to 
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a speciali t in hi field who serves a 
hi tutor and guides the writing of 
his thesi for whichever degree he 
make hi application. 

Graduation from the deparhnent 
of philo ophy offers the student e . 
sentially only two outlets, namely 
government servi e and teaching. 
Sweden with its highly socializ d 
government presents many oppor­
tunitie and the greatest percentag 
of graduate offer their ervice to 
the government in some bureau or 
c?mmi ion. The teaching profe. 
slOn on the university level i un· 
usually limited and only the "pa. 
sionate few" ever ucceed in obtain. 
ing a profe sorship. However, when 
the graduate ha de ided upon thi 
field and his credentials are approv· 
ed he i given a seven-year govern­
ment stipend to continue tudy and 
resear h in his field, and he al 0 

as ist in the teaching of a few 
ela e _ Acceptable work in thi 
stage of hi endeavor entitle him to 
a title of Docent. hould he aban­
do~ hi ambitions for a profe or­
shIp he may leave to teach in a 
"High" s hool. Only when there is 
a vacancy in one of the few chair 
available may the Docent submit his 
candidacy for a profes or hip. In­
asmuch as a failure to be elected 
means pra ·tical academic suicide 
there are generally only two or three 
who dare to present their candida­
cie for the vacant chair. The ap­
pointment, made by a tanding na­
tional committee a ume the virtual 
proportion of a national election 
and every citizen keenly await the 
outcome. In effect, the procedure i 
like prime minister in a parliamen­
tary government who fail to obtain 
the support of the people on an 
i ue.

CHILD CARE A D TRAI I G 
By Dr. Marion L. Faegre and Dr. 

fohn Anderson, University oj 
Minnesota Press. 

Child Care and Training by 
Faegre and Anderson, is a pra tical 
book. It contains few long, involved 
explanations of behavior and is eas· 
ily understood. With 0 much 
written about unwholesome influ· 
ences and dangers connected with the 
development of children, it i pleas· 
ant to read a book that helps to allay 
the anxiety of parents. This seem 
to be a keynote, for parents are re­
peatedly reassured- and corr ctly so. 
In the chapter on mental growth em· 
phasis is placed on the positive char· 
acteristics in children who pres nt 
negative traits, a fact that is too fr -
quently overlooked. 

The chapter dealing with elim­
inative habits contains many practi­
cal suggestions, particularly with 
reference to beginning training. Mi -
takes made at this period in th 
child's life may set up patterns of 
behavior that tend to respond with 
difficulty to treatment later on. There 
is helpful advice in the chapter on 
discipline and punishment. In the 
discussion of negativism it might be 
well to place more emphasis on th 
child who is rejected by the parent . 
Rejection constitutes a large prohl m 
in child guidance work and i one of 
the factors responsible for unhap· 
piness and delinquency. Similarly, 
in the chapter on sex it might be 
well to devote more time to the con­
sideration of masturbation. Parent 
are overly concerned with this prob­
lem and would appreciate more facts 
that could help to cut down their 
anxiety about this habit. 
opportunities for contacts with real­
ity are lost. The authors place em­
phasis on measures which tend to 
avoid preoccupation with fantasy. 
They advise getting at the underlying 
factors responsible for the child's 
withdrawal. It would seem that this 
chapter on fantasying should contain 

In the chapter on imagination, 
truth and falsehood, there are help-, . 
ful suggestions for lessenmg exces-
sive fantasying and helping the 
child to recognize the difIerence be­
tween fantasy and reality. One of the 
problems frequently met in child 
guidance work is the prolonged per­
iod of fantasy beyond the pre-school 
period, as a result of which valuable 

more referen es to the neurotic child 
and especially to t e influen e of the 
neurotic parent on the child. It i~ 
the reviewer's experien e that much 
of the withdrawn behavior, depend­
ency, and anxiety in hildren are the 
result of living with neurotic, 0 er­
anxiou parents. It might be well 
to keep this in mind in d aling with 
the child when his exce ive fantasy­
ing doe not respond to the usual 
forms of treatment. In su h ca es 
it may be neces ary to institute in­
tensive psychiatri treatment of the 
child and the parents. It i unfortun­
ate that the authors have failed to 
include any of the contribution of 
the workers in the p ychoarlalytic 
field. It would have been well to 
include the fundamental work done 
by Anna Freud and Su an Isaacs, 
especially in the field of parent-child 
relationship. 

The authors have done consider­
able re earch in the field of play. 
Their chapter on play represents the 
last word on this subject. It is care­
fully worked out with a detailed 

In the la l chapter the aULhors 
point Lo th n ed in the hild for 
security, without whi h no hild can 
adjust ,ell to life. The tatement 
that th hild ha to fill a pIa e in 
the family that no one else can fill, 
rings parti ularly tru. One cann t 
urge loo strongly tbe author ad ice 
to allow the hild to begin to develop 
independen early; lo be guided 
but not indulged; and to e tabli h 
good work habits early in life. A 
great many of the poor adjustment 
in school later on in life are a direct 
result of negle t of these principle. 

This book can be highl r com­
m nded to parent who wi h to bring 
up their children intelligentl ; to 
a oid problem which re ult from a 
lack of knowledge of fundamental 
connected with child training; and to 
lessen problem which already exi t. 
It offer them an opportunity to read 
further on this ubject throu"h th 
use of a carefully selected bibli­
ography.

World Travelers 
O NE of the most incurable trav­

eler on an incurably tra e1-
minded faculty, Professor Grega M. 

inclair '12, director of the Ori~ntal 
Institute of the Uni ersity of Ha­
waii, saw his first Minne ota grad· 
uation e rcises in many years when 
he visited in Minneapolis in June­
on his way to the Orient. 

Last year Mr. Sin lair traveled 
around the world in the inL rests of 
the newly organized Oriental In ti­
tute. He was imprisoned in hi ho­
tel in Tokyo by the February 26 
rebellion, but starting in China with 
Hu Shih and ending in England 
wiLh H. G. Well, he interviewed and 
got support all around the globe 
from lead rs interested in bringing 
the Orient and the Occident into 
focus of one another. 

This summer Mr. in clair, be· 
sides renewing friendships on the U 
campus (where among other things 
he was 1912 editor of The Gopher) 
interviewed heads of research and 
educational foundations in New 
York and then recro sed the Pacific 
to Japan. In ippon he will select 
additional books for the Oriental In­
stitute library and interview pros­
pective in true tor for the Japanese 
department. 

The Oriental Institute, organized 
in June, 1935, ha under Mr. Sin­
clair's direction been the fastest 
growing unit of the University of 
Hawaii. It has a core of profes­
sors, eight of whom spend full time 
in teaching and resear h in the In­
stitute. Japane e and Chinese lang­
uage courses, offered in the univer­
sity for more than fifteen years, 
have been increased to ten. Twenty­
five other courses on the Orient are 
being offered, and almost a dozen 
will be added in the fall. More than 
400 graduate and undergraduate 
students are enrolled this year in 
Institute courses. An Indian de­
partment was organized this sem­
ester with the help of Dr. Kalidas 
Nag of Calcutta university, one of 
the foremost scholar of India, who 
joined the faculty as a visiting pro· 
fessor. 

Dr. Nag, who will teach in the 
1937 summer session of the univer­
sity, and who after a trip to India 
is expected to return to Honolulu, 
is only one of the notable men se­
cured for the Institute faculty. Dr. 
Wing Tsit Chan, dean in Lingnan 
university, China, who was a visit-

inclair revealed that one of the out­
standing orientali t of Europe, Dr. 
lohanne Rahder of the Univer ily 
of Leiden, The etherland, would 
join the facully in October.

Rahder is proficient in the Pali, san­
skrit, Tibetan, and Mongolian lang­
uages as well a in Chinese and 
Japanese and all the principal 
tongues of Europe. As a linguist he 
will rival Mr. in clair s companion 
for several years in lapan-Denzel 
Carr, instructor in Ru sian in the 
University of Hawaii, ,ho reads 
fifty different language and dialects. 
(He wrote a the is on it grammar 
in Crakow univer ity, Poland, print­
ed it in Holland and sLudied it vel' 
since, but Mr. Carr do nol count 
Chine e among the fifty.) With 
$65,000 donated by Honolulu 
:friends during thi year Mr. in lair 
will hire several additional full pro­
fessors for next fall and for 1938-39. 

The library of the Tn titute in 
les than two years ha become lhe 
third or fourth largesl ollegiate 
collection of orientalia in the United 
States. Among recent notable gifts 
have been 20,000 volume from

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Federal Aid For Students Is Continued 

SE ERAL thou and Minn ota 
students have been abl to a ttend 

college in recent year through the 
a_ istance offered by the federal stu­
dent aid project which i now enter­
ing it fourth year of operation. This 
fall the quota for the Uni er it)' of 
Minne ota ba ed on it registration 
figure of a date pecified by the a­
tional Youth Administration, is 1023 
ludent. For each of these the ni­

ver iLy i allotted fifteen dollar 
monthly or a total of 15,345 a 
mon th. For lhe nine month of the 
academic year thi repr ent a total 
grant from the ational Youth d­
ministration of 138,105. 

Fund are provided by the a-
tional Youth Admini tration to all 
non-profit making college and uni­
versi tie of the country , ith ,hich 
to employ needy and chola tically 
de er ing young men and women 
who, without the e fund would be 
unable to enter or r main in college. 
It i not nece ary that the family of 
the recipient hould be on relief; the 
r gulation merel tate that the 
am unt re i ed by the tudent hall 
b the differ nee between hi attend­
an e al th colleg and non-attend­
ance. 

Thi is the fourth year that the 
tudent aid proj ct ha been in oper­

ation. 
nder the regulations of the a­

tional Youth dministration, the a -
i tan e may be given only to indi­

viduals bet\ een the ages of 16 and 
24 indu iv . hoice from among the 
applicants i ba ed on dual sets of 
criteria: economic need and schol­
astic promise. Graduate tudents as 
well as under-graduate are eligible 
to receive assi tance. 

The urn of money received by 
each institution is ba d on a regi -
tration quota equal to eight p r cent 
of the r gi tration a of October 1, 
1936 of individuals between 16 and 
24 year of age, inclusive. The fund 
ea h month is fifteen dollar times 
the regi tration quota figur , and the 
aid is available for nine months. 

With the approval of th tate 
office of the ational Youth Admin­
i tration, a portion of the fund 
allotted to the University is reassign­
ed to the chool of Agri ulture at 

t. Paul, Morris, r ok on, and 
Grand Rapids. 

The chool quota , et in confer­
ence with Dean W. C. Coffey. are as 
follow:

The chools together receive 125 

time fifteen dollar a month, but for 
fall and winter quarter only ince 
they are not in es ion during the 
pring quarter.

A tudent who receives the federal 
aid i a igned to work on the cam­
pus by the Univer ity for which he 
i paid at the current rate for tu­
dent help. The federal regulations 
permit earning not to exceed twenty 
dollar a month and for the group 
a a \ hole the average earnings per 
month per student mu t not exceed 
fifteen dollars. Thu for every tu­
dent eamina twenty dollar, an(lther 
tudent mu t be a igned to earn only 

ten dollar. 

Siale Funds 

In addition to the e federal fund 
from the ational Youth dminis­
tration, the Executive Council of the 

tate of Minnesota ha made avail­
able 50,000 for the year 1937-38 
with which to upplement the federal 
grant to tudents in tho e cases 
where need is greate t. II the col­
I g and universiti of !linn ota 
that rec ive the federal fund are 
eligible to re eiv an allotment of the 
tate fund which are a signed on a 

proportional ba i . On a ba e quota 
of 550 tud nts the niv r ity reo 
eive fi e dollar a month per tu­

d nt from th tate ource ( 2,750) 
or 24,750 for th nine month of 
the a ademic year. The tate supple­
ment i gi en in addition to the fed­
eral aid in the amount of five dollar 
a month. Thu th maximum that 
a student rna earn in any month i 
t\ enty-five dollars, of which twenty 
dollar \ ill b from federal fund 
and and five dollar from tate funds. 
The ta l fund rna be u d for tu-

dents not recelvmg federal aid, but 
it is generall r to be regarded a a 
upplement.

the Univer ity will receive during

tudent body will be receiving some 

a i Lance from the e funds. 
To obtain work to which the tu­

dents may be a igned, each depart­
ment of the niver ity i in,-ited to 
ubmit project. Each project is un­

der the direct upervision of a tafI 
member. s the tudents are ap­
poi.'1ted at the opening of the chool 
year, each is a igned to a project 
that, in 0 far a i po ible, ties in 
with his general inter ts and pa t 
, ork experience. That the ,ork is 
succe fully accompli hed i indicat­
ed by a heck recently made of all 
federal students employed la t year. 

tafI members rated the group on 
the ba i of performance, and 88 per 
cent were marked as uperior work­
er~ or "better than average work­
er -the tandard heing corre pond­
ing help that might have been em· 
ployed on other than the federal 
funds. 11 of the work that i done 
i in addition to the work provided 
by the ni er ity budget, and no stu­
dent are permitted to perform in· 
tru tional , ork or work that might 

clearly he regarded a a part of the 
regular instructional obligation of 
the niver ity. 

In electing students, ba ic consid­
eration i given to economic need and 
chola tic standing. ince the num­

ber of applications far exceeds the 
number of appointments that can be 
made, it i po ible to choose tho e 
tudents who chola lie promi e i 

greate t. In general no tudent who 
tand in the lower half of his cIa s 
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is a igned to the federal work, and 
tho e who stand highest are a igned 
first. The federal students thus rep­
resent a eleced group, which fa t 
is reflected in their academic prog­
ress_ The selection for the pr ent 
academic year will be even more rig­
orous than in the pa t in e the a­
tional Youth Admini tration has cut 
its allotments for 1937-38 below th 
allotments for 1936-37 by approx­
imately a third. In Minnesota, where 
a special drouth allowanc wa made 
la t year, the cut i on iderably 
greater than thi. In tead of having 
approximately 1700 federal tudent 
the University will have- as indicat­
ed above-1023. 

Due onsideration is given to resi­
dence in making the appointment, 
so that there will be a fair di tribu­
lion as between Twin City and non­
Twin City students. In general, stu­
dents living at home or in the Twin 
Citie are assigned to earn ten or 
fifteen dollars a month. The non­
Twin City tudents are given a ign­
ment at fifteen and twenty dollars. 
The tate supplement of five dollars 
a month is used almost entirely for 
non-Twin City students, ince their 
expen es are greater. 

About one quarter of this year's 
quota will be reserved for fre hmen 
and transfer students. 

By action of the Board of Regents, 
the University committee in charge 
of the student program has been 
granted permission to allow the fed­
eral student, in cases where the need 
for it is clear, to meet their tuition 
charge for any academic quarter in 
in tallment. The payments to be 
taken from the earnings of the stu­
dent during each quarter. It is pro­
vided that before any student can 
enter upon a subsequent quarter, his 
obligation of the preceding quart r 
must have b en met in full.

Busy Place 

One of the busiest places on the 
campus during the registration per­
iod wa the student employment of­
fice. Hundreds of students made ap­
plication to Mrs. Dorothy G. John-
on '18, office personnel adviser and 

director of student employment, for 
part-time work. And a large num­
ber of these applicants have been 
made happy by being placed in 
position where they may earn 
enough to pay part of their college 
expenses. 

The studen t employment er ice 
which now plays a very important 
role in the lives of thou and of 
studenLo; on the ampu each yeaT 
had its beginning a t the informa­
tion window of the post office when 
that department wa located in the 
basement of the Busines chool 
building across from the Minne ota 
Union _ The busine s of finding stu­
dents for jobs, which was just a 
sideline with the post office laff, 
became so brisk that a call wa 
sen t to the president for a si tance 
back in 1914. Dr. George E. Vincent 
wa president of the Univer ity at 
the time. A student wa h ired on a 
half-time basis to take care of the 
employment serVlce. 

Growth 

hortly after the post office was 
moved to its pre ent site in the Ad­
mini tration building in 1925 the 
employment service was given an 
office of its own with a full-time 
director in charge. The demand up­
on the office by students has con­
tinued to grow. It is estimated that 
during one peak two-year period the 
students at the University ea rned 
more than $400,000 in positions 
secured through the mployment 
office. 

The office serve as a central 
agency between the student and the 
prospe tive employer. Both the 
worker and the employer are pro­
tected by this arrangement because 
the jobs are checked and the em­
ployment office endeavors to put the 
student workers in th e jobs for 
which they are best qualified.

This 
rna terpiece had been relegated to 
the obsolete photo department in a 
remote corner of my dwelling and I 
don't believe that I had laid eyes on 
it in 20 years or more. Luckily, 
however, I found it. Luckily, I say, 
because I found that I had a treasure 
which henceforth will occupy a place 
of honor among my gallery.

Even more important than the 

photo itself is the picture of my inner 
self of the time that it recalls to mind. 
Here is an old friend who has re­
turned to remind me of loneliness, 
the fear and the exultations of that 
fir t thrilling week on the campus of 
a great univer ity. And I am sure 
that I considered it a great univer· 
sity from the first day I set foot on 
the grounds.

The 
University constitutes an environ· 
ment in which you have a splendid 
chance to grow in intellectual power 
and stature. The staff will help you 
in every way it can by stimulating 
your thinking and opening up new 
field of thought. But the ultimate 
responsibility for sound educational 
growth rests with you alone. If you 
will do your part in assuming that 
responsibility your year at the Uni· 
versity will be fruitful, and the ul· 
timate outcome will fully justify the 
faith of the people of the tate of 
Minnesota in supporting the niver· 
ity and providing its opportunitie

o peakeI' on an occa ion like 
this can flatter himself that he , ill 
ay one thing that all his audience 

will hold in mind and come back 
to a helpful lo them in measuring 
them elve and the opportunities 
open to them through re iden e in 
a university. I would be quite con· 
1 nt if you remembered no\ and in 
ailer life th er old, the ery 
familiar, the very profound but oft 
f rgotten ubstances of thi letter. 
It sa to ou that what ou will 
get 'ut of coIl ge and out of life 

will be a measure of what you put 
into it. If you accept this and act 
upon it, it will debar you from those 
petty complaints and excuses with 
which we drug ourselves into in­
action and ineffectiveness. Before you 
lay the blame on anyone else-be 
it teacher or parent or companions 
or organizations or society-you will 
be first your own severest critic. 
You will appraise first what you have 
done or failed to do before you 
cushion your own falls by complaints 
about others. You will capitalize 
to the fullest your opportunities of 
which a college course is one of the 
greatest. When you have done this 
you will find you have achieved most 
of what your abilities entitle you to 
expect out of life. If it does not 
you will have at least a ound basis 
for constructive criticism and can 
help clear away the real hindrances 
in college or society that prevent you 
and your generation from liviDO' the 
good life. 

I have no prescription by which 
each of you may here and now be­
gin to be captains of your own fate 
and moulders of your own future. 
Each will do it in his own way be· 
ginning simply \ ith orne little thing 
about himself to be conquered and 
cured. I remember thre country 
boy in college who realized that 
their peech was full of grammatical 
error and their pronounciation wa 
slo enl ' and inaccurate. The three 
formed a ommittee on better Eng. 
lish with fines for error contributed 
to a common pot. At fir t they heard 
onl ach other errors, then they 
heard their own, then they heard 
their own before they made them 
and the thing was done. The penny 
bank went into happ liquidation. 
I can say impersonally that at lea t 
two of the three ha e gone on to 
contribute in lear and simple Eng-
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Ii h th re ult of their sholar hip. 
I give you one guess as to the fate 
and unfini h d labors of the third 
self-improver. Some years ago the 
dean of the art college in an eastern 
university told me of the oncern 
he had felt about a boy who had 
come into college from the slum 
of Ea t Side ew York. It was not 
the limitation that went with pov­
erty for they can often be made 
into advantages, but hi utter neglect 
of his per on in matters of common 
neatnes and leanlines. The last 
time I aw that particular tudent he 
wa ague t speaker at the Univer ity 
of Minnesota, the perfect exemplar 
of a cultured, well dres ed gentleman 
pre enting hi subtle and penetrating 
idea in fault! s English free from 
every trace of its former affinity to 
the speech of my recently found 
friend, Hyman Kaplan. I am not go­
ing to betray now or hereafter any 
further Ilj.e to this man who rna -
tered him elf, His example is just 
as encour/lging without his name. 
And when I hear student who think 
it is tl;1e business of the college to 
edu ate tl;1em against their will, I 
thi~k of an American student whose 
aCHuaiI),tance I made when we were 
both tudent in the Univer ity of 
Berlin. I found that he had gradu­
ated originally at a little college that 
did not deserve the name and has 
long since gone out of existence. It 
did not take long to see that this 
young man had gotten mor out of 
that college than it h~d to give. He 
had exploited every advantage it 
offered and had added to it his own 
will to b edu ated. He pursued 
that determination until today if 
you were to ask me who behind 
President Roosevelt i most influ­
ential and far seeing in planning for 
the future of the nation, I should 
give you the name of thi man un­
known to the headlines and hitherto 
active in the opposing political party. 
The gist of it all is that you won't 
attain any edll ational goal by 
thumbing rides in the rumble seat 
of a college urri ulum; you must 
take the whe I, find the self-starter in 
yourself and step on it. Don't resent 
it if the fa ulty does some ba k seat 
driving for they have gone o~er 
this route before. You can easily 
dit h your elf and all our hopes for 
you if you let your purposes wander 
and miss the warnings or steer for 
soft spots in a ollege course. 

I find it hard to phra e a formal 
weI om to you who are now as 

much member of the niver ity of 
Minnesota, as much maker of its 
name and guardian of its fame as 
the olde t faculty member on thi 
platform or as those who e nam 
are carved on the tablets be ide the 
doors through which you enter d thi 
hall. Whether you realize it yet or 
not, the simple act of your first 
matriculation, imple even with all 
the complexiti s you found last week, 
wa one of the mo t ignificant a t 
in your life. It ha given you a 
statu and significance of which you 
can never dive t your elf even if you 
can 'el out tomorrow. You ha e had 
a privilege re er ed to one in a hun· 
dred in America and to one in 
thousands elsewhere in the world. 
You are a different per on in our 
own eye and can nev r e cape the 
obligation of being a different and 
a privileged per on in the eye of 
all the million of your fellow who 
are denied the opportuniti s open to 
you or who will later realize too 
late what they missed by not going 
to college. 

Obligation 

May I recall one per onal incident 
that somehow ha kept in my mind 
thi sense of privilege and obligation 
that inheres in being a college stu­
dent. When I landed in ew York 
at the end of my year a a student 
abroad I wa the troubled pos essor 
of an Engli h sixpence in cash and 
a generous bank draft with no one 
to pon or me at a bank to get it 
ca ~ed. Knowing how anny bank 
teUer are, the draft eemed about 
as near ready money as a Chinese 
lauljldry list. e essity made me try 
to cash the draft. I presented it with 
sinking timidity at one of a string 
o~ windows. The 01Ii ial looked at 
it, then at me and a ked me if I 
had anything by whi h to identify 
myself. I really had no valid pa'per 
of identification. I said 0 but added 
"I have a coll ge fraternity pin with 
my name engraved upon it," and 
detach d it and handed it to him. 
He to k it and a he held it absently 
in hi hand a far away look tou hed 
with ineffable adne s pa ed ov r 
hi ountenance. As he hand d it 
back to me and dr w the draft toward 
him h said, "I would give anything 
in the world to b able to wear one 
of tho e." I thought he had orne 
exagg rated notion of college fra­
ternitie. " 0," he said, "it is not 
that. It i becau e it mean that you 
have gone to college and I would 
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gil e an thing in th \ orld to hale 
had that han e." I wa humbled by 
the impli ity with whi h hi man· 
ner and word drove home to m 
that en e of privil ge and obligation 
that I would on y to ou today 
with th hope that it \ ill go , ith 
you through colI ge and into life. 

ince that day I have e n in all the 
countle s thou ands in the humble t 
walk of life the benefactor who e 
labor and elf-denial gave m a 
they are giving you a great privilege 
and a great opportunity. It i one 
not to be a cepted lightly and elfi h­
ly but to be repaid by enriching the 
live of tho e who have opened th 
door for you and by lightening the 
burden that fall upon their houl­
der. 

lthough I ha e a igned you the 
major re pon ibility in getting out 
of your college areer the value it 
should have for you I do not mean 
to overlook th re pon ibility of the 
fa ulty for aiding you in every rea-
onable way. Th yare, I am UT. 

con iou of their obligation and" ill 
b con iderate in helping you e· 
p ially in the trying weeks ne ded 
to mak the readju tment to n w 
condition and tandard. I aid a 
mom nt ago that th fa ult had b n 
o er th road with th r generati n 
of tud nt. I an add that the had 
a tud nt them el e the same prob­
lems that face you and they haH 
not forgotten how much a kind! 
and n ouraging attitud n th part 
of their in tructor help d them 0 er 
difficulti s that at the time s emed 
in urmountabl . They will giv 'ou 
the ben fit of th ir own unforgotten 
xperien e. I tru t that you \ ill find 

that attitude in the younge t in truC'­
tor or as i tant. It has long been the 
attitude of tho who have formed 
at the Unil'er ity of Minne ota the 
tradition of f llowship in ommon 
tasks. 

You , ill not in £airne to our 
part in th univer ity ta ks xpect 
your in tru tor either to do our 
work or to I t the classro m ink to 
the I I' I of the lea t apabl. The 
faculty have a respon ibility th 
will discharge justl for th ni­
v rsity of Minn sota i not in the 
busine of giving d gr e but of 

eing that th ar arn d. That I 
am sure i th kind you want to 
receive and the only kind that sh uld 
gi YOll any ati faction in after 
life. The years now ah ad of ou 
are years that must not be thrown 
away; you will nev r again in 'our 
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life hav such a period in which 
to dream dream and prepare your-
elf to give them some mea ure of 

reality. I pledge the faculty to help 
you make the e brief years rich in 
opportunities for self-realization and 
to aid your development into r pon-
ible and ociaIly can ciou men and 

women. uch tudent are a teacher' 
chief reward and a ju ti6catio~ of all 
that the plain peopl of the tate 
hay done through three quarter 
of a century to build and upport 
thi great uni ersity. 

I welcome you new student and 
old. new faculty member and old 
to the fellow hip and joint labors of 
tho e who seek and learn that they 
may better live their own Ii e and 
labor for a better life for their fel­
lowmen. It i a noble fellow hip. 
It ha been uch in the years past 
of thi great university. It is a fel­
lowship that bind us not alone to 
the tea her and students of our 
own day but make u part of a 
great throng that wind back a 
thou and year to the beginnino-s 
of univer. itie at Pari and Oxfo~d 
and beyond medieval times to Rome 
and Greece and the prophet and 
Ipar-hers who from time immemorial 
ha\ e athered men about them to 
. eek and po s the true the beau­
tiful. the good. 

Ma I in can lusion add a personal 
word to thi fa ulty and tudent 
b dy. When th Board of Regents 
called me in th other day to tell 
me they were a king me to a t as 
President for this year, I said to 
them that only two things moved 
me to accept, my great friend hip 
for President Coffman with , hom I 
had been associated for so many 
years and under whose leadership 
the ni er ity had risen to its present 
high rank, the other was my abiding 
intere t in the University with which 
J had been associated for an even 
longer period. I pointed out that 
the obligation was upon th m, as 
well as me, to see that th Univer ity 
held it place not by tanding till 
but by quipping it elf to do and 
by doing its ta ks better if pas ible 
than it had ver don them. I took the 
nodded approval of th n w mem­
bers and old in th Board of R gent 
to b their un poken pledg to k ep 
th Uni rsity unwa ringl on it 
cour e. I hould like to widen that 
fell whip f ommon purpo by 
add-ina thos ,ho can do th mo t 
to realize it-I mean th fa ull and 
the tudent bod of th Univer it .

New Books 

A substantial step in olving the 
orthwest's agricultural problem is 

seen in the government's foreign 
trade agreement policy by Arthur R. 
Upgren, fornler economic analyst in 
the Department of State, now asso· 
ciate profe sor of economics in the 
University of Minnesota. 

In "Reciprocal Trade Agree· 
ments," a pamphlet published in Sep­
tember by the University of Minne­
sota Press in it "Day and Hour 
Series," Professor Upgren discusses 
the effect of the agreements on the 
market for American farm products 
as well as on international relations. 

"If we can restore some fair vol­
ume of world trade by getting much 
of the world to join with us in our 
program," writes Professor Upgren, 
"we can help solve our own agricul­
tural problem. In this way, by fol­
lowing our own self-intere t, we first 
provide prosperity for ourselves, and 
as a result help to bring prosperity 
or such a degree of economic im­
provement to foreign countries as 
may help to divert those countries 
from the path of war to the way of 
peace." 

"Reciprocal Trade Agreements" is 
an enlargement and revision of a 
talk delivered by Profes or Upgren 
at the Northwest Women's Confer­
ence in Minneapolis last May. At 
present the author is serving the gov­
ermnent of Manitoba in a part-time 
capacity as economic consultant in 
the presentation of its case before 
the Royal Coromi sion on Dominion· 
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Provincial Relationships. An econ­
omic analyst to Secretary of Slate 
Hull in 1934-35, he assisted in the 
drafting of reciprocal trad agre ­
ments. 

Professor pgren views the low­
ering of artificial barriers to world 
trade not only a e sential to world 
economic recovery but al 0 as a pow­
erful force toward international peace 
and a control over an economic 
boom. 

Twenty-three full page etchings of 
picturesque Spanish towns by . 
Chatwood Burton, profes or of fine 
arts in the University, will be con­
tained in "Spain Poised: An Etcher's 
Record," one of the 14 books to be 
published this fall by the University 
Press. 

The edition, limited to 1,000 
copies, will appear in ovember. The 
first 100 copies, priced lightly high. 
er, will each contain a new original 
etching by Professor Burton, suitable 
for framing. 

Lester B. Shippee, professor of his· 
tpry, is the author of "Bishop Whip­
ple's Southern Diary, 1843-1844," 
another book to be published by the 
Press this fall. The edition describ 
the social and economic conditions o£ 
the south. 

At Lincoln 

Four members of th Medical 
School faculty conducted a special 
clinic at the Lincoln Hospital in 
Lincoln, ebraska, on October l.

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Inspired Huskers Defeat Minnesota 

NOT since William Jenning Bryan 
reated his verbal Cross of Gold 

and won the democratic nomination 
for the presidency has there been 
such excitement and jubilation in 
the Valley of the Platte as was un­
loosed aturday afternoon with the 
ounding of the final gun of the Min­

nesota- ebraska football game in 
Lincoln. At last those courageous 
Cornhu kers had achieved the ulti­
mate in gridiron achievement. They 
had defeated Minnesota. 

During the year that Minne ota 
ha reigned upreme in the football 
world, ebra ka ha had grand teams 
but they were never quite good 
enough to down the Gopher al­
though each year they won the ad· 
miration of the Minnesota fans and 
player with their gallant stands. 
La t October in Memorial tadium 
the Cornhuskers held the national 
champion coreles until the closing 
minute of play when Andy Uram 
dashed 76 yards for the winning 
touchdown. 

During the firsl four minute of the 
game at Lincoln aturday the Golden 
Gophers made omparatively easy 
work of driving nearly the length 
of the fi ld for a touchdown. On 
thi coring thru t the Minnesotan 
indicated their superiority and it ap­
peared that their power and speed 
would once again be too much for 
the Husker. But the final score was 
14 to 9 in favor of the Nebra kans. 

Those who did not see the game 
might well a k: How did it happen? 
The statistics of the engagement cer­
tainly make the final score of 14 to 
9 somewhat of a puzzle to those who 
were not on the sidelines to witness 
and to admire the alertne and the 
determination of the members of the 
Nebraska squad. The figures show 
that Minnesota made nine fir 1 downs 
to two for the opponents and that 

ebraska made not a single first 
down by rushing. The Gophers 
gain d a total of 260 yard from 
Rcrimmage while holding the Huskers 
to 114 yards. The Minnesota punting 
was ensational to how an average 
of 51 yards while Nebra ka had an 
average of 37 yards in thi depart­
ment. Each teanl completed three 
forward passes. The longest gain by 
ru hing was made by Andy Uram 
and the longest completed pas was 
one from Uram to Ray King. Only

twice during the game were the Ie_ 
bra kan in Minnesota territory and 
on the e occasions they held po es-
ion of the ball past midfield by vir­

tue of the recovery of Minnesota 
fumbles. 

The stati tics also include the in­
formation that ebra ka scored two 
touchdowns while Minne ota got 
their points on one touchdown and 
a field goal. The story of the e­
braska scoring activities in brief i 
that they recovered two Minne ota 
fumbles deep in Gopher territory and 
capitalized on these breaks to put 
across their touchdowns. 

Early Score 

Andy Uram took the opening kick­
off of the game on his own 10-yard 
line and carried it back to the 37. 
Then Rudy Gmitro on a reverse from 

ram hiked to the midfield marker. 
Following a couple of short gains, 
Uram broke away to the ebraska 
10-yard line and a moment later 
to sed a pass to Quarterback Vic 

padaccini in the end zone for a 
touchdown. Uram' kick for the ex­
tra point was widf'. 

The Cornhuskers tightened their 
defen es to stop Dram and the hard 
charging ebraska line halted the ad­
vance of all the Minnesota ba ks. 
During the remainder of the fir t 
quarter howe er the Hu kers were 
kept back behind their own 20-yard 
line by the sensational punting of 
Captan Ray King. 

Early in the second quarter, Ho\ -
ell kicked from his own 20-yard 
line to Matheny on the Minne ota 
35-yard mark. Matheny, who had re­
placed Uram at left half, wa hit hard 
by a couple of tacklers and the ball 
popped out of his arms and was 
recovered on the Gopher 24 by e­
bra_ka. A ompleted pa put the ball 
near the goal line fr0111 whi h point 
Howell plunged over for the touch­
down. The kick for the extra point 
was good and the score stood 7 to 
6 in favor of the Huskers. This wa 
no grea t worry to the Minnesota fans 
because it appeared the Gophers were 
trong enough to score at least one 

more touchdown and po ibly two. 
Midway in the fir t quarter the 

Gophers had taken the ball on the 
ebraska 37-yard line and started on 

what appeared to be another touch­
down march. A pa from ram to 
King placed the ball on the 14. Yards 
were lost on attempted running plays 
and then a pass from Uram was inter­
cepted by ebraska on the four-yard 
line. During the afternoon the Ie_ 
braskans intercepted five Minnesota 
passes to put a halt to potential touch­
down drives. 

Follm ing the touchdown, Harold 
Van Every, the sophomore left half, 
took the ensuing kickoff and ran it 
back to the Minnesota 37·yard line 
but this advance was partly nullified 
when the Gophers were penalized 15 
yards for holding. Later in the sec­
ond quarter, Wilbur foore and Van 
Every advanced the ball to midfield 
only to have their steady advance 
topped by another interception on 

a pass. After an exchange of punts, 
Van Every and Christianson mashed 
through the Husker defen es to carry 
the ball back to midfield. At this 
point, Van Every did ome of the 
finest running of the game. This 
march however was halted by the gun 
at the end of the first half. 

Early in the third quarter Minne­
sota muffed another coring chance_ 
A weak punt gave the Gophers the 
ball on the Nebra ka 21-vard line. 
Marty Christianson, ophoinore full­
back, blasted through to the six-yard 
line where it was first down and the 
goal to go. On the next play, Chris­
tian on went through to the three­
yard line. A touchdo\ n appeared 
certain. Uram lost three yards at 
tackle and then on the next play car­
ried the ball again to pick up a yard. 
On the fourth down, hi pa \ as 
incomplete and the Hu ker took the 
ball on the two-yard line. 

The Gopher had another seorin.,. 
opportunity in the third period wheI~ 
Uranl hauled a punt back to midfield 
and then completed a pass to King 
\ ho was downed Oll tlle ebraska 23. 
Larry Buhler barged tluough to the 
16-yard mark. The Husker line held 
and the Gophers failed to make a 
first down in two more tries ju t 
a the quarter ended. 

On the fourth down \ ith Van Ev­
ery holding the ball on the 23-vard 
line, HOl'a e Bell, Minne ota guard~ 
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place-kicked a field "oaI to make the 
core, 9 to 7, in favor of the Go­

phers_ 
At this point it appeared certain 

that Minnesota was on the way to 
another victory in spite of ragged 
play_ A few minute later however 
Van Every fumbled while r turning 
a punt and the ball was re overed by 

ebra ka on the Minne ola 40-yard 
line_ A pa s from Andrew to Dorh­
man placed the ball on the 20-yard 
mark. In three play the Hu ker 
were able to pi k up only one yard. 
On the fourth down with nine yard 
to go, Howell tos ed a pa to Calla­
han on the five-yard line and he went 
across for a tou hdown. The kick 
for the extra point was good. 

On thi touchdown play, allahan 
cut acros the field and go t behind 
the Minnesota se ondary defen e. 
When he caught the ball there wa 
no one between him and the goal 
line. 

There were eiO"ht minute left and 
till hope that the Minnesota offen 

would start to Ii k as it did during 
the early minute of the game. Ea h 
de perate advance down the field 
during the clo ing minutes of the 
game however wa topped short 
when ebra ka backs interc pted 
Minne ota pas e. In the meantime 
the Husker could make no headway 
against the Minne ota line when they 
held the ball. 

A review of the contest will how 
that the Minne otan had everal 
s oring chance but fail ed t make 
good on th e opportuniti s. On the 
other hand the febraskan were able 
to get into Minnesota territory only 
through break of the game in th 
form of the recovery of fumble. 
They must be given full redit for 
their alertness in taking full ad­
vantage of the two chance they had. 

The Cornhu kers appeared to be 
in midsea on form and it i probabl 
that they played their be t game of 
the entire season against the Gopher 
la t aturday. Their defen e wa 
built to stop Andy ram and they 
were su essful in doing this through­
out the greater part of the aft rnoon. 
On defen e the Hu ker linem 11 wer 
charging hard and fa t to upset th 
Gopher ba k beLor they ould get 
under way.

the American National committee on 
International Intellectual Coopera­
tion of the League of Nations. 

Among his books, all written on 
special phases of Prussian hi tory, 
are: "Hanover and Pru sia 1785-
1883," "Biography of tein" and 
"Bismarck a Historiographer.'

It will be 35 feet in height with a 
diameter of 18 feet and will weigh 
40 tons. Beneath the ertical tank 
\,,"ill be a working pace the diameter 
of the tank and approximately 10 feet 
high_ all thickne e of the tank 
will be one and one-fourth inches 
with the "heads'- or end of three­
fourths inch tee!. 

A control room on the ba ement 
level of the Phy ic building adjoin­
ing the base of the tank will be built 
for operators conducting experi­
ments.

These rays are comparable 
to X-ra - in their effect on human 
being.

to the dangerou ra s. 

To put the machine in operation 
air must fir t be pumped into the 
tank. furni hing an electrical in ula­
tor between the high voltage electrode 
located in the tank and its outer wall. 

fter the air i pumped into it an 
ele trical spray in the ba~e charged 
up to 30 000 volt will hoot a charge 
of electricity onto a conveyor belt 
which runs to the top of the tank. 

t the top thi charge i removed to 
an electrode. In principle this part 
of the operation r embl the can-

eyor belt of a gravel load r which 
carries its load to a hopper at the 
top of the machin and dump it into 
, ailing truck blow. 

As the Ie tri al charge is ' dump­
ed" onto th el trade the latter i 
beina charged a that the amount of 
electri it i ontinuou at this point. 
Thi harge is u ed to accelerate par­
ticle , or the nu lei or 'cores' of po -
iti ely-charo-ed light atoms ~u h as 
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hydrog n or helium. These are form. 
ed in an arc, similar to that used in 
arc· welding, an apparatus attached 
to the cap at the top of the tank. 

The electrical charge accelerates 
these "cores" or particles down a 20 
foot central vacuum tube which in 
principle is a large radio, or X·ray 
tube. These particles plunge down· 
ward toward targets consisting of 
such elements as a sheet of copper, 
pieces of potassium, or whatever rna· 
terial is being used in the experi. 
ment. 

Traveling downward at the rate of 
one thousand million centimeters or 
ten thousand miles per second, these 
particles possess tremendous energy 
when they strike their destined tar· 
gets-if they do. Only about one 
out of every ten million "shots" is a 
direct hit but when such an impact 
occurs, the particle, consisting of the 
"core" or nucleus is disintegrated, or 
transmitted into another kind of nu· 
cleus. Thus by selecting the proper 
"bullets" and targets, the experiment· 
ers will be able to get the kind of 
artificial radio·active element desired. 

In the Physics department, Dr. 
Tate and his associates are interested 
in learning how these nuclei of atoms 
are built. This is one of the funda· 
mental problems of Nature itself- the 
searching out of the secrets of these 
minute structures which may lead to 
a better understanding of the com· 
position of larger bodies. 

Dr. Williams has been promoted 
this year to the rank of Associate 
Professor of Physics. He came to 
Minnesota in 1933 as instructor in 
physics and in 1934 advanced to as· 
sistant professor. A graduate of the 
University of British Columbia in 
1928, he received his M. A. from the 
University of California in 1930 and 
took his Ph.D. from the same insti· 
tution a year later. Following this he 
did special graduate work at the Uni· 
versity of Chicago before coming to 
Minnesota. During 1928·30 he was 
a teaching fellow at California and 
received his Whiting Fellowship at 
the same instiLution for 1930·31. 
During his service at Chicago he was 
a National Research Fellow in 
Physics. 

Dr. Rumbaugh comes to Minne· 
sota this fall from the Bartol Re· 
search Foundation of the Franklin 
Institute at Swarthmore, Pa. He is 
a graduate of Miami University at 
Oxford, Ohio, receiving his degree 
in 1928.

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Dean M . E. Haggerty Dies 

DR. MELVI E. Haggerty, dean 
of the College of Education, and 

one of America's leading and best 
known educators, died in University 
ho pital on Wedne day, October 6. 
During his 17 years as dean, the 
college advanced to the front rank 
in the Ii t of schools of education and 
has become the Mecca for graduate 
students in education from all parts 
of the world. 

Dean Haggerty came to the Uni­
yer ity of Minnesota in 1915 as pro· 
fe or of educational psychology. At 
that time Pre ident Lotus D. Coffman 
was dean of the College of Education. 
When Dr. Coffman became President 
in 1920, the Board of Regents ap­
pointed Dr. Haggerty dean of the 
college. 

The College of Education more 
than tripled in size during Dean 
Haggerty's regime. In 1920, 600 stu­
dents were enrolled in the college. 
The 1936·37 regi tration totaled more 
than 1,800. 

Dean Haggerty wa born January 
17, 1875 at Bunker Hill, Ind. He re­
ceived hi A.B. from Indiana uni er­
sity in 1902. He received two Mas­
ter' degree, one from Indiana in 
1907 and another from Harvard uni· 
\er ity in 1909. In 1910 he was 
awarded his Ph.D. at Harvard. 

He erved as teaching a i tant 
in philosophy at Har ard in 1909 
and 1910 and as professor of p y­
chology at Indiana university from 
1910 until he came to Minnesota 
in 1915. 

At Minnesota he became widely 
known in educational circle. In 
1919 he was a member of the Vir­
ginia Educational commi sion as di­
rector of te ts and mea urements. 
He conducted surveys in similar ca· 
pa ities for orth Carolina and ew 
York tate in 1920. 

Dean Haggerty's period of er i e 
at this Universi t was interrupt d 
only ill 1917, when he joined the 
army as major in the Sanitary corp. 

tat ion d in the urgeon General's 
offic at Washington, D. .. he wa 
in charo-e of the r -education of dis­
abled oldiers. At th lime of hi 
death he held a commission as Ii u­
tenant olonel in the Officers Re-

rve orps. 
He \ as past pre ident of the Min-

the local chapter of Phi Beta Kappa, 
national scholastic society. Last Feb­
ruary he was elected president of the

In 1920 and 
1921 he served as president of the 
American Educational Re earch as­
sociation. 

Dean Haggerty wa al 0 a mem­
ber of the American Psychological 
association American As ociation for 
the Advancement of Science, ational 
Committee for Mental H giene, a· 
tional Society for the tudy of Edu-
ation, American A sociation of Clin­

ical Psychologi t , Phi Delta Kappa 
and Kappa Phi Kappa. 

s a member of the e ecutive 
ommittee of the Jorth Central As­
ociation of College and Secondary 
chool, Dean Haggerty, a engaged 

in a long term re ear h 011 educa­
tional problems. With Dr. George F. 
Zook he was the author of the first 
volume of "Higher In titulions of 
Learning." He was author of 'The 
Fa ult ' and of a third olume, 'Edu­
cational Programs of Higher In ti­
tutions of Learning,' whi b \ ill be 
published soon. He erved as a mem­
ber of the editorial board of var­
ious magazines devoted to education 
and educational ps cholog . 

Dean Haggerty was k now n 
throughout the country as a lecturer 
on educational problems. He had 
poken in e\'ery state in the union 

during the past 20 ears. 
urvil'ing Dean Haggerty are hi 

widow. his on, William, who is 
engaged in graduate work at the Uni­
versity of Chicago, and two daugh­
ters Helen, professor of physical edu­
cation at Mar sville Teachers col­
lege, Marysville Mo., and Mrs. or­
man Anderson. Mr. Anderson the 
only member of the family not pres­
ent when Dean Haggerty died, rushed 
to Minneapolis from the Panama 
Canal Zone. 

Men high in the educational world 
paid tribute to the work and influ­
ence of Dean Haggerty in message 
this past week. Dr. Henry . Hol­
mes, dean of the graduate s hool of 
education at Harvard, sent the fol­
low'ing mes age: "Dean Haggerty

Professor Francis B. Barton was 
appointed recently as head of the 
Department of Romance Languages 
at the University of Minnesota to 
succeed Professor Everett W. Olmsted 
who reached retirement age last 
spring after serving as head of the 
department since 1914. 

Professor Barton also is the new 
president of the local chapter of the 
American Association of University 
Professors at the University and is 
honorary president of the Minnesota 
chapter of the American Association 
of Teachers of French. 

Coming to Minnesota in 1915 from 
Williams College he has devoted 
much of his time to the teaching of 
Nineteenth Century litera ture and to 
the advising of students in the Col· 
lege of Edu ation who were prepar· 
ing for teaching careers in the roo 
mance languages. 

Born in ] 886 at Palmer, Mass., 
Professor Barton prepared for col· 
lege at that place and later allended 
Williams College, receiving his B.A. 
in 1907. Following his graduation 
he allended the University of Paris 
in 1909·11, receiving the degree. Doc· 
teur de l'Universite de Paris. Again 
in the summer of 1913 he went to 
Europe, this time to study at the Uni· 
versity of Madrid in Spain. In 1911

He also has dit d 
a number of anthologies, among 
these being one with Profes or Ed· 
ward H. Sirich, also of the Depart­
ment of Romance Languages.
