But that is 
not the worst part of the situation.

even 3,000, of the students now in at­
tendance here would go to Chicago. 
The increase in numbers there would 
id,emand more instructors^ and we^ 
would be called in, nt salaries of 
$3,000 or $4,000, instead of the $1,200 
or $1,500 we are receiving here.

“So we might as well close up. It 
would be better for both the students 
and the faculty.”
