/ amination or by passing the continuation course with a 
grade of C or better. In the latter case, the grade of D 
will be recorded in place of the grade of E.”

1. It shall be open to any student enrolled in the Col­
lege of Education.

2. The basis for decision shall be scholarship and a writ­
ten paper, each of which shall be of equal value. The paper 
may be^ presented by the student himself or by some mem­
ber of the faculty, and may be a written term paptr, a maga­
zine contribution, or an essay written expressly for this pur­
pose. It shall be judged on the ability shown by the stu­
dent in the consideration of the topic, on its originality, its 
style, and on the value of the contributon from a professional 
standpoint •;' '■

3. The papers shall be judged by a committee consisting 
of the Dean of the College of Eduction, two memebers of 
the faculty and two members from the fraternity, one repre­
senting the active membership and one the alumnae.

Names of candidates for the prize must be filed with 
the Dean of the College of Education on or before February
