Flocking to University

MISS HELEN BENNETT
IS LEADING SPEAKER

Program Includes Many Notable 
Addresses—Begins at 9:15 

at the Armory.

Nearly 800 girls and boys from all 
parts of the state have arrived at 
University Farm for the seventh an­
nual week for rural school children. 
Not only was the farm campus overrun 
with the gufests, but large groups were 
seen on the streets of Minneapolis 
yesterday loaded with luggage and 
anxiously losing for the proper car. 
Classes will begin this morning and 
will be continued until Friday night.

The Women’s Vocational Confer­
ence, in session today and tomorrow, 
will, be opened this morning at 9:15 
by Dean G. B. Johnston of the academ­
ic college.

Miss Helen M. Bennett of the Chi­
cago Collegiate Bureau of Occupa­
tions will give a general survey of 
vocations open to women. In the af­
ternoon Dr. Louis B. Wilson, of the 
Mayo clinic at Rochester, will tell 
of possible use of women in medical 
laboratories.

Bennett can be obtained by signing 
for them at Dean Sweeney’s office. As 
the agricultural - campus lunch room 
has been given over to children from 
county schools, basket lunches will be 
served.

TRAINING OFFERED

CANDIDATES NAMED 
FOR SCHOLARSHIPS

Hart Anderson, Peter Swanish, Fredo 
Ossanna Recommended for Bank 

Training Positions.

Hart Anderson, Peter T. Swanish, 
sophomores, and Fredo Ossanna, 
junior, were the three men picked 
from Minnesota for National City 
Bank scholarships.

The committee that nominated these 
men consisted of Professors Ebersole, 
James, Durand, Blakey and Allin.

Thirty men in all applied for the 
bank scholarships, but half this num­
ber were’ soon eliminated because of 
their failure to pass the preliminary 
requirements. The committee met the 
remaining fifteen last Saturday in the 
Minnesota Union and interviewed each 
man personally, choosing, finally, the 
two sophomores and one junior.

Carl Hayden and Oliver Powell are 
the Minnesota men previously chosen 
to National City Bank scholarships.

Twenty-five University Men 
Group for Special Train­

ing.

Join

As a result of the mass meeting 
held last week in the Armory, by the 
Iron Wedge, in favor of universal mil­
itary training, twenty-five university 
men. including faculty and graduate 

I students, have enrolled in a special 
course of military training under Ma­
jor G. W. Moses. The training will 
include outdoor drill and theoretical 
training.

The men who have enrolled have 
all had two years' training as uni­
versity cadets. They will have op­
portunities for appointments to the 
officers' reserve corps when they have 
satisfactorily completed the course 
which will continue for the rest of 
the college year.

Men passing the work in Ahe re­
serve corps and receiving appoint­
ments will start as second lieutenants 
at a salary of $1,700 a year and will 
be eligible for service in any unit to 
which the war department sees fit to 
assign them. They are liable for ser­
vice only in case of war.

MAG APPEARS WITH 
FEATURE NUMBERS

Lenten Numbers Included In Stories 
Offered for Month of 

April.

The Magazine offers us Lenten fare 

this month. Mr. Burton, not at his 
best, appears on the first page. Then 
comes ^The Ultimate," an ironic 
sketch depicting the death struggle of 
continents in the year 13,063—a com­
bination of Ralph Underwood and 
Jules Verne, marred by an editorial 
foreword, proclaiming it as illuminant 
oh the mpot -question of universal mil­
itary service.

"The Price" is noteworthy as a col­
lege story which does not work the 
theme of co-educatioual love. This 
theme is not neglected, however. Paul 
Byers’ "Between Dances" gives it due 
prominence, and shows us the "hero” 
of "Disenchantment” In another diffi­
cult situation, handled with more hu­
mor but less plausibility than that of 
“Disenchantment." One hopes that 
Will’s love affairs are now exhausted.

“Reflections” is a whimsical little 
poena of some originality and grace. 
Finally, at the end of the number, we 
read another chapter of Carl Jensen's 
autobiography, glad to come at last 
to the comforting touch of reality.

Candidates . Must Have Two 

Years’ Experience on Daily to 
Be Eligible.

BOARD WILL MAKE __

Other Nominations Can Be Made 
By Petition—New Board 

Also to Be Chosen.

The managing editor of the Daily 
for the coining year will be elected 
by a vote of Daily subscribers Satur­
day, April 21. Members of the board 
of publishers will be chosen at the 
same time. * . . .

No student will be eligible for the 
position of managing editor who has 
not worked on the Daily for a reason­
able part of two years, according to 
a constitutional amendment adopted 
by Daily subscribers last month. This 
provision is expected to limit the num­
ber of candidates for the position.

Nominations for the position of 
managing editor and for board mem­
bers will be made by the present 
board of publishers at a meeting 
Thursday, April 12. Other nominations 
for the position of editor may be made 
by petition of five per cent of the sub­
scribers of the Daily. Students who 
wish to be nominated are expected to 
hand in their names to Charles Gil­
len, president of the board (box 2950), 
before the meeting April 12.

Board members, to be eligible, must 
be In at least their second year iu 
school. The constitution provides 
that they shall be distributed among 
the various colleges as follows: Aca­
demic, 3; Law, 2; Engineering. 2; 
Medic, 1; Dentistry and Pharmacy, J; 
Agriculture. 1.

PENALTY EXPECTED 
FOR PETITIONERS

Names of Two Former Battery Men 
on Anti-War Petition Incite 

Officers’ Action.

The anti war petition, which was 
confiscated in the Men’s Union Fri­
day noon, has been turned over to the 
federal department of justice for ac­
tion, despite attempts of friends of 
the petition to recover it. A penalty 
of some sort will undoubtedly be in­
flicted on the two former members of 
Battery F, N. S. Minsky and H. H. 
Miller, by the federal authorities, it is 
stated by local national guard officers.

Petition Sent to Washington.
The petition, which was obtained by 

the national guard men thru the work 
of "Red” Frederickson, veterinarian of 
Battery F, was forwarded to Washing­
ton, D. C„ Saturday and is awaiting 
federal action. Major D.*C. Richler, 
of Colonel T. Schairs volunteer regi­
ment, predicted immediate action in 
regard to the two former battery men.

Signers Refused Federal OatR:”\
Minsky and Miller were among 

those who refused to take the oath 
mustering them into the federal ser-. 
vice last summer. They were con­
fined, to the guardhouse and retained 
on the “sanitary squad" at Fort Snell- 
ing thruout the remainder of the sum­
mer. In September they were dis­
charged for "the good of the service.”

They also in­
clude lectures on commercial sub­
jects as textiles and styles.

■ Besides educating the employes it 
is the duty of Mrs. Stacy to keep in 
touch with sick employes and see that 
they are properly attended.

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DOES ‘COLLEGE BRED” MEAN ANYTHING?
As the writer of a communication in Saturday's Daily pointed 

out, the members of the senior class did not add to their reputation 
by their conduct during the series of health lectures given during the 
past two weeks. The ungentlemanly and unladylike deportment oi 
the students is not excused by the fact that they had not registered 
for the course of lectures, and that attendance was compulsory. Nor 
was their bad behavior justified by the fact that some of the lec­
turers were distinguished more for their knowledge of their sub­
ject than for their oratorical powers. The restiveness and high 
spirits natural in a group of young people might explain a small 
amount of the disturbance; but this does not condone the ill-man­
nered horseplay that featured each lecture. A startling lack of a 
sense of shame was displayed by men—and women toof-who talked 
aloudj giggled, ate peanuts, matched pennies, played cards, threw 
paper missiles at the speaker, and walked noisily about during the 
progress of the lecture. Sad to relate, many of the offenders were 
students who hold undergraduate offices and who are supposedly 
looked up to by their less distinguished class mates. That such con­
duct as this can be imputed to a group of young people who enjoy 
the advantages of a liberal education furnished material for reflec­
tion as to what higher education really accomplishes in the way of 
developing the finer instincts.

A LESSON FROM LORD CHESTERFIELD.
The courtly Chesterfield once advised his son, in one of his 

famous educatiqnal epistles, to cultivate a pleasing mode of speech: 
he admonished him that nothing so much betrayed the gentleman 
as the address which he employed, not only to his friends and ac­
quaintances, but also to strangers. Chesterfield has won fame and 
recognition from generations of posterity for the manner in which 
he carried out his own precepts, among them the art of polite speech. 
It would seem that some of our friends might profit from letters 
from Chesterfield’s pen, whereby they might be led to refrain from 
unnecessarily violent language. Simple and sound words, well and 
briefly spoken, arc as effective in besting the arguments of an adver­
sary, is not more so, than are the wildest flights of political “brass 
band” oratory. Let us watch our words well, not forgetting to re­
strain our tempers, and it may be that we can carry on even a news­
paper discussion without acrimony.

CORRESPONDENTS PLEASE NOTE.
Two students, who sometime ago sent in a 1,200 word letter, 

write the Daily to learn why it has tfot been printed. We have ex­
plained the situation several times in tliis colmun. Letters must be 
short if theyr are to be published, and even then they’ may have to 
wait several days before they appear in print. The Daily believes 
that current news should take precedence over expressions of per­
sonal opinion, save in exceptional cases. The shorter a letter is, the 
greater is the likelihood of its early publication. Mere length does 
not condemn a letter to the waste basket, but it usually delays pub­
lication until its force is lost. The newspaperman’s motto, “Accur- 
acy-.^terseness, accuracy,” with special emphasis on terseness, should 
be graven in the minds of all who write letters for publication. -

"The Sophomore Gas Bombs.” 
Editor the Daily:

Now that the noxious fumes of the 
sophomore gas bombs have staggered 
the universify and state with their va­
pors. fetid and nauseating, and in view 
of guarding the good people in this 
noble institution against further rav­
ages of the moral leprosy of which 
the recent disgrace was only a symp­
tom—it ought not to be out of place 
to consider some sort of preventive 
remedy.

I cannot here suggest that remedy, 
but a study of the symptoms may 
lead us to the obvious cure. It is 
not alone the questionable advertis­
ing w’hich of late has made me fear 
for our welfare. That. I think, though 
It savored strongly of methods recent­
ly used by the proprietor of a certain 
downtown movie, exceeded the bounds 
of modesty and wisdom more from 
well-meaning ignorance than from 
clever artifice. But there are danger­
ous symptoms of vapid inanity which 
are becoming so general and so se­
rious that they should call every 
thinking student to a vigorous aw’ak- 
ening lest all of us succumb to this 
vitiating evil.

What is the moral record of the 
university for the I st two years? A 
spirit of'honor so pusillanimous that 
student self-government is an admit­
ted failure. An intellectual spirit so 
subdued that inter-collegiate debates 
and oratorieals go begging for audi­
ence while grandstand and ballroom 
are over-crowded. An attitude toward 
public affairs insipid that Greek letter 
meetings and pink-tea socials take 
precedence over discussions of vital 
topics. A vacuityyof mind so utter­
ly hopeless that even the “Man with 
the Hoe” might easily soqnd the shal­
lows of the ‘‘Oak-Tree” repartee. Such 
destitution of mental anitnation that 
intellectual friction Is no longer stlm-
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ulating, but must give place to the 
sinuous rhythm of Terpsichore. Con­
versation is such a bore. Dancing is 
so purely esthetic, so fascinating, so 
infinitely superior to all other forms 
of entertainment that it has come to 
be the grand princess of all- univer­
sity entertainment, to the exclusion, 
quite, of such w’earisome activities as 
conversation and literary societies. 
They require too much thought. Talk 
about the war is so tiring, so futile. 
We must not think; it hurts us. Give 
us some piffle which will tickle our 
superficial senses, but by no means 
disturb those higher centers of the 
brain. Let them sleep in peaceful 
quietude lest by over-exertion we 
weaken, not develop them.

I«t not my intimations be construed 
to refer to all of us, nor in too caus­
tic a manner to any of us; but, sure­
ly, unless some sort of spiritual re­
vival awakens us, so that Godliness 
may again flow in a pure stream 
through our hearts, so that we all 
may be inspired by higher values in 
life than immediate sensuous pleas­
ure, then the time will hasten w’hen 
we will look back with bitter regret 
and remorseful memories and feel the 
sad significance of the poet’s words: 
"Pleasures are like poppies spread, 
You seize the flower, its bloom is 

shed;
Or like the snow’flake in the river,
A moment white, then g&ne forever.”
