The Board meeting was called to order at 12:07p.m. by the chair,Rachelle Schaap.

Agenda was approved as distributed.

Minutes of Thursday, September 22, 1988 were approved as amended.
Rachelle introduced Robert Seybold, a new staff representativesrepresenting the Office for Student Development.
Rachelle discussed the Association of College Unions-International and how the U of M Student Center is a member ofRegion 10 of this organization. The annual fall conference for1988 is being held November 3-5 in Storm Lake, Iowa. Thedeadline for registration is October 15, 1988. So she asked thatmembers review the materials, told them it is a valuableexperience to attend and said she hoped as many mambers aspossible could attend. Cost per person is approximately $80which is picked up by the Student Center.

Rachelle said that a review of the director will be conductedthrough a committee within the next couple of weeks. It wasrequested to be completed during the summer but sicne manymembers were unavailable it wad delayed until now. She is askingfor any interested members to serve on this committee. ACTIVITIES REPORT
SUMMARY BY PROJECT

SUMMER 1988

COMMUNITY FOCUS EVENTS

The music series was very successful except for a few

incidents. We ran into problems with what we believe to be

excessive charges from tech set-up and strike. I think that it is
necessary to establish a policy of maximum hours for tech during
events of this nature. Two and one-half hours should be plenty

of time to run a 1 hour show. This way we can better keep track

of the money spent on tech. The only other notable

disappointment was the cancellation of the Mandala concert on

August 9 which we were able to reschedule on August 25. Although

the weather was extremely hot we always had an audience outside.
However, most people sat in the air conditioning and watched
through the windows. The music was very pleasant - bringing
energy into the Terrace and creating a very enjoyable place to

spend ones lunch hour.

We don't know what the key ingredient was for the film
series, but I believe it was a combination of things that made it
a success. It was free, billed as "Big Screen", in the air-

conditioning, well publicized and all the films had been

previously well received. The first few films didn't generate

large audiences, with the last half of the series bringing in 75%
of the audiences.

ISSUES AND IDEAS

Once again this proved to be a successful series.

Attendance was good and the programs were cheap (free!)

Enviromental issues still remain on the forefront as the issue

that people are interested in.

This program was also very easy to plan and run.

OUTDOOR ADVENTURES

This summer's resources and efforts were centered around the
program's need to train trip leaders for the coming school year.
Tremendous effort was put forth in further identifying the spirit
and driving forces behind the program. From there, we designed a

leadership training program which support COA's developmental
approach to learning. Elements of the training included sessions
on experiential learning and teaching, group dynamics, risk

management and safety, environmental ethics, judgement and

decision-making and ethical issues. The training itself was

extremely powerful. COA now has fourteen leaders ready to assist
in the delivery of its programs for the year.

COA must become active in providing more travel

opportunities in the summer months. Consequently, this training

must occur earlier in order to prepare the leaders. Coordinating

this with an academic unit will boost its effectiveness even

more.



PERFORMING AND LITERARY ARTS

The transfer of this summer's weekly music program to the

entertainment project made it possible for performing arts to

present more special dance and theatre offerings throughout the
summer. The thematic emphasis of spotlighting different cultures
and highlighting some of the University's own talented ensembles
was very well received by campus audiences. The dance component

featured the colorful costumes and high energy of the Jamaican

dancers with live drummers, the lighthearted and humorous

movement of summer dance program visiting faculty, the East

European traditional choreography of Hungarian Folk dancers and
finally a preview of Northrop's summer celebration of culture

from India showcased several classical types of dance. In

addition to previewing the Indian drama of Tagore, we hosted
University of Minnesota Showboat ensemble with songs an dances
from the "Down River Ramble" production celebrating the 30th year
of performances, and finally the vaudeville work of street

theatre artists from the Commedia Theatre. The unusually hot

temperatures made the dance presentations very demanding for the

performers and often meant that audiences watched from inside the
Terrace Cafe. The special sound system set-up effectively takes
the program to this larger, interested audience. Although no

special ethnic food was featured, all events had a festive air of
celebration and enthusiasm appropriate for summer campus

audiences. All events were underwritten by Summer Session Funds.

Two events were held in the Worldspan Room. The literary

event included a film about India's poet laurete Tagore and the
illustrated lecture on "Folklore and Statecraft" focussed on

government supported performing arts Of China and the Soviet

Union. The other program presented independent of the noon

"spotlight" series was the successful return of the Madison,
Wisconsin artists FREE HOT LUNCH after almost 2 years. Old and

new fans of their blend of musical styles enjoyed a rousing
evening of funds humor and high quality musicianship.

VISUAL ARTS

The twenty-two piece sculptural exhibit, "Third World Ties",
dramatically altered the appearance of the Paul Whitney Larson

Gallery. This exhibit, which could be perceived as either art,

history, or political statements proved to be one of the most

popular that we have mounted. The audience came from a wide

variety of backgrounds. Most were interested in the social and

political message and were less involved in the "art" of this

creation. This exhibit drew a larger number of faculty and

community members to the gallery. The accompanying programs "Art
and Social Consciousness, was a pleasant and stimulating
evening.



Guest panel members included the artist, Mark McGinnis,

University of Minnesota political science; Ph.D. candidate, Eric

Selbin; artist Jane Thompson; and professor of history at St.

Olaf Colleges Jim Farrell.

The strengths of this exhibit were the drawing power of a

wider audience and a totally new look for the gallery. All

operations went smoothly, thanks to a super custodial staff for

hauling the exhibition crates and rearranging the gallery space.
Linda Billings' able help during the installations assisting
with the program as gallery attendant, and in taking down the

exhibit was much appreciated.

VOLUNTEER TRAINING AND DEVELOPMENT

Based on the 1987-88 program committee's recommendations,

the Student Center will intensify its focus as a volunteer-driven
organization over the next three years. The model designed will

recognize the value of educating students on issues through

experience, discussion and reflection. Once developed, training

will occur for the Board of Governors, Project Volunteers and St.
Paul Student Center Staff.

This summers the staff interviewed all full and part-time

staff, available volunteers and Board members, Student

Development administration and a sample of users of the building.
The intent was to identify the community we serve and further

define those issues we need to address in order to create this

volunteer model. Recommendations will be forthcoming at a later

date.

WORLDSPAN

Like all program series, "Travelin' Days" had its high and

low points, but the program on the whole was a great success.

The majority of the events were slide shows and required little
set-up and minimal staff maintenance. The slide shows were

colorful, smoothly presented, and well attended. The Morroccan

and Icelandic "festivals" represented programming ups and downs,

respectively. The most successful event was also the more

problematic. The Morrocco Festival, which was to be held

outdoors, was moved into the Worldspan Room due to the heat.

Over two hundred people showed up for this program, drawn by

extraordinary free Moroccan food served by students as well as

delicacies dished up by our own food service folk. The program

was simply too crowded; we were not prepared to quickly serve

that many people.

BY-LAWS

OF

ST„ PAUL STUDENT CENTER BOARD OF GOVERNORS

I„ MEETINGS

A. Meetings of the Board

The Board shall hold regular weekly meetings during the
academic calendar year. Special meetings of the Board
may be called by the President of the Board, the Director
of the Center, or by any seven voting members of the Board
at such time and place as they may deem expedient.

B. FlaGE-gf_Meetingi
All meetings of the Board shall be held in the Student

Center building unless otherwise established by the Board.

C. Quorum

A majority of all elected and appointed representatives

shall be necessary for the Board to conduct business. A
simple majority of those present shall be necessary to
approve all motions. A smaller number may receive the

reports of the committees and declare an adjournment; and
if a majority of the members of the Executive Committee
are present, those present may resolve themselves into a
meeting of that committee. During the summer sessions a
quorum for meetings shall consist of all Board members

available but in no case may business be conducted with
less than four voting members.

D- Notification and Attendance

1. Every member must be duly notified of the annual,
regular, and special meetings of the Board.

2. In the case of the annual meeting, notification
shall be by mail, postmarked no less than 10 days
in advance of the meeting. In the case of special
meetings notification may be by mail, by telephone,
or by personal contact.

3. Any elected member absent from a duly called
meeting must present an excuse to the President
before the next meeting. The President shall

pass upon the excuse and her/his decision shall
be reported to the Board. The member presenting
the excuse may appeal the decision of the Board.

4. Any elected member who has, during a year, except
for summer sessions, three or more unexcused
absences, from meetings of which he/she has been
duly notified shall be requested to resign„



Business Before the Board

Matters for consideration by the Board should be presented
to the Board at least one meeting proceeding the meeting at
which action is expected. The President may refer these
matters to the proper committees in order that the committee
may report thereon to the Board.

Order of Business

The order of business unless otherwise ordered snall be
as follows: 1) Approval of Minutes, 2) President's Report,
3) Director's Report, 4) committee Reports, 5) Old Business
6) Special items of Business, 7) New Business, 8) Announcements
Rules of Procedure

All business coming before the Board shall be conducted
according to Sturgis' Standard Code of Parliamentary
PIggeduce except as modified by the Board. Each member
of the Board who is present shall vote on every question
unless excused from voting by the Board. Meetings of the
Board shall be open except upon announced occasions when
the Board may wish to enter into an executive session.

Minutes of Proceedings

Minutes of the proceedings of the Board shall be kept by
the Secretary to the Board. As soon as possible after
the record of proceedings has been completed, the secretary
shall transmit to each member of the Board a copy of such a
record. All lengthy reports shall be referred in the
minutes, and shall be kept on file as part of the Board's
records; but such reports need not be incorporated in the
minutes except when ordered by the Board.

BEQXY

1. When a member of the Board is unable to attend the
business meeting regularly, and/or, is unable to fulfill
other responsibilities of the position, he/she may be
represented by a proxy without limit to authority or
time, except that such proxy shall not be approved for
a period greater than one academic period (quarter) or
summer period. It is the intent of the Board that a
proxy be a temporary solution in order to fulfill the
responsibilities of the position. It is not to be
defined as a means of holding membership on the Board
without actual personal involvement in the activities
of the Board.

2. Nominations for proxy may be brought to the Board by the
Board member requesting a proxy, any member of the Board,
or the Personnel Committee. It is recommended that the
proxy candidate be presented to the Personnel Committee
for review, and that the Personnel Committee bring the
proxy nomination to the Board for review and vote„
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3. At the time a motion to appoint a proxy is brought
before the Board, the authority Of the proxy as to
voting power, committee rsponsibilities and duration of
appointment must be clearly enunciated and contained

within the motion. Such authority as shall be granted to
a proxy may be unlimited except that standing committee
chairpersonship is not assumed by proxy appointment.
Chairpersonship held by the Board member being
represented by proxy must be reappointed by the action of
a separate Board action.

4. Appointment of a proxy is made through a properly consti-
tuted motion, brought before a quorum and receiving a
simple majority.

II„ Officers of the Board

A. Enumeration of

1. The officers of the Board shall be President, Vice-
President, Secretary, and such others as the Board
may designate.

2. The officers shall be chosen by the Board from its
student membership provided that the Board may make
an exception in the case of the secretary.

B„ Mode of Election and Term

The officers of the Board shall be elcted by the Board at
the annual meeting and shall hold office for a term of one
year and until their successors are elected and qualified.

Vacancies in the student membership on the Board shall be
filled by the Board. Filing must remain open for a minimum
of a week after notice of such vacancy has appeared
on two bulletin boards on campus. If no one with the proper
qualifications files within the allotted time, the Board
shall declare the position open to a college sophomore or
upperclass students without regard to the college group
within which the vacancy exists. Vacancies in the non-

student membership shall be filled by the corresponding
appointing official. All vacancies shall be filled only
until the next regular election. The positions shall
again be placed on the ballot for a term that will not
disturb the normal sequence„

D. Duties of

1. tresident of the Board
The President of the Board shall perform such duties
as are usual to the office. He/She shall preside at
all meetings of the Board, but the Vice-President or
a member may act as Chairperson of the Board at his/
her request. When the office of the President is
vacant or the President is absent, the Vice-Pre€ident
shall act as President Pro Tem.



2. MiCe-Ecesident
The Vice-President shall, in the absence of the President,
perform all duties of the President. He/She shall provide
the Executive Committee with regular reports on the func-
tioning and effectiveness of the standing committees.

It shall be the duty of the Secretary to review and approve
records of all proceedings of the Board; to insure that all
records, books and papers concerning the Board are carefully
preserved and to perform such other duties as the Board

may from time to time direct.

d) Undertake such other duties as the Board may from

time to time direct„

C3. The Public Relations Comm i.ttee shall
a) Endeavor to promote a better understanding and

a feeling of goodwill and cooperation among
Student Center organization members and patrons.

b) Be the coordinator of Student Center Board publicity.
c) Undertake such other duties as the Board may from

time to time direct.

IV. RESTRICTION OF USE OF FUNDS

A. This organization shall not provide monetary gain, incidently
or otherwise, to its directors, officers or membership„ This

does not restrict the payment of wages, salaries or

incentives by the organization for services rendered.

B. Distribution of Funds
After disestablishment, and after all liabilities of this
organization are satisfied, all remaining funds shall be
held in trust for three (3) years by the student governing
board for the Twin Cities campus, University of Minnesota. It
after that period this organization nor a successor has been
reactivated all funds shall be transferred to the aforementioned
student-governing board.



V. GENERAL RULES AND

FALL 1988

COMMUNITY FOCUS EVENTS

This area seems to be focused in two areas. The first is
music programming presented every Wednesday at noon and the
second is a film series. The music series has been very
well received and is easily programmed. The audience is a

"captive" audience who seem to enjoy the music. It would be

interesting to see if the Terrace Cafe experience has any
affect on sales during those days. Film experienced some

successes yet continues to drain the budget. The approach for
winter quarter will be conservative, yet we will experiment with

different films and train volunteers for involvement in the
project.

ISSUES AND IDEAS

A very busy quarter that involved many successes. Coordination
with other organizations and departments went very well, as we
continue to build in this area. We had outstanding attendance

at the "There's Just One U" programs and were able to provide
the sponsoring departments with a significant amount of help.
The "Sheep to Shawl" series which was planned and run mostly by
volunteers went extremely well. The reception for this series

was exceptional! The Decision '88 series also went well, espec-
ially the Voter Registration. Our environmentally related prog-
rams all had good-sized audiences and were well received.

On the downside of things, only two series had disappointing
turn-outs: The Minnesota Daily exhibit with related programs,
and the "Getting the Most Out of College" series. The actual

programs were very good, so the few who attended tended to have a
positive experience. The publicity was out in a timely manner,
suggesting a lack of interest for these featured topics.



OUTDOOR ADVENTURES

Most of the energy expended this quarter was directed toward
the Ski Swap. Income has increased 100% over the last three

years, and adminstration Of the sale has resulted in swift,
efficient procedures and a service the project is extremely proud
of. The future placement of this sale will be in the hands of

the Program Committee who will need to take all variables into

consideration.

Because of the demand this event placed upon the staff and

volunteers, fall quarter was quite light in its offerings. The

lack of an armchair program continues to hurt the project.

Greater effort will be placed on these offerings in the future.

They contribute positively to the Adventure model and further

provide access to the outdoors for all. Mini course offerings
continue to feed the project and prove to be popular among
outdoor adventure seekers. We will continue to develop these.

PERFORMING AND LITERARY ARTS

Fall quarter featured a well-rounded variety of music,

dance, and literary programs. The Folk Music series has been

developing into a successful consponsorship arrangement.
Nationally known artists such as Bill Staines, Anne Hills,

Michael Smith, Christine Lavin, and others were brought to the

Student Center through this series of six concerts. The Worlds

of Performance series brought in artists from Australia and

India. In future quarters, we hope to diversify and have a

greater variety of countries represented. Other highlights

include the New Music concerts, two excellent literary programs,

as well as jazz and raggae concerts. We finished the quarter

with a sold-out series of performances of the Nutcracker.

Some of the problems we faced were those of audience targeted

promotions. Mailing list development and updating will assist

in remedying these problems. Because of the large quantity of

performances, we were unable to spend a great deal of time with

volunteer development. In future quarters, time will be available
for this very important aspect of programming.



VISUAL ARTS

Fall quarter was composed of three exhibits in the Larson

Gallery and one extended exhibit in the North Star Gallery. Our

first show was the work of a faculty member from Bethel College.
It allowed us to draw an audience and recognition from outside
the University community. The second exhibit was composed from
the work of the two M.A. students from the College of Design.
The final exhibit was the combined effort of five teaching
assistants from the Design Department. All of these exhibits

provided numerous educational opportunities to classes of

students and individual viewers. The gallery was extremely

successful in providing gallery talks and class visitations this

quarter.

The exhibit in the North Star Gallery was coordinated with Issues
and Ideas. This high traffic location afforded many people the

opportunity to view reproductions of front pages from the

archives of the U of M Daily Newspaper. Although support and
enthusiasm from the Daily was disappointing, the exhibit was an

excellent choice for the nature of the exhibit space in the North

Star Gallery. We are still struggling with the logistics and

availability of art that lends itself to the North Star Gallery.
We were pleased to contribute to the "Just One U" series of

events.

WORLDSPAN

Worldspan concentrated on volunteer development this quarter
and the rewards were great. A core group of 16 volunteers have
been recruited, oriented and trained in individual jobs. More
importantly, this group of students from all over the world has
learned to enjoy each other's company and communicate; succeeding
in Worldspan's primary mission of facilitating intercultural
communication. The programs were "average" this quarter with two
exceptions. First, Global Issues drew an unacceptably small
audiences especially considering the high quality of speakers
engaged in the program. Second, Inside Campaign '88 was highly
successful and represents the wave of Worldspan's future -
coordinating with local organizations and providing programswhich are advertised throughout the entire state.

Now that volunteers are trained and ready to go, more effort
will go into programming next quarter. Also, advertising for
programs will triple. No flyers were published this quarterand the numbers attending SPSC programs reflect this. The
Worldspan Room continues to improve in appearance and utility.
This quarter was no exception. Volunteers began to staff the
room, organize information, and create systems for information
and magazine distribution.
