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UNIVERSITY IS ATTACKED 
BY TYPHOID FEVER SCARE

SUCCESS OF THE HONOR 
SYSTEM HELD OOUBIFUL

Students Counselled to Use Great 
Care—Prof. Bass Inves­

tigates.

Prominent Upperclassmen Think Con­
ditions Not Favorable—Fac­

ulty Should Help.

The death of a member of the En­
gineering College from typhoid fever 
has aroused the University to a re- 
^Hzation of the dangers which lurk in 
the water supply.

Dr. Cooke has ordered the swim­
ming pool in the armory to be 
closed. It will not be opened until 
some definite measures for purify­
ing the water have been taken.

At Shevlin Hall extreme care is 
being used to insure "sanitary condi­
tions and to prevent the spread of 
typhus germs.

Placards have been distributed 
throughout the University to warn 
students of the prevalence of the 
epidemic and to urge such precau­
tionary measures as the boiling of 
all liquids used for ordinary drinking 
purposes.

Prof. Bass of the engineering de­
partment is making a thorough in­
vestigation into the water question 
and will undoubtedly, in the near fu­
ture, make some specific recommen 
dations in regard to the purification 
of the water supply. The trouble at 
present seems to be caused by the 
sewage which flows into the Missis­
sippi from the towns along the river. 
Brainerd is having a fever epidemic 
and consequently the problem as­
sumes a menacing aspect

That the honor system would be 
unsuccessful under to-day’s conditions 
t the University is the general opin­

ion among the upperclass people.
Some lay the blame for this on lax 

methods of conducting examinations 
among the faculty, but all unite in de­
ploring the lack of ideals among the 
students.

Ohe prominent Sigma Tau girl 
says: “The greatest reason for its 
probable failure is because Minnesota 
collegians have not a strong sense of 
honor. The best way of getting this 
is a college generation of forced hon­
esty.”

One junior holds that “the honor 
system lacks possibilities unless the 
faculty get together in methods of 
giving exams and in treatment of 
known offenders. The faculty must 
take some of the responsibility in 
reaching the hoped for results and 
not shift it all on to the students who 
have had little encouragement toward 
high ideals.

M. M. WILLIAMS APPOINTED

Building to Follow Plans of the Pro­
posed Men’s Union—Every 

Need Met.

Faculty and Alumni Unite in Honor­
ing Prexy—No Tribute too 

„ Great for Minnesota’s Head.

Cyrus Northrop Hall ,the most fit­
ting tribute that can be given to 
President Northrop, is now assured, 
and its erection is only a question of 
time and money.

The new building will be almost 
exactly like the $250,000 building 
which was planned by the Men’s Un­
ion last fall, but will be enlarged 
and improved, costing about $400,000. 
Every campus organization will be 
provided for, and every need, social, 
religious, athletic and literary, will 
be met.

The building will be 210x180 feet 
in measurement, and the shape of 
a “T” has been chosen as best fitted 
for the purpose. »

Room for a variety of amusements 
will be found in the basement. Aside 
from the large kitchen, there will be 
a court of thirteen bowling alleys, 
a billiard room and exhibition room 
where wrestfing, boxing, and fencing 
matches may be held, giving an op­
portunity for tournaments which it 
is now impossible to hold1 for lack of 
suitable room.

'* On the first floor, will be a large 
dining room, or commons, and the 
business offices of the Men’s organi­
zations. The dining room will seat 
seven hundred comfortably, and as 
many as eleven hundred, on special 
occasions, when the several smaller 
dining rooms surrounding it may be 
thrown open.

An immense living room about 75 
by 37 feet will extend through the 
second and third floors. Adjoining the 
living room will be a large hall for 
receptons and dances, also extending 
through two stories. Surrounding 
these main rooms, will be several 
smaller rooms which will be used for 
reading, writing, assembly, commit­
tee and smoking rooms.

The third floor will be utilised for 
club rooms for the faculty, and for 
suites of rooms, which will be used 
for the entertainment of University 
guests.

A theatre for the presentation of 
University theatricals will probably 
be on the second floor.

The building, as it is planned, will 
meet the most urgent needs of the 
University men. It will provide a 
Common meeting ground for men of 
every class, college, and interest in 
the University, and will bring them 
into a close sympathy and union 
which is impossible under present 
conditions.

Northrop Hall.Proposed Cyrus

“A worthy tribute to a noble life 
which has spent its best years in the 
uplift and service of a great univer­
sity.” This was the sentiment which 
filled the faculty with enthusiasm at 
their dinner last Saturday night, 
where the plans for a men’s building, 
dedicated to President Northrop, were 
discussed. A building where unity in 
college spirit, friendliness, and stand­
ards could be found, was acknowl­
edged, as the most fitting tribute 
which could be given to a man who 
had always stood for these.

Prof. Gray acted as toastmaster, 
and enforced the idea that the estab­
lishment of such a building would se­
cure co-ordination and integration of 
the various departments, of the Uni­
versity. He said that unions have 
been the great factor fn the uplift 
of student bodies in other universi­
ties.

Dr. Richard Burton was introduced 
to represent Dr. Jenks, who was ill. 
We need close association to do our 

best work,” he said. “We cannot be­
come acquainted unless there is a 
common meeting place such as pro­
posed.” He then spoke about the 
hapy memory each Harvard man 
has toward the Harvard commons, 
and ended by saying, “It is fitting 
that this building, should bear the 
name of a man we honor, love, and 
revere. He is still in the Indian sum­
mer of his strength. In his long life 
at the University he was constantly 
radiating his beneficent spirit among 
us, and this buildng will continue to 
radiate the same influence. Every one 
of us ‘can have a vital, even though 
a humble, influence in this movement.

Professor Zeleny Continued in the 
universal praise of President North­
rop, telling of his remarkable person­
ality as a friend as well as his abil­
ity as a leader, saying, “And so while 
we steadfastly honor him for what he 
has done for the University, we love 
him, we revere hm for what he is.”

Mr. E. B. Johnson, secretary of the 
Alumni Weekly, outlined the plans of 
the campaign and showed views of 
the building Mr. Johnson read a let­
ter from Dean Comstock, in which she 
told of the benefits she knew must 
come from such a building from her 
knowledge of conditions before and 
since the erection of Shevlin Hall.

Dean John F. Downey told of the 
wopderful development of the Univer- 
sity since President Northrop had 
been at its head, referring to him as 
a “friend, a father, and a counsellor” 
to the University.” When we build 
let it be in such a way and on such 
a scale that it may truly be a mem­
orial to President Northrop.”

Dean Pattee, of the law school. 
Dean F. J. Wulling of the College of 
Pharmacy,. Dean H. T. Eddy, of the 
Engineering College, and Harold 
Deering for the student body, spoke, 
emphasizing the - same sentiments 
expressed before. . . ______
