Walter F. Mondale's record of public service includes Vice President 
of the United States, U.S. Ambassador to Japan, U.S. Senator, and 
Attorney General for the State of Minnesota. He was also the 
Democratic Party's nominee for President in 1984. On March 17, 
1997, President Clinton announced that Mondale would co-chair a 
new bipartisan Education and Awareness Project on Campaign 
Reform. Walter Mondale is currently a partner with the law firm of 
Dorsey & Whitney LLP, headquartered in Minneapolis with 16 offices 
worldwide. 

Walter Frederick ("Fritz") Mondale was born in Ceylon, Minnesota 
on January 5, 1928. He is married to the former Joan Adams. They 
have three children, Theodore, Eleanor Jane and William. They also 
have three grandchildren. 

Mondale helped manage Hubert H. Humphrey's first successful U.S. 
Senate campaign in 1948. Mondale then earned his B.A. in political 
science from the University of Minnesota in 1951.

(cum laude) from the University of Minnesota Law School in 1956. 
Mondale served on the Minnesota Law Review and as a clerk for the 
Minnesota Supreme Court. Mondale was a Distinguished University 
Fellow in Law and Public Affairs at the Hubert H. Humphrey 
Institute of Public Affairs at the University of Minnesota. In 1990, 
Mondale established the Mondale Policy Forum at the Humphrey 
Institute to bring together leading scholars and policymakers for 
conferences on domestic and international issues. Mondale has 
authored the book The Accountability of Power: Toward a Responsible 
Presidency and has written numerous articles on domestic and 
international issues. 

Since returning from Japan, Mondale has become the director of 
several non-profit and corporate boards including the Mayo 
Foundation, University of Minnesota Foundation, BlackRock Funds, 
CAN Financial Corp. and Northwest Airlines. In May 1997, Mondale 
will join the boards of Interra Financial, St. Jude Medical and United 
Healthcare.
