RICHARD MCNAMARA

A native of Hastings, Minnesota, Richard "Pinky” McNamara graduated from the
University of Minnesota's College of Liberal Arts. He had a student athletic
scholarship and was a three-year letter-winner for the Golden Gophers football team.
McNamara is the chairman and owner of Activar Inc., which specializes in
restructuring failing companies back to profitability. He serves on the board of
directors for the University of Minnesota Foundation, University M Club, Dunwoody
College of Tech-nology, TCF Financial Corporation, World Presidents' Organization,
and the Council of Independent Managers. He is also a former member of the Young
Presidents’ Organization..

CAPT ARVIN R. CHAUNCEY

In 1963 Captain Chauncey reported to the United States Naval Postgraduate
School, Monterey, California, where he received a Bachelor of Science degree after
two years of study. He reported to NAS Cecil Field, Jacksonville, Florida, for
replacement training in the A-4 aircraft with VA-45 and VA-44, with subsequent
assignment to VA-66 in August 1965.

While serving as Safety Officer and Administrative Officer in VA-66,
Captain Chauncey deployed aboard the USS AMERICA (CVA-66) on her maiden
voyage to the Mediterranean. Upon his return he received orders to report to VA-212,
NAS Lemoore, California. Captain Chauncey served as NATOPS Officer and
Administrative Officer in VA-212 while deployed in the Gulf of Tonkin aboard the
USS BON HOMME RICHARD (CVA-31). In October 1975 Captain Chauncey
assumed duties as Commanding Officer of VA-127 at NAS Lemoore, California
flying the TA-4 aircraft. Captain Chauncey next served as Branch Chief for Northeast
Asia Contingency Plans on the CINCPAC staff, Hawaii from January 1977 until July
1980. Captain Chauncey served on CNATRA Staff as Assistant Chief of Staff for
Training and Operations from August 1980 to February 1981. From March 1981 to
July 1983, Captain Chauncey served as Commander, TRAINING AIR WING
THREE, Beeville, Texas. In August 1983, Captain Chauncey assumed command of
the ROTC Unit, University of Minnesota and Professor of Naval Science.

Captain Chauncey completed his assignment at the NROTC Unit, retiring in
July 1986 with 31 years of active duty service. Captain Chauncey was hired by
Northwest Airlines, and worked for 11 years as Manager, Aircrew Training, on the
Boeing 747-400 aircraft until retirement in 1997. Captain Chauncey is married to the
former JoAnne Stellenberg of Apple Valley, California; and he has four sons, Mike,
Tom, Jim and Jeff Chauncey. The Chaunceys reside in Eden Prairie, MN.

Army ROTC

Army ROTC is the main source of commissioned officers for the US
Army. Army ROTC graduates enter combat, combat support, or
combat service support branches. It supplies the Army, the National
Guard, and the Army Reserves with up to 3,800 Second Lieutenants
every year. About fifty percent of the Army ROTC Cadets receive active
duty commissions, with the remainder serving in the Army National
Guard or in the Army Reserves. While in ROTC, cadets also have the
opportunity to participate in the Simultaneous Membership Program, in
which they serve as “cadet” platoon leaders in Army National Guard or
Army Reserve units.

Naval ROTC

The Naval Service consists of both the Navy and the Marine Corps.
The Naval ROTC program commissions about 1,500 men and women as
Navy Ensigns or Marine Corps Second Lieutenants each year. After
commissioning, NROTC graduates go into surface ships, aviation,
submarines, nursing, or Marine Corps career fields. The NROTC
battalion consists of Midshipmen, as well as Navy and Marine Corps
service members on active duty who are earning their degrees and
commissions. The Midshipmen operate the Battalion themselves under
the guidance of the NROTC Unit Staff.

Air Force ROTC

Air Force ROTC is the largest and oldest source of commissioned
officers of the Air Force, and serves to recruit, educate, and prepare
college students to be Air Force Officers. Nationally, approximately
2,000 men and women are commissioned each year. Air Force ROTC is
located at 143 colleges and universities with approximately 600
additional colleges handled through “cross-town agreement”. Here at
the University of Minnesota, we currently have 60 students enrolled in
Air Force ROTC.
