The recent orders from tne govern­
ment requiring a minimum of five hrs. 
of drill per week at Minnesota is now 
causing considerable excitement a- 
mong the cadets.

When the orders came last spring re-
'

qulrtng four hours per week, the sol­
dier' boys thought their cup of woe 
was full; now It is overflowing.
- If thei new regulation is enforced, 
extra credit will be demanded by the 
men. One officer stated this morning 
to a Daily representative that he 
would not drill without pay for at 
least one of the extra hours.

Major Morgan, however, anticipat­
ing some misunderstanding on the 
part of the government as to the con­
ditions here at the University, has 
written to the authorities explaining 
the situation, and expects a definite 
reply in a very short time.

In the meantime drill will go on the 
same as usual.

Major Morgan stated that, should 
five hours of drill a week, excluding 
weekly Inspection and other ceremon­
ies, be finally required, in his opinion 
the department should be made a col­
lege.

This would give those who desire to 
take a greater amount of military sci­
ence, an opportunity to do so, and 
would prove less burdensome to those 
who wish to take-no more than is re­
quired.

Nothing will be done in regard to the 
matter until the military department 
of the government is heard from in re­
ply to Major Morgan’s letter.

If many of the 
students would hand in stories, they 
w< uld, even though blue pencilled, still 
show the weaknesses and these could 
be corrected next time.”

He then pointed out twelve possible 
errors, most of them typographical, on 
the front page of the Daily, saying 
that he had reviewed it carefully and 
commenting on thp fact of there being 
so few. -
