Compliance update
We are now in compliance with regard to Institutional control over the financial aid office. 

3 violations reported in the fall semester
· Football party host resulted in Financial Aid 10% reduction ranging from $120-$750. We did not send an letter instructing how to appeal the decision.
· Women’s Hockey  conducted 30 minute post game workout for those who did not play much during the game. 
· Women’s Hockey did not submit paperwork or register with the NCAA a recruit visit
Academic Progress Rate numbers were released-this is only for DI programs, primarily measures graduation rates (see attached)
· Men’s hockey APR  (eligible to play or graduated) was at 1000 (perfect score) for the past 2 years
· Women’s Hockey APR was at 986 this year with an overall GPA of 3.1. The concern is the retention rate was 941 (940 is when penalties are assessed).

Faculty Athletic Rep
Steve Castleberry is on single semester leave. Steve asked for a faculty member to present awards at the final WH game. If none are available an athletic staff person will do the honors, but would prefer a faculty member.

Steve attended the NCAA conference in Washington DC.	
· Currently working on drafts regarding academic integrity, using best practices. Ex. Coaches should not be talking to faculty. If they need to communicate they should go through Kate or Steve.
· Passed out 2 articles from Chronical of Higher Ed regarding academic integrity. Challenges primarily exist with faculty and staff.
· Steve will meet with Deans and advisors to make them aware.

Faculty/Coach interaction
· Meeting with the team talk to the coaches inform them you are the liaison
· Rodger reported he talked to Coach Sandelin. Coach highlighedt that he has had challenges with students not allowed to take test or make up missed assignments
· Student Athletes is responsible on 1st day to alert faculty and 2nd day to follow up on how to resolve the conflict
· If you hear about coaches/SA issues have them go to the FAR directory. 
· Coach should not contact the faculty
· SA should not wait until the last minute
Kate is working with SA who have below a 2.5 cum GPA.
· Meet with Kate
· Emails go out to those faculty in the 5th week of the semester for a check in
· 43% response rate makes it challenging to address concerns
· Also will be looking at Freshman and consider them at risk

Athletic Director
· NSIC has awarded UMD 7 Miles Brand awards for 3.75+ GPA
· DII completed the fall season 6th in the country of all DII schools
· North Star College Cup
· MH did ok, beating the Gophers in the final game. It was good exposure to the program. There is a financial impact because we have to give up a home game. Next year we will sit out and the financial model will change to be more equitable.
· Next meeting Josh will present the Student Services Fee Presentation
· Josh updated the committee the coaching hiring. We will begin the Women’s Hockey coach search once the season as completed, players have shown interest in serving on the committee. The softball coach turned down the contract the University offered. The search will commence this summer with players serving on the committee.
· Josh reviewed Title IX. Title IX creates an equal opportunity for student athletes to participate. The gender percentages of student athletes must mirror the student enrollment. Title IX requires an equal experience for the student athlete.
· Student athletes have done significant volunteer hours
· Romano Renovation is on track with support from CHSP, Rec Sports, and a $500,000 gift from an Athletic donor. We also have HEPR funding. The floor will be replaced and the facility upgraded.
Budget
· The Athletic Department has the 1st balanced budget in 10 years. We raised 1.3 million in the 2013-14 FY and are on track to raise 1.1-1.2 in FY 2014-15.
· Increase of $250,000 in sponsorship which was helped by the increased exposure FOX Sports North provided from additional televised games
· We were able to maintain scholarship dollars
Big Jig
The change of location from Pike Lake to Island Lake had a part in success of the 2015 Big Jig 
· 700 individuals fished
· $30-$40,000 in gross revenue

· The business/community/student athlete networking event will be held on May 5th.
Hall of Fame Dinner
· Was held as a luncheon before a Men’s and Women’s hockey game on Saturday, January 17th. It was the first time the HOF that it broken even.
