WHEAT GOAL 68,875,000 ACRES~.RYE GOAL 2,572,000 ACRES . State wheat goals totaling 
68,875,000 acres, a.'1.d s tate rye goals totaling 2, 572,000 a cres for harvest in 1946 , 
have been announced by Secretary of Agricultur e Clin ton P. Anderson . 

·The sum of the wheat goals recommended by sta te goals committee s compares with indi­
cated. plantings of 68, 808, 000 acres for harve st this year anrl is within the national 
goal of 67,000~000 to 70,000,000 a cre s recommended to th0 states on J 1 ne 29 by the 
War Food Administrat ion. This goal would continue the high t1artime production of 
wheat. 

The sum of the state-recommended rye goal for 1946 compar e s with i ndicated p l antings 
of 2,096,000 acres for harves t this year ancl with the 1946 goal of 2, 800 ,00 acres 
recommended by the W~r Food Admi nistration on June 29. 

CURRENT DETIJLOPH:ENTS IN TH:ill FAFJ·I REAL ESTATE IA.RKET, Farm r eal estate value s con­
tinued to rise during the 4 months e·1deid,. · Jul~r 1, 1945, with an increase .1.or the 
country as a whole of about 3)b. This i ncrease brings the U,S o index (1912-14=100) to 
130, a rise of ll~ fr om July 1944~ This level is 57;'o abo'\ :: t he 1935-39 average and 
l ess than one-fourth below the 1920 i nfl ation peako · The increase during the last 4 
months is the same as reported for corresponding perio c<.s in each of the l ast 2 years. 
Since March 1941 values have risen 53% , or an average of 1% per @onth . The volume of 
voluntary sales decr eased .8% during the year ended r.Iarch 1945 after having increased 
for 6 consecut ive year s, reach ing a pen.k a l most 15% above that for the 11boom 11 year 
1919. Despit9 t h is decrease , the volume of sales l ast year continued at a level that 
was higher tho.n for any other year of record except 1943- 44. 

PRISONERS-OF-WAR~ Some 55, 000 prisoners are expected to be ava ilable to nonagricul­
tural and nonmilitary establishments for work this sumr. er and fall . Approxime.tely 
100,·000 will he available for harvests, and ::i.bout 180,000 will work at mil itary in­
s tallations. 

Prisoners will be he l d i n thi s country 'by the \far Department until t he end of the 
agricultur al season, for employment on farms n.nd in inc.'1.ustry , unless t he l abor market 
perr:li ts their return to Europe at an earlier date . Sick and wounded, officer and 
noncommissioned officer prisonera--who are not required to work uncler terms of the 
Geneva convention-- will bs r ~p~triaten as soon as possible . Curren t plans call for

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MORE BUTTER nr AUGUST. Approximately 90 million pounds of croamory bu ttor will bo 
available to ci vilains in August, in comparison with the ave age of about 80 million 
pounds during the last few months. Reason is that the set-aside for Government 
purchase has been reducecl to 30 per cent for August because of revised wm' req_uire­
ments. The July set-aside percentage was 50 per cento 

NEW RATION BOOK OUT IN DECEMBER<> \'/i:ir Ratfon Book Five, 11 srnaller than a doll :J.r bill" 
and containing just half as many stamps as the last book issued, will be distributed 
through the public schools in December~ the Office of Price Administration has 
announced. At the same time, the new 11A11 gasoline ration book will be issued. 

SHOE PB.ODUCTIOH S'IEPPED UP.. More leather shoes for civilians will b~ produced 
during the last three months of this year than in any previous q_ua:rte'.r of 1945, be­
cause of sOheduled cutbacks, the War Production Board and the Office of Price ·Admin­
istration have announced. Shoes included in these estimates will ta.lee some ti:ne to 
find their way into retail stocks, OPA said; The shoe ration order is flexible 
enough so that adjustments can be mo.de promptly when the supply situation warrants 
it, the ag$ncy added. 

APPAREL WOOL . U. S. stocks were reduced from 745,000 , 000 pounds to 679,000,000 
pounds during the 12 months ending March 3lp 1945. Practically all of that reduc­
.tion occurred in stocks of foreign \·1001 held by the Defense Supplies Corporation • 
. Stocks of domestic wools increased about 100,000,000 pounds in the same period. 
Unless CCC sales of wool inc·rease materially in the remainder of 1945 , sales again 
will _be smaller ~han production and there \1ill be a further accumulation of stocks 
of domestic wools. 
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
