The International Association for 
Labor Legislation, includes Austria, 
Belgium, Denmark, England, France, 
United States, Holland Hungary, 
Italy, Spain, Switzerland, Germany. 
The greatest achievement of the In­
ternational Association is the Inter­
national labor treaty between France 
and Italy signed April 5, 1905.

Would Compel Students to Attend 
Extra Lectures and Debates as

There is a movement on loo>.

of academic and law classmen at ex­
tra lectures and important debates ar­
ranged by local organizations, <• 
requisition. The fact that there has 
been a tendency among students of 
late to give these educational aid'- 
the go-by has given impetus to the 
action, and at the next meeting of the 
board of regents it will be properly 
discussed. ...

“Take the forthcoming • lecture by 
Russell H. Conwell next Friday even­
ing for example,” said a prominent 
instructor. “The students gain more 
from such a lecture as ‘Acres of Dia­
monds’ than they do from an entire 
term-of class work, and the same is 
true of many other debates and lec­
tures. Students, however, seemingly 
do not recognize this fact, or, if they 
do, are shamefully indifferent, to say 
the least, as regards the acquisition of 
knowledge. Of course, literally we 
could not force students to attend 
these affairs, but if we intimated that 
questions relative to them would be 
asked in the examinations it would 
bring the same result.”

How any such drastic rules would 
be received by the student body can 
be imagined. There would be much 
opposition, and some classmen say 
they would go so far as to test its 
legality.

TANK AND TRACK SOON DONE
Tank Will Be Ready in Course of a 

Week—Track One-Sixteenth 
of a Mile.

Finally the improvements on the 
Armoryr are nearing completion.

Laying 
entirely aside the fact that it may be 
against the Christian principles of 
some to do so, there still remains 
the qutrage against human endurance 
and physical ability. However it may 
seem, a real student’s life is not an 
easy one, and six days out of seven 
of student labor is amply sufficient. 
It is a labor union problem founded 
on the laws of health and physical 
and mental welfare.

Miss Clara Strate, academic, ’09, 
died December 18th, 1908, of con­
sumption. She was one of the most 
popular girls in her class and her 
death is an event of such sorrow 
that it needs no comment.

Carnegie Andrew Carnegie on April 
Pension 3, 1908, created a fund to 

for Profs, pension professors who 
have served faithfully in 

advancing education. At first he 
made the fund applicable only to the 
professors of certain institutions 
only. Later he gave $5,000,000 for 
the purpose of taking care of state 
university professors. In order to 
have the fund apply to the professors 
of a state institution it is necessary 
that the application be approved by 
the state legislature and the governor 
on the recommendation of the Board 
of Regents or the authorities of the 
university.

Senator J. T. Elwell has introduced 
a joint resolution in the legislature 
authorizing the Board of Regents to 
apply to the Carnegie fund trustees 
to have Minnesota placed on the list 
of universities whose professors are 
eligible to pensions under the fund. 
Senator Seward, of Lyon county, has 
started a movement to defeat the bill 
on the grounds that the state does 
not want to receive outside charity 
for her institutions.

This is all tommy-rot. This pen­
sion fund is almost a necessity, with 
the salaries our state legislature 
grants to many of our professors. 
Why let false pride stand in the 
way of this most worthy object. If 
the legislature is going to disregard 
this opportunity to take care of her 
professors in old age it is up to. the 
legislature to provide the money it 
self. It would be foolishness for thw 
state to do this when the money is 
gladly offered by a man who can .f- 
ford to give it. A rejection would be 
in the nature of a rebuke to Mr. Car­
negie when he should rather be com­
mended for the good work he has un­
dertaken. The establishment of funds 
for such worthy causes should be en­
couraged in every possible way, not 
discouraged.

We feel confident that the opposi­
tion to Senator Elwell's bill will 
prove small when the vote is finally 
taken.
