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This Is Your University 

CHARTERED in February, 1851, by the Legislative Assembly of the Territory 
of Minnesota, the University of Minnesota this year celebrated its one hundred 
and fifteenth birthday. As one of the great Land-Grant universities in the 
nation, the University of Minnesota is dedicated to training the young people 
of today to become the leaders of tomorrow. Each year our graduates leave our 
campuses to add new skills and knowledge to the existing resources of our state. 
They have been. trained h.ere as physici.ans, lawyers, engineers, s?cial workers, 
teachers, journalIsts, dentIsts, pharmacIsts, nurses, farmers, busmessmen-to 
name only some of the careers for which we offer preparation. Since its found­
ing, the University has awarded more than 185,000 degrees, each one in recog­
nition of the successful completion of an exacting academic program. 

In addition to giving collegiate instruction to more than 42,000 students 
annually on its Minneapolis-St. Paul, Duluth, Morris, and Rochester campuses, 
the University offers, through its Schools of Agriculture and its General Exten­
sion Division, specialized training designed to assist those who wish to study 
on a part-time basis. It offers further educational opportunity throughout the 
state by providing county agents, home agents, 4-H club agents, and recreation 
and health consultants who give effective instruction to residents of the state 
in their own homes. 

In the diversified research laboratories on the University's five campuses, 
at the several agricultural experiment stations scattered throughout the state, 
at the Rosemount Research Center, the Cloquet Forest Research Center, the 
Cedar Creek Natural History Area near Bethel, the Fruit Breeding Farm and 
the Arboretum at Excelsior, the Lake Itasca Forestry and Biological Station, the 
Hormel Institute at Austin, and at University Hospitals, University scientists 
are working on countless research experiments of vital importance to the future 
health and welfare of us all. These projects, of which only a few are mentioned 
here, are concerned with cancer, heart surgery, taconite, gamma irradiation, 
cheese-making, teacher training, municipal government, school surveys, and 
development of new varieties of grains, fruits, and flowers. 

THE UNIVERSITY is acknowledged to be the cultural hub of the Northwest. 
It is the home of the University Artists Course, Radio Station KUOM, the 
University of Minnesota Television Hour, the University Theatre, the Minne­
apolis Symphony Orchestra, and the local performances of the Metropolitan 
Opera Company. Through the University of Minnesota Program Service, the 
University brings renowned artists and lecturers to more than a million and a 
half persons living in the area it serves. 
. . The people of Minnesota are proud of their University, not only because 
It IS one of the leading state universities in the nation, but also because of the 
extent and quality of its services from which they, their families, communities, 
and organizati?ns benefit. Their interest in the University is a dynamic thing 
a?d expresses Its~lf in many ways. Contributions from them have made it pos­
SIble for the Vanety Club Heart Hospital and the great Mayo Memorial Build-
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ing to be constructed. Through the American Legion and its auxiliary posts all 
over the state, thousands of friends have made generous donations to provide 
an endowed research professorship in heart disease. Generous contributions 
have built the Masonic Memorial Hospital, the Veterans of Foreign Wars 
Cancer Research Center, and Diehl Hall (which houses the biological-medical 
library and additional medical research facilities). 

Equally generous have been the contributions made by corporations, asso­
ciations, foundations, trade unions, clubs, and individuals, whose tireless efforts 
have made hundreds of scholarships and fellowships available to promising 
students each year. Chiefly because of financial difficulties, only onc-half of the 
state's high school graduates of marked ability enter any college or university. 
Friends and supporters of the University, recognizing the need to alleviate this 
situation, continuously try to increase the number of scholarships and the 
amount of money available for scholarship assistance. 

As it meets the needs of present students, the University must also make 
plans for those of the future. The 42,178 students who enrolled at the Univer­
sity at the beginning of the 1965-1966 academic year represented nearly one-half 
of Minnesota's college-level enrollments. They underline the fact that there 
are limits to the University's physical capacity. Future enrollments must be 
adjusted to those limits. In the fall of 1965, for the first time in its history, 
the University instituted an admissions policy based on controlled growth 
of total enrollment. This change in admissions requirements held the 1965-
1966 enrollment to about 42,000 students. It reflects the University's need for 
more teachers, more land, and more buildings. And it makes plain the Univer­
sity's determination to maintain the educational quality that has made it one 
of America's leading educational institutions. 

THE 1965 LEGISLATURE granted the University $81,300,000 for general 
operations and maintenance during the 1965-1967 biennium. In addition, the 
University received $9,083,223 for University Hospitals; $6,833,887 for special 
appropriations, including special extension and research activities; $15,820,656 
for new buildings, land, and the rehabilitation of existing buildings; and 
$1,240,000 for the University of Minnesota, Morris. 

Each year the University publishes and widely circulates a summary financial 
statement, which is available to anyone upon request, as is a much more 
comprehensive and complete statement for those who wish to make a special 
study of the University's income and expenditures. 

The summary financial statement of 1964-1965 showed that the University's 
current income and expenditures amounted to $128,980,874.07. Of the total 
received, $12,727,274.12 came from student tuition and fees; $17,855,486.75 
from activities relating to educational departments such as Hospitals, Dental 
Clinic, Cancer Detection Center, and University Theatre receipts and the sale 
of bulletins and agricultural products; $1,496,963.54 from intercollegiate ath­
letics; $19,470,448.11 from such services as the dormitories and dining halls, 
printing, the laundry, the University of Minnesota Press, the Department of 
Concerts and Lectures, and the Health Service; and $8,260,416.03 from cor­
porations, foundations, individuals, and endowment income for instruction, re­
search, prizes, scholarships, and the care of the sick. Also $26,190,690.49 came 
from the federal government for instruction, research, and agricultural exten­
sion. The state provided $42,979,595.03 or 31.4 per cent for the University's 
total operating costs. 
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Funds expended for the construction and remodeling of buildings and the 
urchase of land amounted to $1l,003,913. 

p Commencement marks only the conclusion of the individual's academic 
life at the Uni~ers.ity.

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Academic Costume ..... 

On appropriatc occasions, anyonc with a collcge or university degrce may 
wear academic costume consisting of a gown, a hood, and a cap. By obscrving 
the kind of academic costume a person wcars, it is possible to know the name 
of the university from which he graduated, as well as thc degree which he 
holds, and, in somc cases, thc field of his major intercst as well. 

The long pointcd slecve of thc gown indicates a Bachelor's degree; the 
long elosed slecve with a slit ncar the uppcr part of the arm indicates a Master's 
degrcc, and the open sleevc marks a Doctor's degrce. Bachelors' and Masters' 
gowns are black in color and arc without any trimming. Generally, the Doctor's 
gown is black also, but some univcrsities, particularly those abroad, prcscribe 
such fcstive colors as rcd, crimson, or grcen. All Doctors' gowns havc velvet 
trimming on the front facings and crossbars on the slecvcs. This trimming may 
bc black, or it may match thc color of thc cdging of thc hood and thus idcntify 
the profcssion or field of major interest of the wearer. 

At a commencement it is quite proper to wcar thc gown-but not the 
hood-appropriate for the degrce which is to be received. The only hoods 
worn at commenccmcnts are for degrees which havc already bcen received. 
Thus only those students and faculty membcrs who have already received col­
legc or university dcgrecs wear hoods. Anyonc who has a degrce from thc Uni- ' 
versity of Minncsota may wcar a hood dccorated with a maroon chcvron on' 
gold background. Thc length and shapc of the hood indicates whcther the 
wearer has earned a Bachelor's, a Master's, or a Doctor's degree. Thc velvet 
edging on the hood indicates the field in which the dcgree was grantcd. For 
cxample, dark blue significs Philosophy; light blue, Education; grcen, Mcdicine; : 
lilac, Dentistry; orange, Engineering; russct, Forestry; drab, Busincss; olive 
green, Pharmacy; purple, Law; gray, Veterinary Medicinc; golden yellow, Sci­
cnce; and white, Arts and Letters. 

Shoulder insignia on the gowns of candidatcs for degrees indicate that the 
candidates are honor students. 

Caps, gencrally mortarboards with tassels, have significancc, too. The Doc­
tor's tassel may be black or gold. Masters' and Bachelors' tassels arc black; but 
at University of Minnesota commencements-upon thc authority of the Uni­
versity Senate Committec on Functions-candidates for the Bachelors' and' 
Associates' degrees wear tassels which indicate their schools or colleges by 
color as follows:

But once the Bachelor's degree has been received and the commencement 
is over, the graduate, should he wear academic costume again, will wear only 
the black tassel as does the holder of the Master's degree. Similarly, he will not 
in the future wear the shoulder insignia as a part of his academic dress even if 
he is an honor graduate. All graduates of the University should remember that 
the academic dress at this University conforms to the rules of the Intercollegiate 
Bureau of Academic Costume. This means that Minnesota academic costume 
may be .easily secured anywhere in the world. And it is always worn proudly and 
with distinction-for ours is a great University.

This Is Your University 

CHARTERED in February, 1851, by the Legislative Assembly of the Territory 
f Minnesota, the University of Minnesota this year celebrated its one hundred 

and fifteenth birthday. As one of the great Land-Grant universities in the 
~;tion, the University of Minnesota is dedicated to training the young people 
of today to become the leaders of tomorrow. Each year our graduates leave our 
campuses to add new skills and knowledge to the existing resources of our state. 
They have been trained here as physicians, lawyers, engineers, social workers, 
teachers, journalists, dentists, pharmacists, nurses, farmers, businessmen-to 
name only some of the careers for which preparation is offered. Since its found­
ing the University has awarded mOre than 186,000 degrees, each one in recog­
nition of the successful completion of an exacting academic program. 

In 'addition to giving collegiate instruction to more than 42,000 students 
annually on its Minneapolis-St. Paul, Duluth, Morris, and Rochester campuses, 
the University offers, through its Schools of Agriculture and its General Exten­
sion Division, specialized training designed to assist those who wish to study 
on a part-time basis. It offers further educational opportunity throughout the 
state by providing county agents, home agents, 4-H club agents, and recreation 
and health consultants who give effective instruction to residents of the state 
in their own homes. 

In the diversified research laboratories on the University's five campuses, 
at the several agricultural experiment stations scattered throughout the state, 
at the Rosemount Research Center, the Cloquet Forest Research Center, the 
Cedar Creek Natural History Area near Bethel, the Fruit Breeding Farm and 
the Arboretum at Excelsior, the Lake Itasca Forestry and Biological Station, the 
Hormel Institute at Austin, and at University Hospitals, University scientists 
are working on countless research experiments of vital importance to the future 
health and welfare of us all. These projects, of which only a few are mentioned 
here, are concerned with cancer, heart surgery, taconite, gamma irradiation, 
cheese-making, teacher training, municipal government, school surveys, and 
development of new varieties of grains, fruits, and flowers. 

THE UNIVERSITY is acknowledged to be the cultural hub of the Northwest. 
It is the home of the University Artists Course, Radio Station KUOM, the 
University of Minnesota Television Hour, the University Theatre, the Minne­
apolis Symphony Orchestra, and the local performances of the Metropolitan 
Opera Company. Through the University of Minnesota Program Service, the 
University brings renowned artists and lecturers to more than a million and a 
half persons living in the area it serves. 

The people of Minnesota are proud of their University, not only because 
it is one of the leading state universities in the nation, but also because of the 
extent and quality of its services from which they, their families, communities, 
and organizations benefit. Their interest in the University is a dynamic thing 
and expresses itself in many ways. Contributions from them have made it pos­
SIble for the Variety Club Heart Hospital and the great Mayo Memorial Build-
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ing to be constructed. Through the American Legion and its auxiliary posts all 
over the state, thousands of frien?s ~ave made .generous donations to .provicle 
an endowed research professorshIp m heart dIsease. Generous contnbutiol'ls 
have built the Masonic Memorial Hospital, the Veterans of Foreign Wars 
Cancer Research Center, and Diehl Hall (which houses the biological-medical 
library and additional medical research facilities). 

Equally generous have been the contributions made by corporations, asso­
ciations, foundations, trade unions, clubs, and individuals, whose tireless efforts 
have made hundreds of scholarships and fellowships available to promiSi!lg 
students each year. Chiefly because of financial difficulties, only one-half of the 
state's high school graduates of marked ability enter any college or univerSity. 
Friends and supporters of the University, recognizing the need to alleviate this 
situation, continuously try to increase the number of scholarships and the 
amount of money available for scholarship assistance. 

As it meets the needs of present students, the University must also make 
plans for those of the future. The 42,178 students who enrolled at the Univer_ 
sity at the beginning of the 1965-1966 academic year represented nearly one-hall 
of Minnesota's college-level enrollments. They underline the fact that there 
are limits to the University's physical capacity. Future enrollments must be 
adjusted to those limits. In the fall of 1965, for the first time in its history 
the University instituted an admissions policy based on controlled growth 
of total enrollment. This change in admissions requirements held the 1965. 
1966 enrollment to about 42,000 students. It reflects the University's need for 
more teachers, more land, and more buildings. And it makes plain the Univer. 
sity's detennination to maintain the educational quality that has made it one 
of America's leading educational institutions. 

THE 1965 LEGISLATURE granted the University $81,300,000 for general 
operations and maintenance during the 1965-1967 biennium. In addition, the 
University received $9,083,223 for University Hospitals; $6,833,887 for special 
appropriations, including special extension and research activities; $15,820,656 
for new buildings, land, and the rehabilitation of existing buildings; and 
$1,240,000 for the University of Minnesota, Morris. 

Each year the University publishes and widely circulates a summary finan· 
cial statement, which is available to anyone upon request, as is a much more 
comprehensive and complete statement for those who wish to make a special 
study of the University's income and expenditures. 

The summary financial statement of 1964-1965 showed that the University's 
current income and expenditures amounted to $128,980,874.07. Of the total 
received, $12,727,274.12 came from student tuition and fees; $17,855,486.75 
from activities relating to educational departments such as Hospitals, Dental 
Clinic, Cancer Detection Center, and University Theatre receipts and the sale 
of bulletins and agricultural products; $1,496,963.54 from intercollegiate ath­
letics; $19,470,448.11 from such services as the dormitories and dining halls, 
printing, the laundry, the University of Minnesota Press, the Department of 
Concerts and Lectures, and the Health Service; and $8,260,416.03 from cor· 
porations, foundations, individuals, and endowment income for instruction, re­
search, prizes, scholarships, and the care of the sick. Also $26,190,690.49 came 
from the federal government for instruction, research, and agricultural exten· 
sian. The state provided $42,979,595.03 or 31.4 per cent for the University's 
total operating costs. 
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Funds expended for the construction and remodeling of buildings and the 
hase of land amounted to $11,003,913.

On appropriate occasions, anyone with a college or university degree III 
wear academic costume consisting of a gown, a hood, and a cap. By observi ay 
the kind of acadcmic costume a person wears, it is possible to know the na~g 
of the University from which he graduated, as well as the degree which he 
holds, and, in some cases, the field of his major interest as well. e 

The long pointed sleeve of the gown indicates a Bachelor's degree: th 
long closed sleeve with a slit for the arm indicates a Master's degree, and th: 
open sleeve marks a Doctor's degree. Bachelors' and Masters' gowns are black 
in color and are without any trimming. Generally, the Doctor's gown is black 
also, but some universities, particularly those abroad, prescribe such festive 
colors as red, crimson, or green. All Doctors' gowns have velvet trimming on 
the front facings and crossbars on the sleeves. This trimming may be black 
or it may match the color of the edging of the hood and thus identify th~ 
profession or field of major interest of the wearer. 

At a commencement it is quite proper to wear the gown-but not the 
hood-appropriate for the degree which is to be received. The only hoods 
worn at commencements are for degrees which have already been received. 
Thus only those students and faculty members who have already received col­
lcge or university degrees wear hoods. Anyone who has a degrce from the Uni­
versity of Minnesota may wear a hood decorated with a maroon chevron on 
gold background. The length and shape of the hood indicates whether the 
wearer has earncd a Bachelor's, a Master's, or a Doctor's dcgrec. The velvet 
edging on the hood indicates the field in which the degree was granted. For 
example, dark blue significs Philosophy; light blue, Education; green, Medicine; 
lilac, Dentistry; orange, Engineering; russet, Forestry; drab, Business; olive 
grecn, Pharmacy; purple, Law; gray, Veterinary Medicine; golden yellow, Sci­
ence; and white, Arts and Letters. 

Shoulder insignia on the gowns of candidates for degrees indicate that the 
candidates are honor students. 

Caps, generally mortarboards with tassels, have significance, too. The Doc­
tor's tassel may be black or gold. Masters' and Bachelors' tassels are black; but 
at University of Minnesota commencements-upon the authority of the Uni­
versity Scnate Committee on Functions-candidates for the Bachelors' and 
Associates' degrees wear tassels which indicate their schools or colleges by 
color as follows:

But once the Bachelor's degree has been received and the commencement 
is over, the graduate, should he wear academic costume again, will wear only 
the black tassel as does the holder of the Master's degree. Similarly, he will not 
in the future wear the shoulder insignia as a part of his academic dress even if 
he is an honor graduate. All graduates of the University should remember that 
the academic dress at this University conforms to the rules of the Intercollegiate 
Bureau of Academic Costume. This means that Minnesota academic costume 
may be easily secured anywhere in the world. And it is always worn proudly and 
with distinction-for ours is a great University.

This Is Your University 

CHARTERED in February, 1851, by the Legislative Assembly of the Territory 
of Minnesota, the University of Minnesota this year celebrated its one hundred 
and fifteenth birthday. As one of the great Land-Grant universities in the 
nation, the University of Minnesota is dedicated to training the young people 
of today to become the leaders of tomorrow. Each year our graduates leave our 
campuses to add new skills and knowledge to the existing resources of our state. 
They havc been trained here as physicians, lawyers, engineers, social workers, 
teachers, journalists, dentists, pharmacists, nurses, farmers, businessmen-to 
name only some of the careers for which preparation is offered. Since its found­
ing, the University has awarded more than 190,000 degrees, each one in recog­
nition of the successful completion of an exacting academic program. 

In addition to giving collegiate instruction to more than 42,000 students 
annually on its Minneapolis-St. Paul, Duluth, Morris, and Rochester campuscs, 
the University offers, through its Schools of Agriculture and its General Exten­
sion Division, specialized training designed to assist those who wish to study 
on a part-time basis. It offers further educational opportunity throughout the 
state by providing county agents, home agents, 4-H club agents, and recreation 
and health consultants who give effective instruction to residents of the state 
in their own homes. 

In the diversified research laboratories on the University's five campuses, 
at the several agricultural experiment stations scattered throughout the state, 
at the Rosemount Research Center, the Cloquet Forest Research Center, the 
Cedar Creek Natural History Area near Bethel, the Fruit Breeding Farm and 
the Arboretum at Excelsior, the Lake Itasca Forestry and Biological Station, the 
Harmel Institute at Austin, and at University Hospitals, University scientists 
are working on countless research experiments of vital importance to the future 
health and welfare of us all. These projects, of which only a few are mentioned 
here, are concerned with cancer, heart surgery, taconite, gamma irradiation, 
checse-making, teacher training, municipal government, school surveys, and 
development of new varieties of grains, fruits, and flowers. 

THE UNIVERSITY is acknowledged to be the cultural hub of the Northwest. 
It is the home of the University Artists Course, Radio Station KUOM, the 
University of Minnesota Television Hour, the University Theatre, the Minne­
apolis Symphony Orchestra, and the local performances of the Metropolitan 
Opera Company. Through the University of Minnesota Program Service, the 
University brings renowned artists and lecturers to more than a million and a 
half persons living in the area it serves. 

The people of Minnesota are proud of their University, not only because 
it is one of the leading state universities in the nation, but also because of the 
extent and quality of its services from which they, their families, communities, 
and organizations benefit. Their interest in the University is a dynamic thing 
and expresses itself in many ways. Contributions from them have made it pos­
sible for the Variety Club Heart Hospital and the great Mayo Memorial Build-
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ing to be constructed. Through the American Lcgion and its auxiliary posts 1I 
over the statc, thousands of frien?s ~a\e made .gencrous donations to provi~e 
an endowcd research professorshIp 111 hcart chsease. Generous contributio 
have built the Masonic Memorial Hospital, thc Veterans of Foreign \Vans 

Cancer Research Centcr, and Diehl Hall (which houses the hiological-medic~l 
library and additional mcdical research facilitics). 

Equally generous have been thc contributions madc by corporations, asso. 
ciations, foundations, trade unions, clubs, and individuals, whosc tircless effort 
havc made hundreds of scholarships and fellowships available to promisin s 
studcnts each year. Chiefly hecausc of financial difficulties, only one-half of th~ 
state's high school graduates of marked ability cntcr any college or university 
Friends and supportcrs of the University, recognizing the need to alleviate thi; 
situation, continuously try to increase thc number of scholarships and the 
amount of moncy available for scholarship assistancc. 

As it meets the needs of present students, the University must also make 
plans for thosc of the future. The 42,178 students who enrolled at the Univer_ 
sity at the beginning of the 1965-66 academic year represented nearly one-half 
of Minnesota's college-level enrollments. They underline the fact that there 
are limits to the University's physical capacity. Future enrollments must be 
adjusted to those limits. In the fall of 1965, for the first time in its history 
the University instituted an admissions policy based on controlled growth 
of total enrollment. This change in admissions requirements held the 1965-
1966 enrollment to about 42,000 students. It reflects the University's need for 
morc teachers, more land, and more buildings. And it makes plain the Univer­
sity's determination to maintain the cducational quality that has made it one 
of America's leading educational institutions. 

THE 1965 LEGISLATURE granted the Univcrsity $81,300,000 for general 
opcrations and maintenance during the 1965-1967 biennium. In addition, the 
University receivcd $9,083,223 for University Hospitals; $6,833,887 for special 
appropriations, including special cxtension and research activities; $15,820,656 
for new buildings, land, and the rehahilitation of existing buildings; and 
$1,240,000 for the University of Minnesota, Morris. 

Each year the University publishes and widely circulates a summary finan­
cial statement, which is available to anyone upon rcquest, as is a much more 
comprehensive and complcte statement for those who wish to make a special 
study of the University's income and expenditures. 

The summary financial statement of 1964-1965 showed that the University's 
current income and expenditures amounted to $128,980,874.07. Of the total 
received, $12,727,274.12 came from student tuition and fees; $17,855,486.75 
from activities relating to educational departments such as Hospitals, Dental 
Clinic, Cancer Dctection Center, and University Theatre receipts and the sale 
of bulletins and agricultural products; $1,496,963.54 from intercollegiate ath­
letics; $19,470,448.11 from such services as the dormitories and dining halls, 
printing, the laundry, the University of Minnesota Press, the Department of 
Concerts and Lectures, and the Health Service; and $8,260,416.03 from cor­
porations, foundations, individuals, and endowment income for instruction, re­
search, prizes, scholarships, and the care of the sick. Also $26,190,690.49 came 
from the federal government for instruction, research, and agricultural exten­
sion. The state provided $42,979,595.03 or 31.4 per cent for the University'S 
total operating costs. 
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Funds expended for the construction and remodeling of buildings and the 
urchase of land amounted to $11,003,913. 

P commencement marks only the conclusion of the individual's academic life 
t the University. As a graduate, he contributes to its history and participates 

an its aspirations. Alumni are urged to continue their affiliation with the Uni­
I ersity through the Minnesota Alumni Association and its college groups. Also, 
Vupport is urged for the University of Minnesota Alumni Fund, administered 
sn the Alumni Office in Coffman Memorial Union, and the various Special 
project Programs, including scholarships, medical and technological research, 
and college ~ervice fu~ds, which are administered by the Department of Uni­
versity RelatIons, Mornll Hall. 

Alumni, their families, and their friends are always welcome here. The 
University hopes they will return frequently to visit the campus and to renew 
cherished ties.

Academic Costume 

On appropriate occasions, anyone with a college or university degree may 
wear academic costume consisting of a gown, a hood, and a cap. By observing 
the kind of academic costume a person wears, it is possible to know the name 
of the University from which he graduated, as well as the degree which he 
holds, and, in some cases, the field of his major interest as well. 

The long pointed sleeve of the gown indicates a Bachelor's degree; the 
long closed sleeve with a slit for the arm indicates a Master's degree, and the 
open sleeve marks a Doctor's degree. Bachelors' and Masters' gowns are black 
in color and are without any trimming. Generally, the Doctor's gown is black 
also, but some universities, particularly those abroad, prescribe such festive 
colors as red, crimson, or green. All Doctors' gowns have velvet trimming on 
the front facings and crossbars on the sleeves. This trimming may be black, 
or it may match the color of the edging on the hood and thus identify the 
profession or field of major interest of the wearer. 

At a commencement it is quite proper to wear the gown-but not the 
hood-appropriate for the degree which is to be received. The only hoods 
worn at commencements are for degrees which have already been received. 
Thus only those students and faculty members who have already received col­
lege or university degrees wear hoods. Anyone who has a degree from the Uni­
versity of Minnesota may wear a hood decorated with a maroon chevron on 
gold background. The length and shape of the hood indicates whether the 
wearer has earned a Bachelor's, a Master's, or a Doctor's degree. The velvet 
edging on the hood indicates the field in which the degree was granted. For 
example, dark blue signifies Philosophy; light blue, Education; green, Medicine; 
lilac, Dentistry; orange, Engineering; russet, Forestry; drab, Business; olive 
grecn, Pharmacy; purple, Law; gray, Veterinary Medicine; golden yellow, Sci­
ence; and white, Arts and Letters. 

Shoulder insignia on the gowns of candidates for degrees indicate that the 
candidates are honor students. 

Caps, generally mortarboards with tassels, have significance, too. The Doc­
tor's tassel may be black or gold. Masters' and Bachelors' tassels are black; but 
at University of Minnesota commencements-upon the authority of the Uni­
versity Senate Committee on Functions-candidates for the Bachelors' and 
Associates' degrees wear tassels which indicate their schools or colleges by 
color as follows:

But once the Bachelor's degree has been received and the commencement 
is over, the graduate, should he wear academic costume again, will wear only 
the black tassel as does the holder of the Master's degree. Similarly, he will not 
in the future wear the shoulder insignia as a part of his academic dress even if 
he is an honor graduate. All graduates of the University should remember that 
the academic dress at this University conforms to the rules of the Intercollegiate 
Bureau of Academic Costume. This means that Minnesota academic costume 
may be easily secured anywhere in the world. And it is always worn proudly and 
with distinction-for Ours is a great University.

This Is Your University 

CHARTERED in Fe~rua~y, 1851,by the Le~islative Assembly ?f the Territory 
of Minnesota, the UmveISlty of Mmnesota thIs year celebrated ItS one hundred 
and fifteenth birthday. As one of the great Land-Grant universities in the 
nation, the University of Minnesota is dedicated to training the young people 
of today to become the leaders of tomorrow. Each year our graduates leave our 
campuses to add new skills and knowledge to the existing resources of our state. 
They have been trained here as physicians, lawyers, engineers, social workers, 
teachers, journalists, dentists, pharmacists, nurses, farmers, businessmen-to 
name only some of the careers for which preparation is offered. Since its found­
ing, the University has awarded. more than 19.1,000 degr~es, each one in recog­
nition of the successful completIOn of an exactmg academIC program. 

In addition to giving collegiate instruction to more than 42,000 studcnts 
annually on its Minneapolis-St. Paul, Duluth, Morris, and Rochester campuses, 
the University offers, through its Schools of Agriculture and its General Exten­
sion Division, specialized training designed to assist those who wish to study 
on a part-time basis. It offers further educational opportunity throughout the 
state by providing county agents, home agents, 4-H club agents, and recreation 
and health consultants who give effective instruction to residents of the state 
in their own homes. 

In the diversified research laboratories on the University's five campuses, 
at the several agricultural experiment stations scattered throughout the state, 
at the Rosemount Research Center, the Cloquet Forest Research Center, the 
Cedar Creek Natural History Area near Bethel, the Fruit Breeding Farm and 
the Arboretum at Excelsior, the Lake Itasca Forestry and Biological Station, the 
Hormel Institute at Austin, and at University Hospitals, University scientists 
are working on countless research experiments of vital importance to the future 
health and welfare of us all. These projects, of which only a few are mentioned 
here, are concerned with cancer, heart surgery, taconite, gamma irradiation, 
cheese-making, teacher training, municipal government, school surveys, and 
development of new varieties of grains, fruits, and flowers. 

THE UNIVERSITY is acknowledged to be the cultural hub of the Northwest. 
It is the home of the University Artists Course, Radio Station KUOM, the 
University of Minnesota Television Hour, the University Theatre, the Minne­
apolis Symphony Orchestra, and the local performances of the Metropolitan 
Opera Company. Through the University of Minnesota Program Service, the 
University brings renowned artists and lecturers to more than a million and a 
half persons living in the area it serves. 

The people of Minnesota are proud of their University, not only because 
it is one of the leading state universities in the nation, but also because of the 
extent and quality of its services from which they, their families, communities, 
and organizations benefit. Their interest in the University is a dynamic thing 
and expresses itself in many ways. Contributions from them have made it pos­
sible for the Variety Club Heart Hospital and the great Mayo Memorial Build-
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ing to bc constructcd. Through thc Amcrican Legion and its auxiliary posts IJ 
O\'cr the state, thousands of friends l?ave madc . generous donations to provi~e 
an endowcd research profcssorslup ll1 h~art chsease. Gcncrous ,con~ributions 
have bUIlt the MasoIUc Memorial Hospital, the Veterans of I'orelgn Wa 
Cancer Research Ccnter, and Dichl Hall (which houscs the biological-medic~~ 
library and additional medical rcscarch facilities). 

Equally gencrous havc becn the contributions made by corporations, asso_ 
ciations, foundations, trade unions, clubs, and individuals, whose tireless efforts 
have madc hundreds of scholarships and fellowships available to promisin 
students each year. Chiefly because of financial difficulties, only one-half of th~ 
state's high school graduates of markcd ability enter any college or university 
Friends and supporters of the University, recognizing the need to allcviate thi~ 
situation, continuously try to increasc the number of scholarships and the 
amount of money available for scholarship assistance. 

As it meets the needs of present students, the University must also make 
plans for those of the future. The 42,178 students who enrolled at the Univer_ 
sity at the beginning of the 1965-1966 academic year represented nearly one­
half of Minnesota's college-level enrollments. 111ey underline the fact that there 
arc limits to the University's physical capacity. Future enrollments must be 
adjusted to those limits. In the fall of 1965, for the first time in its history 
the University institutcd an admissions policy based on controlled growth 
of total enrollmcnt. This change in admissions requirements held the 1965-
1966 enrollment to about 42,000 studcnts. It reflccts the University's need for 
more teachers, morc land, and more buildings. And it makes plain the Univer­
sity's detcrmination to maintain the educational quality that has made it one 
of America's leading educational institutions. 

THE 1965 LEGISLATURE granted the University $81,300,000 for general 
operations and maintcnance during thc 1965-1967 biennium. In addition, the 
University rcceived $9,083,223 for University Hospitals; $6,833,887 for special 
appropriations, including special cxtension and research activities; $15,820,656 
for new buildings, land, and thc rehabilitation of existing buildings; and 
$1,240,000 for the University of Minncsota, Morris. 

Each year the University publishes and widely circulates a summary finan­
cial statement, which is available to anyone upon request, as is a much more 
comprehcnsivc and complete statement for those who wish to make a special 
study of the University's income and expenditures. 

The summary financial statemcnt of 1964-1965 showed that the U niversity's 
current income and expenditures amounted to $128,980,874.07. Of the total 
received, $12,727,274.12 came from student tuition and fees; $17,855,486.75 
from activities relating to educational departments such as Hospitals, Dental 
Clinic, Cancer Detection Center, and University Theatre receipts and the sale 
of bulletins and agricultural products; $1,496,963.54 from intercollegiate ath­
letics; $19,470,448.11 from such services as the dormitories and dining halls, 
printing, the laundry, the University of Minnesota Press, the Department of 
Concerts and Lectures, and the Health Service; and $8,260,416.03 from cor­
porations, foundations, individuals, and endowment income for instruction, re­
search, prizes, scholarships, and the care of the sick. Also $26,190,690.49 came 
from the federal government for instruction, research, and agricultural exten­
sion. The state provided $42,979,595.03 or 31.4 per cent for the University's 
total operating costs. 
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Funds expended for the construction and remodeling of buildings and the 
urchase of land amounted to $11,003,913. 

P Commencement marks only the conclusion of the individual's academic life 
at the University. As a graduate, he contributes to its history and participates 
in its aspirations. Alumni are urged to continue their affiliation with the Uni­
versity through the Minnesota Alumni Association and its college groups. Also, 
support is urged for the University of Minnesota Alumni Fund, administered 
in the Alumni Office in Coffman Memorial Union, and the various Special 
project Programs, including scholarships, medical and technological research, 
and college service funds, which are administered by the Department of Uni­
versity Relations, Morrill Hall. 

Alumni, their families, and their friends are always welcome here. The 
University hopes they will return frequently to visit the campus and to renew 
cherished ties.

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Academic Costume 

On appropriate occasions, anyone with a college or university degree may 
wear academic costume consisting of a gown, a hood, and a cap. By observing 
the kind of academic costume a person wears, it is possible to know the name 
of the University from which he graduated, as well as the degree whieh he 
holds, and, in some cases, the field of his major interest as well. 

Thc long pointed sleeve of the gown indicates a Bachelor's degree; the 
long closed sleeve with a slit for the arm indicates a Master's degree; and the 
open sleeve marks a Doctor's degree. Bachelors' and Masters' gowns are black 
in color and are without any trimming. Generally, the Doctor's gown is black 
also, but some universities, particularly those abroad, prescribe such festive 
colors as rccl, crimson, or green. All Doctors' gowns have velvet trimming on 
the front facings and crossbars on thc sleeves. This trimming may be black, 
or it may match the color of the edging on the hood and thus identify the 
profession or field of major interest of the wearer. 

At a commencement it is quite proper to wear the gown-but not the 
hood-appropriate for the degree which is to be received. The only hoods 
worn at commencements are for degrees which have already been received. 
Thus only those students and faculty members who have already received col­
lege or university degrees wear hoods. Anyone who has a degree from the Uni­
versity of Minnesota may wear a hood decorated with a maroon chevron on 
gold background. The length and shape of the hood indicates whether the 
wearer has earned a Bachelor's, a Master's, or a Doctor's degree. The velvet 
cdging on the hood indicates the field in which the degree was granted. For 
example, dark blue signifies Philosophy; light blue, Education; green, Medicine; 
lilac, Dentistry; orange, Engineering; russet, Forestry; drab, Business; olive 
green, Pharmacy; purple, Law; gray, Veterinary Medicine; golden yellow, Sci­
ence; and white, Arts and Letters. 

Shoulder insignia on thc gowns of candidates for degrees indicate that the 
candidates are honor students. 

Caps, generally mortarboards with tassels, have significance, too. The Doc­
tors' tassel may be black or gold. Masters' and Bachelors' tassels are black; but 
at University of Minnesota commencements-upon the authority of the Uni­
versity Senate Committee on Functions-candidates for the Bachelors' and 
Associates' degrees wear tassels which indicate their schools or colleges by 
color as follows:

But once the Bachelor's degree has been received and the commencement 
is over, the graduate, should he wear academic costume again, will wear only 
the black tassel as does the holder of the Master's degree. Similarly, he will not 
in the future wear the shoulder insignia as a part of his academic dress even if 
he is an honor graduate. All graduates of the University should remember that 
the academic dress at this University conforms to the rules of the Intercollegiate 
Bureau of Academic Costume. This means that Minnesota academic costume 
may be easily secured anywhere in the world. And it is always worn proudly and 
with distinction-for ours is a great University.

This Is Your University 

CHARTERED in February, 1851, by the Legislative Assembly of the Territory 
of Minnesota, the University of Minnesota this year celebrated its one hundred 
and fifteenth birthday. As one of the great Land-Grant universities in the 
nation, the University of Minnesota is dedicated to training the young people 
of today to become the leaders of tomorrow. Each year our graduates leave our 
campuses to add new skills and knowledge to the existing resources of our state. 
They have been trained here as physicians, lawyers, engineers, social workers, 
teachers, journalists, dentists, pharmacists, nurses, farmers, businessmen-to 
name only some of the careers for which preparation is offered. Since its found­
ing, the University has awarded more than 191,000 degrees, each one in recog­
nition of the successful completion of an exacting academic program. 

In addition to giving collegiate instruction to nearly 44,000 students annu­
ally on its Minneapolis-St. Paul, Duluth, Morris, Crookston, and Rochester 
campuses, the University offers, through its Schools of Agriculture and its Gen­
eral Extension Division, specialized training designed to assist those who wish 
to study on a part-time basis. It offers further educational opportunity through­
out the state by providing county agents, home agents, 4-H club agents, and 
recreation and health consultants who give effective instruction to residents of 
the state in their own homes. 

In the diversified research laboratories on the University's six campuses, 
at the several agricultural experiment stations scattered throughout the state, 
at the Rosemount Research Center, the Cloquet Forest Research Center, the 
Cedar Creek Natural History Area near Bethel, the Fruit Breeding Farm and 
the Arboretum at Excelsior, the Lake Itasca Forestry and Biological Station, the 
Harmel Institute at Austin, and at University Hospitals, University scientists 
are working on countless research experiments of vital importance to the future 
health and welfare of us all. These projects, of which only a few are mentioned 
here, are concerned with cancer, heart surgery, taconite, gamma irradiation, 
cheese-making, teacher training, municipal government, school surveys, and 
development of new varieties of grains, fruits, and flowers. 

THE UNIVERSITY is acknowledged to be the cultural hub of the Northwest. 
It is the home of the University Artists Course, Radio Station KUOM, the 
University of Minnesota Television Hour, the University Theatre, the Minne­
apolis Symphony Orchestra, and the local performances of the Metropolitan 
Opera Company. Through the University of Minnesota Program Service, the 
University brings renowned artists and lecturers to more than a million and a 
half persons living in the area it serves. 

The people of Minnesota are proud of their University, not only because 
it is one of the leading state universities in the nation, but also because of the 
extent and quality of its services from which they, their families, communities, 
and organizations benefit. Their interest in the University is a dynamic thing 
and expresses itself in many ways. Contributions from them have made it pos-
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sible for the Variety Club Heart Hospital and the great Mayo Memorial Build_ 
ing to be constructed. Through the American Legion and its auxiliary posts all 
over the state, thousands of friends have made generous donations to provide 
an endowed research professorship in heart disease. Generous contributions 
have built the Masonic Memorial Hospital, the Veterans of Foreign Wars 
Cancer Research Center, and Diehl Hall (which houses the biological-medical 
library and additional medical research facilities). 

Equally generous have been the contributions made by corporations, asso­
ciations, foundations, trade unions, clubs, and individuals, whose tireless efforts 
have made hundreds of scholarships and fellowships available to promiSing 
students each year. Chiefly because of financial difficulties, only one-half of the 
state's high school graduates of marked ability enter any college or university. 
Friends and supporters of the Univcrsity, recognizing the need to alleviate this 
situation, continuously try to increase the number of scholarships and the 
amount of money available for scholarship assistance. 

As it meets the needs of present students, the University must also make 
plans for those of the future. The 43,997 students who enrolled at the Univer­
sity at the beginning of the 1966-1967 academic year represented nearly one-half 
of Minnesota's college-level enrollments. They underline the fact that there 
are limits to the University's physical capacity. Future cnrollments must be 
adjusted to those limits. In the fall of 1965, for the first time in its history, 
the University instituted an admissions policy based on controlled growth 
of total enrollment. This change in admissions requirements held the 1966-
1967 enrollment to about 44,000 students. It reflects the University's need for 
more teachcrs, more land, and more bnildings. And it makes plain the Univer­
sity's determination to maintain the educational quality that has made it one 
of America's leading educational institutions. 

THE 1965 LEGISLATURE granted the University $81,300,000 for general 
opcrations and maintenance during the 1965-1967 biennium. In addition, the 
University received $9,083,223 for University Hospitals; $6,833,887 for special 
appropriations, including special extension and research activities; $15,820,656 
for ncw buildings, land, and the rehabilitation of existing buildings; and 
$1,240,000 for the University of Minnesota, Morris. 

Each year the University publishes and widely circulates a summary financial 
statement, which is available to anyone upon request, as is a much more 
comprehensive and complete statement for those who wish to make a special 
study of the University's income and expenditures. 

The summary financial statement of 1964-1965 showed that the University's 
current income and expenditures amounted to $128,980,874.07. Of the total 
received, $12,727,274.12 came from student tuition and fees; $17,855,486.75 
from activities relating to educational departments such as Hospitals, Dental 
Clinic, Cancer Detection Center, and University Theatre receipts and the sale 
of bulletins and agricultural products; $1,496,963.54 from intercollegiate ath­
letics; $19,470,448.11 from such services as the dormitories and dining halls, 
printing, the laundry, the University of Minnesota Press, the Department of 
Concerts and Lectures, and the Health Service; and $8,260,416.03 from cor­
porations, foundations, individuals, and endowment income for instruction, re­
search, prizes, scholarships, and the care of the sick. Also $26,190,690.49 came 
from the federal government for instruction, research, and agricultural exten-
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sion. The state provided $42,979,595.03 or 31.4 per cent for the University's 
total operating costs. 

Funds expended for the construction and remodeling of buildings and the 
purchase of land amounted to $1l,003,913. 

Commencement marks only the conclusion of the individual's academic 
life at the University. As a graduate, he contributes to its history and partici­
pates in its aspirations. Alumni are urged to continue their affiliation with the 
University through the Minnesota Alumni Association and its college groups. 
Also, support is urged for the University of Minnesota Alumni Fund, admin­
istered in the Alumni Office in Coffman Memorial Union, and the various 
Special Project Programs, including scholarships, medical and technological 
research, and college service funds, which are administered by the Department 
of University Relations, Morrill Hall. 

Alumni, their families, and their friends are always welcome here. The 
University hopes they will return frequently to visit the campus and to renew 
cherished ties.

Academic Costume 

On appropriate occasions, anyone with a college or university degree may 
wear academic costume consisting of a gown, a hood, and a cap. By observing 
the kind of academic costume a person wears, it is possible to know the name 
ot the university from which he graduated, as well as the degree which he 
holds, and, in some cases, the field of his major interest as well. 

The long, pointed sleeve of the gown indicates a Bachelor's degree; the 
long, closcd sleeve with a slit for the arm indicates a Master's degree; and the 
open sleeve marks a Doctor's degree. Bachelors' and Masters' gowns are black 
in color and are without any trimming. Generally, the Doctor's gown is black 
also, but some universities, particularly those abroad, prescribe such festive 
colors as red, crimson, or green. All Doctors' gowns have velvet trimming on 
the front facings and crossbars on the sleeves. This trimming may be black, or 
it may match the color of the edging of the hood and thus identify the profes­
sion or field of major interest of the wearer. 

At a commencement it is quite proper to wear the gown-but not the 
hood-appropriate for the degree which is to be received. The only hoods 
worn at commencements are for degrees which have already been received. 
Thus only those students and faculty members who have already received col­
lege or university degrees wear hoods. Anyone who has a degree from the Uni­
versity of Minnesota may wear a hood decorated with a maroon chevron on 
gold background. The length and shape of the hood indicates whether the 
wearer has earned a Bachelor's, a Master's or a Doctor's degree. The velvet 
edging on the hood indicates the field in which the degree was granted. For 
example, dark blue signifies Philosophy; light blue, Education; green, Medicine; 
lilac, Dentistry; orange, Engineering; russet, Forestry; drab, Business; olive 
green, Pharmacy; purple, Law; gray, Veterinary Medicine; golden yellow, Sci­
ence; and white, Arts and Letters. 

Shoulder insignia on the gowns of candidates for degrees indicate that the 
candidates are honor students. 

Caps, generally mortarboards with tassels, have significance, too. The Doc­
tor's tassel may be black or gold. Masters' and Bachelors' tassels are black; but 
at University of Minnesota commencements-upon the authority of the Uni­
versity Senate Committee on Functions-candidates for the Bachelors' and 
Associates' degrees wear tassels which indicate their schools or colleges by 
color as follows:

But once the Bachelor's degree has been received and the commencement 
is over, the graduate, should he wear academic costume again, will wear only 
the black tassel as does the holder of the Master's degree. Similarly, he will not 
in the future wear the shoulder insignia as a part of his academic dress even if 
he is an honor graduate. All graduates of the University should remember that 
the academic dress at this University conforms to the rules of the Intercollegiate 
Bureau of Academic Costume. This means that Minnesota academic insignia 
may be easily secured anywhere in the world. And it is always worn proudly and 
with distinction-for ours is a great University.
