‘Barbarous’ Cubist 
Art Called Prophet 

Of Great U.S. Era
Bailey Compares Modernism 

To Barbarian
Invasion

The youth of America today i* fac­
ing the greatest era yet apparent in the 
history of o**, il prophesied in con­
vocation yesterday by Henry Turner 
Bailey, director of the Cleveland School 
of Art.

Characterizing, modern art a* “rub­
bish,” Mr. Bailey compared modern 
cubism and futurism with barbarip in­
vasions and wholesale destructions of 
classical art in past ages.

“History is repeating itaelf,” Mr. 
Bailey declared. “Barbarism and 
classicism are always relative.. The 
barbarians always wipe out past meth­
ods and start out afresh. The battle- 
cry of all barbarians always has been 
and now is ‘Down with the past!’

•Bolshevik1 Art Shown 
“But through all this modern non< 

«en«e they call art we are learning 
new method* Some prophetic arti*ts 
already are ’cpressing this note which 
has been ma \ bossible only through 
the infu o<r ef « ubism. It is stronger 
and better man aay irt the world ev< 
has seen, and it p :,l come eventually 
through cubism.”

Nevinson, a great English artist, was 
declared by Mr. Bailey to be one paint­
er who is acquiring the better technique 
from the new art. Rockwell Kent he 
p^nounced one of the test of that t;-pc 
in America.

Art Flowering Foreseen
“The newest art is more effective 

than any art that ever has been. The 
coming generation will see the 
greatest flowering of art any civiliza­
tion has yet had,” Mr. Bailey conclud­
ed.

“Minneapolis has some of the best 
sf cimen* of twentieth century archi­
tecture west of Cleveland. The Rand 
tower i* on par with the University of 
Pittsburgh building*.” he said after 
the lecture. The Foshay tower he dis­
missed with a snort, “flattened obelisk.”

Weyer Calls Inland 
Waterways Costly

Expert Argues for Railroad

When Dr. Stromberg'went 
to the blackboard ami chalked mathe­
matical equations clear across its ex­
panse, the most delighted individual 
in the room was Dr. Albert Einstein, 
noted German methcmatician, who Owed 
to these astronomers the proof of his 
theory of relativity.

Lack of Good Will Cited 

As the war department pays for each 
student educated in military science, 
large universities are naturally prompt­
ed to force military education upon 
their incoming male student*, the com­
plaint says. Ifc* wa« declared that if 
government support would be with­
drawn from compulsory drill, univefsi- 
tit*« would no longer force it upon their 
-students.

Lack of good will by students toward 
drill was cited a* another reason for 
dropping compulsory training. In col- 

i leges where drill i* optional, drill 
squads have u much more perfect or­
ganization, according to the testimony.

Major F. J. DcRohan, of the Univer­
sity of Washington R. O. T. C., said he 
would “like to give every student who 
docs not like drill an excuse and tell 

j him to get ont. It i* a university 
ruling, not ours. We do not want com­
pulsory drill.”

Optional System Approved 
Institutions changing to an optional 

system of drill have expressed their 
eatiafuction with the now plan. Boston 
university states that a vast improve­
ment has been noticed in tho morale 
of their unit since abolition of compul­
sion in drill, the hearing revealed.

Waste of government funds and stu 
dents’, time was stated as another rea 
son for altolishing compulsory military 
drill.

Toronto U. to Build 
Gigantic Telescope

Observatory to Be Erected as 
Memorial

Toronto, Ont., Jan. 13.—(UP)—On* 
of the world’s finest astronomical ob­
servatories with a reflecting telescope 
74 inches long will be erected near To­
ronto, according to an announcement 
by Professor C. A. Chant, head of th* 
department of astronomy at the Univer­
sity of Toronto.

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Honor Among I fltpves
ZOOMING almost on the heels of President Coff- 
^ man’s deeision to appoint a committee of five 
to discover methods of preventing the theft of 
final examinations before the "examinations are 
held, is the news of numerous students at the 
University who were suspended for cheating in 
the fall quarter final examinations. The students 
have been reinstated with a grade of failure in 
the affected courses, but, since the courses in 
question were required in the students’ major 
sequences, their graduation will be delayed for 
the space of a year.

Precisely what is to be gained from trickery- 
arid deceit in the business of widening and enrich­
ing an individual’s knowledge f No harm was done 
the University in the case of these students, for 
tho University’s chief concern is not to forestall 
and to prosecute knavery in its class rooms, but 
to provide these classrooms, ami man them with 
able ami capable instructors. This done, it is 
clear that the University’s mission has been ful­
filled.

What gain might have come to these students, 
had their deception escaped detection! They 
would have been no richer in learning, for they 
attempted to circumvent the labors of study by 
their preconcerted action. They would have add­
ed nothing to their name, but they have suffered 
grievously in the safeguarding of their honor. 
Their action, if successful, would have made them 
nothing more than intellectual poseurs. The mas­
tery of a craft or profession does not necessarily 
accompany a certificate of graduation.

In fine, these students, as in the ease of those 
who stole the examination papers in sociology, 
gained nothing and lost nearly everything. It is 
one thing to complete a course with a satisfactory 
grade which has been awarded as the recompense 
for study and mastery of the course. It is some, 
thing else again to complete a course with a sat­
isfactory grade which has been gained only- 
through chicanery and fraud. One represents a 
distinct achievement, even though the import of 
that achievement be small. The other is nothing 
more than an empty shell; a false front.

The existence of fraud in examinations at a 
modern University is deplorable enough, but the 

•folly and the futility of that fraud is worse. Even
highwayman, if successful, gains a tangible 

•thing. But he who cheats in examinations gains 
’nothing whatever. Where is the profit?

A Plan Succeeds
rAtTI MAN rushed by fraternities last week 
^ paid for the first time a two dollar fee w-hich 
had been authorized and levied by the Inter-Fra­
ternity Council. The total sum realized from these 
fees amounts to $960. This sum, when pro-rated, 
among the 34 fraternities, will bring to each 
chapter something like $28.

This is by no means a princely* sum and will 
hardly begin to defray the expense of feeding 
prospective Greeks. But more optimistically, $28 
is better than nothing, the amount rushees were 
taxed last season.

The main purpose of the new system is to 
eliminate the group that formerly went through 
rushing who could not afford tp'pledge and who 
merely wanted to eat without cost for a week.

This object has been accomplished. Last year over 
a thousand were rushed. Somewhat less than 
half of this number pledged. Last week only a 
few more than 500 freshmen were entertained 
“down the line” and incidentally paid two dol­
lars for the privilege. Of these 408 joined fra­
ternities.

The blanket tax has discouraged 500 men who 
would have wasted the time and money of fra- 

'ternities in order that they might save themselves 
a week’s luneh money-.

Nathan Straus
1WATI1AN STRAUS, who wanted to live until his’ 
1 ’ fortune had been spent in philanthropy, is 
dead. Though often accused of being haphazard 
in his altruism, the head of American Jewry will 
be mourned by thousands who benefited by his 
adherence to the slogan—“give until you're hap­
py.”

Straus’ generosity was characterized by an 
unmitigated disregard for creeds and nationali­
ties. In 1923 the people of New York voted him 
to be the greatest public benefactor of the Twen­
tieth Century. Wherever possible, human distress 
found alleviation at the hands of this success­
ful Bavarian immigrant. He knew no prejudice.

A sincere devotion to Judaism did not blind 
him to the needs of physical life. His gifts, in the 
main, were of a practical nature. He gave milk 
to hungry babes on the East Side of New York, 
found work for the unemployed -of Yonkers, re­
lieved the starving lepers of Palestine. He minis­
tered first to the primal requirements of man­
kind. The promulgation of theology came second.

Straus is dead'; but in the annals of humanitar- 
ianism his name, like those of Nobel and Carnegie, 
will recall riches shrewdly won and wisely spent.

nPHE FIRST Symphony of the Great Beethoven
* is sufficiently well known to make extended 
comment unnecessary. On April 22, 1800, the pro­
gram of a now famous concert in Vienna printed 
the following: “Today Herr Ludwig van Bee­
thoven will have the honor to give a grand con­
cert for his benefit in the Royal Imperial Court 
Theatre beside the Burg.” The program of seven 
numbers was headed by a Mozart symphony, and 
finished with “A new grand symphony- with com­
plete orchestra, composed of Ludwig van Bee­
thoven.” This first of the greatest sequence of in­
strumental works ever conceived by the mind of 
man was well received by the audience, although 
one person objected to ‘ too much use of the 
wind instruments, so that the music sounded more 
as if written for a military band than an orches­
tra.” A Leipzig critic later described the work as 
“confused explosions of the outrageous effron­
tery of a young man.*’

rpilE REACTION of t£e Leipzig critic of Bee-
* thoven to such music as the Polovetzian 
Dances from “Prince Igor” by Borodin might be 
interesting, to say the least. These barbaric 
dances, intended to distract and delight the cap­
tive Prince Igor, abound with startling rhythms, 
tunes of highest harmonic beauty, sudden cli­
maxes of savage brilliance, truly Slavic in type. 
The Rimsky-Korsakoff orchestration makes full­
est demands upon the orchestra, with a result 
that is simply breath-taking.

*> # *
IT WILL be noted by many tonight that several 

of the melodics, in strings and wood winds, are 
songs well fitted for the voice. Four years ago we 
heard a leading eastern chorus of 500 voices, ac­
companied by the Boston Orchestral Players, give 
a notable performance of the Polovetzian Dances. 
Such critics as Philip Hale, J. Lindon Smith and 
Olin Downes described the concert as an out­
standing musical event.

In some respects, such a performance of the 
dances as tonight’s will be more pleasing, be­
cause an orchestra can give a vivacity of move­
ment and brilliance of coloring to the music which 
the best of choruses would be unable to achieve.

IN ADDITION to the popular Vivaldi concerto,
* Kochanski will play the Concerto in One Move­
ment, by Karol Szymanowski, a Polish composer. 
The piece, never before played in Minneapolis, la 
dedicated to Kochanski.
