SOROKIN DISCUSSES RUSSIAN POLITICS
The second in the series of lectures by Doctor Pitirin

is especially true, considering that Doctor Sorokin was at one 
time -secretary to Kerensky and was a member of the Rus­
sian constitutional convention and other post-revolution 
bodies.

Doctor Sorokin’s first lecture drew a large and interested 
audience, which was delighted with the presentation of first­
hand information on the puzzling Russian situation. The 
lecture is open to the public.

He is thus 
well equipped to discuss, as he will, the economic and politi­
cal aspects of world labor relations, and some of the present 
and future problems that his association will endeavor to 
help solve.
