INDIVIDUAL PRACTICES
NOW BEING HELD DAILY

Forty of the 60 men who will make 
the Europeon trip planned for the sum­
mer of 19^8 have already been selected 
by Michael Jalma, band master in try 
outs which he conducted during the 
past 10 days, but the names of these 
men will not be known until Mr. Jalma 
has selected his entire group of 60 men.

These 60 will bs listed from the 
group of 135 musicians in the three 
bands, the varsity, the concert, and 
the military bands which played during 
the football games, during concerts and 
over radio during the past two quar 
ters. Individual practice eesaions are 
now being held in the spacious quarters 
which, the band has in the old Physics 
building.

Plans Only Tentative
Mr. Jalma made the specific under- 

stauding that all men who were select 
ed to date are holding tentative places 
on the European list, and.that the final 
selection will bo the pue which will de 
etfie who will ton** whe« U# hand 
starts its two-months jaunt, after the 
closing of the quarter.

Keen competition is evident among 
the entire group of 135 men with the 
statement that places were merely ten 
tative and subject to change with the 
musical performances of the men 
themselves. All the rooms on the sec 
ond floor and much of the third floor 
in the Old Physics building is taken 
up with the individual practee room* 
for them to utilize all their spare time 
in rehearsing.

High Schools To Play
The countries which the band will

ALL SCHOOLS ALIKE, 
FROST, POET, CLAIMS

Advancement Mean! Well Inform­
ed, But Oreatnei! in Art ii 

Originality He Olaimi

That colleges are like individuals In 
that they disregard being “individual 
in an attempt to be “advanced” Is the 
opinion of Robert Frost, renowned New 
England poet. In spite of the loyalty 
of ths student body colleges aro mere 
or less the same, and it is compara 
tivcly easy to superimpose them upon 
each other for comparison both as to 
college and as to the personnel of the 
students, Frost finds.

“I have confirmed myself in my life­
long suspicion that they are all alike, 
in spite of their imagined differences,” 
he said. “I find literary groups of stu­
dents, radical students, and students 
seized with neoreligionism in all of 
them.”

Frost explained that being “advan­
ced” meant merely to be well informed, 
while greatness in art depends on 
something more—a spark of originality.

Senior Physical Examination! In­
tended to Fit Student! for 

Buiinen World

STEVENSON SAYS AIM OF 
BUSINESS IB EFFICIENCY

More vigorous health is required of 
the college graduate of today to obtasa 
positions with industrial or busiuess or­
ganizations, declared Russell A. Stev- 
enson, dean of the School of Business 
Administration, in an interview with 
The Minnesota Daily.

Dean Stevenson’s opinion is corrobor­
ated by Harold S. Diehl, director of 
students’ health service. He asserted 
that the senior examinations were in­
stituted last year in the students’ 
health service for the purpose of ac­
quainting seniors wHh the necessity of 
improving the state of their health.

Personnel Service Develops
Personnel staffs afe becoming an in­

creasingly important part of ths big 
business industry. This part of the 
organization, which has charge of the 
employment and working end of the 
business, is on an equal basis with the 
other functions of the concern, such 
as the sales department and production 
department.

Three divisions of ths personnel de 
partment are welfare, health and edu­
cation. The physical examination of 
employees before employment by a 
business or industrial concern is a 
very recent development in business 
efficiency. It began- with the fine 
medical care given railroad workers, 
and other large concerns soon followed. 
The next step in this progress, accord 
ing to Dean Stevenson, is ths use of the 
personnel system to smaller flrmsjvhicb 
have a turn over of capital on a smaller 
scale.

Physical Exam* Are Needed
Reasons for the physical examination 

of persous applying for work, and their 
periodic examination while enrolled are 
various, said Mr. Stevenson. The risk 
involved in the employing of people 
not physically in the best of condition 
is too great for the large industry with 
an enormous pay roll. State laws re­
quire the employer to be responsible 
for accidents happening to the worker 
during the .hours of his employment. 
The fitter he is, the less likelihood of 
accident. Large concern* employ men 
with a view to having the position, as 
permanent as possible.

One large industry figureji that it 
costs them $75 every time a new laborer 
of the unskilled type has tto bo broken 
in. With the increased importance 
of the position, the training become* 
more particular. When an executive 
head of a firm dies, a new man must be 
fitted to take his place. It has been 
computed that -luring hi* first year in 
his position, he does not earn his salary 
because he is still in training. The 
aim of modern business and industry is 
efficiency, and examinations of men 
before employment is necessary to effi­
ciency, said Mr. Stevenson.

Small Concerns Follow Lead
Smaller concerns are rapidly follow­

ing the example of the larger in start 
ing personnel staffs with health exam 
ination as an integral part. The col­
lege graduate can no longer depend on 
his education alone, but must be pre 
pared for physical examinations on en 
tering business. The opportunity for 
seniors to find out their physical condi­
tion is offered by the Studcn’a Health 
Service for ths purpose of preparing 
them for their future in business and 
industry, said Dr. Diehl.

Five Judges Named
Five judges for thtf’fbnteat include 

H. B. Gulaeon, head of the University 
community service; Andrew N. John­
son, lawyer; Stanley Houck, national 
president of Delta Sigma Rho, honorary 
forensic fraternity; Raymond Kirk, 
professor of iuorganic chemistry; and 
Wayne L. Morse, professor of public 
speaking.

Originated in 1888 by John S. Pills- 
bury, the oratorical contest was held 
for the first time June 6, 1889. The 
prizes of $106, $50, and $25 were won 
at that time by T. G. Soares, O. L.

The Liberal club 
and the Bibs, two other liberal elubo, hare died. Tho 
Quarterly haa ceased to be representative of the boat 
student writing. The Ben Johneon club aeeme to be the 
only one which is still active.

The most probabje cause of this decline ia that the 
'meenbera have not taken asre to add new blood from 
time to time. The result wag that when the upperclans. 
men graduated, there were few left, and these were out 
of touch with the Intelligent freehmen.

Whatever the cause, a lack of any free discuesio* 
groups would be a serious loss to the campus. This lota 
is rendered more eerlou* by the lack of a medium through 
whieh the ftudente may evpreaa their ideas sod literary 
work. If the campon fwants to gtagnate and become debil­
itated, it need only follow to its culmination the path it 
has already started.

There are two remedies which ought to be taken if 
there is to be any intellectual life among the students. 
One would be the forming of new groups among the 
freehmen and eophovnorea. ThU U the weakest solution 
because it would probably mean a repetitloa of the pres­
ent situation. When the lower elanemen graduated, their 
group would probably eeage te exist. In other word*, every 
four or five year period would we the birth and death of 
new societies. The logical course if for the remaining 
members of the present organisations to unite their 
forces in one strong group or two, and to get in touch with 
the promising freshmen before it U too late.

Free ddscuasion societies, beyond faculty jurisdiction 
and control, are one of the most valuable assets to any 
college or university. The passing of all such from Min­
nesota would be a shameful reflection on the intellectual 
life here. —1>. W.
