DEBATING COACHtS

The' reputation of Harvard in debate 
is such that any system of training her 
debating teams deserves careful consid­
eration. One of the strong points in the 
method followed at Harvard in develop­
ing her representatives in debate is the 
securing for each team the services of 
a debating coach. The person selected 
for this work is usually one who has 
achieved distinction in former debates 
^nd is willing to devote his time and 
services to the securing of the best re­
sults in the development of the team. 
The Crimson discusses at some length 
the advantages of the plan:

“Probably few realize the value of the 
services of the dabting coach. Unlike 
the coaching of athletic teams, his wor.k 
is very inconspicuous, but it is-mone the 
less essential to the development of a 
good team. The men who are picked 
for the team must of course-do the work 
of gathering evidence and learning thor­
oughly the ground which is to be cov­
ered, but it is almost invariably found 
that the meri, having chosen their side 
and worked up evidence to support it, 
become so fully convinced of the 
strength of their own^osition that they 
fail to realize the strong points of the
other side and their own weaknesses. been started at the agricultur_
is at this stage that the coach does rnsn _i ____ ■___ ^ _ t-u. __
best service. He sets the second team 
to building up an opposing case, and 
taking himself an unprejudiced poihUof 
view he is enabled to pick out all the 
weak points of his team, tq give proper 
emphasis to strong points and to pre­
vent the men from making unsupported 
assumptions and obscure transitions of 
argument which the audience and the 
judges would not be able to follow. In 
fact he criticises as much as possible 
from the standpoint of the audience and 
the judges. Having this outside view he 
is able to divide the ground between the 
three men, giving each his part of the 
case . to prove, and arranging the 
sp( 'hes in such a way thaftthey logically 
leaa up to one definite conclusion. 
The co-operation of other graduates has 
always been especially valuable to the 
head coach in that it has given\him the 
benefit of the opinions of a larger num­
ber of practical men in criticising the 
case, and in providing a defense for 
every possible attack. "Year after year 
the coaches, taking hold of comparative­
ly inexperienced men, have turned out 
winning teams, and it is to the excel­
lence of their wotk in no small measure 
that the superiority of Harvard debating 
is due.”.
