Courses in the Science of Education 
Attract Many High School 

Instructors.

No course in Journalism is to be 
given this year because of the lack of 
time and assistants. Next year the 
course will be reinstated. as a per­
manent one, and will be conducted 
along the same line as last year.

SCHOLARSHIP OPEN.

Owing to the new course of instruc­
tion which has been opened this year 
at the University, all Twin City teach­
ers who find themselves wanting in 
one or more departments of their 
work now have offered to them am­
ple oportunity for improvement with­
out discontinuing their present profes- 
sinnal activities.

“School administration” and other 
eminently practical courses will be 
spuplemented by those of a theoretical 
character such as history of education 
and philosophy.

“The science of education is ad­
vancing by leaps and bounds,” says 
Dean Eddy of the philosophy depart­
ment, to whom the establishment of 
tlie teachers’ course is in a large 
measure due, “and the college or 
normal school graduate of even a few 
years standing finds himself falling 
behind the times.”

The Albert Howard Scholarship in 
the college of science, Literature and 
the Arts has fallen vacant by reason 
of the resignation of Miss Camelia 
Waite.

Editor of the Daily:
From the columns of an over-town 

paper and the Daily it would seem 
that some question has arisen as to 
the finances .of the Daily. Inasmuch 
as the issue involved is publicity of 
accounts for the school year 1909-1910 
during part of which time the under­
signed was business manager and re­
sponsible for the business policy of 
the Daily it would seem that a candid 
statement of the situation may be of 
some value. - )

I shall not attempt to answer any 
charges made in the Minneapolis pa­
per. The attitude that the over-town 
paper too frequently assumes of pub­
lishing what it believes will be “spicy’ 
reading concerning University affairs 
with slight regard for the veracity of 
the same, and the false attitude in 
which both the University and Uni­
versity organizations are frequently 
placed as a result, is too well known 
by all familiar with campus affairs for 
any further comment.

But the action of the Student Coun­
cil and the consequent criticism of the 
Daily requires, some explanation.

The Daily is published by a volun­
tary organization, The Minnesota 
Daily Association, membership in 
which is open to every subscriber of 
the Daily. This body delegates its 
powers to the Board of Publishers, a 
representative body which co-operates 
with the Press Committee of the 
Faculty in supervising the affairs of 
the paper. The Board of Publishers 
is not limited to the academic college, 
as is the Student Council, but has a 
specified representation from the oth­
er colleges as well. If this body con-

A great deal of misunderstanding 
seems to have arisen regarding the 
action of the Men’s Council in asking 
for the publication of accounts. Some 
say that the council has overstepped 
its authority, and that it is rediculous 
for a body representing merely the 
academics to try to dictate to organi­
zations representing the whole Uni­
versity. They say the council can not 
compel them to publish their ac­
counts.

A reading of the council’s resolu­
tion on this subject reveals no men­
tion of compulsion. No “demand” 
was made for the publication of ac­
counts. The council merely “request­
ed" the different organizations to
publish them. Any individual stu- • • ^ .dent could go this far without ‘ over- 
stepping his authority,” yet when a 
council representing the college which 
practically controls all these student 
activities ventures to make this re­
quest a storm of protest is raised. 
Several organizations say, in effect. 
“We had intended to publish our 
financial statement within the next 
few days, but now that you ask us to 
do so we won’t do it under any cir­
cumstances.” ‘ These organizations 
are willing to publish their accounts, 
but in order to spite the council, re­
fused to do so. This is a laudable 
spirit of independence—worthy of an 
eight-year-old child.

Irresistable as this line of reason­
ing may appear to those organiza­
tions, it is rather improbable that it 
will appeal very strongly to the stu­
dent body. The writer believes that 
most of the students agree with 
President Northrop, that “we cannot 
have too much publicity of this kind.
