• that each of these 1» an essential ele­
ment of religion which he defined as 
the communion of the human soul with 
God. He then dwelt upon the necessi 
ty of the study of religion and its in­
terest to man.

The pressure of Father Moynihan’s 
duties as president of the College of 
St. Thomas forbids his assuming the 
direction of the U. C. A. during the 
coming year, ftowever, the Associa 
tion may \ell be congratulated on re­
ceiving his promise to give a series of 
lectures under its auspices. If is im­
possible to estimate the value of Fa­
ther Moynihan’s guidance to the As­
sociation during the past two years, 
but the members as well as all who 
have enjoyed the privilege of listening 
to his scholarly and sympathetic dis­
cussions give testimony of their ap­
preciation in glowing tributes to his 
essential manhood which make him 
an invaluable friend and guide.

The Minnesota team succeeded in 
keeping their goal line from being 
crossed Saturday but it was only after 
the hardest kind of work inside of the 
five yard line after Carleton had car­
oled the ball nearly half the length of 
the field by straight football.

When 
they had the ball they tore up the field 
at will and made touchdowns in short 
order, but at other times they seemed 
utterly unable to stop the speedy men 
behind Carleton’s line. Several fake 
plays were worked by the Congrega- 
tionalists and they very nearly cost

a touchdown each time. At one time, 
with the ball on Minnesota’s forty- 
yard line, Lee, of Carleton, on a fake 
end run, went straight through Min­
nesota’s right tackle and ran thirty 
yards. He hurdled O’Brien completely’ 
in the back field but fell Just beyond 
him and was tackled by a Minnesota 
man before he could recover.

O’Brien, at quarter, was easily the 
star of the game, coming In for several 
brilliant runs, one of them for 80 yards. 
His playing Was spectacular and he 
ran the team In good shape.

The Gophers showed a marked im­
provement In team work over a week 
ago, but are still slow in starting and 
must do some remarkable hustling in 
the four weeks which Intervene between 
now and the time for the game with 
Michigan.

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STRIKE IS 
CETTINCHOTTER

Nearly a Hundred “U” Students 
Go to Work in the Mills

The situation at the mills becomes 
more strained every day and no doubt 
both sides in the affair are determined 
to hold out as long as possible. The 
fact that Varsity students are playing 
a part and are being used very ener­
getically by mill owners in their efforts 
to break the strike has caused no. lit­
tle controversy among those interested 
in the situation and may yet lead to * 
serious complications and trouble. Sat­
urday the campus was visited by sev­
eral representatives of both strikers 
and employers who interested students 
by speeches and pastors and setting 
forth their reasons why the ’Varsity 
boys should or should not work in the 
mills. About a dozen .were at work 
Friday night, but Saturday the num­
ber was increased to nearly a hun­
dred. A body of union men attempted 
to stop a crowd of students who were 
going towards the Pillsbury-Washburn 
mill, but with a lusty Ski-U-Mah, the 
Varsity boys formed a wedge and went 
through and into the mill yard on the 
Jump.

Indignation toward the students is 
high among the strikers who see them 
usurping their Jobs right and left, and 
it is feared that serious trouble will 
ensue before long. President North­
rop was interviewed Saturday, by the 
strikers in hopes that he would order 
the students to stay away from the 
mills, but his reply put their minds at 
rest on the question .He said: "My 
business is to attend to the education 
of the students. It is beyond my 
province to inquire as to how they 
earn their means of living so long as 
they are engaged in respectable occu­
pations.”

In the meantime the students are 
earning $2.00 for six hours work, and 
the mills are running as fast as ever. 
No one can predict the final outcome. 
Mill owners say they will oust union 
labor from the mills entirely, and the 
strikers say that they will make the 
strike sympathetic so that the owners 
can not get barrels or even cars to 
ship their flour In.
