The University 
of Minnesota will have an example 
of “The Man without a Country.”

The following letters have been re­
ceived from Paris by Professor Fre­
lin:

Mr. Jiiles Frelin, 
care of the University,

Minneapolis, Minn., U. S. A.
Sir:
- I am directed by the Ambassador 
to send you herewth a copy of the 
letter received from the Minister of 
Foreign Affairs with reference to 
your nationality. ,

As you will observe, no trace hav­
ing been found of your “option,” you 
are considered as having lost your 
French citizenship, as a consequence 
of the treaty of Frankfort.

Mansieur the Ambassador:
The 20th of last' August you 

wished to call my atfention to the 
situation in reference to military 
service in France of Jules Frelin, 
born the 13th of March, 1870 at 
Romagley (ht. Rhine), who. became 
a naturalized American, the 22nd of 
December 1896. /

I have the honor of informing you 
that after making a search, especial­
ly in the archives of the Ministry of 
Justice, that in those of the 
city of Belfast, there has not been 
found any record of :* declaration of 
application for option in the name of 
the aforesaid, w'ho must be consid­
ered as having lost the Frefrft' citi­
zenship by the Treaty of Frankfort.

In consequence Monsieur the 
Guard of Sceaux has informed the 
Minister of War of the situation.

Over $56,000 has been taken in for 
fees during the last ten days, but 
there are still a great many who have 
not paid. On Monday, Jan. 24th, 
over one thousand students paid 
their fees Mr. Bren said, and, that 
twice as many students paid their 
fees in one day than had ever done 
so before. The faculty made a new 
rule this year, raising the fine from 
late registration from 25c to $1.00.

From 3,500 to 3,700 have registered 
up to date, from all colleges except 
Law.

Sidney M. Owen, regent of the Uni- 
iversity of Minnesota, died yesterday 
morning at his home, 1776 Knox Avt. 
nue. S. He had been sick for some 
time of a protracted illness due to 
valular disease of the heart.

Mr. Owen was first appointed a 
member of the Board of Regents of 
the University in 1893, serving until 
1901. He was reappointed by Gov­
ernor Johnson in 1905 for a term end­
ing in 1913. Mr. Owen was also an 
active member of the state forestry 
board, and at the time of his death 
was an editor of Farm, Stock, and 
Home. In_ 1890 Mr. Owen was the 
candidate of the People’s party for 
governor, and again in 1894. Both 
years he received unprecedented vote 
for a third party candidate.

In connection with the work of Mr. 
'Owen hs a University regent, he was 
particularly interested in agricultur­
al subjects and much of .his time as 
a regent was given to the upbuilding 
of the agricultural college.

With his death the University as 
well as the state loses a man and a 
citizen of the very best type.

CAPTAIN BUTTS COMMENTS.

The high rank given the Minneso­
ta Cadet Corps by the War Depart­
ment speaks well for the institution, 
and too great credit cannot be giv.- 
en Captain Sigerfoos and the cadet 
corps for the efficiency and spirit 
shown last spring. The cadets should 
understand, however, that, if the plans 
for target practice at Fort Snelling 
and other practical work are carried 
out, it may not be possible to make so 
good a showing at the next inspec­
tion. It was not known last year 
that a rating was to be made, but if 
the plan is continued it may be pro­
ductive of more harm than good in 
the future. Under the present sys­
tem of one-day inspections it is im­
possible for the inspector to deter- 
mine the real internal spirit of a corps, 
and the value of the work done 
through the entire year. Each inspec­
tor visits but a portion of the colleg­
es in the country and at the end of 
the season the several inspectors get 
together and compare notes on their 
brief inspections. Under this plan 
the tendency will be to train each 
corps tc put up a good front on in­
spection cay, regardless of the prac­
tical instruction which is really the 
most valuable part of the work. This 
is especially true in Class B. colleg­
es, where only three hours per week 
are given to drill. A corps which 
does the practical work will be 
obliged to neglect the formations 
which show up on inspection day.

The object of the War Department 
i:; conducting military work in the 
colleges is to give the cadets such 
training as would make them availa­
ble as officers of infantry in the na­
tional guard and volunteers in time 
of war. Experience in outdoor en­
campment, with target practice, is ab­
solutely essential to such training. 
This work has never been undertak­
en at Minnesota, although it is pro­
vided for at some other universities. 
The best instruction the cadets could 
receive would be a week in camp at 
Fort Snelling, where they would have 
target practice on the range, learn 
the camp routine and principles of 
sanitation, and see the practical side 
of a soldier's life. If this work were 
done it would probably mean the sac­
rifice of half a semester’s drill. The 
cadets should therefore understand 
that if they have target practice at 
Fort Snelling this spring and next 
fall, as arranged for, the showy parts 
of drill may suffer a little and the 
corps may not look so good to an in­
spector, hut the cadets individually 
will feel more competent than they 
look.
