PRESIDENT NORTHROP ON PRES­
IDENT McKINLEY

Saturday, in chapel hall, Pres. Nor­
throp- spoke a short time on the topic 
which was uppermost in the minds of all 
loyal Americans—the death of President 
McKinley. Every student was present, 
and all listened intently to the words of 
the Tresident. He said:

“I have deemed it best not to suspend 
the work of the University this morning 
on account of the death of President Mc­
Kinley. The day of the funeral has not 
yet bden determined upon, but whenever 
it is we shall undoubtedly be found in 
sympathy with the rest of the nation 
and shall join in the observances of the 
day. President McKinley is dead—shot 
down by the bullet of an assassin aimed 
not at him as a man, but at him as pres­
ident of our republic; the representative 
of law and order and of organized gov­
ernment. Three presidents have now 
been assassinated—Lincoln, by the bullet 
of a man infuriated by the defeat of a 
cause in which he was deeply interested; 
Garfield, by the bullet of a political crank 
inflamed by personal anger at the presi­
dent by reason of disappointment in po­
litical advancement,—but McKinley, in a 
time of profound peace and prosperity, 
in a time when it would seem the angels 
of God might have proclaimed peace on 
earth and good will to men. without any 
personal enmity to himself, l^s been 
struck down simply because he repre­
sented the people of the country in the 
maintenance of government. And how 
long shall these things go on? How 
long shall the American people permit 
their highest officials to be assassinated 
by the hands of those who openly pro­
claim anarchy and disorder? Shall not 
something be done that will make it im­
possible for those who proclaim hostil­
ity to our government and practice an­
archy, even to breathe the air of this 
free republic? Will not the American 
people drive them from their land?

Multitudes of people will mourn for 
President McKinley because they loved 
and honored him as a man, and every 
true-hearted Americafi will mourn for 
him because he was the lawful president 
of the country and was assasinated be­
cause he was the_representative of law 
and order.”

The Y. M. C. A. reception Saturday 
night was attended by over 150 men. 
The program for the evening had been 
changed, and after a touching address on 
President McKinley by Dean Pattee the 
time was spent in singing patriotic songs 
and in quiet conversation.

The first meeting of the Y. W. C. A. 
was held Sunday afternoon at 3 o’clock 
m~the associatTon room and those pres­
ent enjoyed a good talk by Miss Edith 
Foulke, ’02, president of the association, 
and a vocal solo by Miss Helen Cur­
rier, ’o2.
