TESTS SCHEDULED
AT MINNESOTA 'u f

(FOR IMMEDIATE RElEASE)

Minneapolis -- The student counseling bureau at the University of

Minnesota haa beendeaignated as a testing center for administration of the

nationwide law school admission test Feb. 24, April 28 and Aug. 11.

Law schools throughout the country take the test score, along with

previous scholastic record, as a basis for admitting students. According to

Ralph F. Berdie, professor of psychology and director of the counseling bureau,

students taking tho test must file applications at least 10 days before the

testing date.

College seniors, juniors and, in some instances, sophomores are eligible

to take the test. Students should find out from the law school they are interested

in whether the test is necessary for admission, also, what date they should take it.

Application blanks and a bulletin describing registration procedures and

containing sample test questions may be obtained from Professor Berdie, 101

Eddy hall, University of Minnesota, Minneapolis 14, or directly from the Law

School Admission Test, Educational Testing Service, P.O. Box 592, Princeton, N. J.

Test applications must be mailed to the Princeton office so that they are

received 10 days before the test date. The test is given four times a year, in

November, February, April and August.

St. Paul, chairman of the fund's board of trustees.

Scandrett is a former vice president of the Union Pacific railroad and

a former trustee and president of the Chicagc, Milwaukee, st. Paul and Pacific

railroad. An alumnus of the University of Minnesota, he was graduated in 1898

and earned a law degree in 1900. He has served on the advisory council of the

fund since it was established three years ago.

In accepting the appointment as campaign chairman, Scandrett pointed out

that the 1951 goal of the fund is $100,000 of which $25,000 will be earmarked

for student aid and research with the balance assigned to special projects

designated by donors.

The fund, which is sponsored by the Minnesota Alumni association;will

begin its fourth annual campaign in April.

Julius M. Nolte, dean of the general extension division, has sent a letter

this week to the managers of Minnesota industry, explaining the purpose of the

survey and asking their cooperation.

The national labor supply of eight to eleven million unemployed who were

available for training and employment before World War II, Dean Nolte points out,

has given way to a supply of an estimated two million, mIlny of whom are unenploy-

able.

It will be the place of the University to analyze training needs and to

provide training facilities, as it did in the last war, according to Dean Nolte.

REALLY BASIC SPEECH SOUNDS

Minneapolis ~ Bab,y screams and gurgles may not sound like anything

much, but actually the "meaningless" noises a young bab,y makes are basic parts

of speeoh.

By the time most children are one· -year -old they can produce 0.11 the vowel

sounds and about one-third of the consonants. By playing with the sound of

their own voices, babies develop pronunciation of words, according to ~lildred C.

Templin, assistant professor in the University of Minnesota's Institute of Child

Welfare.

Miss Templin is conducting a comprehensive study on development of language

skills in children.

"Parents can help their children learn the right speech sounds by talking

clearly and in shorter sentences," she says. Babies make ma.ny of the basic

speech s~unds in their 'voice play. Later on, though, children have trouble

using the right sounds in the right places.

Youngsters have more difficulty pronouncing consonants than vowels.

Consona.nt sounds are harder to learn accurately because they require more

specific tongue and mouth adjustments and because it's harder to differentiate

between them.

Consonants with which children have most trouble are such simdlar sounds

like "Sll and 11th" or those requiring delicate tongue adjustments like "s" and II r ".

"Thll is a stumbling block f or some youngsters • Although they can say it

properly at the beginning of a word like "thing" they may still call bath "bafll

and mouth IImous ll.

As children grow older they show steady improvement in articulation. Most

seven-year-olds can say all speech sounds accurately. Losing their teeth, though;

may cause temporary troubles with "s's". The II S II sound is produced by an air
stream cutting across the teeth.

ZOOIDGIST GIVES TIPS 'ID ANGIERS

Minneapnlis --Limburger cheese may not, appeal to you, but catfish

fall for it hnok, line and sinker.

A hunk of the smelly cheese, stuck on a hook, is a sure-fire come-on for

catfish, says Samuel Eddy, professor of zoology at the University of ~linnesota.

"They apparently smell the limburger and like it", the professor adds.

Eddy1s limburger angling trick is just one of many he's got up hi~

zoological sleeve. If you're looking for better fishing luck next summqr, here

are some ideas from the University expert on fish appetites.

Fish, as every sportsman knows, are "persnicketyll creatures -- they bite

and feed in many ways. According to Eddy, they have fairly regular habits and

their actions are predictable to some degree.

A shiny piece of hardware zig-zagging through the water will make a

northern pike sit up and take notice. He bites at anything that moves. If

itls a contrasting color, it's better because he can see it more clearly.

Both the northern and the muskellunge feed by sight. In murky lakes the

bait has to be within a few feet of them. In clearer, northern lakes they ean

catch sight of it 10 feet away.

Catfish and bullheads, though, are in a different class. For them it

doesn't matter Whether the bait moves, as long as they can taste and smell food.

Thl'>Y like sour dough, worms, liver or dead minnows. They sense such bait

easily because their taste organs are located outside of the mouth.

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Especially intriguing artificial baits -- those that move like insects,

small fish or crawfish -- appeal to wall-eyes, sunfish and crappies. They're

natural suckers for live bait of any kind.

The wtly bass grabs his food Dagwood style -- rn the run. He'll snap up

the bait and then swim away before stopping tc swallow it. "Many fishermen

lose a good catch because they try to set the hook too soon. They should let

the fish run a little," Eddy advises.

M~st disarimtnating among fresh water fish are the trout. They are

extremely suspici~us of any lures whi~h don't resemble their natural food.

Prirr.arily "sight feeders", according to Eddy, they will sometimes bite on

tasty bait like worms.

~fuat are the mealtimes for various fish? Crappies and sunfish don't

start their "working" day until after sun-up. They hunt around for breakfast

until about 10 a.m., then knock-off for an afternoon siesta, rousing themselves

just before dark to pick up some more food. Northern pike follow approximately

the same schedule.

Wall-eyes, catfish and bullheads are on the swing shift. They cruise

the waters at night l~oking for their food, coming in to shallow areas. During

the day-time, they retreat to deeper waters outside the weeds.

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ANCIENT EGYPTIAN CURE-ALL DRUG
BEING TESTED AT UNIVERSITY OF MINNESOTA

Minneapolis - Damscisa, an ancient Egyptian drug, is being "put

through the wringer" by University of Minnesota pharmacists.

For centuries Egyptian housewives have been brewing damscisa "teall , using

it as a oure-all for various aches and pains.

N~w, twt') University scientists -- Taito Soine, professor of pharmaceutical

chemistry, and Hamed Abushady, Egyptian graduate student in the same field -- are

busy refining the damscisa drug. They are breaking it down into crystalline

compounds and planning tests to determine its medicinal value.

The "wringer" they're using is the University's new Lloyd's extractor, a

device resembling a plumber's nightmare, which reduces the crude drug to two

basic compounds. With this machine they are able to step-up production of tho

refined drug 10-12 times over previous methods.

As early as the 13th centur,y, damscisa was a cornmon household item in

Egypt. When Junior had a stomach-ache his mother took some damscisa, boiled it

in water, strained off the liquid and gave Junior a strong drink of the brew.

This "tea" was also given as a heart stimulant, to stop bloody noses, for

constipation, to get rid of kidney stones or to stop gas pains in the stomach.

The damscisa cure is still popular in prosent-day Egypt.

Damscisa in its crude state is the flowering top of a plant cal:ed ambrosia

maritima. Unknown to Americans, the plant is cornmon in Mediterranean countries.

SCline and Abushady are making, as far as they know, the first modern

scientific analysis of the drug. The $1,500 extractor with which they're working

was purchased through the Greater University Fund which is sponsored by the

Minnesota Alumni association.

The new hospital rerresents the realization of an idea conceived and developed

by members of the Variety Club (If the Northwest, an organization of men in the

entertainment field.

About one-third of the cost of the hospital came from the Variety club either
in the form of contributions by individual members or collections taken up in
theaters throughout the Northwest in recent years. More than $600,000 in federal
funds have been applied to the cost through the Hill-Burten hospitnl construction act
and the National Heart institute. Miscellaneous gifts, appropriations from various

Thousands of bright children are failing in their school work and often,

says Harold A. Delp, director of the University of Minneseta's Psycho-Educational

clinic, "it's because they can't read".

Maybe they have visual pr~blems, maybe they can't hear correctly--maybe

they haven't developed proper reading habits.

Fllr instance, some children have "reversal tendencies" -- they look at

words backwards. To them "The team was on top" reads "Eht maet saw no pot".

Other youngsters get confused about pronuncia~ions, especially such words

as n Bough" , "rough" and "through" in which the "ough" is said three different ways.

Like the boy in the joke, they may refuse to g~ back to school until teacher makes

up her mind.

The University's Psycho-Educational clinic has a special staff which

helps children who have reading troubles. This summer, the clinic will offer two

remedial reading classes open to you~gsters throughout the state. One will start

June 25 and continue through July 25; the other will run from July 30-Aug. 31.

Children will attend class three hours every morning, five days a week.

Each day, one hour will be spent in individual coaching -- the remainder of the

time in group activity. Related spelling, language and art work are included in

the prsgram to broaden the student's reading backgr~und.

Delp points out that every child is carefully diagnosed. Tests are

given to measure general ability, vieie., hearing, personality, social maturity

and the student's school work is surveyed.
